AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

The Salary of a Public Officer Cannot be
Levied Upon for Debt.

A decision of importance to the state,
county and city officials was filed in the dis-
trict court yesterday, by Judge Young, the
question being whether the salary of a police
officer of tha city was subject to levy of exe-
cution on a judgmant obtained against him.
The salary-of the officer in question was by
the sheriff levied upon on the first day of tkis
month. IHis attorneys, Cochran & Penny,
applied for an order of the court vacating the
levy and releasing the debt thereupon. The
case was argued last Saturday, and Judge
Young, yesterday, decided the point, that
such levy was against public policy; that if
such levies were held good, efficient officers,
who, unfortunately had  judgments against
them, would be forced to resign, because their
salaries would be taken from them, and their
famijlies left unprovided for.

Dr. Pratt vs. The Pioneer Press. 2

A motion for a new trial in the libel suit of
Dr. Leonard Pratt against the Pioneer Press
company has been granted by Judge Loch-
ren. The first trial in this case oceurred
during the February term of 1882, when

plaintiff was given a verdict of §2,000.
This was set aside by Judge Young
on the ground that it was

cont.ary to law, and not justified by the evi-
dence. A new trial was granted and the jury
failed to agree. At the October general term
of 1883, the case was again tried by a struck
jury, and a verdict of $5000 given to the
plaintiff. Least December the defendant
moved for an order setting aside that verdiot,
and granting a new trial on the ground that
excessive damages were given, under the in-
fluence of passion or prejudiee, the verdict
was not justified by the evidence,
and that an error in law had occurred at the
trial to which the defendant took exception.
Judge Lochren in his decision states that
the damages awarded plaintiff appear not
only.excessive, but so grossly out of propor-
tion to any possible injury sustained by the
tiff from the alleged libel as to make it
seem impossible that the verdict could have
been the result of g,

 did not char,

fense ormoral delinqueney, and had no
tendency to expose him to hatred, ridicule
or contempt. Neither did- it disparage his
skill or capacity for professional duties.
There was no evidence to show malice, _aside
from the mere publication, and t;ifvﬁﬁce
adduced disproved that any ac malice
existed. The jury was instructed to give
compensatory damages only, and no ex-
emplary or punative damages. The sum of
$5,000 should compensate a verygrievous in-
jury.

India’s Greatest Son.

India has lost her greatest son, Keshub
Chunder Sen. His was one of the few names
known not only most widely emong the two
hundred and fifty millions who are said to in-
habit the vast Indian empire, but familiar
even to European ears. Many of us saw him
during his stay in England in 1870, listened
to him, admired and loved him, and ndt a
few have ever since remained united with
him by the bonds of a real friendship. If we
look around for true greatness, not only in
England or Europe, but in the whole civilized
world, and if we try to measure such
greatness, not by mere success or
popularity, but honestly and, so to say, his-
torically, taking into account the character
of the work done and the spirit in which it
was done, few, I believe, would deny that it
was given to Keshub Chunder Sen to peform
one of the greatest works in our generation,
and that he performed it nobly and well.
Like all great men, he had warm friends and
bitter enemies. He himself was proud of
both, and though fully aware of the greatness
of the work €ommitted to him and quite con-
scious of his own worth and dignity, he far
more frequently protested against exagger-
ated praise than unmerited blame. No doubt
the controversy between his followers and
opponents will continue long after his death;
nor is it likely that posterity will be more
forbearing to his weakness than it has lately
proved itself to be in the case of other relig-
ious reformers, such as Wicklif or Luther.
But if we déduet an equal share on- both
sides—on the side of the exaggregated praise
as well as on the side of unmerited blame—
there remains a sufficient amount of inde-
pendent contemorary judgment to secure to
Keshub Chunder Sen the first place among
his fellow countrymen, and a pre-eminent
place among the best of mankind. Though
he died young, the work of his life was done,
and his friend and probably successor, Pro-’
tap Chunder Mozoomdar, at present travel-
ing in America and Japan, will, perhaps, be
better fitted, under present circumstances,
to carry on the religious reform of India.
But as long as there is a religion in India,
whatever its name may be, the nawe of Ke-
shub Chunder Sen will be grstefully remem-
bered .as one who lived aud died for the
glory of God,dor the welfare of mankind,
and for the truth, so far as he could see it.

Other Matters.

The Senate.

‘WasHINGTON, Feb. 11.—Senator Pendleton
presented the credentials of the Hon. J. B.
Payne, senator elect from Ohio, for the term
begining March 4, 1883. It was read and
ordered to be filed.

