YWASHINGTON, Feb. 12.—Wisconsin people
oave gotten up a petition of great length for
the appointment of Judge Dyer to succeed
Judge Drummond, and proposed to have it
brought here by two eminent members of the
Badger bar, but they have been informed by
some of the representatives of the state here,
that it will hardly be worth while, as it is all
yut certain that Judge Gresham will succeed
judge Drummond. Thig conviction is enter-
iained by Wisconsin men who should be ex
yected to be pretty well informed.

CHARGES AGAINST GOV. MURRAY.

Mr. Springer has in his possession the

original letter written three years ago by

Commissioner of Internal Revenue Evans, |

then a private citizen of Kentucky, denounc-
ing the malfeasance in office of Gov., Eli
Murray, of Utah, during his incumbency as
United States marshal or Kentucky. Mr.
Evans says he can prove that on one occa-
sfon Ja Mr, Nat. McCord, against whom
& process had been served, appeared at Mur-
ray’s office. After his case was disposed of
Murray made out a claim against the govern-
ment for services alleged to have been per-
formed, including mileage, railroad fare, ex-
penses of a guard, etc., amounting to eighyy
oldd dollars. This he swore to, and collected
the money. Referring to Governor Murray’s
administration in Utah, Mr. Springer said:
‘I received to-day a letter from a Mr. Jas,

Battison, who claims to have been an offi-
cer in the TFifth Illinois regiment
during the war. He =said a man
who had been sentenced to the territoria

prison for a term of years on the charge
of murder and robbery was pardoned by
Murray after a few months committal. When
Mr. Battison as a member of the community
where these deeds were. enacted protested
against the man’s liberation, Murray replied
that he was under great obligations to a
friend of the prisoner’s, and that the influ-
ence brought to bear in his behalf was such
that he could not resist. He admitted at the
same time that the prisoner was guilty, but
seemed to think there was more merit in
thus repaying an old score than in subsery-
iag public good by permitting him to serve
out his sentence.
M’DONALD AND THE PRESIDENCY.

When ex-Senator’Joe McDonald, of Indi-
ana, made his appearance on the floor of the
senate to-day he received a cordial greeting
from his old associates, Republicans like
John Sherman and Edmunds being as cor-
dial as his former Democratic colleagues.
Numerous were the jocular attempts to draw
him out in the presidentialjquestion,but with
out avail until Randolph Tucker, grasping
him heartily by the hand, said: I hope
we will see you in the White house a
year hence.” It was the first time he had
been so nointedly addressed, and a silence
fell on the group as they awaited his answer,
it came, slowly and with a merry twinkle of
eye: ‘‘You don’t wish it half as much as I
do.” Mr. McDonald will remain in the ecity
until the latter part of next week on su-
preme court business. His friends say he
had no interests in the convention being
held at any point, but he is known to be very
friendly to Chicago.

THE PRESIDENT’S RECEPTION.

President Arthur’s first official reception at
the white house this evening was the occa-
sion of a large attendance and more brilliant
assembly, if possible, than on the two prece-
ding that he has had on similar occasions.
Members of the cabinet, justices of the su-
preme and district courts, the senators and
representatives in congress, and officers of
the army and navy and marine corps, were
invited on the occasion to meet members of
the

diplomatic  corps. Arrangements
for so large & company were very
complete. The diplomats entered by

aprivate drive and doorway through the red
parlor, and an additional exit wes construct-
ed at the front entrance of the house. The
marine band occupied the entrance hall.
The private and state dining rooms were
used for cloak rooms, and the family apart-
ments up stairs were also thrown open, and
the conservatory lighted and carpeted. The
president and ladies of the receiving party
who were escorted by members of the cabi-
net, entered the blue parlor at 8 o’clock, as
the marine band played ‘‘Hail to the Chief.”’
Marshal McMichael made the general presen-
tations to the president and Capt.
Clark, of the army, and Secretary
Frelinghuysen presented the diplomats and
the military as they arrived. In defference
to a presidential summons the members of
the diplomatic corps were in the full court
uniforms of their ranks. Thoe toilets of the
ladies were very rich and the assemblage was
a very brilliant one in every sense. The
ladies assisting the president were his sisters,
Mrs. McEIroy, Mrs. Frelinghuysen, Mrs.
Lincoln, Mrs. Chandler, Mrs. Brewster, Mrs.
Gresham and Mrs. Teller.

