How the People of the Southern States
are Oppressed by Federal Officials.

[Special Telegram to the Globe.]
New York, Feb. 17.—A special to the Sun

from Washington says: Even a superficial
examination of the accounts ofUnited States
marshals and their deputies, especially in the
southern states, reveals a condition of things
quite as bad as existed in the era of Grant-
ism. Fraudulent accounts for mileage, for
expenses, for the transportion
of prisoners, for telegraphing and
for almost all the items connected
with the marshal's office, are found to be
common and almost the rule in Alabama,
Georgia and other states. Most of these false
charges have been made to fill the pockets of
the officeholders, but sometimes they have
been utilized to promote the ambition of
representative candidates for congress, and
for other offices, who, serving as deputy mar-
shals fora time, employed all the machinery
of their places for these ends in a most out-
rageous manner. Innocent persons would
be arrested on falsifying charges
and carried hundreds of miles from
their comes, past the doors ofcommissioners
before whom the trumped-up cases might
have been heard if they had not been abso-
lutely manufactured, and then were dis-
missed without a hearing. In multitudes of
such cases the parties were poor, small farm-
ers whose families depended upon their daily
labors for support. It is alleged that Stro-
bach, a candidate for congress in Alabama,
and recently nominated for United rStates
marshal, arrested basely nearly every person
in one county while acting as
a deputy. Under Grant they were
used to enforce the policy of the
administration, and to keep up the shame of
the Republican party. The officers of the in-
ternal revenue in the south are little better
than the tribe of marshals and deputies.
They steal and oppress at every favorable
chance. They have been protected at Wash-
ington by profession of political loyalty and
by the pretence of inaugurating independent
movements in the south. After the example
of Mahone by raising a cry against "the
bourbons" these rascally officeholders have
been able to keep their places and their
fat fees. They have, however, been
required to contribute "voluntarily"
and liberally for the good of the party, and
the investigation which Senator Vance origi-
nated in North Carolina, showed that they
had paid 58 per cent, of their salaries—but
not of the stealings—to carry that state for
the Republicans. These are the officials who
go among the masses of the plain people, as
Mr. Lincoln described them. They are
brought into personal contact with farmers,
laborers, mechanics and other toilers, who
removed from the cities and from the oppor-
tunities of every day information are easily
imposed upon by agents claiming to repre-
sent the power of the govern-
ment, and the terrors of the law.
The civil service act does not touch one of
these officials. They are the creatures of the
managers at Washington, and the tools with
which Wm. E. Chandler and his associates
work in manufacturing delegates for the
Chicago convention.

He
did'nt care about the head but he
hated to be knocked out. He was
advised to swear out a warrant.

" Bodisehehof," or Bavarian place of stop-
ping, came out to get into their sleigh, when
a party of five men arrived from the Capitol
saloon, directly on the corner, and indis-
criminately piled into them, one of them
holding the door fast from the outside, from
which they had just issued. In the fight two
of the assailed party were wounded, and Of-
ficer Barner,coming upon the scene, arrested
E, Culter, one of the assailants, while the
others took leg bail. Culter was
brought to the city hall, where
the proprietor ofthe Capitol saloon went his
bail for$25. Samuel Parsen also gave bail
in $20 to appear as a witness in the case this
morning before the municipal court. The
proprietor of the Capitol saloon was accused
of being one of the attacking party, but
sturdily denied the accusation. The fact is
evident that there is a good deal of bad blood
between the proprietors of the two rival
saloons, which extended to some of their
customers, and the matter looks favorable to
a thorough airing before Judge Burr this
morning.

The Xew Office Building Projected as
an Adjunct to the Chicago Board

of Trade.

Chicago, Feb. 17.—Among the most not-
able of the building operations planned this
year is a twelve story office butlding ' to oc-
cupy the lot immediately south of the new
board of trade site, Messrs. Armour &Kent
being the projectors. The cost will reach
fully §1,000,000. It will be 174 hy 142 feet
in dimensions, with fronts on Van Buren
street and Sherman and Pacific avenues.
There will he an open court on the Van
Buren street front and an alley thirty feet
wide between the newbuilding and the board
of trade, and both structures will be connect-
ed by an iron bridge. The new building will
be constructed as near fire proof as it is pos-
sible to make it. The first floor and base-
ment willbe of rock faced brown stone, and
the upper portion of pressed brick and with
stone trimming. There will be 350 offices
and it is the understanding that the Conti-
nental National bank, in which Mr.Armour is
interested, will occupy the first floor. Burn-
ham &Root are the architects, and John
Black, cashier of the Continental bank, will
have control of the construction. His ideas
have been incorporated in the plans. The
architects are engaged inobtaining estimates,
and the construction will be begun as soon
as the weather will permit. Steps have al-
ready been taken to clear the lot of debris,
and the work of excavating will be begun as
soon thereafter as "possible. The building
will be the largest of its class in Chicago, and
will be finished in the most substantial man-
ner.
