Canada.
A state document just issued by Norqttay,

premier of Canada, says: uThe province of
Manitoba ranks third among the provinces
cited as a revenue contributor to the Federal
treasury, and cost the central government
much less than any others. It yielded in
2>roportion to her population a much larger
amount per capita than that yielded by any of
the provinces forming the union, her aver-
age during the past ten years being $10.76
1-5 as against British Columbia, of $10.27
3-5; Quebec, §5.16%; New Brunswick,s4.2l;
Nova Scotia, $3.49; Ontario, $3.14 3-5;
Prince Edward Island, §2.41 2-5. Manitoba
contributed twice as much as Quebec, two
and a half times as much as New Brunswick,
three times as much as Nova Scotia, three

and a quarter times as much as Ontario, and
four and a quarter times as much as Prince
Edward Island.

At Port Churchill 900 whales were taken
last year.

The Winnipeg Theatre Comique, a most
disreputable place, has been closed up by the
sheriff.
