RED LAKE AGENCY.

Knute Nelson's Billto Forfeit the In-
dian Reservation.

Tha Provisions of an Act That Require
Close Examination.

The Hon. Knute Nelson has forwarded the
following bill to the Minnesota state authori-

ties for their examination, and Attorney
General Halm is engaged in drafting an
amendment to the same to cover the state's
rights to school and swamp lands in the res-
ervation should the bill become a law:
ABill in relation to the Red Lake Indian res-

ervation in the state of Minnesota.
Whereas, The said reservation contains

upward of three million acres of land, where-
of about one-third is tillable land, and is oc-
cupied by less than twelve hundred Indians,
who have riot to exceed six hundred acres
thereof under cultivation; and

Whereas, Nearly all the lands of the
United States in said state suitable for agri-
culture, and not included in any Indian res-
ervation, have already been disposed of, and
there is a great demand among the people of
said state that the Indian title to said reserva-
tion be extinguished, that suitable provision
be made for the Indians by allotments in
severally and otherwise, and that the lands
not required for such allotments be disposed
of to actual settlers under the homestead and
pre-emption laws of the United States; there-
fore,

Be it enacted by the senate and house of
representatives of the United States ofAmeri-
ca in congress assembled, That the secretary
of the interior be, and he hereby is, author-
ized and directed, as soon as practicable, in
person or through three commissioners to be
appointed by him, to obtain and acquire
for the United States of America, from the
Red Lake Chippewa Indian?, in the state of
Minnesota, their cession andrt'linquishment,
in writing, of all their title and interest in
and to said Red Lake reservation, for the
purposes and upon the terms hereinafter
stated; and such cession and relinquishment
shall be deemed sufficient if made by the
chiefs or headmen of said tribe of Indians,
iv a public council or meeting of the band,
and assented to by a majority of the male
adults of said band present at such meeting;
and the acceptance and approval of such ces-
sion and relinquishment by the secretary of
the Interior shall be deemed full and conclu-
sive proof of the assent of said Red Lake
Cfaippewa Indians to said cession and relin-
quishment.

Sec. ". That as soon as the cession and
reliaquishment of said Indian title is ob-
tained, the secretary of the interior shall
cause so much of said reservation as is agri-
cultural or pine lands to be surveyed as gov-
ernment lands are surveyed; and in making
such surveys the surveyor shall carefully as-
certain and note and return on the plat and
in the field notes all forty acre or lesser
tracts on which there is any pine timber
standing or growing, and which tracts are
for the purpose ofthis act termed pine lands;
and upon the completion of such surveys
the secretary of the interior shall cause the
stumpage upon each forty-acre or lesser tract
of said pine lands tobe estimated and ap-
praised by three competent men to be ap-
pointed by him. Such stumpage shall be es-
timated^ by the thousand feet of board meas-
ure upon each separate tract of forty acres or
less; and such appraisal shall be at the rate
of a certain sum per thousand feet, and shall
in no event be less than one dollar per thous-
and feet.

Sec. 3. That after the said pine lands
have been surveyed, and the stunipage there-
on estimated and appraised as aforesaid, the
secretary ofthe interor shall, afterhaving given
three months' notice through newspapers of
general circulation published at St. Paul,
Duluth and Crookston, in said state, through
the United States land officers for the district
where the lands are situate, offer for sale and
selL at public auction, to the highest bidder
for cash, in hand, in forty-acre or lesser
tracts, tl«\stumpage on said pine lands, with
five yeai\ right "ofremoval; but such sale

. shall not be fora less price than the appraised
value, nor shall the stumpage on any tract
be sold at a price less than two dollars per
acre, nor shall more than one-fifteenth in
acreage or quantity of timber of the stump-
age of said pine lands be disposed of in
any one year, or otherwise disposed
of than in this act provided, nor shall the

. United States part with the fee-simple in
said pine lands.

