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THE CITY. THREE OF A KIND.

A Triplet of Small Blazes During; the
Past Twenty-fonr Hours.

An alarm was sounded from box 54 at 7:20
yesterday morning, caused by the story and
a half house of a widow named Mary Jaquis
taking fire from a defective stove pipe run-
ning from the main building into a small ell
or shed. The house was situated at the foot

ofSeventh street, down in the ravine known
as Swede hollow, and located in a. nest of fif-
teen quite comfortable cottages, ofwhich the
one in question, and five or six adjoining,
must have been burned but for? the
prompt efforts of the department.
Itbeing impossible to reach the premises in
any other way, they ran out 700 feet of hose
from a Seventh street hydrant, down the bluff
at the foot, of Hopkins street and across the
J>uluth railway track, and with the stream
managed to save the building with the ex-
ception of its roof and the ell, the loss being
about £125 and uninsured. The peculiar
construction of the building gave them quite
a lively scrimmage after they got the stream
on, from the fact that the main structure

' was built of planks standing upright and
lathed and plastered, both its sides and
the roof having a compartment which was
filled with dried leavos firmlypressed down,
aad in which the fire was quite frisky in get-
ting about from place to place. The firemen
think this style of architecture to be number
one forkeeping out the wind and frost, but
undesirable in a struggle with the flames.

The little barn belonged to Jacob
Johnson, and the horse he had in it were got
out without being injured, A little hay and
some harness were destroyed, the whole loss
amounting to probably $50. A man who
took care of things around the barn
said he was in'it about an hour before the fire
broke out, and that he had a lantern with
him. He felt sure, however, that he did not
cause the fire to be communicated to the
building or to its contents. No one knows
how the building took fire.

TriE THIRD CONFLAGRATION.

At 11:45 last night Officer Switzer discov-
ered fire in a shed in the rear of Chas. Hick-
son's saloon on Third between St. Peter and
Market streets, but in trying to give the
alarm from box 14 could not make his key
work, and rushing to the Metropolitan hotel
tried his key on its box. also without success.
He then sent in a still alarm from the city hall
to the department, but before it arrived the
fire had been extinguished with pails of water.
Itwas kindled in combustibles placed in a
corner of the shed, and was of incendiary
origin.
