A NEW MOTOR.

A Power that is Safer and More Easily
Controlied than Steam.

CHICAGO, Mar. 1.—The announcement is
made of the discovery of a new and remark-
able motor as the “Triple Thermic Motor.”*
The new motor power is the vapor of bisul-
phide of carbon. It has been in practical
use, driving a sixty-horse power engine, for
six months past, in the cement paving man-
ufactory on west Forty-sixth street, New
York. The discoverer of the means of appiy-
ing the new power and the inventor of the
machinery required for itsuse is W. T. Col-

well, formerly of Pittsburg, who it is
claimed, has been at work many
years on the application of the same

material from weich the vapor is generated.
Bisulphide carbon is a discovery of the last
centuery. The force and power of the vapor
in its application far surpasses that of steam,
and the application and regulation is al-
ready under more perfect and safe control
than stcam. The invention, or disvovery,
consists in evolving bisulphide of carbon
into vapor for operating machinery, by gen-
erating heat in the generator and transfer-
ring it into a vessel, containing bisulphide
of carbon. The Jatent heat of steam is
utilized to corvert the [bisulphide of
carbon into vapor only 118
degrees being mnecessary to produce
this vapor. A prominent engineer in Chica-
go, giving the result of his examination of
the new motor, says: ‘I saw a fifteen horse
power boiler, with very little fire unnder it,
generating steam which generated the new
motor, which in return ran an engine of
sixty horse power.”” A syndicate has been
formed which controls the invention and all
patents. The capital stock is §25,000,000, of
which $8,000,000 has already been realized
on the stock. Ex-General Hubbard, of
Texas, and ex-Collector Baird, of Boston, are
mentioned as being largely interested in the
new motor syndicate.

The New Drop Curtain at the Opera House.

At 11 o’clock yesterday morning a GLOBE
representative, by invitation of Manager
Seott, inspected the new drop curtain of the
Grand Opera house. The curtain was placed
in position for the first time yesterday morn-
ing and inspected by Commodore Davidson,
Manager Scott, the artist Mr. W. P. Davis
and a couple of newspaper men. Atthe
hour named the electric lights were turned
on and the full beauty of the new drop was
exposed to view.

The design is oriental,
been beautifully executed.

The scene represented by the picture
which occupies the center foreground is from
Moore’s poem of Lalla Rookh. The eye is
first directed to the royal barge, which is rep-
resented with set sail and flying pennons as
it enters the enchanted vale of Cashmere,
where the princess is to meet her royal lover.
On the deck of the barge is the princess and
suite, while in the hackground may be seen
the glittering palaces and towers
of Cashmere, with steeples and minarets.
The pictare is done in grays and the effect is
therefore subdued, it evidently being the in-
tention of the artist to compliment the rich
and beautiful effects of the draperies at the
sides. The effect here is beautiful and strik-
ing in the extreme. First may be mentioned
the fluted arch which encloses the full-length
picture of the barge as if in amedallion. The
arch is moonish in design and
is supported by nfour colums on either side;
at the base of the columns are blocks of
marble surmounte byd tripods which to carry
out the oriental effect, exhall perfume.

At the sides are rich and magnificent
draperies which fall in graceful folds, being
done in colors of green, scarlet and gold;
the draperies are ornamented
with a band or border of red, green and gold
plush. The effect is sumptuous and inde-
scribably rich, the artist having seemed to
lavish his utmost opulent powers in the col-
ors of the draperies. and the combination is
harmonious fto a degree. This magnificent
accessory to the beautiful temple of Thespis
gives a finishing touch and a look of com-
pleteness to the house hitherto wanting. As
said the curtain was painted by Mr. W. P.
Davis, a young artist whose services were
procured by Messrs. Beck & Rank of this
city. The new drop will be seen by the pub-
lic for the first time next Wednesday night
on the occasion of the performance of the
“Pirates of Penzance’’ by the Stillwater
Choral union.

The Greal Through Route,

The Chicago & Northwestern, the Roek
Island & Pacific, and the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul, have issued a joint circular in re-
gard to the sleeping car service through to
Denver.

purchasers of tickets via our lines through
car accommodations to and from Chicago and
Colorado every day, without regard to the
specific route designated on tickets.

The through car schedule will be published
separately, and can be procured by applica
tion to the undersigned.

The Black Hills Freight Qustion.

F. H. Ertel, of Belfield, D. T., and for-
merly of this city, came in on yesterday’s
train.  Mr. E. is here in the interest of his
town to consult with the heavy freighters of
the Black Hills as to the shipment of freight
to Deadwood via the Northern Pacific rail-
road. - Contracts for over 40,000,000 pounds
of Black Hills freight are to-day represented
in this city, which with proper inducements
on the part of the Northern Pacific officials
will be transported over the northern route,
instead of via Pierre as heretofore. Belfield
is on the main line of the Northern Pacific
railroad, 150 miles west of Bismarck, and
offers an easy and peculiarly favorable wagon
road to Deadwood. Mr. E. reports but little
snow west of the Missouri, and is more than
pleased with the immigration to and pros-
pects for his town, which has one of the very
brightest futures before it.

Rail Notes.
Mr, H. C. Eckenberger has been appointed
freight contracting agent of the Blue line
(fast freight) at Portland, Ore.

Surveyors are at work locating the Chicago
& Northwestern extension from Galena, IIl.,
to Dubuque, Ia., and work on the line is
expected to begin at an early day.

Mr. C. W. Rowe has been appointed agent
of the Rock Island at Underwood, vice M.
S. Zartman, resigned. Mr, James Sullivan
has been appointed agent at Reasnor, vice
C. W. Rowe.

A traffic arrangement has been consum-
mated between the Diagonal and Milwaukee
railroads by which an interchange of busi-
ness will take place; commencing March 6.
All trains of the two roads will connect at
Milbourne. This virtually lets the Milwaukee
road into Des Moines, a result that the com-
pany has been trying to accomplish for some
time.

There is still considerable gossip anent the
big deal in Pittshurg & Western, and the
story is current that John W. Garrett and his
sons are the purchasers, and not the Balti-
more & Ohio, as a corporation.  Should this
be the case it may have an important bearing
on the value of the stock, because if the
gentlemen named went into the matter as a
speculation it would be to their in-
terest to elevate rather than depress its
value. 8o far as known none of the trust
stock changed hands, and it is thought to be
in statu quo. What amount there is of this
stockds not known, but supposed to be 40,-
000 shares. The original stockholders are
believed still to hold large blocks of the
shares, and it will not be to their interest to
have the stock depreciated.
