The House on Private Bills Pass a
Considerable Number.

The Senate.
Washington, May 7.—Senator Williams

moved the discharge of the committee on
military affairs from the consideration of the
bill to regulate the retiring of the army off!
cers. Itwas a bill, Williams said, which had
been introduced by Senator Beck, who sup-
posed he was acting for Williams, and the
name of Williams had been noted as having
introduced it. He, Williams, knew nothing
whatever of such a bill, and disclaimed all
responsibility for it.

Senator Beck explained he had introduced
the billfor his colleague, as he supposed. A
young gentleman came in looking for Wil-
liams, -nd saying that senator had agreed to
introe. e the bill. In Williams' absence he
(Beck, had introduced it, but he now found
that there were provisions in it for which
neither he nor his colleague would consent
to be responsible. He supposed they had
been imposed upon. The committee were
discharged from further consideration.

A bill was passed, appropriating $250,000
for the erection of a fire proof building for a
hall of records. The Senate passed the bill,
reported by Garland from the committee on
judiciary, constituting a majority of the
judges of the supreme court of the United
States to be a quorum of the court, instead
of six judges, as heretofore. The bill also
prohibits the judge who heard the case at the
circuit, from sitting in the supreme bench
when the case comes up for appeal.

The bill to establish a bureau of statistics
on labor being reached on the calendar of
unobjected cases, and being subject to
the operation ofthe rule for limiting remarks
to five minues, Morrill suggested the pro-
priety of postponing its consideration, aud
changing its place on the calender, the sub-
ject being one which could hardly be dealt
with justly under the limitation debate.

Senator Blair opposed delay.
Senator Hoar said the subject was one re-

lating to the wages of American labor, and
while disclaiming any purpose of making
any bid for votes, he would say, ifthe exist-
ing rate ofwages paid to workingmen in this
country could not be maintained and In-
creased, he, for his part, despaired of the
maintenance of the republic many genera-
tions. It seemed to be impossible to have a
republic founded on universal suffrage, un-
less the great mass of the community could
receive, as a reward for their labor, a sum
sufficient to afford them comfort and enable
them to educate theiijchildren and develop in
them a patriotic interest in the republic. Sen-
ator Hawley, Plumb and others thought that
already there were enough bureaus of statis-
tics to accomplish the purpose of the bill.

Senator Miller, of California, opposed any
delay. The hour of 2 o'clock arrived and the
bill went over.

Leo XIII.'s Views of America and Her
People.

There is not a ruler in all Christendom
that is as easily approached as Leo XIII..says
a Rome letter to the Baltimore Sun. To be
presented to his holiness a gentleman must \u25a0

The lady also goes sans gloves. ,
The presentations are of two orders, public
and private, and generally in the morning, j
A public audience sometimes embrace* the
mass and afterward the personal ;
introduction. I was presented by
Mgr. Maccbi the chief chamberlain.
The pope was seated. He wore a cashmere
alb, made from the chosen lamb's wool on j
each St. Agnes day; fitting his body closely 1

it presented the outlines of .1 lithe and some- j
what nervous figure. Around his waist was
a broad, richly watered silk sash, the falling j
ends terminating with gold bullion fringe.
On his hands were white woolen knit mittens.
From and around his neck hung a heavy
gold chain, pendent to which was his only
decoration—the cross.

At about 1 o'clock this morning a fire
broke out in the rear of the two story wooden
building, 480 Nicollet ayenne, owned bv .1.

Ready made
clothing and other articles valued at
$000 wore stolen but subsequently
recovered. Gordon exonerated Burns from
complicity in the crime, but a rubber Bhoe
worn by the latter was found to lit the foot-
mark made in the snow on the night of tie-
oobery.

federates. Gordon told the judge that he is
a photographer and is afflicted with con-
sumption.

Thrown partly around him forming a
strong Reubcnistic background was a rich
scarlet-glowing cloak of woolen fabric.
This cloak was lined with purple and
its cape and edges trimmed with a tiny
border of gold-bullion lace. On his head
was a little white skull cap. His feet were
encased in red slippers, with cross embroil! -._
ered in gold thereon. These slippers are so'
made that they are really ankle covering
shoes, the upper parts being of white satin
lined with wool and fitting loosely. Thus, a
heavy expression is given to the feet.
Approaching his holiness you kneel and kiss
the ring on his extended hand. He smiling-
ly requests you to rise and then enters into
an easy style of conversation in the French
language. At first he dwells on your name,
and if he has heard it before he surely re-
members it. To me he spoke of England aud
by and by of America.

