THE CITY EXGIXEER.
The city council and board of public works

are to meet in joint session this afternoon to
elect a city engineer. Mr. Somers, the pres-
ent incumbent, has served so well and so
faithfully, that it was not supposed
any name would be placed in
opposition to him. The Minneapolis
Pioneer Press, however, has come out with a
candidate, and as is usual with the papers in
that city seeks to regulate a purely local S
Paul matter. Itwill be time enough for the
Minneapolis newspapers to interfere -when
their services are invited.

Mr. W. A. Somers, who will undoubtedly
be re-elected to-day, has been connected with
the engineer's department ever since it was
organized. He has been in the engineer's
dei-urtinent for twelve years, having served
as assistant under Engineers Curtice, Well-
man, and Sewall. He proved so competent
that, he was very properly promoted to the
first place, and has filled it with credit to
himself and fidelity to the public interests.

A change at this time would be a positive
suicidal policy.

On
two contracts alone, Mr. Somers saved the
city $30,000 the past year by his firmness
and good management.

A sewerage resolution was introduced Into
the Chamber of Commerce yesterday for the
purpose of influencing the election to-day.
This resolution came from the source which
formerly sustained Engineer Sewall and
it should be borne In mind
that the sewerage system now being devel-
oped is that forwhich the city paid Mr. Sew-
all $10,000. He prepared the system before
he was the city engineer and eight years ago
he began its development. Mr. Somers
has simply continued that system. While
there was some diversity of opinion relative
to Mr. Sawall as an engineer, it is con-
ceded that his sewerage system is admirably
adapted to the need 9of the city, and this
system is being faithfully and honestly car-
ried out by Mr. Somers.

It is announced that Mr. Wanzer, the can-
didate of the Minneapolis Pioneer Press,
would, if elected, make a clean sweep of all
of the experienced and trained subofdinates
in the engineers' department, a course that
would be a positive public calamity.

Of Mr. Wanzer, personally, the Globe has
no disparaging comment to make, but it is
apparent that neither he or any new man is
competent to take up and carry forward the
public work in process In St. Paul. He Is un-
fortunate in being championed by such
a source and has made a great mistake in
allowing himself to be presented for slaugh-
ter by Injudicious friends. As his uncle,
Mr. Whittemore, is chief engineer of the
Milwaukee & St. Paul road, it would seem
that his services, if so superior,
would be enlisted In that direction.
It is evident that he is being pushed, not on
account of superior ability, but because in-
terested parties have private ends to serve in
making a change, and in doing so they are
utterly reckless of the public interests. The
council and board of public works too well
understand the situation to be swayed by the
appeal in his behalf.

TELLIXQTESTIMOXT.
Mr. Springer may have builded wiser than

he knew in his endeavor to probe into the
iniquities ofthe Department of Justice —in
calling before his committee such a repre-
sentative class of witnesses as James, Gib-
son, Woodward, McVeagh and the like. If
these witnesses are to be credited the sum of
rascality that existed from Grant to Garfield,
including the period ofHayes, can never be
fully known, and for the reason that
nobody made or thought of mak-

ing a thorough effort to purge
the departments of the government, of the
abuses and rottenness that were a part ofthe
beautiful system of Republican reconstruc-
tion under which everything was "expedited"
for the aggrandize ment and profit of the sa-
cred circle whose only object in life was to
prey upon the public treasury. From be-
ginning to end the testimony of these parties
is such a history of sickening duplicity and
official debauchery that it is a stigma upon
the form of government under which such
things may be possible. The testimouy
of these wilnesses, particularly Gibson,
Woodard and James, exhibits these individ-
uals as insincere and contemptible,
and unworthy of the slightest
respect in any position or capacity. The
malfeasance charged was only possible by and
with the knowledge and connivance of the
legislative department of the government,
and there rests a measure of responsibility
which condemns the party in power and is
notice a thousand fold to a long suffering
public that the time has come for the asser-
tion of their sovereign power against the
skilled but treacherous spoilsmen.

