BOARD OF TRADE.

Important Report on the Navigation of the
Minnesota River—Call for a Mass
Meeting of the Board—The Dis-
trict Telegraph—Endorsing
the ¢“Globe.”

The regular semi-monthly meeting of the
Mankato board of trade took place at 9 a. m.
westerday and was well attended. Several
‘ailroad projects of more or less importance
were discussed and an unofficial report or

tatement of their status was made by the
president. e

8. F. Barney, chairman of the committee
on legislation, made the following report and
recommendation, which was adopted with
enthusiasm:

Your committee on taxation and legisla-
tion, to whom was referred the matter of es-
tablishing the head of navigation of the
Minnesota river at New Ulm,would beg leave
to report and recommend the adoption of the
following:

To the senators and house of representatives
of the United States of America.

It having been brought to the notice of
the board of trade of the city of Man-
kato, in the county of Blue Earth, state
of Minnesota, that a bill has already
been introduced in congress limiting and
fixing the head of navigation of the Min-
nesota river at or near New Ulm, in Brown
county, now, after having auly considered
suid proposition and its effects on the inter-
ests, rights and general welfare of the dis-
trict of country bordering on said river, as
well as of the whole State and country at
large, do, by this memorial, enter its earnest
protest and remonstrance against the pass-
age of an act by congress calculated in the
least to limit, abridge or restrict the free nay-
igation of said river, and among the numer-
ous reasons which may be urged against
wuch action present the following:

It has been demonstrated beyond ques-
tion that water carriage is the cheapest, and
in fact the most efficient mode of transpor-
tation in the conduct of extensive commer-
cial intercourse,and it it would seem that any
act in the least calculated to limit or restrict
such natural and easy mode of transportation,
would be dircetly in opposition to the inter-
ests of commerce and the fixedsprinciples of
nmblie policy.

Nature having so wisely provided, through
numerous water courses, extensive lakes and
high'seas, these most needed and effective
means of transportation;  so distributed and
located as to meet the requirements and
needs of the commerce of our country; the
high seas affording the mcans of interna-
tional intercourse and trade; its system of
lakes, through which the products of one
section of our country can be transported in
exchange for those of another; its numerous
rivers and streams, the great Missis-
sippi and its tributaries, extending from
the extreme northern boundary and running
centrally to the Gulf of Mexico, perfects a
system calculated to meet the requirements
of this growing and prosperous country, and
it does seem that any act which will inter-
fere with or restrict such a system would be
suicidal to the best interests of our country.

The location and course of the Minnesota
river, its source being in the northern por-
tion of our state, thence in a southerly direc-
tion into the very hearl of our state, its

ibrupt change of course to a north-
sasterly  direction, where it empties
into the Misssissippi river would sug-

gest the manifest wisdom in thus affording
such adequate means of transportation' to the
district traversed in its course, affording
cheap and easy means of transportation of
the products of this most fertile and produc-
tive portion of our country—not only to the
commercial center of the northwest, but
through the Mississippi to the markets of the
world.

Judging from apparent indications that it
‘s the fixed policy of the government to make
use of these natural and easy facili-
ties for transportation, by the exten-
sive expenditures of money in improv-
ing the rivers and harbors, building canals
and providing slack water navigation, we can
but deem it the best policy of the govern-
ment to retain these natural resources, ul-
timately to be soimproved as to afford trans-
portation by water, and at a moderate ex-
penditure of money, and unite the head
watersof the Minnesota with the waters of
the Red River of the North, thereby opening
up a transcontinental communication the
entire length of the continent, and thus ce-
ment by a mutual interest the people of our
vast country.

The numerous cities and towns situated
on the banks of the Minnesota, its course,
such as to pass along sixteen counties,
double the number to be traversedin a
direct line, would indieate  that this river,
although not at alltimés navigable its entire
length, yet was intended to answer some
greater purpose than simple drainage of the
lands, and is regarded  of .no little import-
ance to the locations situated along its
eourse.

We look forward to the fime ‘when the

growth and prosperity of our country will
demonstrate the fact that railroads will be in-
adequate to transport the products of the
country, when railroad traffic will be local,
and for long hauls, a more extensive and
favorable means will be demanded.

Being of the opinion that no adeguate
reasons can exist, and no personal interests
be enhanced by such action that can in the
least degree compensate for the damage aris-
ing therefrom.

Therefore, be it resolved, That this board
of trade, representing an interest in com-
mon with the whole people, respectfully,
though earnestly protest and remonsirate
against the passage of any act that shall in
its effect, abridge, restrtct or limit the navi-
gation of the Minnesota river, to the end
that when the means at hand shall justify,
some future congress may be enablefl to
carry out'the wise and liberal policy already
inaugurated, untrameled and unrestricted
by previous legislation.

