A RATLROAD MAN BEHEADED,

W. T. Williams Instantly Killed at the
Western Avenue Crossing of the M. & St.
L. Railroad Yesterday.

Yesterday afternoon a horrible railroad ac-
cident occurred at the Western avenue
bridge, in the instantaneous killing of W. T.
Williams, & young man twenty years of age,
and employed as fireman on the Minneapo-
lis & St. Louis railway.

When killed, Williams stood upon the
steps of engine No. 63, riding to his dinner.
The locomotive w8s backing up, drawing a
freight train. Just as they approached a
bridge, Williams warned a brakeman of the
piers of the bridge which are located down to
the tracks, but he failed to take necessery
precaution himself and when the bridge was
reached he was hit by the pier in question
and hurled to the ground, his head falling
beneath the huge drive wheel of the locomo-
tive. The wheel passed over the neck sever-
ing the head from the body causing instant
death. The decapitated head was terribly
crushed and mutilated by other wheels pass-
ing over it.

The county coroner promptly took charge
of the remains, and after making a cursory
examination decided that no  inm-
quest was nNeCcessary as the
accident was purely the result of careless-
ness on the part of the deceased.

The deceased boarded at 134, TFirst ave
nue, north, and his parents reside on Six-
teenth avenue south, near Twenty-sixth
street.

THE WORKINGMEN-

They Met Last Evening in Schafer’s Hall
and Did Nothing but Talk and Cheer
for Ames.

A large meeting of workingmen assembled
at Schafer’sthall last evening but for what
purpose could not be ascertained after the
most diligent inquiry. , One of the speokers
told a GLOBE representative after the meet-
ing had adjourned that the object of the
gatherlng was to nominate a workingman’s
candidate for mayor, but that through his
own adroitness the object was not consum-
mated.

The meeting was called to order by John
Vogel and H. F. Hedrington was elected
chairman, with Mr. Sisson as secretary.
Without any preface the chairman in-
troduced B. H. Shadrick as the first speaker
on the programme. Mr. Shadrick said he
appeared there in accordancewith the under-
standing that no politician would be permit-
ted to speak. He would address them from
the standpoint of a working man and would
present arguments to show why workingmen
should view the approaching municipal con-
test from a business standpoint and not
from that of politicians. He had
always been a Democrat . and would
continue one so long as he could endorse the
principles of the Democratic party. He then
explained the principles of the laborers’ or-
ganization, and said its first and primary
principle was the emancipation of the wage
slave, through co-operation, from the thrall-
dom of the capitalists. He would advocate

the claims of no candidate for the
mayoralty, though on election day
he would support Dr.. A, A.
Ames. He did not, however, wear the collar

of A. A. Ames or his opponent, G. A. Pills-
bury. Dr. Ames was in sympathy with the
workingman and possessed humanitarian
principles which entitled him to their conside-
ration. He then paid his respects to G. A.
Pillsbury and reminded the audience that
the prophecy uttered by him at Market hall
was verified in the nomination of thatgentle-
man by the Republican convention.

While acting in the capacity of chairman of
a committee of the chamber of commerce,
Mr. Pillsbury gave the contract for the stone
of the chamber of commerce building to
the prison contractor of Joliet, Ill. He had
obtained his information from the Journal
and from investigation he found the facts to
be as stated.

Convicts are placed in the prison
for the protection of society,
the reformation of the criminals

and for the infliction of punishment. Throw-
ing the labor of convicts into competition
with that of the laboring classes was an in-
justice, and the convicts become from that
fact greater enemies to the masses in prison
than outside of it.

The protection of society requires that con-
viet labor be abolished in this and in every
other state where 1t is in vogue.
He then proceeded to give
his reasons why he was a2 Democrat and not a
Republican, the reason being the same as
already given by him at Market hall. If any
Republican present could tell him what law
has ever been psssed by a Republican con-
gress or legisluture for the benefit of the
workingmen he would become a Republican
instanter. He defled any man to name one
instance. On the contrary the Democratic party
had passed many ameliorative measures in
behalf of the toiling classes. He believes
if a Republicn and himself should appear at
the judgment seat the Republican would show
his disdain for him because of being a work-
ing man. He combated the principles advo-
cated by the Prohibitionists, and ended his
discourse by recommending  those
present to support a city |, govern-
ment which would be more conducive to the
welfare of the workingmen and the growth
and prosperity of Minneapolis.

Henry Whelan was the next speaker. He
declared he was a Republican, but had not
come to talk politics, and consequently was
unprepared to talk on that subject. Dr.
Ames had received quite a boost, but he
thought the meeting was called for
working men to determine their future ac-
tion. He also explained why he was a Re-
publican and said the homestead act was one
law passed by the Republican party for the
benefit of the working men. It was said by
business men that working men were driven:
like sheep to the polls to vote for any man.
The state of affairs in this city is not
satisfactory and the working men should en-
deavor to rectify these matters. He did not
know who was responsible, but,unless things
were checked more, prohibitionists would
spring up. The people of the city were dis-
gusted with the state of affairs and especially
men with families. It devolved upon the
workingmen to stop this.

