A FAMOUS WOMAN,

Rosa Bonheur—The Life of the Idol of a
Noted Family.
[Paris Letter to London World.]

T ghall never have time to do all that I
have to do,” is a favorite expression of Rosa
Bonheur. Every winter the great artistsuff-
ers an attack of the samemaledy. Afew days
ago she came from her home at Bye to pass
a short time in Paris, she became danger-
ously ill, but, happily for her friends and the
world, is much better. To-day Rosa Bon-
heur is fifty-one years old. Her profile in its
severity resembles a little the Victor Hugo of
thirty years ago. Occasionally the solemn ex-
pression of the face is changed by a smile
like that of an Infant, and then one sees the
reflection of her goodness of heart and char-
ity of soul. It is said that ‘‘the face .is the
mirror of the soul,’”” and with her this remark
holds true. The dark hair with which we
are familiar in her photographs is now silver,
but worn in the same manner—short and
parted on the side. Rosa Bonheur is the idol
of herfamily.

Her dwelling at Bye is approached by a
road barricaded on either side by stone walls
covered with vines. Long before arriving
one hears growls, roars, barks, ete., for she
has with her every variety of beast and bird,
dogs, cats, horses COWS, tigers,
wolves geese, turkeys, &e.
In the midst of all this noise lives the great
animal painter. Naturally, she hasnever
time to receive casual visits. The Empress
Eugenie, who is very fond of her, never
failed to ask permission to pay a visit. It
was the Empress herself who placed the
crossof the Legion of Honor on the breast
of the great woman artist. Her life at Bye
is like that of Noah in the ark. She ishappy

with her animals. and her constant ‘uaocit-z

tion with them has rendered her very caress-
ing in her manner towards human beings.
From her infancy she has worked hard. At
the age of eighteen she sold her pictures for
300 francs each. Whatachange! In 1853
a Belgian named Gambard bought the ‘‘Horse
Fair’” for 88,000, made a tour of the world
with it, sold the engravings, and since that
time has made a colossal fortune. '

From the pictures of Rosa Bonheur she is
better known in America and England than
in France, because her pictures are bought
by foreigners. The Luxumbourg has but
one of her pictures—‘‘The Ploughing in the
Nivernais,”’—and, in fact, she does not be-
long to herself. Her pictures are sold before
they are painted, but she never delivers the
work so long as she has a criticism to make
—never until her conscience is fully satis-
fled. Rosa Bonheur wishes tolive hidden
from the public, never seeks popularity,
lovesher art foritself and notf for the re-
nown it brings her.

At Baltimore, Md., Christian Lembke®
who was arrested on the steamer Nurnburg,
on her arrival from Germany, for burglary,
robbery and forgery, was taken to Akron,
Ohio last evening.

Two little colored children were murdered
and two others mortally wounded near Au-
gusta, Ga., yesterday. The father and
mother were in a field at work when the
crime was committed.

The Governor of Kansas speaks very high-
Iy of the manner in which the farmers in the
district infected with the foot and mouth dis-
ease, have observed the quarantine measures,
and cooperated with the authorities.

Peter Meyers, an inmate of the goldiers
home at Dayton, Ohio, was found dead on

the front porch of a saloon near the home,’

with evidence of foul play. Two men were
seen to lead him there and lay him down.

Tiller and McFadden, the arrested express
robbers, were with the officials of the express
Co., in the office of the chief of police at St.
Louis,but Tiller said he had no aceomplice ana
McFadden said he knew mnothing about it.
$15,000 is missing yet.

Charles Warner, an insane German, who
has relatives in Toledo, Ohio, arrived in that
city lately from Hamburg. It is believed his
iriends in Germany shipped him to get rid
of him. He was examined yesterday and
was adjudged insane, and he will be shipped
back.

The passengers on board the Sereamer at
Woodshole Mass., claims that they are not
bandits. The say they are going to San
Domingo, via Boston and New York, to
work, and that they have plenty of money.
The men are a rough looking set. There are
also four women and six babies.

Col. Mansfield, (U. 8.) engineer in charge
of Galveston Harbor, says the work can be
done for 10 per cent. of the amount that
Capt Eads wants for the same. With $50,000
in three months he could make a practical
benefit, and in a year have twenty-five feet
of water on the bar, and that five or ten feet
more could be easily aecomplished.

On the train last evening from Philadel-
phia to Wilmington, Del., a thief seized a
valise containing $5,000 which had been
received from the treasury department, and
threw it out of the car window to a con
federate, who grabbed it. The owner
jumped off, pursued the thief, firing his pis-
tol at him, and recovering the valise.

At Homer, La., Jim Miller, who some
time ago had a difficulty with a colored man
named Green, was shot and dangerously
wounded by Green, whilst he was hunting
with a party of friends. A party of whites
went out to his house to arrest him, when
he fired into the party mortally wounding a
nephew of Senator Blackburn of Little Rock.
‘When caught he will be lynched.

At Boston, the Veterinary Association has
passed a strong resolution condeming the
(U. 8.) government for not having official
men in charge of quarantine stations, as, if
such had been employed, the foot and mouth
disease would not have obtained a foothold
in Maine. They also say, that the manure
on the premises near Portland, where the
cattle were should be burned, as well as the
hay and food, and that the cars on which
they were moved should be disenfected.
They charge the government with the mon-
etary loss.

Such general and speclal meetings of the stock-
holders and also of the Directors may be called
and held as the interests and exigencies of the
business of the corporation may require, and as
the same may be authorized and prescribed by
the by-laws of the corporation.

The Directors shall have power to fill any va-
cancy in any of the offices of the corporation
herein provided, also to fill any vacancy in the
Board of Directors at any special or general meet-
ing of the Board of Directors.

The President, or in his absence or inability to
act, the Vice-President, shall sign on the part of
the corporation, all deeds or other indentures or
writings whatsoever conveying, leasing, oharging,
encumbering or in any way affecting the lands,
tenements, hereditaments and real and mixed
property or any interest therein, or the rents or
profits thereof belonging to the corporation or in
which it has any interest, and all such deeds, in-
dentures and writings when so signed by the
President or Vice-President shall be counter-
signed by the Secretary, or in his absence or in-
ability to act, the Treasurer as acting Secretary,
and the seal of the corporation shall
be thereto affixed by such attesting . officer,
and no other officer, director or member of said
corporation shall in any case sign or execute on
the part of the corporation any such deed, in-
denture or writing. i

No power of attorney shall in any case be
made or given on the part of the corporation
except by order of the board of directors, naming
the grantee in the power and specifically stating
the object of the power and the authority con-
ferred first duly made and entered of record in
the record of the proceedings of said board.
