Oats were offered at 32c, bnt buyers stood off
for a further reduction: a car of No. 2 white was
sold to arrive at 32c. There was nothing doing
in ground feed and millstnffs generally. Barley
and rye were nominal at Wednesday's quotations.
Hay was firmly held at former prices. Eggs
were a little weaker and offered at 22c©24c, but
no one wanted any at outside prices.

Beans have
slightly improved, choice navy being a little
dearer. Cheese is 54c dearer. Shippers of
poultryshould take notice that quotations given
are for choice birds, not for old ones killed be-
cause they are of no further use iu the poultry
yard. Such ifsent in good shape will sell in the
present scarcity, but they will not command out-
side figures, and it is unreasonable for shippers
to expect it.

Labor Troubles.
Pittsburg, March 20.—The miners' officials

»re agitating a strike among the miners of
the first, second, third and fourth pools, if
the operators insist upon reducing the wages
one-fourth of a cent per hushel next week.
Tbe operators say if the men strike now, it
will be the strongest lock-out they ever expe-
rienced. The miners say it is only when
starvation stares them in the face that they
make the strongest fight. The miners' asso-
ciation, however, is not in condition to stand
a long strike and probably the reduction will
be* accepted.
