A BIG BLAZE.

The Hay Warehouse of Charles Col-
ter Burned to the Ground.

The alarm of fire from box No. 5, at 7:33
last nignt, was occasioned by the discovery
of flames issuing from the two-story frame
building used as a bay pressing repository,
and situated on Marshall avenue, between
Dale and St. Alban streets.

The buildings were two in number, 30x57
feet in dimensions, besides which ttiere were
two sheds, aB the property of Mr. Chas. Col-
ter. The department made good
time, considering the beastly condi-
tion of the streets, but the
character and contents of the buildings and
contents were such as to make effectual ser-
vice impossible. The flames spread as iffed
on powder, and the buildings were almost
entirely consumed.

The two main buildings contained about
\u26665,000 worth of baled hay, all of which was
destroyed, and one of the sheds contained
three head of cattle, which was also con-
sumed. The latter were valued at $200. The
loss on the buildings is estimated at §2,000,
and the entire loss is covered by insurance.

Adjoining one of the main buildings is
the residence of Charles Colter, Jr. This
was damaged to the extent of $200 or §300;
fully iusured. The fire was the work of an
incendiary.
