Southwestern Minnesota Home Association.
Heron Lake, Minnesota, March 28.—

The garden of Minnesota, and most
promising section in all its wide expanse of
territory and varied soil and climate is em-
braced within these six southwestern coun-

ties of Rock, Nobles, Jackson, Cottonwood,
Murray and Pipestone, which have recently
associated themselves together by means of
the above organization for the purpose of
internal improvement and to secure the

more rapid settlement and development of
their region.

As indicated by the title, this section occu-
pies the extremesouthwestern portion of the
state, and is in extent thirteen aud one-half
townships east and west, by eight north and
6outh, less two townships in the northeast
corner which belong to Brown connty. The
trait contains about 3.810 square miles, or
about 2,442.240 acres, and is every inch of
it arable land, with the exception of that
space occupied by the lovely little lakes
which dot its surface.

A vast portion of this territory has, until
recently, been in dispute, having been grant-
ed bv act of congress to the St. Paul and
Sioux City railroad, but, under a supposed
conflicting grant to tbe Southern Minnesota
Railway Extension company, a contest has
been on hand and has virtually tied up one
half of this great region from sale, and, con-
sequently, from settlement and improve-
ment. The recent settlement of this claim

in favor of the St. Paul _ Sioux City com-
pany now offers the opportunity for the set-
tlement and development of this most desir-
able section, and hence the formation ofthis
society or convention, which is composed of
delegates or members from each of the coun-
ties included within its scope.

Final Effort to Save the Pool.

Washington, D. C. March 28.—Congress-

man Anderson ofKansas explains his pro-
posal of a concurrent resolution for adjourn-
ment June 2d by saying he wished to brin
members minds to the condition of pending
legislation and the danger of the session
being extended through the summer.

Blair's education bill, having failed of a
vote this afternoon, is relegated to the un-
certain chances of the future.

Judge Brewer's nomination willbe reported
unanimously by the senate committee. Mc-
Coid, of Iowa, is said to have been much
surprised on learning that Brewer had been
nominated instead of himself.

The rumor that secretary Folger had been
tendered the Berlin mission is authorita-
tively denied. Mr. Everett, secretary of the
legation, will remain for the present as
Charge d'Affairs.

At the state department it is believed Sar-
gent will gladly po to St. Petersburg and the
Paris report that he would decline is dis-
credited.

There is as much tariff talk here as last
week, but feeling is better, and Democrats
confidently say their party will harmonize on
the question, both in Washington and at
Chicago.

Washington-, March 28.—In furnishing

supplies for the relief of sufferers from the
overflow of the Mississippi river the secretary
of war will followthe same general plan em-
ployed with so much success in the case of
sufferers from the Ohio floods. Captain F.
F. Whitehead ol the relief departmen, sta-
tioned at Xew Orleans, will load a steamer
with supplies to be distributed at points above
New Orleans, and Gen. Beckwith will load a
boat at St. Louis with supplies for points be-
low that city. The secretary of war has des-
ignated Messrs. M. Gillie, Isaac Shenek,
Louis Rush, James Louis and F. S. Shields
tr> act as a citizens committee atNew Orleans.
Capt. Whitehead is in this city and is to co-
operate with this committee in distributing
supplies.

THE CONGO TREATY.
The department of state has received a

copy of the proposed treaty between Great
Britain and Portugal, by which American in-
tercuts iu Congo are affected. It is under-
stood the terms of the treaty are not in ac-
cord with the views of the president on the
subject as expressed iu his last annual mes-
sage. The treaty will be referred to the sen-
ate committee on foreign relations.

MISSOURI FLOOD AT BELKNAP.

The commissioner ofIndian affairs has re-
ceived the following dispatch from Indian
Agent Lincoln at Fort Belknap Indian reser-
vation, Montana, dated March 27: -'Fort
Belknap is partly under water. We are
camped on a hill near by. There is not
very much danger yet. There is a fair pros-
pect that the agency buildings will be swept
away, as the river is cutting a channel close
to the fort. Give me permission to purchase
tents."

PRISON LABOR BILL.

