EGGS AND BUTTER.
SuirrERs take special notice.—There is a

practice in vogue among some shippers of pro-
duce which tends greatly to demoralize the pro-
duce market and break down prices. It is the
penny wise and dollar foolish plan of producers
shipping butter a:id eggs direct to the retailer.
In doing this they enable the retailer who re

ceives their consignments to sell these commod-
ities cheaper than their neighbor; their neighbor
looks about for as cheap a market aud if he can-
not find it ceases to sell those goods: the conse-
quence is the commission merchant has to re-
duce prices and the shipper loses more on what
is suld through the commission merchant than he
gains by the retailer whereas if all shippers of
eggs and butter were to consign onlyto the com-
mission men, the commission men would be able
to obtain for their clients better prices. It is of
course an interest of the commission merchant's
to obtain as high a price for the goods consigned
to him as possible.
