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the detention of books has been $444.59.

The amount received for lost books was

CIRCULATION OF BOOKS.

The Library has been open for the circu-
Iation of books 345 days. The number of
books taken out for home use was 62,244, or
an average of about 180 volumes daily. The
average daily issues by months were as fol-
lows: January, 1883, 82; February, 177;
March, 193; April, 162: May, 172; June,
157; July, 1563 August, 156; September, 179;
Oztober, 188; November, 204; December,
208; January 1884, 217; February, 255. The
lJargest number of volumes issued in one day
was 518 on February 23, 1884,

EXAMINATION OF THE LIBRARY.

In the month of February last an examin-
ation of the Library was made without call-
ing in the books for that purpose. From the
inventory taken it appears that there are 3
volumes unaccounted for. This number
probably represents some mistakes in taking
the account, and it is hoped that the books
will yet be found.

CLASSIFICATION OF THE CIRCULATION.

A classification has been kept of the books
which have been drawn since the Library has
been open, and the result expressed in per-
centage has beecn as follows: History and
biography, 8.10; poetry and drama, 1.77;
voyages and travels, 3.84; prose, fiction and
juveniles, 77.99; science and arts, 2.39; mis-
cellaneous, 5.91.

The relative eirculation of prose,fiction and
juveniles by months was as follows: January,
1883, 73.54 per cent.; February, 78.25;
March. 80.84: April 80.57; May, 81.33; June,
81.93; July 82.14; August 81.45; September,
78.12; October, 77.09; November, 74.64;
December, 75.48; January, 1884, 74.80; Feb-
ruary, 74.22.

For the fourteen months ending Feb. 29,
1584, it was 77.99, which is a little above the
average of similar institutions, and may be
accounted for from the fact that the library is
more complete in this department than in
any other.

READING ROOM.

The number of serials kept on file in the
reading room is 64, of which 43 are periodi-
cals, and 21 are newspapers. Of the news-
papers 3 are dailies, 16 weeklies, and two
semi-weeklies. A list of all the serials, in-
cluding periodicals and newspapers is here-
with submitted. The number of books issued
for use in the reading room on week days
was 34.2. The average daily issues on Sun-
day was 12. The daily average of visitors to
the reading room on Sundays was 36.

BINDING.

During the year there have been bound
1025 volumes, of which 142 were periodicals,
66 newspapers, and the remainder miscella-
neous books; 26 volumes have been repaired.

REFERENCE DEPARTMENT.

Since the removal of the Library, and set-
ting apart & room for this department, there
has been a marked increase in the number of
persons availing themselves of its privileges.
No attempt has been made to keep a record
of the number of visitors, and as the readers
have free aceess to most of the books in this
department, no account could be kept of the
number of volumes consulted. The want of
a sufficient catalogue of the books in the Li-
brary makes it a duty as itis a pleasure to
give all possible assistance to those using the
books for reference and study in the rooms.

An ordinance regulating the sale of spirit-
uous and malt liquors.

The Common Council of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

Section. 1. That no person or persons shall
vend, dispose of, traffic or deal in, or give
away any spirituous, vinous, fermented malt,
or intoxicating liquors, wines, lager beer, or
cider, in or atany place or house within the
limits of the city of St. Paul, without first
having obtained a licence for that purpose as
hereinafter provided.

Sec. 2. Druggists or persons whose busi-
ness it is to sell drogs, and medicines at
retail, only shall not be deemed to be within
the provisions hereof in selling for medical,
mechanical, or sacramental purposes only.

Paul, in spituous, vinous, fermented malt or
intoxicating liquors, wines, lager beer, or
cider, unless the applicant therefor shall
file with the ecity eclerk, a written
application, approved by the majority of the
Committee on License of the Common Coun-
cil, which application shall specify the loca-
tion,as to street and number where said bus-
iness is to be carried onj and the payment
of one hundred dollars into the City Treasury,
and one dollar and fifty cents to the City
Clerk as his fees therefor, except brewers,
who shall be entitled to a license to sell, dis-
pose of, traffic, or deal in or give away, lager
beer, ale or malt liquor, at the place where it
is manufactured upon the payment of thirty-
five dollars.

Sec. 4. Every person on complying with
these requirements, shall receive a license
under the corporate seal, signed by the May-
or and countersigned by the Clerk, which
shall authorize the person or persons named,
to sell, barter, give away, or deliver, spiritu-
ous, vinous, fermented malt, or intoxica-
ting liquors, wine, lager beer or cider
in the place designated in said license.

See. 5. That no license issued under this
ordinance ghall be transferred to any per-
son or persons. Nor shall the place named
in any license be changed without the con-
sent of the Common Council.

For each transfer of a license the City
Clerk shall receive a fee of one dollar.

See. 6. All persons licensed under this
ordinance, and thoseto whom any license
may be transferred, as herein provided,
shall immediately cause to be, and remained
posted upon some conspicuous part of the
room used for the purpose named his or their
license.

