CHANGE IN POLICY.

A Sudden Shift From the Broad to the
Narrow Guage.

The Gambling Houses Closed up Tight by
7 Mayor Ames.

‘Who Says the People Have Demonstrated
Their Wishes at the Polls,

The Saloons Also Must Close up at 11
O’Clock Each Night.

Yesterday Mayor Ames issued the follow-

ing orders to the ehief of police:
CLOSE GAMBLING HOUSES.
Caier of PoLice—

Siz: You are hereby directed to make
careful inspection of the city to ascertain all
places where gambling is carried on, and the
names of the keepers of the rooms kept for
that purposes.

You will on Saturday, the 5th inst., notify
all such keepers to close their places forth-
with, and should any refuse to do so, you will
arrest and arraign them before the municipal
court for punishment.

CLOSE THE SALOONS.

Sm—The voice of the people, as expressed

in the recent election, being for law and

" order and the rigid enforcement of the state

laws and city ordinaneces, I hereby order you
to notify every saloon kecper in the city to
close his saloon at 11 o’clock at night in ac-
cordance with the state law; also to keep his
saloon closed on Sunday. Hotels are allowed
to keep their saloons open until midnight on
week days.

You will instruct the officers and men of
your office to rigidly enforce this order until
it shall be countermanded or modified from
the mayor’s office, and you are dirccted to
post a bulletin in each police station to this
effect.

A GLOBE representative waited upon his
honor the mayor, and asked for a statement
of reasons for suddenly changing the policy
of his administration from a liberal to a con-
servative government. Mayor Ames replied
laconically:

“I know that the majority pitted up against
me was purchased with hard cash, still as an
official T am not allowed to go back of the
returns which upon the cry raised are for law
and order, and a rigid enforcement of them
against thugs, which prevail under similar
circumstances or laws in  all the great cities
of the country, I believe in following the
dictates of the people as expressed in the
ballot box.””

“*What will be your action respecting the
residences of the demi-mondes, doctor?”’
queried the newspaper man.

“I have gleaned my information in regard
to the houses of ill-repute solely from the
columns of the Minneapolis papers. In my
opinion the sensational writers of those
sheets are habitues of such places, else they
would not assume to be so thoroughly posted
as to their location, condition, operations
and influences, and I think I will refer my
successor to the editors of the Minneapolis
dailics. He ean, without doubt, get all the
information he may need from that source
respecting these houses, and shape his action
understandingly.”

WASHINGTON.

Some Gossip Regarding Promi-
nent Republican Candidates
for the Presidency.

Arthur Ineensed, Linecoln Annoyed,
and Blaine Said to be Coddling
the Latter.

The Fourteenth Amendment—The Lie
Passed—St. Paul People atthe Capitol

|Special Telegram to the Globe.|

WasHINGTON, April 5.—An anamolous,
but important proceeding was had to-day be-
fore Chief Justice Waite, in which a con-
struction of the fourteenth amendment was
involved. Some time since the Prohibi-
tionists of Kansas brought action to oust
John Foster, county attorncy of Saline
county, upon allegations of wilful neglect to
prosecate violations of the liguor law. The
case was carried to the supreme court of the
state, which gave a judgement of ouster

against Foster. Mr. Felon, of Leaven-
worth, applied to the chief justice
for the allowance of a writ of error

and supersideds,alleging that Foster had been
tried civilly for a eriminal charge, and there-
fore his rights had been abridged. The chief
justice granted the application, which sus-
pends the action of the state courts until the
the csse can be determined by the United
States supreme court, which leaves Foster in
possession.
PHILLIPS VS. BOUDINOT.

Testimony was taken to-day before Com-
missioner Brady in a civil suit brought by
Col. Boudinot as informer against Ex-Con-
gressman William A. Phillips, of Kansas, to
recover $22,500 received by  Phillips from
the Cherokee Nation upon the alleged repre-
sentation that the sum was to be paid Secre-
tary Teller and Senator Dawes for their in-
fluence in securing an appropriation of
$300,000 for the Cherokees at the last session
of congress. Phillips was represented by
Ex-District Attorney Wells and Boudinot by
Messrs. Pike and Jones.  During the pro-
ceedings a violent altercation oceurred be-
tween Boudinot and Wells, growing out of
Wells’ allegation that Boudinot had attempt-
ed to blackmail Phillips. This incensed
Boudinot, who stigmatized Wells as a liar
several times. The witnesses were all Cher-
okees.

