CITY COUNCIL.

C. J. Monfort Confirmed as One of the
Workhouse Directors.

The first matter taken up at the adjourned
meeting of the city council last night was
the proposed vacation of an alley running
northeasterly from Farrington avenue to
Nina avenue, through block seventy-two of
Dayton & Irvine’s addition, and the same
was vacated.

WORKHOUSE DIRECTOR.

The mayor notified the council that the
nomination of William Markal as a member
of the 8t. Paul workhouse directors was with-
drawn, and that Charles J. Monfort was
nominated in his place, and the nomination
was confirmed.

BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKES.

This board was directed to investigate and
report as to grading Hague avenue from Dale
street to Grotto street; as to opening Port-
land avenue to the full width of sixty fect
from Avon street to Victoria street; asto
grading Douglass street from Ramsey to
Goodrich avenue; as to grading Canada
street from Ninth to Valley, and grading
Valley street from Broadway to Jackson; as to
grading Lincoln avenue from Victoria street
to Oakland street and Oakland strect from
Lincoln avenue to Summit avenue; as to
grading Lee street from Seventh to Drake;
as to paving Fourth street from Jackson
strect to Seventh street with cedar blocks and
stone curbs; as to opening and extending
Olive street through block 6 Kittson’s addi-
tion.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The chicf of police is to remove all ob-
structions to Lewis street between Martin
and Fuller streets.

The city enginéer was instructed to report
a grade to be established on Jessamine street
from Payne avenue to East street, and on
Payne ayenue from Magnolia to Maryland
street.

It was resolved that bonds be issued in the
eam of $5,000 for the purpose of aiding in
grading and bridging Dakota avenue, in ac-
cordance with the provisions of an act to
make an appropriation for the improvement
of Dakota avenue in the Sixth ward, said
bonds to bear interest at the rate of five per
cent. per anum, payable in twenty years.

An ordinance was read and referred to the
committec on streets and ordinances author-
jzing the St. Paul Navigation company to
establish a ferry accross the Mississippi river
and maintain the same for fifteen years.

COLE’S INSULTS

To Prohibitionists and to Christian
Temperance Women,

In His Speech at the High License Meet-
ing Monday Evening.

To the Editor of the Globe:

Permit me to say through your col-
umns that I was an intfercsted listener at
at Market hall on
Monday evening, and that T am heartily in
favor of the object and action of that meet-
ing. The vast andience there assembled was
brought together in order to give expression
to the purpose of the citizens of St. Paul to
increase the liquor license to at least $500.
The closing words of the call issued in the
daily papers are as follows:

¢We hereby ask the co-operation of all cit-
izens who are in favor of law and order, and
the limitation of the liquor trafiic, without re-
gard to individual views and remedies, toa
public meeting at Market hall,” ete., ete.

Here then is a great audience met without
regard to party or creed to give expression to
the demand for higher license. Very many
prohibitionists were present who had waived
all personal preferences and opinions and at
tended this meeting in the interest of ‘‘law
and order.” Now, Mr. Editor, I ask in view
of the facts, what excuse can be offered fo
the deliberate and venomous attack made
upon the prohibitionists at that meeting by
the Hon. Gordon E. Cole? An attack utterly
unprovoked and uncalled for, and which
threw a perceptible chill over a meeting which
was otherwise beautifully harmonious and
enthusiastic.

The liberal spirit and apostolic zeal of Bishop
Ireland’s eloquent address had brought the
audience to a piteh of enthusiasm rarely seen
in these quiet days, when forthwith there
steps out this honorable legislator, and after
informing the audience that he prefers free
ruin to prohibition, (which I supposec no one
for 2 moment doubts) launched forth into
yvehement and unsparing denunciation of
prohibition. 'What need was there for this
attack? What call for all thisloud denuncia-
tion? Onecisstrongly reminded of Macbeth’s
terrified defiance of Banquo’s ghost.

«“Take any shape but tkal, andmy firm nerves
shall never tremble.”

Did there rise before the wind of this
would-be Macbeth, at this feast of reform,
the ghost of that prohibition which he
thought he had sliin so many months ago, in
a certain room in the state capitol? And was
that apparition prophetic to iim of some fu-
ture potitical Dunsinane plain !

Who oan know the secrets of a politician’s
heart?