The following house bills-were introduced
and referred: .

By Senator Budd, to limit the number of
cadets at the naval academy, and to regulate
their appointment thereto.

By Senator Belford, to facilitate the settle-
ment of private land claims, and also to pro
vide for the leasing of the arid desert lands
of Colorado.

By 8enator Oaes, for restoring to the pen-
sion rolls the names of those dropped on ae-
count of disloyalty.

By Secnator Bishee, to impose duties on
coeranuts, bananas and pineapples.

Senator Plumb presented a petition from
the late commission of the volunteer officers
of the Union army, complaining of discrim-
ination against them, in the difference be-
tween the amount of their pensions and the
pay of officers on the retired list. The latter
class of petitioners say they were in many
instances disabled by the same classes of
wounds and in the same action, but having
the good fortune or influence to obtain an
appointment in the regular army, secured a
great advantage over their fellows not so
fortunate. The petitioners pray that con-
gress remove the discrimination .

Senator Miller, of Colorado, from the com-
mittee on naval affairs, reported favoiably a
bill for the relief of the survivors of the
Jeannette expedition.

Senator Sherman received a dispatch from
Richard Smith, Cincinnati, saying that con-
gress should make an immediate appropria-
tion of $500,000 for the relief of the sufferers
by the flood between Pittsburg and Cairo,
adding, that Cincinnati needs nothing, but
other places are almost helpless. Senator
Voorhees stated that himself and his coi-
leagues Chads similar telegrams from other
places. Senator Sherman stated that that he
would not ask for immediate action on the
subject, deeming it better to await the action
of the house of representatives, but wished
the telegram referred to the committee on
appropriations, and it was so referred.

Senator Dolph presented a petition from
the board of trade of Portland, Oregon, rep-
resenting the helpless condition of the cities
along the coasts of the United States, by rea-
son of the inefficiency of the navy, and pray-
ing congress to place the navy in a condi-
tiom of strength commensurate with the na-
val power of the nations, and the command-
ing position of the United States.

Bills reported from committees and placed
on the calendar:

By Senator Hoar, for the committee on
fixing salaries of the judges of the district
court of the United States. This bill fixed
the salary of the judges of the districts of
Minnesota, Kansas and we4tern Arkansas,
from July 15th, 1884, at $4,000, and the
judges for the following districts from the
same date at $5,000. The northern and
southern Mississippi, the eastern district of
Kansas, the northern and southern districts
of Illinois, the district of Kentucky, the east-
ern district of Louisiana, the district of
Maryland, the eastern distri¢ct of Michigan,
the eastern and western districts of Missouri,
the districts of New Jersey, the northern,
southern and eastern districts of New York,
the southern district Ohio, the district of
Oregon, the eastern and western districts of
Pennsylvania, the western district of Tennes-
see, and the western district of Texas.

By Senator Mahone, from tho committee
on public huildings and grounds, fo
authorize the purchase of additional grounds
for the United States court house and post-
office building at Springfield, Il..

The following bills were introduced and
referred: .

By Senator Hoar, to authorize a prelimin-
ary examination and survey of the passes be-
tween the affluent of the upper Mississippi
and the Columbus rivers, for the purpose of
ascertaining the distance between the navi-
gable waters of said rivers.

By Senator Blair, to provide for the study
of physiology and the effects of intoxicating
narcotic and poisonous substances upon life
and health, in the public schools in the terri-
tories and the District of Columbia.

By Senator McMillan, to authorize a foot
and carriage or railroad bridge across the
Mississippi at 8t. Paul. In introducing the
bill, McMillan said it had been sent bim by
the mayor of St. Paul, and had the approval
of the council of that city.

By Senator Voorhees,for making an appro-
priation for repair, preservation and comple-
tion of certain public works, reservoirs,
mains, etc., for irrigation and other pur-
poses in the arid land regions of the United
States.

By Senator Hale, for the relief of the offi-
cers and crew of the United States steamer
Monitor, who particidated in the action with
the rebel iron clad, Merrimac, on March 9,
1862.

By Senator Harrison, to define the powers
and jurisdiction of the Mississippi river com-
vemmission, and authorizing an appropria-
tin of land and material for the improvement
of the Mississippi river, and its navigable
tributaries, and providing for methods of
appropriating tho same, etc. In introducing
the bill, Harrison said the commission had
in some cases met with obstructions from
obstinate land owners, who refused to permit
the commission to pro@ed with the work.