XEW BONDS.

At a meeting of the house committee on
banking and currency this morning, Mr.
Potter gave notice that he proposed to with-
draw his two per cent. bill, and substitute a
new funding bill, which would probably go
to the committee of ways and
means. This mew bill, which he
introduced to-day, authorizes the secretary of
the treasury to convert present three per
cent. bonds to be payable at the same time
and on the same condition as the bond for
which it is-substituted. In making the ex-
change the new bond is for 4s and 41¢, and
the secretary is authorized to pay such sum.
| im each case-as will equal the amount saved
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in interest to the country. The bill reduced
the tax on the circulation of the national
banks one-half, and further authorizes the
secretary to purchase any clags of bonds pay-
able in the future, instead of calling bonds
now payable, when by =o doing he can make
it for the advantage of the government.
INTERSTATE COMMERCE.

The house committee on commerce is vot-
ing on the several propositions designed to
test the sense of the members, upon the gen§
eral question, respecting the advisibility of
providing by congressional legislation for the
regulation of interstate commerce, It was
decided by fourteen to one that there ought
to be remedial legislation of some kind,
O’Neill, of Pennsylvania, casting the nega-
tive vote. Upon the proposition to deal with
the matter by a commission, there were nine
affirmative and six negative votes, the yeas
were- Seymour, Davis (Illinois), Long,
Woodward, O’Neill (Pennsylvania), Stuart,
Barksdale, Wadsworth and Peter. The nays:
Reagan, Clarey, Turner (Kentucky), Glass-
cock, Dunn and Boyle. Upon the proposi-
tion to extend suchlegislation to the water
ways, the vote was yeas, 2, Boyle and
O’Neill; nays, 18.

The senate passed a bill directing the sec-
retary of the treasury to pay to Mrs. Louisa
Boddy, Oregon, £5,400, in full settlement of
her claim against the United States for depre-
dations committed, and property taken and
destroyed by the Modocs in November, 1872,
The Boddy family settled upon the public
lands of Oregon, and were among the first
victims of the Modoe war. The husband of
claimant, her sons and her son-in-law were
murdered, and the property taken, and for
this she putin a claim, which the senate
voted to allow.

The Grand Trunk Protests Against
Susidizing Rival Routes
Controlled by the
C.P.

And Suggests that Rival Subsidiary Lines be
Run in the Interest of Both
Companies.

Protest the Canadian Pacific
Subsidy.
[Special Telegram to the Globe. ]

OrrAwa, Ont., Feb. 12.—The Grand Trunk
Tailway to-day published the correspondence
between the company and government in re-
lation to the proposed advances to the
Canadian Pacific railroad. They vigorously
protest against government influence and
public revene being pitted against a private
corporation of British investors, whose capi-
tal invested exceeds the total funded and
unfunded debt of the dominion. They offer
no objection tothe main line of the Canadian
Pacific, but disputes its right to control sub-
sidiary and rival routes to those already in
existence.

In letter to John
Manager Hickson

Against

A. McDonald General
says: ‘I am instructed
by message to inform the premier of the
dominion that the directors of the Grand
Trunk, with every wish for Dominion and
Canadian Pacific railway’s prosperity strongly
protests against legislation embracing as-
sistance to the line required by a syndicate
outside of the objects of the Canadian Pa-
cific’s charter, thus using public money for
competition against private enterprise.’”
Among the plans suggested by Mr. Hycason,
are that there might be an
exchange of the north shore line to
lines owned by the Canadian Pacific compa-
ny, or those controlling that company in On-
tario, on terms to be agreed upon, or under
certain definite conditions determined by ar-
bitration, or that the Ontario and Northwest-
ern lines might be organized as independent
companies, owned and operated as such in
the interest of the Canadian Pacific and
Grand Trunk companiezunder an agreement
which would secure full facilities to the pub-
lic and for - the traffic proper of the main
lines of both companies. Under such &n
arrangement some independent authority
to settle disputes would be necessary, and it
would be requisite to make well defined
traflic contracts.

The discussion on the railway resolution is
being continued to-day with unabted interest.
An evening paper says that Sir Charles Tup-
per, minister of railways, and J. H. Pope,
minister of agriculture, have been called up-
on to resign, but this lacks confirmation.