Sec. 4. That as soon as any of the lands
on said reservation other than pine lands
have been surveyed, the secretary of the in-
terior shall give notice thereof, which said
notice shall be published in at least ten of
the principal papers published in the state of
Minnesota, for the full term ofsixty days
from the date of said notice; and at the ex-
piration of said sixty days the said lands so
surveyed and no others, shall be opened to
settlement, and may be disposed of by the
government under the homestead and pre-
emption laws ofthe United States, but in no
other manner whatsoever; and no right of
any kind shall be acquired by reason of any
settlement on these lands made priorto the
expiration of the sixty days notice aforesaid:
Provided, That the United States shall com-
pensate the Indians for all of said lands that
may be disposed of under the homestead
laws, at the rate of one and twenty-five cents
per acre.

Sec. 5. That the funds arising from the
sale of the stumpage of said pine lands, and
the funds arising from the pre-emption sales,
homestead, or commuted homestead entries
under this act, shall be disposed of as fol-
lows: Out of said funds shall first be paid
all the expenses of the surveys, estimates,
and appraisals herein prescribed, and the
balance remaining of said funds
6hall be placed in the treas-
ury ofthe United States, and draw interest at
the rate of three per centum per annum,
which interest, and so much of the principal
as the secretary of the interior may see fit,
shall by him be expended for the benefit of
said Indians, for such purposes, in such
6ums, and'at such times, and in such man-
ner as he may, in his discretion, from time
to time determine.

Sec. 6. That the said Indians may con-
tinue to occupy said pine lands as a reserva-
tion, and. use the dead and down timber
thereon for fuel, until otherwise provided by
law; but they are in no manner to interfere
with or hinder the purchasers of stumpage in
thefull enjoyment of their stumpage right;
it being the true intent and meaning of this
act that said Indians may continue to occupy
and hold the said pine lands as hunting,
fishing, and trapping grounds, and for hay-
ing and pasturage, until otherwise provided
b\ law; but such occupancy and use to be
without any prejudice or hinderance to the
rights of purchasers or stumpage.

Sec. 7. That the secretary of the interior
shall, under such rules as he may determine,
make allotments ofsaid lands other than pine
lands to said Indians in severally as follows:
To each bead of a family, one-quarter sec-
tion ; to each single person over twenty years
of age, one-eighth ofa section; to each or-
phan child under twenty years of age, one-
eighth of a section; and to each other person
now living, when he or she
has attained the age of twenty years, one-
eighth'of a section; but such allotments shall
be so made as to leave the allottees in a tract
separate and distinct from and not inter-
mingled with other settlers; and for the pur-
])( sea 61 fillingsuch allotments the secretary
of the inferior shall withhold from settlement
nml. entry ou the eastern or southeastern side
of Red lake, or elsewhere on said reservation
Ifnecessary, a quantity ofland sufficient for
such allotments: and for the allotments so
made as herein provided certificates shall is-
sue to the allottees, which certificates shall be
of the l< ur"l effect, and declare on their face
thi'.r the United States does and will hold the
land thus alloted for the period ofthirty years
in trust for the sole use and benefit of the al-
lottee, <>r hi> <>r her heirs, according to the
laws of the state of Minnesota, and that at the
expiration of said period the United States
will convey, by patent in fee-simple, to the
allottee, or his or her heirs as aforesaid, the
land so allotted. discharged of said trust and
free of al! lic-nsor ineumbxanees.

tee. 8. That the provisions made for said
Indians in this act shall be deemed and taken
to be com pen sat ion in fullfor their cessa-
tion and relinquishment ofall their right and
interest in said reservation to the United
States of America, ac herein contemplated.

THE SCALPER'S CASE.

The Trialof The Stool Pig-eon Resumed
Yesterday Afternoon—Argu-

ments of Counsel Heard
And the Case Dis-

missed.
The railroad scalping case, in which G. A.

Boda was arrested forcriminal libel on com-
plaint of Mr. Chas. Thompson, of the Chica-
go, Milwaukee & St. Paul Railroad company,
was resumed in the municipal court yesterday
afternoon. Boda was arrested on the charge
of swearing falsely to an affidavit, charging
Mr. Thompson with selling a railroad ticket
lower than the pool agreement.