After pointing to the universities of Oxford
and Cambridge, with "their still flickering
light ofEngland's ancient faith within their
precincts," the pope turned to what he was
pleased to call "the broad expanse of the new-
world." He had read of Father de Smldt's
mission to the Indians of North America.
He had ever studied the missionary work in
that "great and yet undeveloped western
territory that seems to grow greater the more
our little knowledge ofit expands."

"The oneness of language in your conn-
try is a potent lever on the fulcrum of your
united nation," said the pope, "and the one-
ness of American thought and sentiment is
a great influence to a perpetuation of this
uuity. Your good bishops lately visiting us
emphasized these integral parts of a great
whole, and may the Great Giver of all graces
strengthen this unity among you."

He then asked me if I knew Archbishop
Gibbons, and on my saying I had briefly
met his grace for the first time in Rome, his
holiness, in a most fervid and smiling man-
ner, said over and over again, in these
exact words: "Je l'aime beaucoup Gibbons;
ej l'aime beaucoup, beaucoup Gibbons."

He then inquired ifI had seen the portrait
he had presented for the Catholic council
chamber at Baltimore, to be hung up, as per
Instructions given, on the occasion of the
forthcoming meeting in November next. I
said Ihad seen it He indicated that there
would yet be a-other portrait for another
part of America. He hoped Baltimore would
accept the one sent as a small tribute of "es-
teem for a once little Catholic colony, now
a great city,, endowed with great institutes
of learning."

The pope entered into the question ofthe
education ofthe colored people in America
with a marked interest, asking several ques-
tions which Iat once saw indicated a recent
study toi the supject. In each case
of an inquiry being met with
an assuring answer on my part evidently in
harmony with previous answers from higher
authorities, his holiness said: "God bless
the poor blacks; their souls are to be made
white, too. God bless them."

The next topic was the marvelous spread
of religion in the diocese of Chicago. The
pope entered in this subject with much ani-
mation in association with education, moral
strength, and material progress, speaking of
Bishop Feehan in high praise. Indeed, the
eulogiums passed upon America as "a strong
young giant of empire," as his holiness des-
ignated her, were only equaled by the praise
ofthe late visiting bishop's patriotism, piety,
and personal dignity. "WTe hope the Amer-
icans will continue always Americans,"
said he.

The next bill, for the relief or Sidney Hen-
derson, was originally reported from the com-
mittee on war claims, with the statement,
that though this claim appeared to be a just
one, there was no data on which the commit-
tee could determine on the amount to be ac-
corded the claimant and referring the claim
to the proper department for adjudication.
Iu the committee, where, however, a substi-
tute was on motion of Mr. Dibrell adopted
fixing the amount at 82,300, and in the house
Mr. Geddes demanded the yeas and nays on
the substitute, stating that lt would be con-
trary to all precedent to repudiate the action
of the committee on war claims, when that
committee reported the want of sufficient in-
formation. The substitute was agreed to, 103
to 97, but before the vote could be taken on
the bill as amended the house took a recess
until 7:30 p. m. Evening session will be the
consideration oftb_E pension bills.

The senate took up for consideration the
bill for the relief of the heirs of Maurice
Grivot. The bill provided for the repayment
to the heirs ofGrivot about$700,constituting
a bank deposit seized by order of Gener-
al Banks, in New Orleans, on his taking
possession of that city. Senator Conger
strenuously opposed the bill,upon the ground
that it was the entering
wedge for a large num-
ber ofclaims of a similar character. Ifcon-
gress commenced topay such claims itwould
be called upon in a voice it could not mis-
understand to stop it. A protracted debate
ensued. A motion of Senator Ingalls to in-
definitely postpone it, was voted down, and
the bill passed by 40 yeas to 9 nays.

Senator Piumb, from the committee on
public lands, reported fovorably the house
bill, declaring forfeited the lands granted the
Texas Pacific Railroad company, and stated
that the minority committee desired the priv-
ilege of submitting, at their convenience,
their view in dissent from the majorfty, and
reserved tbe right to present their reasons in
support of the hill. Adjourned until Mon-
day.

The Red Cross Work.
Washington, March 7.—Miss Clara Bar-

ton, president ofthe American association of
the Red Cross, who is personally superintend-
ing the work of affording relief to the flood
sufferers along the Ohio, telegraphs that the
headquarters of the Red Cross association in
the field had been removed to Evansville,
Ind., where letters and contributions should
be addressed. She reports widespread de-
struction in all that region, and says the suf-
fering and losses of the people have
been greatly increased by snow and
ice. Inaddition to money and supplies which
continue to arrive from local Red Cross so-
cieties, Miss Barton reports the receipts of
purses from boatmen, miners, loggers and
old soldiers. The money being sent from
the most remote and unlooked for quarters.
The relief work will continue for some weeks
to come.