Allevents and all witnesses point to one
supreme fact that Is beyond dispute, that
long enjoyment ofthe cohesion of plunder
has engendered fateful jealousies that are no
longer possible of concealment, are hasten-
ing the downfall of the dynasty that has too
loug oppressed the people. Under such re-
velations as the Springer committee is calling
out the people can no longer be blind to the
real truth.

CURREXT COMMENT.

Multitudinous cases are reported of
infamous brutality upon the part of
police of New York city, especially in the
indiscriminate use of their clubs, very often up-
on persons not drunk or disorderly, but perhaps
the victims of accident or disease. The police
appear to act entirely and uniformly upon the
theory that their sole duty consists in inflicting
injuries. Dr. Holman ha9undertaken a humane
work in the endeavor to instruct the police how
to apply primary relief and aid to the injured and
particularly in teaching them to distinguish be-
tween the unconsciousness caused by drink, or
some other cause. The police theory that the
be9t way to assist an insensible person is to club
him briskly about the head is not based upon a
careful study of physiological and pathological
conditions, and their attention is also being
called to that other policeman's panacea, which
consists in the application of the club to the feet
of the patient. What may be the effect of this ef-

fort^reform, is a problem, but there willbe here-
after less excuse or none for the conduct which
has been unspeakably outrageous.

Upon the 23d day of May lust year at Niagara

Falls the first reunion of the "boys in bine" and
"confederates In gray" took place, and was es-
teemed amemorable occurrence. Preparations are
now being made for a return of this courtesy,
the survivors of the 28th New York Volunteers
and the sth Virginia being the participants. This
time the Confederate veterans will entertain their
hosts of last year for a period of three days, in
which the noted Caverns of Luray nnd the great
Natural Bridge of Virginia will be visited, and a
banqnet will be served at Staunton, Va., the
headquarters of the Virginia veterans. A large
sum of money has already been subscribed by
tbe people of Staunton, Va., and surrounding
places to defray the expenses of the reunion,
which will undoubtedly be a great success. It
will occur either on May 22 or August 9, the lat-
ter date being the anniversary of the famous bat-
tle of Cedar Mountain, at which engagement the
two regiments met fer the first time, the 28th
Veterans going to Virginiaon a special train.

The rareness in circulation of the gold dollar
coin is explained by a writer hi a Cleveland pa-
per. Wishing to obtain one, and having difficul-
ty in so doing, a banker was inquired of for the
reason of the scarcity of the coin. The man of
monetary knowledge said that although no order
had been issued to stop the coinage of gold do I-
lars the government had not produced any for
several years and is not likely to, because they
are a nuisance to pay out. Their diminutive size
makes them objectionable for monetary purposes
but they have been so in demand forbangles and
charms that they have become scarce and are
likelyto be more so. He said he had occasional
calls for them but had to pay a premium to get
them for his customers. Not very long ago he
could sell them for §1.05 each. The next time
he ordered none were to be found in New York.
Recently he procured a thousand gold dollars,
paying 7 per ceut. premium. They Bre now sold
iv Cle.eland for ten cents above their face value.

On' the dry before he was executed, Guiteau
was risked by his friend and lawyer, Mr. Reed, if

Guiteau
is quire as worthy of belief as ex-postmaster
General James, who insulted common intelli-
gence by insinuating before a congressional
committee that the star route prosecntion had a
diiect connection with the murder of the Presi-
dent.-

called upon to read a jointresolution at a session
last week, lie read'it: "Resolved, that the
legislature adjourn on March 21 See-nee-dee-a.''''
The Soions made a unanimous request for an-
Othttl .ea-Jing. Itwas repeated as before. As-

semblyman Cole asked: "For what purpose do
Iunderstand the clerk to say that the legislature
is to adjourn?" "See-nee-dee-a" was the reply.
The resolution was laid upon the table amid
roars of laughter from assemblymen, lobbyists

aud spectators. The Jersey "leglslater" is not

up to the continental la-da-da method of pro-
nouncing good old honest Latin.