Resolved, That a copy of this memorial and
the resolutions be furnished to each of our
senators and representatives, with the re-
quest that the same be brought to the notice
of congress assembled, and the adoption by
them of such means as shall be commenda-
ble and proper to prevent such prejudicial
legislation—all of which will ever be held in
grateful remembrance by the country at
large, as well 2s by this board of trade.

A resolution foran open meeting of the
board at which all who are interested in the
growth and prosperity of the - ity
were invited to be present, the date of which
will be announced as soon as decided upon,
was adopted, and all deteils left to the presi-
dent and secretary.

The president announced that the magic
letters, 8. T., 1884 and 1885, would be ecx-
plained at the meeting. He remarked that
they held a significance of vast interest
to Mankato.

The several committees of the board will be
called upon for any mat-
ter in their hands, and
a right lively time will be bad, as the meeci-
ing will take on the character of a mass meet-
ing, at which every one who has an interest
in the development of the material resources
of Mankato will have a chance to be heard.
The president said that in view of the ap-
proaching municipal elections he
hoped that the meeting would be
productive of good results in bringing the
live men of the city to the front.

Upon call, the president of the Mankato
District Telegraph Co., B. Tuttle, and G. E.
Brett, vice president, responded with some
remarks as to the nature and designs of that
company and the hope  expressed
that the board and. people of
Mankato would give the company & hearty
support. The statement that the company
were to at once proceed with their operations
of construction met with expressions of satis-
faction.

The following resolution was unanimously
adopted:

Resolyed, That the Mankato board of trade
cordially endorse the” action of the 8t. Paul
DATLY GLOBE in establishing their southern
Minnesota department with headquarters at
Mankato.

Adjourned.

Metallic Paint.

Rumors that one of the most important of
the future industries of Mankato, and which
had not as yet been named, but which was
about to be launched, have been current for
a number of days. Yesterday it took definite
shape in  the statement that a company
had been formed at Hartford, Conn., with
a capital of 50,000 to operate a Metallic Paint
company at Mankato. It will establish its
works near those of the Standard Cement
company, which will furnish them the neces-
sary power. The red and greenish clays
found along the Blue Earth river furnish the
material ‘‘cheap as dirt’” from which to
manufacture.

The source from which the information is
received leaves hardly any room to doubt its
reality. Should it prove correct it will be the
beginning of an industry which none can
measure, and will be one more avenue of
wealth drawn from the rich and inexhausti-
ble formation with with which- God and na-
tore have endowed Mankato.

The Lasker Resolutions Returned to
the House of Representatives.

A Series of Resolutions Offered in Relation
Thereto.

The Senate Wrestle With tlu Mexiean
Treaty in Executive Session.

The Senate,

WasnmixcroN, D. C., March 10.—Senator
Bayard submitted a resolution, instructing
the committee on judiciary to report as to ex-
pediency of amending the constitution so as
to provide that congress shall not have power
to make anythinz but gold and silver coin a
legal tender in the payment of debt, nor pass
any law impairing the obligation of con-
tracts.

Senaior Garland submitted 2 joint resolu-
tion, proposing the foliowing amendment

to the constitation of article 16:
That portion of the public debt
of the Uaited States  represented

by notes issued under the aunthority of law,
with the quality of the lawful money, and
as a legal tender for the payment of debts
shall never exceed the sum of $350,000,000
unless a bill or billz providing for such in-
crease of issue shall receive the concurrence
of two-thirds of each house of congress and
the votes on all such'bills shell be recorded by
the yeas and nays on the journal of each house.

The following bills were reported fayorably
and placed on the calendar:

By Senator Walker, from the committee on
Indian affairs, to provide for the sale of
Cherokee reservation in Kansas.

By Senator Morgan, from the committee
on publie lands, to provide for the settlement
of the rights of states, pergons and corpor-
ations interested in any grant of land in aid
of railroads and canals, which shall hercafter |
be declared forfeited.

By Senator Jackson, from the committee
on postoffices and postroads, to amend séc-
tions 8,920 and 4,041 of the revised statutes,
authorizing the postmaster general to pro-
hibit the delivery of register letters and the
payment of money orders, and providing for
the ruturn of the same. :

By Senator Miliken, to amend the act
creating the northern United States court
district of Texas, to change the eastern and
western districts of said state, and to provide
for terms of holding court in said districts.

Senator Morgan from the committee on
public lands submitted the views of the mi-
nority of that committee, relative to the bill
declaring forfeited the grants of landto the
Texas Pacific Railroad eompany.

The following bills were introduced and
referred:

By Senator Ingalls, to authorize the sale
of the Kickapos diminished reservation, Kan-
s5as.