P. P. Swanson was called for but declined
to speak.

J. P. Gaughey next spoke, and said he
agreed in toto with everything said by Mr.
Shadrick.

Mr. Vogel was in favor of nominating a
candidate for mayor and comptroller, because
of the dissatisfactlon existing on account of
the action of the Republican party in nomin-
ating Pillsbury instead of Wyman. Nonom-
ination was made, however, and the meet-
ing adjourned without accomplishing any-
thing in particular. The name of A. A.
Ames was frequently called and cheered, and
there was every evidence - that he was the
favorite candidate of a large majority of the
men in the hall.

THE KIEFER-BOYNTON MUSS.

Little of Interest Developed at the
Inquiry Yesterday. :

WASHINGTON, March 4.—At the request of
Coleman, counsel for Keifer, the Keifer-
Boynton commission permitted Charles S.
Garfield to take the stand to make certain
corrections in his previous testimony. In
reply to questions as to whether he had ever
been arrested elsewhere than Indiana, and
whether he had ever been charged with
crime elsewhere, he had replied he had not.
He now wished to change his answer to the
affirmative. Cross-examined by Boynton,
witness said he had once been arrested on a
charge of giving a2 man named
Smith, counterfeit money, but had been dls-
charged. The committee ruled out the ques-
tion by Boynton. as to whether wiiness had
not been discharged on the testimony of a
lady in his family, which went to prove an
alibi. Joseph Turner, banker, Cleveland,
testified to the good character of Garfield in
that city while he resided there. He did not
know Garfield’s reputation in Bryan.

Boynton offered to prove that he had noth-
ing to do with calling the press meeting on
the morning of March 4th, 1883, that he did
not support the resolution condemning Keif-
er’s action, and did not oppose the proposi-
iion made by a fricnd of Keifer’s, that the
matter should be first investigated.

John B. McCarthy, journalist, testified that
Boynton had opposed thej resolution con-
demning speaker Keifer.

Charles F. Towle, journalist, testified to
Boynton’s voting against the resolution of
condemnation.

Boynton offered to contradict General
Keifer’s denial of the accuracy of Barrett's
statement of the interview which took
place between them, ‘“In which Keifer ex
pressed his contempt for the press,” by call-
the door keeper of the house who heard the
conversation. The committee ruled the offer
out. This closed the testimony on both
sides. The committee decided, if the coun-
sel should desire to file arguments in wsiting
they might do so, any time before Monday
the 24th inst.

The Grand Trunk Consolidation.

OrTAwA, March 14.—The Grand Trunk
consolidation bill passed the railway commit
the to-day. Sir Charles Tupper said, one of
the reasons the government asked for delay
in the consolidation was, to ascertain wheth-
er the almalgamation with the Great Western
was legal.

This shows
either that the discourse had marvelous po-
tency in unloosening the pockets or that
times are easier there than in most localities.
Both suppositions are bottomed upon much
truth.

The Bismarck Tribune says: Judge Bowen
who returned on Saturday fron a trip to
Montana, expresses fears of a remarkable
high stage of water when the break up
occurs. He states that the report that the ice
had gone out of the Yellowstone is only par-
tially true. The river is open at Glendive
and at the rapids, but for fifteen or twenty
miles distant there is a solid ice gorge, and
plenty of ice and snow yet remain to melt.
The Big Horn river is also not yet open, and
at Livingstone the snow is six inches deep on
a level.

Valley City Zimes: A rather curious birth
occurred at Oriska last Sunday, or rather
Sunday and Monday. On Sunday at 8 o’clock
p. m. Mrs. G. B. Pease presented her hus-
band with a daughter. The worthy man was
greatly disappoinied, as he had builded his
hopes on the advent of a boy. However, the
worthy woman was enabled to see the hopes
of her husband realized. At 2 o’clock Mon-
day morning she gave birth to another child
—a finely forined boy. Although twins the
youngsters’ birthdays are on different dates
—DMarch 9 and 10.

The frequeney with which engines have
been derailed or attempts made to wreck
trains at points on the Northern Pacific forty
to fifty miles east of Fargo recentiy convinces
the railroad people that there is a gangin
that section bent on mischief. There are
various suppositions as to the cause of the
attempts but no definite facts are known. A
Norwegian was killed by the railroad in that
section last season and some bad blood grew
out of it, and other matters are suggested as
possible basis for the malicious acts. No
doubt the railroad will have the mattcr inves-
tigated.