At a meeting of the house committee on
labor to-day, Representative James was uuani
mously instructed to favorably report a bill
providing that it shall be unlawful for any
person in the employ of the United States or
any state to contract with any one to hire
out the labor of prisoners confined in any
prison or jailfor violation of any laws of the
United States. A violation of the act is
made a misdemeanor, punishable by a fine
offrom §5,000 to -$10,000, or imprisonment
one to three years. James has prepared a
report to accompany the bill.
It says in some cases state
prisons have taken persons convicted, for vio-
lation of the laws of the United States without
cost to the federal srovernment, and tlieu in
order to make the arrangement profitable,
have inhumanly treated them. The contract
system, the report says, is wholly adverse to
reform. The prisoners are treated as dumb
beasts, being driven to work by men whose
only aim is to get a certain amouut of work
from them every day. Men who look upon
convicts as only so much machinery fur
making money, and whose chief recom-
mendation for position is that they 'are the
highest bidders for the human being hired by
them.

STATE INTEREST CLAIMS.

The honse committee, on war claims to-day
agreed to report favorably a bill authorizing
the accounting officers of the treasury de-
partment to settle the claims of several
states of the Union against the United States
for interest on loans on moneys borrowed
and expended by the states for benefit of the
United States under authority of the act of
congress of July 27, 1861, entitled, "An act
to indemnify the states for expenses in-
curred by them in defense of the United
States." The bill provides that the claims
musi be presented within one year from the
passage ofthe act.

THE M'GARRAnAN CLAIM.

At a meeting of the house committee on
judiciary, an adverse report was ordered on
the McGarrahan claim. Collins, Bisbee and
Maybury will offer a minority report, to be.
the same as the report agreed to by the com-
mittee on private land claims of last con-
gress, in favor of the claimant. Poland and
Broadhead will also present a minority re-
port, giving McGarrahan title to the un-
patented lands of the tract in dispute, and
ordering the issue of scrip at the rate of
*1.25 per acre forthe value of the remainder.
There are about 17,000 acres in the tract.

POSTAL AFFAIRS.

The house committee on postofflces and
post roads to-day instructed Representative
Skinner to report favorably a billauthorizing
the postmaster general to lease and pay
rental for the use of premises for first, sec-
ond, and third class and branch postofliees.

Representative Rogers was instructed to
report favorably the joint resolution, a du-
plicate of the measure introduced by Garland,
in the senate, authorizing the secretary of
the treasury to pay in full to late mail con-
tractors in the southern states the amounts
he shall find due them under contracts for
1858, '59, '60 and '61, and accruing before
those states engaged in war against the
United States. An appropriation of$375,000
is recommended for the purpose.

CIVIL SERVICE EXAMINATION.
The United States civil service commission

has decided to hold a series of examinations
in the states of Iowa, Minnesota, Kansas,
Nebraska and Colorado during the month of
May. These examinations will be for
applicants desiring to obtain clerkships or
other positions in the government service at
Washington. Allapplications for examina-
tion must be sent to the civil service com-
missioner, Washington, when blanks and
full instructions will be sent to all persons
who apply. The examinations will be held
at the capitals of the states named, and if
necessary to accommodate applicants, at one
or more other places. They will be under
the personal supervision of Prof. John Mc-
Gregory of the board of commissioners. The
dates and places of all the examinations will
be announced at an early day.

INSPECTION OF FOOD.

The house committee on commerce agreed
upon a billpraviding for the inspection of
meats for exportation, and prohibiting the
importation ofadulterated articles of food or
drink. The committee adopted that portion
of the senate bill recently reported from the
senate committee on foreign relations,
which referred to adulterated food or drink.
The clause in the senate bill proposing retal-
iation when unjust discriminations are made
against any product of the United States bv
foreign powers, was disagreed to. The house
committee also disagreed to the section of
the senate billproviding that the secretary

Without going into any sort of an extend-

The association met at the school house at

The routine of reading of minutes of pre-
vious meeting and reports of committees
followed. When the committee on advertis-
ing was reached Col. Joseph Flanders of
Madelia, Watonwan county, was introduced
to present a plan to meet the requirements
of the situation which was full of good points
and was loudly applauded.

On motion Watonwan county was invited
to join the association, and Col. Flanders re-
sponding, said he would be one of ten men
to raise §1,000 of funds to provide for carry-
ing out the desires of the association, which
liberal sentiment was loudly applauded.