Any person or persons who shall not cause
such license to be and remain posted as
aforesaid, or who, not being so licensed shall
cause, or permit any paper or document pur
porting to be a license, to be or remain
posted as aforesaid, shall, on conviction be-
fore any court having jurisdiction thereof, be
fined as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 7. All license issued hereunder, shall
be for the period of one year, after the first
day of January of the year when issued, and
shall expire and fully terminate on the last
day of December succeeding the date of its
issue (unless sooner revoked as hercinafter
provided). But in all cases where parties re-
quiring a license under the provisions of this
ordinance, shall have applied therefor and
commenced business thereunder more than
ninety days from and after the first day of
January next precedingthe date of the issu-
ance of such license, but not otherwise shall
be entitled to a rebate thereon upon his ap-
plication for a continuance of such license
for the succeeding year, which rebate shall
be credited to them in part payment, for
their license for said suceceeding year, when
they apply and pay for the same, and in no
other case, or to no other person, or persons,
other than the one named in the preceding
license, shall such a portion of the amount
required to be paid for such license, as the
portion of the preceeding year which had ex-
pired before he or they commenced business
bears to the entire year.

Sec. 8. The Chief of Police shall keep a
complete and perfect record of all parties to
whom a license shall be issued, showing
time when they respectively commenced
business, and report the same monthly to the
Common Council.

See. 9. No person shall sell, vend, or de-
liver within the city limits, any spirituous,
vinous, fermented malt, or intoxicating
liquors, wines, lager beer or cider, by the
quart or keg, half keg, bairel, or other cloze
receptacle, without having the true contents
thereof correctly and legibly marked thereon.

See. 10. No person shall conduct any
house, saloon, bar-room or place within the
limits of the city of St. Paul, where any
spirituous, vinous, fermented, malt or intoxi-
cating liquors, wines, lager beer or cider are
sold, disposed of or given away, in a noisy,
boisterous or in a disorderly manner, or shall
permit therein any gaming of any deserip-
tion for money, property or other therein of
value, or shall sell or permit such house,
saloon, bar-room, or other place to be kept
open during Sunday, or shall sell, retail, give
away, or dispose of any of the liquors what-
ever above named, therein to any party,
person or persons on Sunday, or between the
hours of twelve o’clock at night and five
o'clock in the morning, or shall sell,
vend or give away, to any minor
or habitual drunkard, any or either of the
aforesaid liquors; provided any conduct by
any employe of any house, saloon, bar-room,
or place above named as herein above pro-
hibited, or the selling, vending, or giving
away, of any of the herein above named
liquors by any employe, shall be deemed the
act and doings of, and by the holder of the
license therefor, and such holder of said
license is hereby made responsible therefor,
and liable to the penalty herein after pre-
scribed therefor.

Sec. 11. Any and all person, or
persons, who shall be found guilty of
violating either or any of the provisions
of this ordinance, as herein above speci-
fied, shall upon conviction thereof, be fined
in any sum not less than twenty dollars, be-
sides being liable to have his or their license
revoked as hereinafter provided.

Sec. 12. The Mayor of the city of St.
Paul is hereby authorized and empowered,
whenever in his opinion it may be necessary
to secure the enforcement of this, or of any
ordinance of the city of St. Paul, orto main-
tain gecd order, or the proper observance of
all laws within the said city, to revoke and
cancel without notice any license issued
under and by virtue of the provisions of this
ordinance.

Sec. 13. Upon the revocation and cancel-
ling of any such license by the Mayor, as
herein above provided, he shall report his
action in the premises to the Common
Council, at its next regular meeting,together
with such other information as he may deem
necessary.

Sec. 14.  All licenses issued by the City of
St. Paul,shall in addition to the requirements
herein above named, also contain an express
condition that said license shall be absolutely
void and of no effect, whenever the Mayor
of said city in his opinion may deem it nec-
essary to secure the enforcement of this, or
sny other ordinance of this city, or to main-

tain good order, or a proper observance of
all the laws within the limits of the city of
St. Paul, to revoke the same.

And orders upon the City Treasurer, are
hereby authorized to be drawn by the City
Clerk, to refund any unearned money,
which may be due on any license revoked as
aforesaid, upon the certificate of the Mayor
of said revocation, its date and amount due,
but no amount shall be computed, or orders
drawn for the fractional part of any month.
And the Mayor of said ecity is hereby prohib-
ited from restoring any license after he has

| issued notice of revocation, except with the

consent of the Common Council of the City
of St Paul.

It shall not be lawful for any
person who has heretofore been, or may be
hereafter licensed, or is now Heensed, to sell,
any spirituous liquors of any kind, or to
sell, vend, deal in or in any way dispose of,
vend, deal in, or in any way to dispose of,
any lager beer, porter, ale, malt or fermented
liquors, to permit, tolerate, or allow in any

or perform on any musical instrument at
such place, or places aforesaid, either in the
day or night time; and the said acts herein-
before forbidden are hereby declared to be
disorderly conduct.