ST. PAULITES IN WASHINGTON.

Mrs. Judge Hall, of St. Paul, has gone to
Vermont to pass a few weeks, after which she
will join her husband at New York and re-
turn home. Gen. Sibley is expected daily at
Baltimore en route home. He may possibly
visit Washington. Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Bass
and Col. Merriam leave early next week for
home, but remain at Chicago a few days. F.
B. Bass has left for New York. Their party
passed a few days at Fortress Monroe.

postmaster of Jackson, Benson county,
Dak.

BLAINE AND LINCOLN.

The supporters of Arthur’s renomination,
as well as the dark horse prophets, are much
troubled over recent disclosures which point
to an alliance between Blaine and Lincoln
for the presidential nomination, andZ which,
if true, accounts for the rupture between
Blaine and Logan. It seems that Blaine,
anticipating a mixed condition of things
at the Chicago convention, has come to
an understanding with Lincoln that in the
event of Blaine’s discomfiture he will throw
his strength to Lincoln. This is predicted
upon the fact that all factions concede the
second place to Lincoln, and therefore
should the influence of Grant, Conkling
Arthur and others combine against Blaine,
he will utilize Lincoln’s strength for
vice president to make him the nominee,
and thus defeat the nomination of
any dark horse. There is hardly a doubt of
the existenee of this understanding since,
Blaine found he could make more remuner-
ative terms with Lincoln than with Logan.
Arthur has long been advised of Lineoln’s
presidential ambitions, but has been power-
less to prevent them or apply a remedy.
Lincoln is very much annoyed at the con-
stant mention of his name for the vice presi-
dency,and as he received hundreds of marked
papers and no end of congratuiatory letters,
naturally concludes he should ‘‘head’’ rather
than “‘tail”’ the ticket. Blaine’s adversaries
are criticising the adroit manner in which
he made and broke a bargain with John
Sherman at the last Chicago convention,
and expresses the opinion that he will
““‘dump”’ Lincoln at a fitting opportunity, but
the question arises whether Lincoln will not
develop more strength than Blaine can mas
ter and ‘*dump’ him. The managers for the
administration are much perplexed at the
situation and nonplussed as to how to check
Blaine’s tactics.

THE EDUCATIONAL BILL.

The vote taken this afternoon on Plumb’s
motion to recommit the educational bill, 1 to
35, indicates a greater strength for the
measure than was supposed. Plumb and
Hale were the only two Republican senators
who voted to recommit. Strong efforts will
be made to conclude the consideration of the
bill on Monday.

The house bill to forfeit the California &
Oregon R. R. grant will not pass. Itis pos-
sible that only the unearned portion of the
grant, if any, will be forfeited.

“Legends of Le Mars.”

LE Mars, Ia., April 5.—Howard C. Tripp,
a popular poet and magazine writer, was shot
and mortaily wounded by an wunknown
person while he was standing on the corner
of Main and Sixth streets on Wednesday

evening. The cause of the shooting
was the publication of a ten cent
pamphlet by Mr. Tripp called
“Legends of Le Mars.”” Heé inserted

several poems and sketches of a personal na-
ture in his book, greatly to the disgust and
chagrin of his enemies. He has been warned
several times that he would be killed if he
did not leave this part of the country, but he
did not heed these threats, and he paid the
penalty of his rashness by
giving his life. He died
Thursday morning. An inquest was held
over his remains Thursday morning, and
the coroner decided that he came to his
death from gunshot wounds at the hands
of a person unknown. Some excite-
ment prevails and his’ murderer will
probably be lIynched if caught. Mr. Tripp
was only 23 years of age, yet he wasa good
writer and was respected by all who knew
him as a friend. He had published several
works of acknowledged worth. /