It is not my purpose in this letter to de-
fend prohibition. Nor shall I occupy your
valuable space in any attempt 1o characterize
the weak, illogical and flippant harangue
with which the speaker wearled the audience.
My object in this letter is simply to call at-
tention to the unwarranted intrusion of this
subject into that meeting, an intrusion
whieh was a marked discourtesy to the hon-
ored eitizens who ealled the meeting, and a

gratuitous insult to the culfivated aundience
there assembled.

Before I close this letter (already too long)
I can not refrain from ealling attention to a
single passage in Mr. Cole’s speech. He
said: ‘‘Neither have I any sympathy with
the prayer crusade, which like blue glass,
Pinafore and Oscar Wilde, had ils run some
years ago.”’

An insult like that, wantonly offered to a
Christian publie, ought not to pass unrebuk-
ed. I do not wish to be severe or uncharit-
able, but I submit that the man who can
deliberately utter a sentiment like that, in
the presence of a cultured audience and with
reference to a movement like the woman’s
crusade, thereby demonstrates thathe is men-
tally incompetent to grasp the meaning of
great social movements; that he is morally
incapable of appreciating real heroism, and
that he is utterly destitute of that fine regard
for the religious feelings of others which is
the mark of good breedidg, and an essential
characteristic of a true gentleman. Very

An Interesting Suit.

The public will call to mind the fact that a
short time since the council passed an ordi-
nance granting to Griggs & Foster the right
to erect a wooden building on the site of the
one burned, on the corner of Third and
Broadway, and that in spite of the protests of
the chamber of commerce and many promi-
nent citizens, coupled with a veto by the
mayor, the council insisted that it was not
transcending its rights, and put the ordi-
nance through over the ‘mayor’s veto. The
matter now gets a further overhauling by a
suit filed yesterday in the district court by
Russell & Co., to restrain Griggs & Foster
from erecting a wooden structure on the site
named. The complaint is a very volumin-
ous one, and after citing all the city ordi-
nances regarding fire limits and provisos
under which wooden establishments may be
buiit, avers that the property of the plaintiff
firm, but u short distance away, was damaged
at the late fire to the extent of $1,000, and
since the erection of 2 wooden structure on
the old site would render the plaintiffs’ prop-
erty continunally liable to similar or greater
damage in case of fire, they ask the court to
restrain the defendants from erecting the
building and for 4 temporary injunction un-
til a further order of the court.

New Ineorporation.

Articles of incorporation of the North-
western Colleetion, Loan and Trust compa-
ny were filed with the secretary of state yes-
terday for the transaction of a general col-
lection business, loaning of money on real
or personal securities for itself or other
parties; the buying, selling and negotiating
sales of land, and lease, hold properties and
merchandise, notes, bills of exchange, open
accounts, shares and obligations of banks
and incorporated companies, government
lands, state, county, town, city and village
bonds, debentures and obligations and per-
sonal obligations of all kinds; the receiving
of money on deposit, on call or time, with or
without interest, drawing, endorsing and
sellling of promissory notes, drafts, bills of
exchange, bonds and debentures, to act as
agents for fire, life, accident and guarantee
companies, ete. The principal place of busi-
ness is to be Minneapolis, which is to com-
mence March 10, 1884, for 2 continuance of
thirty years. The capital stock is placed at

25,000, divided into 500 ‘shares of $50 each,
with a highest amount of indeptedness limit-
ed af $25,000. The incorporators are Walter
John Ballard, EdgarF. Pierce, and Amos
Bostwick, of Minneapolis.

Want to Know About Minnesota.

Four large orders have just been received
from Germany by the secretary of the board
of emigration, H. H. Young, for descriptive
pamphlets of Minnesota, there being an en-
ergetic agitation of the subject of emigration
there to this locality, and the supply of which
printed in the last summer’s edition is nearly
cxhausted. C. A. Voight, one of the parties
asking for thes¢ pamphlets, has already dis-
tributed 15,000 works on this subject in Ger-
many.

CONGRESSIONAL.

The Naval Bill Causes a Lively Diseygs-
sion and is Re-committed to
the Committee.

The Territorial Bills Before the House, on
Which Ensued Some Laughable Chaff-
ing and Interruptions.

The Senate.

WAsSHINGTON, April 8.—The following bills
were introduced and referred:

By Senator Hill, for the deposit in the
treasury receipts for the money order system,
and for payments of its expenses out of the
appropriations.