Senator Butler offered a resolution, which
was agreed to, directing the committee on
agriculture and forestry to inquire into and
report upon the condition of the government
tea farm in South Carolina; whether it has
been abandoned by the government, and if
so why, and by what authority, and whether
the experiment of tea culture has been fairly
and fully made. :

Senator Miller, of California, offered a res-
olution, which was agreed to, requesting, if
not incompatible with public interests, to in-
form the senate what action, if any, has been
taken by the executive department of the
government relative to the demand of Mexi-
o for the extradition of one Trimble.

Senator Van Wyck offered a resolution,
which was agreed to, directing the commit-

' tee on postoffices and post roads to ascertain

whether any of the owners or officers of the
Baltimore & Ohio Telegraph company made
or reeived any proposals or entered into any
agreement to consolidate with the Western
Union Telegraph company within the past
twelve months. The resolution gives the
committee power to send for persons and
oapers.

The chair laid hefore the senate a resolu-
tion offered some days ago by Reddleberger,
providing for a committee of inquiry, com-
posed of three senators and five representa-
tives to examine into the question of dis-
charges and appointments of subordinate of-
fices in both houses of congress.

Senator Vest offered an amendment, pro-
viding, also, for an inquiry as to what orders
have been given bythe executive department
of the government in Virginia during the
last three years. Senator Riddleberger said
he could see no profit to come of the amend-
ment, but was prepared to substantiate the
statements made by himself.

Senator Vest in speaking of his amend-
ment, said he was in favor of civil service
reform, but the civil service {act, as applied
by the Republicans, was made a farce, as
shown in the course recently pursued in rela-
tion to the senate employees.

Senator Conger replied, he had never seen
a Democrat in the senate supporting any
action in aid of civil service, except when it
would result in turning out a Republican and
putting in a Demoerat. The hour, 2 o’clock,
having arrived, the matter went over without
decision. 5

The chair laid before the senate a resolu-
tion offered some weeks since by Van Wyck,
directing the committee on judiciary to ex-
amine and report what legislation, if any, is
necessary to restrict the appointment of
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by Platt from the committee on patents,
amending section 4,887 of the revised stat-
utes, securing to American inventors a full
term of seventeen years for their patents in
cases where foreign patent expires before
that term. .

A message being received from the house
announcing the continued disagreement
that body to the senate amendment to the
Greely relief bill.

Senator Hale moved that the senate recede
from its amendments. The men who should
be sent on the expedition he said, would be
men perfectly willing to go. They would
not be taken from the navy rolls as they now
stand, but would be re-enlisteed. No
difficulty will be experienced in finding the
best officers in the naval establishment to
take the place of command, and no unwil-
ling man should go, under any circum-
stances. This difficulty being removed,
Hale hoped there would be no further delay.
He did not know how he would feel if it
should turn out that this expedition, on get-
ting to the Arctic seas, should find the un-
fortunate men for whom it went in search,
had perished within two weeks of the arrival
of the relieving party. He hoped that it
would not occur, and he did not prophecy it
would: but there is every motive in urging
prompt action in the matter.

Senator Cockrell hoped the senator from
Maine would show the same complacency,
the same child-like and bland sympathy as
he was displaying in this occasion, when,
later in the session, important controverted
questions should arise between the senate
and the house.

Senator Morrill inquired what question
was referred to.

Senator Cockrell replied he hoped that one
of them would be the revenue reform tariff,
and the other would be the appropriation bill
reducing the expenditures of the govern-
ment and bringing them to an economical
and just basis.

Senator Saulsbury hoped the senate would
not recede from the amendment. He knew
congress would do what was right in the mat-
ter if a proper bill was brought in, but here
was a bill to enable the secretary of the navy
to put his hand into the treasury and take
money out ad libitum.

Senator Butler reminded the senate that it
was not the secretary of the navy, but the
president of the United States, who received
authority.

Senator Saulsbury replied, the president
acted through his secretaries. The bill, if
passed, will be a dangerous precedent, as
giving the president the right to take out of
the treasury, without proper or definite ap-
propriation, the moneys of the people. It
would change the whole policy of the law.
The vote was then taken, 29 yeas and 22
nays, and the senate receded from its amend-
ment,

The senate after passing some private bills,
went into execntive session, and when the
doors were re-opened the message was re-
ceived from the house announcing the pass-
age by that body of a joint resolution author-
izing the secretary of war to use rations for
the relief of dostitute persons in the district
overflowed -on the Ohio river and its
tributaries, and making an appropriation of
$300,000 to relieve the suffers by such over-
flow. The joint resolution was read three
times and passed. Tho senate then ad-
journed.

lic building at Detroit, the cost not to exceed

By Mr. Murphy, to abolish the office of as-
sistant surgeon general of the army.