SERIOUS . RAILWAY ACCIDENT,

A Broken Rail Causes a Wreek on the
Milwaukee & St. Paul Near
Greene, Iowa.

The Wreck Catches Fire--One Man Killed and
Many Badly Injured.

At one o'clock yesterday morning, the
incoming passenger train on the Milwaukee
& 8t. Paul road, met with an accident at
Greene, Towa, which may result in the death
of at least one person. A defective rail threw
the train from the track. Two
coaches rolled over * and over
and the sleeper broke the connection and
stood diagonally across the track. The stoves
in the two passenger coaches set fire to the
train and the passengers only escaped a
horrible death by breaking from the windows.
A lady was Cseriously injured in the face
while  her seven-year-old son was thrown
with violence onto a stove
and  was horribly burned aboud
thehands and face. She was from Virginia
and was en route to Montana. A family
comprising a man and wife and baby

were seriously injured, and it
is thought the baby cannot survive.

No names could be ascertained. Dr. Kinney,
the surgeon of the road, has gone to Greene
to treat the wounded. There were quite a num-
ber of others on the train. who were more
or less injured, but will probably survive,
save possibly the seven year old boy and the
babe. No blame is attached to the railway
employes; the names of the parties who are
wounded are not known in the city.

The Weather.

CHICAGO, Feb. 12, Midnight.—It has been
raining here all day, and freezing as it fell,
coating the sidewalks with ice to the depth
of an inch or more, and rendering getting
about very difficult and dangerous. The tel-
egraph wires are heavily coated with sleet and
badly demoralized in every direction, many
of the lighter wires having gone down under
the weight of ice. The heavier, quadruplex
wires, however, have withstood the weight
and suffice for connection between import-
ant points. Reports to the Associated
press  indicate a  serious  meteor-
logical disturbance throughout the country
between Omaha and Pittsburg, Winnipeg
and Memphis, and a general mixed up con-
dition of things. At one point snow a few
miles in one direction, fog at a like distance,
in another rain, and still another sleet. At
Sioux City, at 6 p. m., it was four below,
while at Des Moines eighteen above. At
Chicago, at this hour, rain has ceased and it
is growing slightly colder.

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CONGRESSIONAL.

A Number of Votes Taken on the In-
tustah Commeree Bill by the
Committee,

Porter’s Bond Bill Abandoned--A Modoc War
Claim Settled--The Trade Dollar
Bill.

The, Senate,

The following bills were introduced and
referred:

By Senator McPherson, -to suspend the
coinage of the standard silver dollar. It
provides that coinage shall be suspended un-
til January 1, 1886, and that the trade dollar
be received in sums of $5 or Jess for postage
and revenue stamps, and converted into
bullion.

By Senator Beck, to change the limit for
the appropsiation of a public building at
Louisville.

By Senator Bowen, for an erection of pub-
lic buildings at Pueblo and Del Norte, Col.

Senator Voorhees introduced a resolution,
calling on the attorney general to explain
delay in advising the postmaster general as
to the interpretation of the law relating to
the adjustment of postmasters’ salaries, was
taken up and after a sharp debate, during
which the dilatoriness of the attorney gen-
eral was severely criticized, it was agreed to.

Senator Voorhees at this point introduced
a bill to prohibit assessments for political pur-
poses by the governmeut officials, and em-
ployees. Voorhees said he was prepared to show
that assessments are now being made on the
employees of the government for political
purposes. The bill punishes the giver as well
agpthe man who make the demand. Voorhees
asked that the bill be referred to the judi-
ciary.

Senator Hawley thought it oughtto go to
the civil service reform committee.

The bill was referred to the judiciary.

The senate bill, authorizing the construe-
tion of a building for the accommodation of
the congressionai library, was taken up'and
after a debate was passed.

The genate took up the bill for the relief of
the State National bank of Louisiana.

Pending the dcbate, there was an execu-
tive session, and the senate adjourned.

The House of Representatives,

WasHixgroN, Feb. 12.—Mr. Potter intro-
duced a bill to extend the bonded debt of the
United States at 214 per cent  Referred.