When the case was called Mr. Thos. D.
O'Brien for the defendant moved to dismiss
on the ground that the prosecution bad failed
to prove that the charges in the affidavitwere
not true; the evidence, he said, was also in-
competent; they had also failed to prove
any intention of wrong on the part
of Boda, and, so far as the charge of con-
spiracy was concerned, it was a perfectly
legitimate transaction for the St. Louis com-
pany to pay its agent $5 for his trouble. Mr.
Thompson'hadnot said that the affidavit was
wilfullyuntrue; tbe state had also failed to
prove malice; there were twokinds of libel,
one where a crime is charged, and the other
where false statements are made concerning
a peculiar, position occupied by a citizen. The
counsel then referred at some length to the
witnesses, which he cited as offer-
ing no proof of wrong intention.
Counsel cited from a number of authorities
to prove the position that the case was not
criminal for the reason that it did not show
malice. He claimed that it was entirely a
civil action; Mr. Thompson had suffered no
damage and it had not been shown that he
would suffer any hardship or damage.

What the prosecution wanted was to send
the defendant to states prison in order to
vindicate the company, save the §500 penalty
and prevent a rate war. After arguing the
facts very ably and at great length, counsel
said that the alleged libel was
a legitimate communication; the
agent had a perfect right to find
out whether or not the other road was acting
up to its agreement; he had not published a
libel; he secured information and sent it to
proper authorities. The prosecution could
not ask the court to hold the accused to the
grand jury on a mere belief.

Mr. I. V. D. Heard, for the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul Railroad company, fol-
lowed with an exhaustive argument to show-
that the accused should be held to the grand
jury; to define'" libel, he said, was a very dif-

ficult matter; it made no difference whether
a libel was intended against Mr. Thompson
or not;|a corporation could be'libeled just the
same as an individual.

Counsel then took npthe points introduced
by Mr. O'Brien and argued them, claiming
that the defendant should be held, and
County Attorney Egan then addressed the
court in behalf ofthe state, stating reasons
why he thought defendant should be held.
After hearing the arguments Judge Burr
said that while the testimony demonstrated
that the ticket had been sold at the regular
rate, $21.50, and that the Minneapolis & St.
Louis Railway company had employed dub-
ious methods to do their dirty work, it had
been shown that the defendant had not sign-
ed the affidavit with criminal intent, and the
case would, therefore, be dismissed.

BLEW 12TWITH THE BLIZZARD.

THE RAILROADS.
The Rock Island Victor*/.

It is generally regarded in railroad circles
that by the election of Mr. Cable as director in
place ofJohn I. Blair the Rock Island suc-
ceeded in accomplishing a very decided
victory over Mr. Vanderbilt. It is generally
admitted that it is not the intention of the
Rock Island to force the Burlington out of
its interest in the Burlington,
Cedar Rapids & Northern, but to induce it
to give up its intention to build the new line
to St. Paul from Dubuque, that it recently
had surveyed, and use the Cedar Rapids
road in connection with the Minneapolis <fc
St. Louis as its Northwestern outlet. The
Cedar Rapids & Northern is now building a
branch to Clinton, lowa, where
direct connection is made with
the Burlington for Chicago. By
this means the Burlington would secure as
direct a line from Chicago to St. Paul as if it
constructed the proposed independent line.
Atroublesome competitor of the Cedar Rap-
ids <fc Northern would thus be kept out of the
field, and the Minneapolis & St. Louis (own-
ed by the Rock Island) would get the benefit
of the Burlington's northwestern traffic.
Such an arrangement would no doubt benefit
both the Rock Island and Burlington, but it
is not by any means certain that it can be
consummated, as the Burlington may prefer
to have an independent line of its own to
St. Paul.

Cut Rate Met.
Chicago, Feb. 28.—The Burlington road

has met the cut in freight rates to Denver,
and points west of that city, in Colorado,
ordered by the Western Trunk Line associa-
tion to meet the cut made by the St. Louis
and San Francisco road.

A Board Ite-electrtt.
Boston', Feb. 28.—President Bliss and the

old board of officers of the Boston & Albany
railway, were re-elected to-day.

The Missouri, Kansas & Texas railroad
earned in 1883 over all expenses $448,125.

C. Jones Goodings, agent of the St. Paul
& Manitoba road at St. Vincent, is in St.

E. E. Naugle, agent of the St. Paul &
Manitoba road at Devil's Lake, has returned
from an extended trip to the east.

Mr. W. S. Mellen, chairman of the joint
western classification committee, announces
a number of changes in and additions to the
classification which willgo into effect March 1.