Burned to Death.
Keokuk, la., March 7.—The Mackley

block at Memphis, Mo., burned to-day. Loss
on the building, S'20,000, on stock and fur-
niture $16,000. Laomi Mott, Philip Payne,
and Samuel Dobyn were burned beneath the
falling wall. Perry Tucker, Lee Davis, Hil-
let Sanford and Mrs. McDole were seriously
injured. The body of Payne has been re-
covered. Search continnes for the others.

Paid Dearly forNot Publishing His Ad.

Chicago, March 7.—The Chicago Tribune
was to-day mulcted to the extent of $5,712
by a jury in the Cook county court in the
case of Hugh Bradshaw, who sued the com-
pany for failing to publish an advertisement
which had been accepted and paid for.

The House of Repi-esentatives.

Washington', March 7.—A bill was re-
ported granting a pension to the widow of
General Francis P. Blaii.

The speaker announced the unfinished
business to be the further consideration of
the bill authorizing the retirement of Alfred
Pleasanton with the rank of colonel.

Mr. Steele moved .to recommit the bill
without instructions. Carried, yeas 122,
nays 115.

Mr. Brown, of Indiana, immediately in-
troduced a bill granting Alfred Pleasonton a
pension of $100 a month. Objections was
made to its present consideration, and it was
referred to the committee on invalid pen-
sions.

The house then went committee of the
whole, Mr. Cox, of New York, in the chair,
on the private caliender. The committee
remained in session until 4 o'clock, when
several private bills were reported back to
the house, and the following passed: "For
the relief of Louisa Boddy, for increasing
the pension of Ward B. Burnett to 100 a
month: to adjust the accounts of John D.
Monfeith; for the relief of J. P. T. Davis,
Jno. Taylor & Son, and B. D. Lakln.

Atthe evening session the house passed a
number ofpension bills, and adjourned.

I may here mention, in regard to the pub-
lished statement of a bequest of some
$5,000,000 by an English lady to the pope,
that there is not a vestige of truth in it from
beginning to end. The pope smilingly said:
"Do you accept all you see in the London
journals in regard to me, however well dis-
posed the majority of them may be?" Ire-
sponded by saying my credulity had its limits
in these avenues. There is no doubt that
the pope has a high estimate ofthe usefulness
of the truth sustaining press, for he said:
"Even a true Protestant press Ican esteem—
ifonly true, but a press lending itself to fab-
ricating falsehood wittingly is an insult to
the intelligence of the public of all classes
and creeds."

The Cattle Disease in Kansas.
Topeka, Ks., March. 7.—Gov. Glyck, re-

turned to-day from Woodson county, where
he has been investigating the mouth and foot
disease among the cattle, and says, he found
the situation bad enough indeed. In answer
to a reporter's inquiry, the governor said:
"Animmense meeting of citizens was held
on Wednesday evening at Neosho
Falls, and a committee of six men
appointed with Lieut. Gov. Finney
as chairman, who were instructed to adopt
quarantine regulations at once, and establish
a dead line, and see what can be done to-
wards raising money tobuy up all the dis-
eased cattle and kill them. The governor
further stated he made a proposition at the
meeting, that if Lieut. Gov. Finney, their
state senators, legislators and prominent
gtoek men give their names as
security, he would execute a state
note to them for the amount of
money required, with the understanding that
he recommend to the next session ofthe leg-
islature that the amount be appropriated by
the state. He also advised the commission-
ers of Woodson county to make a similar
note and appropriate it out of
money in the county treasury. The
committee was to have met yesterday,
and his excellency felt confident that they
would act upon his suggestion. As yet the
disease is confined to one neighborhood, a
locality about five miles square, and 100 head
of cattle are afflicted, but it is spreading very
rapidly, and unless checked soon, is likely to
become a serious epidemic.

Mrs. Edgeu-orth's Reasons Why She Did
Not Marry Mr.Davidson.

For several weeks past there have been
rtimors circulated to the effect that the mar-
riage of Miss Nellie Hamilton, a popular
society belle residing on Harlem avenue, and
Mr. Clarence B. Davidson, a wealthy young
liquor merchant, would not take place upon
the date named for the ceremony (Tuesday,
29th inst). No explanation could be obtained
from the friends of either party as to the
cause of the rumors, and the matter was
treated as a joke by many of the young
friends of the groom-elect.