A neat legal Coup d'etat took place at Chicago
Friday. Mrs. Jane A. Brooks was held a prison-
er in her room in a hotel upon a writ ne exeat
until she should give bond to pay a judgment of
570.000 against the estate of her husband who
was surety for a defaulting executor. Judge
Shepherd ordered her release, on the technical-
ity that the petition did not properly set forth
the indebtedness, nor show that Mrs. Brooks in-
tended to leave the state. Later in the day
another Judge issued a new ne exeat, and upon
the officer geing to serve the process, it was
found that the lady had left the city for Europe,

taking with her §90,000 in cash.

Friends ef ex-Senator Ferry, of Michigan, are
asking the President to appoint that gentleman

minister to Russia. The principal reason as-
signed for the appointment is that Ferry is now
in Russia, and cou Id enter upon the duties with-
out delay. Of conrs c the thrifty ex-Wolverine
would pocket the ample "outfit," tbe same a 9if
he had to make the jonrney to the realm of the
Czar. The Russian empire must feel highly

honored to be obliged to receive as the ambas-
sadors or tbe United States, one broken-down
political hack, after another.

They have a few fresh vegetables in the Xew
York market, at popular prices for rich people,
as the following quotations show: Xew pota-
toes, half peck, ninety cents; new cabbage per
head, thirty cents; rhubarb per bnnch, thirty

cents; radishes per bunch, thirty cents; water
cresses per bunch, twenty-five cents; peaches,
sixty cents each: strawberries, 84.50 per quart;
pineapples, seventy-five cent 9each. The early
"garden sass" is beyond the reach of the citizen
who toils for his daily bread.

THE POLITICAL OUTLOOK.

A Talk With Hon. W. W. Armstrong:,
of Cleveland, Ohio.

Hon. W. W. Armstrong, of the Cleveland,
Ohio Plaindealer, is visiting his brother Albert
Arnistrgng, of this city, who is lying quite
illat his residence on the corner of Fifth and

Market streets. Mr. Armstrong was visited
by a Globe representative yesterday, and a
very pleasant chat ensued relative to the
political situation.

In response to questions Mr. Armstrong
said that Hon. H. B. Payne was not a presi-
dential candidate and did not desire the nom-
ination. He disclaimed speaking by any au-
thority, but from his intimate acquaint-
ancee with that gentleman he
knows that to be his view.
He adds, however, that the Payne element Is
dominant in Ohio politics, and if he (Payne)
should wish the delegation to the Democratic
national convention, he would have It be-
yond question. While Mr. Payne is sin-
cerely not a candidate, Mr. Armstrong
is not prepared to say that he would decline
a nomination. Mr. Armstrong says that Mr.
Payne was not the author of the Ohio plat-
form on the tariff question. It was the
work of George H. Barger and
General Warner and the tariff portion was
taken from Mr. Payne's Bth of January
speech in Cleveland in 1883. The only
member of congress from Ohio who opposes
this platform is Frank Hurd, of
Toledo. He thinks the tariffon wool will
be restored and iv any event says Ohio will
be Democratic in October and November.
He also says that Mr. Payne never owned a
dollar of Standard Oil stock, and twice
when he ran forcongress was opposed by that
corporation.

Mr. Armstrong says that New York, Ohio,
Indiana, Connecticut, New Jersey, Maine,
Minnesota, Wisconsin, Pennsylvania, the
two Virginias and Georgia have secured
parlors and rooms at the Palmer
house, Chicago for the national convention,
New York has the largest parlor, Indiana
next, and he signiflcently adds that Ohio has
secured the bridal chamber and parlor at-
tached.

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THE RAILROADS.
A Lively Breeze Occasioned by

Canadian Pacific's Immi-
grant Cut.

The Northwestern Roads willMeet
the Reduction and Hold the

Business.

The Trouble About Rates will Probably Re-
sult in Resurecting the Colorado Traffic

Association.

Complaints 'of Discriminating Against
Chicago in Favor ofOther Points.