By Senator McMillan, by request to au-
thorize the United Stutes to resume posses-
sion of certain lands granted to Iowa in aid
of the construction of railroads

By Senator Voorhees, to release to the In-
dians the title of the United States to certain

ands in that state.

The bill to provide for a burean of statis-
tics on labor coming up as unfinished busi-
ness, it was debated until 2 o’clock when it
went over until to-morrow. Senator Blair
advocated its passage. Sherman, Allison
and Garland thought the purpose sought
could be accomplished by enlarﬁing the
scope of the statistical bureaus already exist-
ing. Sherman preferring the bureau of
statistics in the treasury department and Al-
lison that of the department of agriculture.

Senator Vanwyck did not see any. useful
purpose to be served by any more statistics
than we already have. It was less taxes the
people wanted, he said.

Senator Ingalls thought the department of
the interior, which is charged by the bill with
the supervision of the contemplated bureau,
had already in charge matters more moment-
ous than the affairs of many ancient or
modern kingdoms, and ought not to be
charged with anythirig more.

On motion of Senator Plumb. the pleuro-
pnemonia bill was made a special order for
to-morrow. The senate went iuto executive
session for the consideration of the Mexican
treaty, and when the doors were re-opened
the senate adjourned.

By Mr. Townshend, ip relation to pilots
who served in the rebellion.

THE DANVILLE INQUIRY,

WasHiNGTON, March 10.—W. E. Sims,
the gentleman whose speech at Dan
ville, it is alleged, contributed to ex-
citement out of which came the riot on No-
vember 3d, was examined by the Danville
sub committce this morning.

His account of the speech is the same as
previously published. The Democrats knew
tbat they had a majority of about 1,200 to
overcome, and the witness and his
friends could only conjuncture what means
should be adopted. In his speech, witness
told his hearers,that he was satisfied that any
excuse would be seized upon by the Demo-
crats to resort to violence. He hoped the
colored people would refrain from even a
sign of violence, as the people could not af-
ford to carry arms on the day of election.
He advised them to pocket all
insults, to go to the polls quietly,
without bravado, cast their votes quietly and
thus avoid trouble. *I feel,”” said witness,
“‘guilty of having unintentionally and unwit-
tingly, in the interest of peace and order
given them advice which was seized upon,
as I believe by their political enemies, to
slaughter them on the following day. When
they were unarmed. The witness told of
threats made to kill him, but he disregarded
them,and appealed both to the mayor and the
governor to make arrangements to preserve
order on election day. The mayor said he
could do nothing and the governor prom-
ised to send troops. Thereupon the witness
went to Chatham, hishome and voting place.
He found during his absence the Bourbons
bribed his ticket distributors to substitute
Bourbon tickets for the Readjuster
tickets. At his precinct the Readjust-
ers were demoralized and intimi-
dated. The Bourbons had circulated
a report that witness had left the state and
the only chance for the white or colored men
was to come over to the Democratic party.
Witness was told if he did any active work
election day he would be killed. Witness
described the Democratic canvass, and the
sentiments entertained by the white Demo-
crats towards the colored men, and the white
coalitionists, but without developing any-
thing new.

JACKSON, Miss., March 10.—Jefferson
Davis was invited by thelegislature to deliver
an address upon the life of 8. 8. Prentiss.
He appeared in the house to-day and made a
short speech, but regretted that he could not
deliver an address, on account of physical
inability. He touchingly referred to his past
history and that of the state, and said though
deprived of many rights as a citizen of the
United States, yet he claimed he enjoyed the
privilege of being a Mississippian. = Though
living in retirement, he watched with deep
interest the progress of the state and of the
south, which he believed were destined for
great achievements. All the state officers,
supreme court judges and many citizens and
ladies were present.

Bishop Ireland in Buffalo.

Burraro, N. Y., March 10.—Bishop Ire-
land, Catholic, of St. Paul, Minn., in re-
sponse to the invitation of the law and order
society of this city and the clergy of all de-
pominations, lectured to-night on *‘Intem-
perance and Law.”” Bishop Ryan presided.
The Music hall, seating 4,000, was packed,
and fully 1,000 were unable to obtain ad-
mittance, Many stood in the corridors
throughout the discourse, which lasted two
hours. Rev. Dr. Van Bokelin, Episcopal,
seconded the resolution of thanks to the
bishop at the close of the lecture.

Meeting Postponed.
PITTSBURG, Pa., March 10.—Owing to the
absence of one member of the Railroad Coal
Trades tribunal to-day, the meeting to fix the
rate for mining to be paid to railroad mines
for the ensuing six months from April first,
was postponed until Thursday next.

PHILADELPHIA, March 10.—Captain Howell
and Lieut. Markee, who inspected the Chica=-
go police patrol system, have submitted a re-

port to the mayor. They approved the sys-
tem, and say its introduction here will cause
a saving of nearly five per cent.