The Washpeton Gazette is getting ont many
thousand copies of a boom or emigration
edition under the auspices® of the board of
trade, in which the unsurpassed advantages
of that scction will be depicted in attractive
style. The place is the county seat of Rich-
land, one of the largest and most productive
counties in Dakota, and rapidly filling up
with a class of settlers that exercise more
than usual discrimination in the selection of
locations. It has threc railroads and a river,
and all the modern advantages and attrae-
tions in the way of religious, educational and
social advantages, and abundant capital and
enterprisc. It is one of the best pointsin
the Red river valley. J

The Mandan Zimes says that one C. A.
Foster vamoosed that place the past week,
leaving many to remember their misplaced
confidence, to the amount of hundreds of
dollars. The Times makes this complaint:
Tuesday afternoon an attachment was made
in an officer’s hands to serve on Foster’s
trunk, but through the connivance of the
baggage smasher at the baggage depot and
some one in the freight office it was placed on
the train in such a manner that it could not
be identified. Foster was treated with a free
pass to Portland by some official of the

The De Smet Leader says: The ‘‘slickest”’
swindle that ever struck De Smet came
along this week and took in the town. A
very nice fcllow made a canvass of the town
for the purpose of putting in a circulating
library, charging one dollar for membership
and agreeing to put in a valuable book for
every subscriber. He secured a list of more
than sixty names, and the money. Then he
produced the books, which proved to be
cheap John affairs, worth about- fifteen cents
apiece. An indignant mob waited on him
at the depot and demanded their money
back. He shelled out as long as his pile
lasted, and most of the vietims recovered
their investment. A few got stuck and at-
tached some of the books left here.. The
chap boarded the train and skipped. He
claimed to represent Alvord Bros., of Syra-
cuse, N. Y.

The Jamestown Alert says: The report of
the Creelsburg land office shows a ‘very sur-
prising activity—surprising at this time of
year—in the filings. The filings bave reach-
ed as high as 240 per day. Out of the thir-
teen townships which have recently come
into market in Tower county and con-
tiguous places there is scarcely any vacant
land left. The several newly surveyed
townships near Minnewaukan, at the west
end of the lake, have been absorbed with
avidity. A very large immigration is an-
ticipated this summer by way of the James-
town & Northern railroad, and squatters, un-
dismayed by the cold winds of the northern
spring, are found scattered along on the un-
surveyed lands on its route between Minne-
waukan and New Rockford. Out of the
thirty-five surveyed townships near Devil’s
Lake twenty-three are yet to come upon the
market, and it is probable that settlers in
sufficient number to fill them will be on the
ground when the plats are received at the
land office.

It is learned that at the recent meeting of
Irish-Americans in Fargo there were fifty-
three delegates present, representing various
localities and societies, and in the main citi-
zens that would not be taken for filibuster
or adventurers. Wm. O’Neil, an alderman
and local chieftain, was the chairman and
leading spirit. If words will upset the rule
in Manitoba a few mertings of this sort will
accomplish the work, but there is no prospect
that an army with banners and drums will
materialize on this side of the line, though
there ' are individuals who will per-
haps go there if the ways and means are pro-
vided. A deputation was arranged to visit
Winnipeg and confer with the disaffected
there and report.  One of the objects pre-
sented at the meeting was the scheme to se-
cure legislation debarring citizens of Great
Britain from holding more than 500 acres of
land in this country, unless they declare in-
tentions of becoming citizens. It could not
be learned where the cases of arms they
claimed had been shipped from Chicago are
stored. Some will visit Grand Forks, on
the 17th, although the St. Patrick display
there has no particular significance.

The Lasker Resolutions.

The sub-committee of the house on foreign
affairs committee consisting of Messrs.
Curtin, Rice and Eaton, to whom the His-
cock resolutions on the Lasker matter was
referred, at the meeting yesterday apopted a
substitute for the resolutions and prepared a
report to accompany the substitute. Ata
meeting of the full committee the substitute,
resplutions, and report of the sub-committee
were laid before the members. Considerable
discussion followed, as a result of which, the
report was referred back to the sub-committee
with suggestions as to certain changes the
full committee deemed judicious to have
made. Another meeting of the sub-commit-
tee will be held to-morrow, at which the re-
port will be amended in cenformity with
suggestions of the full committee. The fol-
lowing, which will probably be adopted by
the full committee, and with the substitute
and resolutions reach the house on Monday
next, are the sentiments which will be ex-~
pressed in the report of the sub-committee.
First. That the house of representatives had
a right to adopt and transmit to the German
reichstag, resolutions expressing its opinion
of the character and abilities of the deceased
German statesman, its sympathy with the
Democratic ideas entertained by him, and its
condolence with that party in German poli-
tics to which he belonged, in the loss they
sustained in his death.  Second.
It would not be a dignified course for
the house of representatives to indulge in
abuse of Prince Bismarck, for asserting his
rights, to say, that when the resolutions
reached him they should go mno further, as
the question of his rights assert that author-
ity is one to be settled between him and the
reichstag; and third, that the action of our
state department in this matter, is deserving
of commendation. The resolutions, whigh
are to be reported as a substitute for the
Hiscock resolution, will not differ substan-
tially from the latter, except in the modifica-
of the language respecting Prince Bismarck’s
conduct, and in addition a commendation of
the course of the state department in the
matter,