That
a map ofthe seven counties of southwestern
Minnesota be printed, tobe about the size of
a six column folio newspaper. That all the
rivers, streams and lakes be shown on the
map. That all railroads now in operation,
and that all surveyed railroads be shown
thereon. That all towns and villages and
postofflces be shown thereon. That the back
of said map be devoted to a description of
southwestern Minnesota, with the name of
a correspondent in each town and postoffice
given.

After some considerable discussion, which
was participated in by a large number of
delegates, the resolution was adopted.

F_KCIVAI., THE POET.

The Man Who Made Webster's Dictionary
and- Died inPoverty,

When the young and accomplished widow
of Fairfield made the attempt to support her-
self and children by the publication and sale
ofPereival's poems, the pious effort was an-
nounced in au organ of the Boston literati
under the heading; "Buy a Broom! Buy a
Broom! Come Buy of a Wandering Bavar-
ian a Broom!"

The gentle, sensitive Pereival barely es-
caped falling a victim to this mode of attack.
Shortly after 4he first publication of his
poems aud tiie criticisms upou the same, he
was found insensible iu a stone quarry,
where he had sought to rid himself of the
brains which had proved his curse by butting
bis head against the rocky walls. His liter-
ary assassins represented this attempt at
self-destruction as the result of disappoiut-
ment in love, but there was not an incident
connected with his social relations to justify
or give color to this conclusion. His was
eminently an ethereal nature —mind with-
out passion,

He published no more but devoted himself
entirely to scientific pursuits, for which he
had a remarkable aptitude, until his physical
necessities compelled him to become a hack
writer for distinguished literary men of more
practical ability. He was the sole author,
compiler and editor ofthe Iirst edition of
Webster's Unabridged Dictionary, giving
not ouly the definitions, but the root aud
history of over 16,000 words derived from
other languages, including all the writtcu
languages of the world—thirty in number—
of every one ofwhich he musthave had some
critical knowledge. Regarded in this light,
it is the most wouderful literary labor ever
performed by one man. No other lexico-
grapher ever accomplished it. Dr. Johnson
was the literary wonder of his age. Horace
Walpole says ofhim. "His dictionary is a
surprising work for one man, but sufficient
examples in foreign countries show that the
work is too much for one man. and that a
society alone pretend to publish a standard
dictionary,"

Webster's first dictionary was only a com-
pilation from standard authorities, with the
addition of purely American idioms and ety-
mology, exhihiting neither originality nor
research, being adapted only to the use of
schools—to the learners and not to the
learned—and was rejected as a standard by
the British institution of learning on account
of the slang phrases, with only a local signi-
fication, which it attempted to introduce into
the common English language. In regard
to derivative words, which comprise so large
a share ofour language, the dictionary edited
by Pereival and published in the name of
Noah Wrebster, is now adopted as the highest
standard authority by all the universities of
Great Britiau and America. The great for-
tune ofNoah Webster in life, and his world-
wide fame as the greatest lexicographer of
any age, are based solely upon the unrequit-
ed labor ofJames G. Pereival, who died in
poverty iu a miner's cabin in Westen Wis-
consin, "unwept, unhonored and unsung."

The only renumeration which Pereival
ever recieived for this unparalleled work was
a bare subsistance —which probably did not
exceed $300 a year—a place to live and his
necessary working tools, books of reference.
That he "livedin a garret after the manner
of the old poets," was probably true of his
studept days, but when he undertook the
work ofthe dictionary his employers built
him a study after his own model. Itwas a
small buiiding, without window or door fac-
ing any public throughfarc, lighted from the
tap—a sort of monkish cell in which, sur-
rounded by his books, he could pursue his
labors uninterrupted by idle curiosity. It
was reported—with what truth I cannot
vouch—that this study and the library which
had been furnished him, when he had finish-
ed the work, were reclaimed by his em-
ployers, They were not "nominated in the
bond."— Hon. Beriuh Brown, in the Seattle
(W. T.) Hei-ald.

The tobacco crop at Porto Rico amounted

THE ALASKALEASE.
Representatives Henley and Broadhead

made arguments to-day before the ways and
means committee on the resolution offered
in the house by the former providing for the
investigation of the lease to the Alaska Com-
mercial company. Henley said the law au-
thorizing the lease was unconstitutional and
void; that it was awarded through favoritism
or fraud and given to the lowest bidder in-
stead of the highest, and the company habit-
ually violated the terms of the lease. Broad-
head contended that the lease was void under
the American system of government.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE.