By Mr. Bowen, to provide for the establish-
ment of terms of courts in the District of
Colorado. 2

The following bills were passed: To author-
ize the construction of a bridge over the Rio
Grande, between [Eagle Pass, Texas, and
Pridras Negras, Mexico, and a bridge over
the same river, between Laverdo, Texas, and
Nuevo Laredo, Mexico.

The chair laid before the senate a bill to
provide for a uniform system of bankruptcy
throughout the United States.

Senator Hale stated thatSenator Hoar, who
introduced the bill, did not wish to press it at
this time, when he, Hale, would therefore
move to take up, instead, the naval appropri-
ation bill. Senators Plumb and Miller (N.
Y.) thought the pleuro-pneumonia bill enti-
tled to precedence over the bankruptey bill.
Hoar yielded to Hale, in order to allow the
naval bill to be taken wup. Hale then
changed his motion, and asked unanimous
consent to take up the naval appropriation
bill.

Senatar Beck objected. IHe preferred that
the vote be taken. The vote would bring
the naval bill up of right, and would not
leave the bankruptcy bill pending as unfin-
ished business.

Senator Hoar characterized the objection
as ‘‘an outrageous and tyrannical proceed
ing.”

Senator Beck retorted that the language of
the senator from Massachusetts was wholly
unworthy of any but of him.

The senate agreed to take up the bill
Many amendments proposed by the senate
committee were agreed to. -On reading the
provisions relating to ordnance, Senator
Morgan inquired what was being done in the
way of the manufacturing of modern guns,
and spoke at some length of the dcfenseless
condition of our sea coast.

Senator Hale said the easy, happy-go-lucky
way in which we have been going along in
regard to our natural defenses ought to
cease. !

Senator Bayard said from the appropria-
tions for ordnance contained in the bill un-
der consideration, one would suppose we
were legislating for the kingdom of Lilliput,
rather than a great nation like the United
States. China, he said, was buying 900
guns, each one of which would cost as much
as the whole appropriation for ordnance in
this bill. He would favor the purchase by
the government of a large steam hammer,
and the establishment of a foundry, which
would leave the government in a position
not to be entirely at the merey of private
enterprises.

Senator Hale gave noticeof an amendment
to be hereafter moved, appropriating $50,-
000 for the purchase and erection of a plant
for casting, forging, rough boring and tem-
pering guns up to 100 tons ready for delivery
at the gun factories, including the best pro-
cess of liquid compression, if adopted. Also,
$900,000 for a plant for a gun factory for
building guns from 6 inch to 16 inch calibre,
including buildings and sprinrages.

Senator Vest said we had 10,000 miles of
sea cost, $1,500,000,000 of anaual commerce
which was rapidly increasing, and the re-
sources and capabilities almost beggard de-
scription ; yet we were without a navy,a com-
mercial marine, and our sea coasts were lit-
terly defenseless. Yet, since 1861, $385,-
000,000 had been appropriated by congress
for naval purposes. Italy, the land of mac-
caroni and the lazzaroni had the largest war
shlp, and the largest gun on the ocean,
while this great nation have cockle shells
and naval pleasure boats, and. no guns that
amounted to anything. Yet we were called
upon to expend more money to be paid to
the same contractor, John Roach, who is now
building for the United States, vessels which
high authorities pronounced defective.
Vest was not willing to give the money to
the present secretary of the navy, to be by
him handed over to John Roach, for whom,
according to the statements made on the
floor of the senate, that the secretary had at
one time been a paid lobbyist. Vest pro-
ceeded to speak on the merchant marine de-
cay, which he said was due to the policy
which sustained such men as John Roach.
No other civilized nation existed to-day that
had not abandoned that policy. Before Vest
concluded his remarks, the senate went into
executive session, and soon adjourned.

The House of Representatives.

WasniNgToN, April 8.—The house went
into committee of the whole, Mr. Blackburn
in the chair, on bills relating to territories.
The first bill taken up was one to authorize
the appointment of a commission by the
president to run and make boundary lines
between a portion of the Indian territory and
the state of Texas, in connection with a sim-
ilar commission to be appointed by the state
of Texas. After a debate the committee
rose, and the bill passed; yeas 138, nays 67.

The mnext bill passed was one declaring
that the supreme courtin every territory shail
consist of a chief justice and three associate
justices, and providing that every territory
shall be divided into four judicial districts,
and a district court shall be held in each, by
one of the justices of the supreme court.