By Mr. Washburn, forauthorizing the con-
struction of bridges across the Mississippi at
St. Paul,

By Mr. White, of Minnesota, to repeal the
import duty on books, printed in other than
the English language.

Mr. Mooney offered a resolution, directing
the postmaster gemeral to transmit to the
house all reports made by special agents of
the postoffice department to the postmaster
general during 1881, having reference to the
star route investigation.

By Mr. Hatoh, of Missouri, by request, for
the preservation of the woods and forests of
the national domain adjacent to the sources
of the navigable rivers of the United States.

By Mr. Cox, of New York, to provide ad-
ditional life saving stations on the sea and
lake coasts.

By Mr. White, of Minnesota, for amend-
ing the Pacific railroad ‘act, amending the
act of July 1, 1862, so as to provide that such
railroad company now organized, or which
may hereafter be organized, under the
statute or teritorial laws, shall consiruect and
operate a line of railroad and telegraph from
Sioux City, Iowa, westward, via the Nobrara
valley, to such point on the Union Pacific
railroad, west of the 100th meridian, as such
company may select, and on the same terms
and conditions, and with same rights as pro-
vided for the construction of the Union Pa-
cific, provided that said company shall re-
celve neither bonds nor lands, and it shall
be completed within five yoars from the pas-
sage of this act.

By Mr. Cox, of North Carolina, to secure
the more faithful delivery of the mails by the
star route contractors.

By Mr. Bingham, for authorizing the pay-
ment of postal notes to the bearer, when
duly receipted by him, at any money order
office.

By Mr. Young, a resolution directing the
secretary of state to make proper inquiry in
regard to the murder of H. F. Cooper,
Michael O’Brien and Geo. H. Stieff in Mex-
ico, and ascertain whether or not it is proper
to ask redress therefor at the hands of the
Mexican government.

By Mr. Mills, requiring the secretary of
the treasury to pay one hundred million dol-
lars, 3 per cent. bonds.

By Mr. Poland, relating to the qualifica-
tions of voters in Utah and Idaho. It pro-
vides that before the registration of a voter
he shall be required to take an oath that he
does not belong to the church of the latter
day saints or any other secret organization,
that upholds polygamy, bigamy, or unlawful
cohabitation.

By Mr. Price, for the forfeiture of certain
lands. It confirms all the grants of lands
heretofore made to states end corporations in
aid of the construction of railroads, as far as
such roads have been constructed, notwith-
standing the time specified may have ex-
pired before such construction. All other
lands are declared forfeited, and the secre-
tary of the interior is authorized, within
ninety days, to restore to the market all lands
unearned, but it makes it unlawful for him
to sell more than 160 acres to any one per-
som.

That would have been the state rights doc-
trine then. It was the State rights doctrine
now.

Mr. Hiscock said, having reported tolast con-
gress the bill for the relief of the Mississippi
sufferers, he did’nt suppose that any one
would think he was troubled with any con-
stitutional question. He was not, and he
was in favor of appropriations of this sort be-
ing conferred to states which are not in a
condition to extend money themselves.

Mr. Cox, of New York, questioned the'con-
stitutionality of the measure. It should have
been passed in silence and if it was any
breach of the constitution, God Almnighty, in
his kindness would pardon it. There were
some diseases no foresight could anticipate or
cure, and one of these was the calamity now
in the country, and if he could not give his
hand or his head he could give his heart to
this vote  (Applause.)

Mr. Reagan regarded such a question as
being unforeseen by the constitutions, and
he thought a representative could vote for the
measure, as it did not entrench upon the
liberty and security of the people.

Mr. Townshend thought the federal gov-
ernment should stretch forth its strong arm
and relieve the suffering people of the Ohio
valley.

Mr. Blount spoke in behalf of the measure
and gratefully acknowledged the lief ac-
corded the people of the south when that sec-
tion was ravaged by yellow fever.
~Mr, Jordan drew a graphic picture of the
sufferings of the people living along the
banks of the Ohio, and its tributaries, and
appealed to the humanity of congress tq ten-
der succor to them.

Mr. Warner, of Ohio, said, so far as Ohio
was concerned, she was able and her people
were willing to accord to the sufferers all
possible  relief, but question was one of
means, agencies and appliances.