The ways and means resol-ution was adopt
ed, directing the committee on the de-
partment of justice, in making an investi-
gation into the expenditures on account of
the prosecution of persons charged with
fraud on the government, and especially in
the star route mail service, to inquire into
the matter in which the prosecutions have
been and  are being conducted
and into the conduct efficiercy and good faith
of all the officials or persons in the.pay of the
government, in connection with such prose-
cutions, and whether the guilty partics have
been duly prosecuted.

Mr. Bland, raising a question of privi-
leges, moved that the committee on banking
and currency be diseharged from further con
sideration of the bill providing for the retire-
ment of trade dollars, and that the bill be
referred to the committee on coinage, weights
and measures.

Mr. Buckner opposed the motion, but it
was agreed to.

A resolution was adopted, providing for a
select committee to proceed to Hot Springs,
to make a general examination of all the
government interests there.

The following bills were reported.

By Mr. Dowd,from the committee on coin-
gge, weights and measures, for the retire-
ment and recoinage of the trade dollar. Re-
ferred to the committee of the whole.

By Mr. Dribrell, from the committee on
military affairs, to authorize the extension of
the Chesapezke & Ohio railroad, to a point
on the military lands at fortress Monroe.
Placed on the house calendar.

By Mr. Murphy, from the committee on
railroads and canals, to provide for the con-
strnction of the Michigan and Mississippi
river canal. Referred to the committe of the
whole.

By Mr. Willis, from the committee on
education, to aid temporarily in the support
of common schools. Ordered to be printed
and recommitted.

By Mr. Hopkins, from the committee on
labor, to establish and maintain a depart-
ment on labor statistics. Referred to the
committee on the whole.

A bill was reported for the erection of a
public building at Carson City.

The house went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Converse in the chair, on naval
appropriations.

Mr. Calkins criticised certain provisions bf
the bill. He said the appropriation for com-
pleting the equipment and outfits of the
cruisers was ridiculously small, and when
the new cruisers were finished there would
be nothing to put on them except some
smooth bore popguns. There were millions
of dollars’ worth of property on the Pacific

coast, and a little country like Chili
could in three weeks destroy
every dollar’s worth. Chili had

five armored vessels, while the United States
had not a vessel afloat that could stand be-
fore one of them ten minutes. Put the
thirty vessels of the United States together in
front of one of these Chilian vesseis, and
she would sink every one of them. It was
true the United States was not in the pres-
ence of an enemy, but the fact remains that
she had pocketed insults, not only from
Chili, but from almost every country on the
face of the globe, because she had no navy
by which she could enforce her rights. The
committee rose.

Lacey introduced a bill for the survey of
a water route, and for the surveyof the
waters of lake Michigan and Detroit rivers.
Referred. The house then adjourned.

The Suakians.

Loxpoy, Teb. 17.—A correspondent at
Suakim telegraphs. At last the heroic garrison
at Sinkat has been butchered. For a fort-
night they have been eating roots and tree
leaves. It was a feeble band indeed, which
made a sortie to die amid the rebel hordes-
Tewfik Bey had harangued his men, saying,
to die fighting they might save themselves,
but by remaining they must die from hunger
in a few days, as flight was impossible,
These men, animated with Tewfik Bey’s
spirit, destroyed the military stores, exploded
the magaaine, filled their pouches to the ut-
most with cartridges and issued forth, 600
strong against the rebels. Osman Digma’s
hordes rushed to attack Tewfik Bey, and his
men fought nobly for a long time. They re-
pulsed every attempt to break their ranks.
Finally the superior numbers prevailed, and
with a tremendous rush the rebels burst
through one side of the Egyptian square. A
general massacre ensued, and not a soul es-
caped. According to the latest reports only
four sick men were unable to take a part in
the sortie at Sinkat, and they were spared by
the rebels. Before the sortie the rebel sheikh
approached Sinkat, and summoned Tewfik
Bey to surrender, saying his life would be
spared. The garrison answered defiantly.

Loxpox, Feb. 12.—The news of the fall of
Sinkat reached Suakim this morning, brought
by a friendly Arab chief. The garrison
. made a sortie and for a long time success-
fully repulsed the rebel attacks, but at last
the attacking forces gained an advantage,
and completely destroyed the garrison, ex-
cept afew made prisoners. The fate of the
women and children is unknown. The
streets of Suakim present a heart-rending
appearance, being thronged with women
weeping and wailing give unmistakable evi-
dence of their distress and forebodings.