The gross earnings of the Chicago A Alton
for the third week in February were $160,-
--975.44, against §158,638.72 foe the corres-
ponding week last year; Increase, $2,336.72.
The increase thus far this year is $24,258.14.

Col. T. W. Teasdale, general passenger
agent of the Chicago, St. Paul & Omaha rail-

way, is making quite extensive improve-
ments in his office, including handsome
cherry furniture, and other elegant acces-
sories.

General Manager S. S. Merrill, of the St.
Paul system, has been confined to his resi-

dence by illness that has kept him within
doors for a week or ten days. Information
was received in St. Paul yesterday that he
was somewhat better.

A dispatch from Belknap to the Northern
Pacific people, received at headquarters yes-
terday, announced that the wagon road was
completed from Belknap out eighteen miles
toward Eagle City in the Coeur d'Alene
mines, and from the end of the wagon road
to Eagle City there was a good pack-horse
trail.

The contractorjfor building the Souris<fc
Rocky Mountain railway states that work will
be rapidly pushed as soon as the spring opens.
The road will run from Winnipeg northwest-
erly through Battleford to a point beyond
Edmonton, in all about 1,050 miles. The
company has been reorganized and a land-
grant of 6,400 acres per mile has been ob-
tained from the government. The bonds of
the company, amounting to $8,000,000, have
been placed.

It is reported that Mr. M. M. Knight, gen-
eral freight agent of the Wabash, and Mr. J.
J. Rogers, general freight agent of the Mis-
souri Pacific, have tendered their resigna-
tions. Nothing has yet been learned as to
who their successors will be. It is stated
that a number ofother important changes in
the Missouri Pacific and Wabash manage-
ment will be made. It is reported that Mr.
Knight has been offered a prominent posi-
tion on the Erie.

Chicago Tribune—Next Monday it will be
decided whether the Northwestern Traffic as-
sociation is to be continued after March 6,
when the Rock Island's notice of withdrawal
expires. The general managers of the roads
in the association meet at Carman's office
Monday to take final action. From present
appearances it does not seem that the life of
the association can be prolonged and the
likelihood is that Commissioner Carman will
be instructed to wind up the affairs of tbe
association.

Mr. William Hughes, northwestern travel-
ing agent of the Illinois Central railroad, is
in St. Paul. Among the new literature
issued by his road is a splendid illustrated
book, which has, for elegance, interest and
profusion of artistic engravings, never been
equaled by any railroad in the country.

Henry S. Hawley and Henry T. Glover, Chi-
cago; O. W. Hazzard, Dcs Moines; D. D.
Burns, St. Joe; William K. Faulconcr, Kan-
sas City: H. D. Blood and D. W. McElroy,
of Keokuk. The company organized and
elected the following officers: Col. James H.
Birch, president; Henry S. Hawk.y, vice
president; Henry T. Glover, assistant secre-
tary and treasurer; and D. W. McElroy, sec-
retary.

Joe Beach ofHouston County, 3furders j
HisEx-Wife and Kills

Himself.
[La Crosse Chronicle, 28th.]

The Beach scandal and family trouble
which has been furnishing exciting food for
gossip in Pine creek valley for a long time
past,cameto a sudden and horrifyingtermin-
ation about 10 o'clock yesterday forenoon.
Yesterday morning Joe Beach harnessed a
horse to a sleigh and drove from the house
of his son, with whom he resides, to the res-
idence of his brother, Lafayette, where his
divorced wiferesides with h?r child. Mrs.
Lafayette and Mrs. Joseph Beach were sis-
ters, and their respective husbands were
brothers. It is sai d that Mrs. Joe Beach

and fled in terror to an upper chamber, lock-
ing the door behind. With the stated deter
mination of a man who had long brooded
over his trouble until his reason was unset-
tled. Beach tied his horse to the fence and
entered his brother's house. Not seeing his
wife he demanded to know her whereabouts,
but his sister-in-law, bent upon preventing
the mischief she saw afoot, barred his en-
trance. Pushing her aside he rushed up
stairs, she following at his heels. He reached
the door that separated him from

burst it open and stood in her presence.
Drawing his revolver he put it almost against