The Canadian Pacific's Coup.

The Canadian Pacific opened quite a
lively ball when a few weeks ago it cut down
the emigrant rates so fearfully from Montreal
to Winnepeg. The reason why that road
made that slashing cut was, as has already
been explained, for the purpose of inducing
emigrants to go out on the line of the Cana-
dian Pacific to locate. That road has cost a
great deal of money. It is too expensive a
piece of work for any human being to own,
and is badly located, being in a region that
gives no chance for the husbandman to
gather and ship his crops. The consequence
is the government has had to
advance immense sums ofmoney to complete
it, and therefore desires to fill up the terri-
tory with people, the idea being to get back
some of the money it has put into the struct-
ure. The terrible cut made by the Canadian
road has compelled the American roads to
make similar reductions.

THE ST. PAUL 6c MANITOBA.

This road has commenced with a slashing
cut. On March 16th it will
reduce its emigrant rate from
Chicago to Fargo, Moorhead & Glyndon $15
per car. Grand Forks §13. Larlmore and
Devils Lake 820, Grafton $26, Crookston $13,
Hamilton $30, Bathgate, $2S, as compared
with similar mileage from Chicago to central
and southern Dakota points the Manitoba
road now publish a less similar rate for sim-
ilar distances, this taken in connection
with the reduction in the prices of land and
the greater latitude allowed for articles to be
loaded under the head of emigrants mova-
bles shows a determined efforton the part of
the road to make great inducements for im-
mediate settlement.

The following can only be reached via Dev-
ils Lake, Dakota, to which point this com-
pany has a completed line. During the sea-
son steamers make daily trips from our lake
terminus to points on Devil's Lake, and are
prepared to transport freight cheaply and
promptly. A stage line is also in operation
from Devil's Lake to Botineau, located in
the Turtle Mountains. Fort Totten, Boti-
neau, Brenner, Broken Bone Lake, Chicago
City, Coulee Ferry, Creel City, Fresh Water
Lake, Grand Harbor, Trv'in or Mauvaise,
Locke, Winnewaukan, Odessa, Rogers, St.
John, Stump Lake, West End, Villard, D. T.,
and all points iv Turtle mountains and
Mouse river country. Freight for Harris-
burg, Jerusalem and Wamduska, Dakota,
should be manifested to Lakota.

THE NORTHERN PACIFIC.
The emigrant rates on this road from

Chicago to Carrington, D. T., the nearest
point to Devils Lake, was $90 per car; the
rate hereafter will be §70. On and after the
15th ofMarch, rrom Chicago to Mandan,
heretofore §90, will be §73. Chicago to Far-
go was §80, now $65. Chicago to James-
town was §80, now $70. Chicago to
La Moure was $90, now §70.
Chicago to Cooperstown, D. T., was
§85, now §67. These rates include passes
forone man in charge of a car. Areduction
on all emigrant movables of §10 per car has
been made between Chicago and ifilwaukee,
and all points common therewith and St.
Paul, and Minnesota Transfer when destined
to points on their line. The rate for carload
of moveables heretofore to Bismarck from
Chicago has been §87, these taking effect
March 15 will be §70.

The term "emigrant movables" will apply
upon freight properly forming any part of
the outfit of an intending settler," and will
include second-hand household goods, sec-
ond-hand farming implements or tools, sec-
ond-hand vehicles, trees, shrubbery, live
fowls, and not to exceed ten head of live
stock in a car-load shipment. It will not in-
clude merchandise, provisions, grain, (ex-
cept for feeding animals in transit, or fifty
bushels for seed,) or any articles Intended
for sale at destination. In addition to the
articles named above there may be loaded
with a car of emigrant movables the follow-
ing commodities: Lumber (not to exceed
2,500 feet), or a portable house, and billed at
same rate as a straight car-load of emigrant
movables. Emigrant's movables less than
ear-loads willbe construed to mean house-
hold goods, second-hand wagons, second-
hand farm machinery, and should be marked
plainly. A car-load of emigrant movables
containing live stock must be accompanied
by a man to take care of them, who will be
passed free.