The joint resolution proposing an amend-
ment to the constitution to extend the right
of suffrage to women, reported favorably
to-day from committee on the woman suffrage
by Senator Palmer, provides that the legisla-
tures of the several states be asked to ratify
the following article which it proposes as an
amendment to the constitution:

Section 1. The right of citizens of the
United States to vote shall not be denied or
abridged by the United States or by any
state on account ofsex.

Sec. 2. Congress shall have power by ap-
propriate legistation to enforce the provisions
ofthis article.

GARFIELD'S MOREY LETTER.
John I Davenport Declares That it

Was "Not a Forgery."

After Spending Years of Labor and a Fortune

in Money He Abandons the Hunt for
Morey, the Mythical Forger.

Inthe presidential campaign of 18S0, and
not many days before the election, the Re-
publicans ofthis city and ofthe whole coun-
try' were horrified by the publication in
Truth ot a so-called fac simile ofa letter from
General JameB A. Garfield to Mr. Henry L.
Morey, in which the Republican candidate
took strong ground in favor of Chinese labor.
General Garfield's denial, which was some-
what tartly, considering the gravity of the
charges against him, satisfied the leaders of
his party apparently that the letter was a for-
gery, and a search for the forger was begun
forthwith, and lasted until long after the
election of Garfield had rendered the solu-
tion of the mystery practically useless Ken-
ward Philp, one of the editorial writers for
Truth, was arrested, and several others were
suspected; but the search amounted to noth-
ing, and to-day the unsettled question is,
"who wrote the Morey letter?"

Early in |the Morey excitement John I
Davenport was delegated by the leaders of
the party to take charge of the search for the
forger. He worked earnestly for a long time
but bis labors failed ofany satisfactory result.
Now, when the question is nearly four years
old, Mr. Davenport, who has presumably
spent all the funds appropriated for the dis-
covery of the forger, comes out with the fol-
lowing document:

New York, March 15, 1884.
To the members of the legislatures of the

several states:
Gentlemen—You willall recall the forger)*

perpetrated upon General Garfield during the
last presidential campaign, in a letter pur-
porting to have been written by him to one
Henry L. Morey. Early in the investigation
respecting that letter, it was found that in
most, if not all, of the states of the Union
the forgery ofGeneral Garfield's name to that
letter was not aforgery iu law, and that those
connected therewith could only be punished,if
at all, for a criminal libel. Ihave, therefore,
prepared a short bill making offenses ofthe
character committed in 1880, in connection
with the Morey letter, forgeries, and provid-
ing for their puuishment, and I take this
means of directing your attention to the ob-
ject sought to be accomplished, viz.: the fu-
ture prevention and punishment ofoffenses
similar to those by which, iu 1880, the at-
tempt was made to elect a president of the
United States. The bill which follows, I have
carefully considered,and ithas been approved
by many prominent members of the New-
York bar, to whom I have submitted it,
among whom may be mentioned Francis N.
Bangs. Esq., late president of be associaton
of the bar iu this city; Elihu Root, Esq.,
United States district attorney; Hon. Daniel
G. Rollins, late district attorney and present
surrogate ofthe county of New York; Colonei
George Bliss, late United States attoruey^and
Henry C. Gardiner and George W. Lyon,
Esqs.:
An Act declaring certain acts to be forgeries,

and providing for their punishment.
Section 1. Every person who, with intent

to injure or defraud, shall falsely make, alter,
forge or counterfeit, or shall cause, aid, abet,
assist or otherwise connive at, or be a party
to the making, altering, forgiug or couuter
feitiug of any letter, tele_Tam, report or other
writtcu communication, paper orinstrument,
by which making, altering, forging or coun-
terfeiting any other person shall be in any
manner injured in his good name, standing,
position or general reputation, shall be ad-
judged guiltyof forgery, and upon convic-
tion shall be punished by a fine of not less
than $500, or imprisonment for not more
than three years, or both.

the sentiments, opinions, conduct, character,
prospects, interests or rights of other persons
shall be misrepresented or otherwise injuri-
ously affected, shall be adjudged guilty of a
forgery, and upon conviction shall be pun-
ished by a fine of not less than §500, or im-
prisonment for not more than three years, or
both.