A bill requiring the governors of territo-
ries to be a resident of the territory to which
he is appointed at least two years preceding
his appointment, was opposed by Mason, on
the ground that it changed the plan by which
the United States held control of the terri-
tories.

Mr. Maginnis strongly advocated the pas-
sage of the bill. There was growing indis-
position to admit new states on account of
the jealousy of the old states, and this
measure was only intended to mitigate one
of the evils of the most infamous system of
colonial government the world has ever
seen.

Mr. Eaton raised a constitutional objection
that the bill would limit the right of presi-
dential appointment.

Mr. Brents, Washington Territory, pointed
out the inconsistency of allowing Rhode
Island to elect its governor, and denying to
the territories, some of them with five
times its population, the poor privilege of
having their executives appointed from
among their own citizens.

Mr. Tillman, South Carolina, made a con-
stitutional argument in support of the Dbill,
and sarcastically expressed his joy that
gentleman on the Republican side, alluding
to Hiscock and others, had at length come to
recognize the fact that that ““obsolete instru-
ment,”” the constitution, still somewhat re-
stricted the powers of congress, butadmitted
that his joy was shadowed, when he discov-
ered that the constitutional point was raised
on the wrong bill. Advocating the measure on
its merits, he regretted he did not have time
to pay his respects to the carpet baggers.

Mr. Brown, Pennsylvania, objected to the
term ‘‘carpet bagger,” being applied to any
American citizen, and said, he would be
sorry to apply that term to the gantleman
from South Carolina, if, in the course of
events he should ever be appointed governor
of a territory. !

Mr. Tillman explained what the southern
people meant by a ‘‘carpet bagger.” They
meant a stranger who came among them to
get office, and nothing but office, who prosti-
tuted the office for private gain, and who,
when he could no longer rob and oppress,
then gathered up his carpet bag, and went as
he came. Anybody who came in as kith and
kin of the people, and to take part and parcel
with them, was not a ‘“‘carpet bagger’” and
would be welcomed.

Mr. Hart moved to recommit the bill, with

COMMERCIAL COURSE OF STUDY IX THE HIGH
SCHOOL.

In regard to the establishment of a com-
mercial course of study in the high school,
which the high school committee has- now
under consideration, after considering the
plans of most of theleading high schools of
the country, and those of many successful
commercial schools, I desire to report my
conclusions that upon reference to the high
school committee there may be something
definite for consideration. I find in business
colleges nsually a course of study represent-
ing Jone year’s work, and only those
studies which are regarded as having a defi-
nite relation to a business life. The high
schools, to meet the demand for this prac-
tical training, have more or less modified
their courses to adapt them to the commer-
cial college idea. In some schools a few
commercial studies have been intro-
duced which scem to be offered to
the pupils as optional. In others a course
has been arranged which seems to be more
or less commercial, while in one high
school, that of the city of Pittsburg, Pa.,
there is a commercial department, entirely
separate in its management from that of
the high school, and in effect a city business
college under the management of the Board
of Education. This school has a oue year’s
course of study.

For our high school it would scem to me
desirable to organise a commercial depart-
ment with a course of stedy representing
two years’ work, which shouid include the
usual studies of commercial schools and
other English studies that seem practical
and important, such as English grammar,
English composition, c¢ivil governwment, the
elements of political economy and natural
philosophy or physical geography.
To any one completing this course
the diploma of the school should be
This course could be arranged by
terms something as follows:

NATIONAL EDUCATIONAL ASSOCIATION.

The National Educational association, an
organization of teachers -formed to promote
the eause of popular education in the United
States, and which has a history of twenty-six
years, will meet in Madison, Wisconsin,
July 15-18 of the current year. It is expeci-
that this will be the largest assembly of
teachers ever held. In every state of the
Union teachers are making preparations to
attend, attracted by the many important
features that have been planned for the
meeting, and designed to make it pleasant and
profitable. Preparations are being made at
Madison for the reception of three thousand
visitors. A great national exhibit of school
work of all grades from the kindergarten to
the university and of school appliances
of all kinds will be made in con-
nection with this meeting. Each
state will make a showing of its methods,and
as far as possible,its results in industrial, art,
technilogical and public schools. Minnesota
being near to the place of meeting will be
expected to make a good showing. The pro-
portion of matter to be exhibited for the
schools of St. Paul will not interfere materi-
ally with the regular work of the schools, and
I therefore ask permission to engage in the
work of properly representing the city in this
edncational exposition.