SINEAT CAPTURED.

Loxpox, Feb. 12.—It is reported that the
rebels have captured Sinkat. The cabinet
has been summoned in council to ecapture
the Egyptian question. Official dispatches
confirm the report of the capture of Sinkat.
The cabinet are painfully impressed. It is
probable that large enforcements of
and marines will be immediately dispm
to Egypt. It is rumored now that Tokar has
fallen into the hands of the rebels.

DEATH BEFORE SURRENDER,
Loxpox, Feb. 12.—Further advices of the
fall of Sinkat state, Tewfik Bey, preferring
death to surrender, blew up the fortifications,
spiked the guns and made a sortie. His

THE ADDRESS OF WELCOME,

At the close of the opening musical num-
ber, Judge Severence said: ;

SUICIDE AND ATTEMPTED MURDER.
[Special Telegram to the Globe. |

New Yorg, Feb. 12.—Jennie H. Almy,
24 years old, is a pretty brunette and was re-
puted to be a relative of Admiral J. J. Almy.
She boarded for a time at the same house
with Andre. Miss Almy worked a type
writer and took little girls as scholars on a
kindergarten system. Her room adjoined
Andre’s and they were thrown together a
great deal. e became very attentive,
brought her flowers and showed his devo-
tion. in many other ways. He
was very affectionate in his demeanor to her.
He spoke frequently of their engagement,
and said he was waiting for a letter from
Germany, bearing his parents consent to
their marriage. They were together at a
Leiderkranz festival about a month ago. On
Sunday, Jan. 20, thev quarrelled, and he did
not come again. After waiting for a few
days she went out to see
Andre, but did not succeed in seeing
him. A few days afterward Miss Almy called
in a carriage at nine o’clock in the evening,
and sent up her card to Andre. He became
exceedingly angry and refused to sce her. In
the past week her depression increased.

Miss Almy said positively that Andre
had betrayed her, and that he was
bound in honor to marry her

to others she said that she was likely to be-
come a mother. On Monday evening she
was found weeping in her room. Miss Almy
said: “Whathave I tolive for! I am a
ruined woman, my future is ruined.” S8he
told the servant two days before to wake
her early in the morning, and this morning

she was aroused at 7 o'clock.
She dressed herself and went
out. She knew Andre’s habits and
expected to find him at the station. As she

was aroused early on Monday morning it is
probable that she waited for him that morn-
ing; also she hoped to kill him and herself
at once and trusted that her identity might
not be known!

New Yorg, Feb. 12.—This morning at the
Fifty-ninth strect station of the Third avenue
elevated railway, a woman, unknown, in the
presence of the other passengers, shot a man,
who gave the name of Victor Grafton An-
dree, in the thigh. Thinking she had killed
him, she put the pistol to her temple, and
blew her brains out, falling dead on the spot,
There is no explanation of the crime. The
man shot at said he was a German, and has
been in this country six months, and was a
journalist connected with a German news-
paper and a teacher in an educational estab
lishment. He admitted knowing the woman
who shot him but refused to give any ex-
planation of her act.

Thae police have discovered thafthe woman
was Jennie H. Almy, aged twenty-four, and
taught in a Kindergarten school. - 8he lived
at 11, West Twenty-fifth street. A large
package of letters was found in Andre's
room, which she had written him, show he
had promised to marry her and afterwards
refused, but whether he had betrayed her or
not could not be ascertained. It is evident
Andre knew she was watching him and he
dreaded a meeting. For tbis reason he re-
ported at the school where he taught, that
he was sick, and remained in his room the
whole of the past week. This morning he
ventured out for the first time. It was said at
Almy’s boarding house, that she went away
every morning early, and did not feturn till
night, and it is supposed she passed the day
watching Andf’s house. The police find
that the two became acquainted last fall,
Andre’s condition grew rapidly worse and he
vomited blood continually. ﬁe cannot pos-
sibly recover, In his ante-mortem this
afternoon, Andre admitted that he was en-
gaged to marry her, but broke his promise
upon the discovery that she was a divorced
wife. He would not state how he found this
out, or give any particulars. He would not
answer any question in regard to their rela-
tions.

TRIAL FOR BLACKMAIL.