the terrified woman's left temple and sent a
bullet crashing through her brain. She
staggered against the chimney and fell upon
the floor a corpse. Turning upon his sister-
in-law, who stood behind him, he bade her
not to stir a step on pain of instant death.
Then he approached the quivering remains
of the dead woman, drew them out into the
middle of the floorand laid himself down be-
side them. Taking

he placed it against his ear and fired, and ex-
pired almost instantly by her side, apparently
not having moved after the report rang out.
The unfortunate woman who had been an
unwilling spectator of the terrible tragedy,
fled from the house with the speed of the
wind and went to the residence of Mr. Louis
Lilly, the nearest justice of the peace, and
apprised him of the dreadful event, Mr.Lilly
lost no time in riding to La Crescent and
notifying the coroner at Winona of what had
transpired.

willprobably occur to-day, as the coroner
cannot well reach the scene before that time.
Mr. Sylvester Cory-, of Money Creek, Hous-
ton county, passing the residence of Lar
fayette Beach at about eleven o'clock noticed
the horse hitched to the fence and was asked
by a bystander ifhe had heard the news, on
being told what had occured he stopped and
went into the house. None of the family

He was a blacksmith
by trade and a good one, but owing to old
age as much as to anything else has net
worked at his trade of late years.

an unmarried woman of about thirty, was
making her home with her sistftf, Lafayette
Beach's wife. There was no particular bond
of sympathy between them and the most
scheming of matchmakers would never
have attempted to unite them in the bonds
of matrimony. But Mrs. Hawkins needed
a husband and Joe needed a wife and so
they were married. Miss Hawkins that was,
had a most caustic wit and great felicity iv
repartee, and being a woman of fair ed-
ucation was able to worst her husband in the
almost daily

that broke out between them. In due course
oftime a child was born of this union, but
instead of being a harbinger of peace was
a bone of contention.

"WHERE THE TRAGEDY OCCURRED

is about nine miles west of 'La Crescent and
about a mile beyond Groffs mills. It is a
low story and a half house, first built of
logs and then i a elapboarded addition at-
tached, giving it a rather odd appearance.
The inception of the present quarrel was on
Monday last when Beach met his ex-wife and
asked to see his child, which was refused by
her. He followed her then to the place where
he next day murdered her and according to
all accounts had a very heated reception. Up
to recently his brother Lafayette has been ar-
rayed on his side of * the fracas, on
account of which his (Layfayette's)
wife left him also. . Since the re-
turn ofLafeyett's wife Joe's wife had made
her home with them a considerable portion
of the time and Lafe had evidently been dis-
posed to occupy a neutral attitude so far as
circumstances would permit. 'It -would ap-
pear, however, he was absent from home at
the time of the murder and the two women
were alone in the house.

ROSCOE CONKLING,

Interviewed"Unbeknownst" to Himselt
by Clerical Newspaper Corres-

pondents.

"The Republicans Shot Their Leaders in the
Face of the Enemy."-"The Dem-

ocratic Party Will Elect the
Next President."

A Globe-Democrat correspondent has per-
formed the remarkable feat of interviewing
Hon. Roscoe Conkling. The following por-
tion givinghis views of the fraud of 1876 and
ofl]the present prospects of the Republican
party are "mighty interesting reading" just
now:

I said, upon being presented: "lam glad
to know you, sir, although I have been one
ofyour most earnest political opponent*; an
anti-stalwart of the most pronounced type."
Isaid this because I wanted to see the
"quills upon the fretful porcupine at once."
I was not disappointed. The ex-senator
turned his eyes upon me with a look of pity
not unmingled with disdain and gaid, with
marked courtesy, but with a tinge of the dic-
tatorial in his tone: "May I ask, sir, what
you mean by an anti-stalwart ?"

"Certainly, sir; the strongest symptoms
ofanti-stalwartism in my case werefound to
be opposition to the third term, and what is
generally called bossism."