The Land Sales of the Roads.
The land sales of six railways In the north-

west during the last year reached the enor-
mous amount of oue million, one hundred
and thirty-seven thousand eight hundred and
thirty-seven acres. As much of this 'was in
eighty acre tracts, and as the number of
town lots sold was also considerable, it is
safe toesttmcte the number of families add-
ed to the population along the roads by this
means at abont ten thousand. The entries
of government lands in Minnesota and Da-
kota during 1883 amounted to 15.206.002
acres, or 95,041 quarter sections. The
amount of business which will be furnished
the railways ten years, from now :-s a re-
sult of these entiles is r.lmost beyond calcu-
lation, and thousands of n:i!i-s of new roads
must be built to accommodate it. The land
sales of each road were as iollows:

LEGAL TENDERS
Considerable Interest Manifested Over

the Decision of the Supreme
Court.

Joint Resolutions Introduced to Curtail by
Constitutional Amendments the Pow-

er of Congress.

And Prevent the Issnp of Legal Tender
Notes Except in Times of War.

[Special Telegram to the Globe.]
Washington, MarchJlO.—The legal tender

decision of the supreme court has attracted
more attention among senators and con-
gress men became it was anticipated by most
of the lawyers in congress that the decision
would be the reverse. Senator Bayard aud
Representatives Potter and Hewitt, of New
York, introduced joint resolutions to-
day proposing a constitutional amend-
ment to deprive congress of the
power to give the legal tender quality to any
currency except gold and silver unless in
time of war when the public safety may re-
quire it The Potter and Hewitt amend-
ments were referred to the house judiciary
committee, and the Globe correspondent
had conversations with several prominent
members of that committee this evening In
relation to the subject.

Gen. Browne, of Indiana, said: "I had
supposed up to the recent decision of the su-
preme court that the constitution prohibited
the issue of legal tender paper money except
as an incident of the warpuwer. I no not
think I would be willing to agree that con-
gress should be unable under the constitu-
tion to issue legal tender paper money In the
exigencies ofa war. But for the exercise iif
this power during the rebellion it would
not have been possible to save the govern-
ment. It is true that such a currency will be
depreciated in comparison with coin at least:
temporarily, but it may be better to submit to
the evil of a depreciated currency rather
than to a total destruction of the govern-
ment. The decision of the supreme court
goes further than I or any one anticipated.
No one supposed when the legal tende(
notes were first issued, not even Thaddeu;
Stevens, who was their foremost advocate
that they would not be redeemed Incoin i.al4
off. At present the decish n of the cour(
does not affect values, because the notes ara
redeemable in coin. It only gives ground
for tbe fear that congresi
at some time may institute an
issue of fiat money, but there is no danger
of that in time of peace. I think I should
favor an amendment to the constitution pro-
hibiting congress from making anything but
coin a legal tender except in time of war,
and providing that the paper money Is-
sued under such circumstances must be
eventually redeemed in coin."

Judge Culberson, of Texas, said: -The
proposition emanates from gentlemen who
desire to perpetuate the national banking
system and I think it should be opposed by
every man who is against that scheme. The
decision of the supreme court is sound and
it was not a surprise to me as you will see by
a speech which I delivered in congress some
time ago. I have always held that congress
has the constitutional power to give the legal
tender quality to treasury notes. It is very
improbable that congress will adopt the pro-
posed amendment to the constitution."

Judge Moulton, of Illinois, said: "The
Potter amendment could not pass the house,
but it ought to because under the decision of
the supreme court congress could make a
piece of brown paper legal tender, although
it may be as worthless as continental scrip or
confederate notes."

Mr. Dorshelmer, of New York, says: "The
judiciary committee would consider the
amendment as promptly as possible and he
would favor its adoption. There is a very
strong feeling among members thaf it is
necessary, aud he believed the committee
would report favorably and possibly the house
would pass it.