"The old cry. Did you ever think, sir,
that you can't do the simplest piece of work,
of any shape or fashion, without having a con-
trolling head, who may or may not be called
the 'boss,' but who will be the" 'boss' in real-
ity? Do you want a political party to be any-
thing but a flockof sheep with the bell-wether
about; I am sick of this miserable stuff about
'bosses,' coming from men all over this
country who never did a day's political work
in their lives. (I don't intend my remarks
to be personal, sir.) But now the Republican
party has gotten rid of its 'boss.' Every man
who was a head taller than his fellows has
been killed off. It is an army that has shot
its own leaders in the face of the enemy!
Now, I hope the cranks are
satisfied. And what is the result? You have
lost the lower house of congress, and that is
only the beginning of your losses. Of course
Ihave no present interest in the contest, be-
cause lam out of the whole thing. lam a
Republican, and expect to remain one, but I
have no sympathy with this method of fight-
ing in a headless army."

Just now the waiter brings a very frugal
dinner, which we are politely invited to
share. As we have dined in the middle of
the day we confine ourselves to a clip of tea.

"Well, Mr. Conkling, I said, finding that
our agreement upon the subject of the"boss"
as a political blessing was not likely to be
hearty, "I wish you felt disposed to talk
about the convention that nominated Gar-
field. lam confident that you could tell me
more about that contest than anybody I ever
met."

There was a slight shrug of the ex-senato-
rial shoulders.

"The matter is past now, and I have little
interest in the result. But," he said, frown-
ing, "itwas such a sickening history of false
pretenses, miserable hypocrisy and detestable
political corruption, that Ihave no heart to
review it."

"Isuppose that the apparent spontane-
ousness ofthe result was only upon the sur-
face?"

"Certainly. It had been all arranged
weeks before. Great pity," with a sigh of
regret in his voice, "Gen. Grant could have
secured the votes of two or three southern
states, and thus opened the door to a repub-
lican party in the south."

I didn't believe a word ofthat but Ithought
itsagacious not to say so. Igave another
tack to the conversation.

"Senator," Isaid, "What effect upon the
Democratic prospects for next fall do you
think their divided leadership upon the tar-
iff will have?"

"They may have a divided leadership, but
they have no divided army. I have tried
in past times to break through the solid pha-
lanx of Democratic voters in this state, but
never yet found a weak place in their line.
No matter what issue you spring upon them
the' rank and file of the Democratic party are
always ready to march under the commands
of their acknowledged leaders. There never
was such political organization in any
other party.

"Why, I have always thought that the
Republican party surpassed it in vital or-
ganic strength!"

Another look ofpity combined with a less
amiable ingredient.

"Well, sir, Ihave never had the honor of
meeting a gentleman with whom I differred
so radically. May I ask upon what you base
your judgment in this matter;"'

Of course I .defended my position as well
as I could, with becoming modesty. During
my answer I said something like this:
"surely, Mr. Conkling, that party can boast
of great organic strength which, after
defeating in national convention
its three most astute political leaders,
Senators Logon, Cameron and yourself, upon
a question of national policy so vital that
you gentlemen feared that the defeat of
Grant meant the probable defeat of the par-
ty: and yet through the sheer strength of
party discipline all of you gentlemen went
into the campaign with unabated enthusiasm
even when you knew what your relation to
the Garfield administration must be. You
helped gain the fight with the knowledge that
you had probably nothing to gain from the
"victory. I question if the Democratic party
has been able to train leaders of that tem-
per."

Mr. Conkling's only direct reply was: "Be-
yond all question Gen. Grant made Gen. Garjield
president of the Untied State*. 11

I didn't believe that either, but I only said:
"Atleast he did what he could to achieve
that result."

"He made him president, sir; the Republi-
can party would have suffered defeat if Grant
had sulked in his tent."

"Tell me, senator, if you feel like speaking
freely ou the subject, what, in your opinion,
should have been the attitude of the Republi-
can party in respect to the Tilden and Hayes
controversy;"'

"Well, "it is difficult to say, at this late
day, what would have be.en wise and just
policy in such an issue. The policy
should have been marked with consistency at
least."

"Which, in your opinion—"
"Itwas not, sir. Judge these facts. The

electoral commission declared that Ruther-
frnnd B. Hayes [strong emphasis on italics],
had received the electoral vote of Louisiana.
After the accession ofRuther/ra<«/B. Hayes
to the Presidency, he affirmed that Packard,
wno had received some 3.000 votes less than
Samuel J. Tilden r was governor of the state.
IfPackard was governor then Ruther/rawf
[the wordevidentiv a sweet remorse], held
his place by the most palpable fravd ever per-
petrated."

"That surely was a miserable blunder."
"Itwas worse than a blunder, sir; it was a

crime."
This with increasing emphasis.
"You were not a member of the electoral

commission, if I remember rightly, Mr.
Conkling:''

"No, sir. Iwas not in favor of the crea-
tion ofthe commission, in fact, but wo had
limited ourselves in the senate to an absurd
ten mimvte rule, and I knew I could not
give my reasons for opposing the commis-
sion inside of that time, and so I remained
silent."

'It did look as if a bargain had been
formed, especially in the light of subsequent
events."'

"Icannot trust myself, sir, to characterize
the whole transaction. Itwas only a part of
that whole sickening programme of cant and
hypocrisy with which these people have been
imposing on a confiding public."

"What do you think of the future pros-
pects of the party, Mr. Conkling;"

"Iam to entirely out of politics myielf,
and so ignorent of party movements, that I
am the last person in the world to come to
with such a question."

"lam not a very enthusiastic Republican
myself," I said'"but I believe heartily that
the Democratic party will not go into power
nextyear, no matter what candidate they se-
lect."

"Well, sir, I am by no means as sangu-
ine; and I fail to see an intelligent basis fur
your expectation. But I pretend to no knowl-
edge in the matter. But mark this, sir; of
one thing I am certain in my own mind.
T?ie Democratic party will elect the next President.
Remember, I do not say he will be a Demo-
crat, but 'I do say that that party will be the
determining factor ia the result."

A NEW PISTON.

Successful Test of the :New Ahrena
Five Engine.

The city of St. Paul is about making a new
departure. For years she has had the rotary
steamer, and nothing else iv the lire depart-
ment. Now she is about to introduce the
piston engine, which by many is claimed, all
things considered, tv be superior to the ro-
tary. It is now a little over seventeen years
since the No.l Siteby machine was,brought to
St. Paul. Itwas placed in the engine house
on St. Peter street, and there remained till
about two years ago, when the city purchased
the La France machine, which was larger aud
heavier than the old No. 1 steamer. The
latter was therefore sent up on the hill in the
Fourth ward, aud placed in the new en-
gine house. This gave the city five
rotary machines. The lire commissioners
concluded some time ag'> to give the piston
engine a chance, as Itwas claimed with a
great deal of confidence that that kind was.
better than the rotary. They accordingly
ordered a machine from the Ahrens Manu-
facturing company in Cincinnati. The
machine reached St. Paul several days
ago and has been housed at the Central fire
halK It is a very fine pice.' of workmanship
and is apparently as strong as it is beautiful,
and has been greatly admired by all _who
have seen it.

THE TRIAL.

Yesterday afternoon it was taken out for
the purpose of giving it a trial, preparatory
to its acceptance or rejection by the city.
During the trial it behaved very
well indeed. and its general
appearance and the way it worked command*
ed the admiration of all. All the member*
of the fire commission were present except
Mr. Parker, who is out of town. The steamer
was taken up on West Seventh street, above
Ramsey street, for the purpose of testing the
suction qualities of the. machine, which
proved satisfactory, and several streams
through different sized nozzle*
were thrown in a manner that left no doubt
in the mind of any one as to the capacity of
the machine to throw water. However, to
give it a fair and full test in this last matter,
it was taken down to Waoouta and Fifth
streets, whetf a full and linal test was made.
Two sections of hose were attached to the
machine and these were combined in
one stream. She worked very easily indeed
and threw a horizontal stream a "long dis-
tance. As the test was not far distance, but
simply to see her do good fire duty, no
measurements were taken. Finally she
tried a perpendicular stream, and "as the
pipemen stood directly in the re.ar of the
building occupied by Robinson <fe Cary,
a very good idea was obtained of
her capacity. On the rear of the buildfng
referred to there is a furnace chimney ex-
tending several feet above the roof. Meas-
uring from the top of the chimney the stream
was sent probably not lens than seventy-five
feet above it. The whole test was quite sat-
isfactory and the steamer will undoubtedly
be accepted.
