COMMERCIAL
Pt. Paul, April 16.—Holiday times are Gener-

ally full of bustle and life to the retail dealer, but
wholesa c houses on the contrary have some lit-
tle respite at these times, but the holyweek just
past has been rather exceptional in this respect,

for Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday were
very busy days in the jobbing bouses in this city,
but since Easter bnsiness lias been a little more
quiet. The receipts and shipments of jroods for
the week ending April 13, were
:.',n'B and 1,434 curs respectively,

St. Paul have determined not to change their
price lists but will .-< il at present quotations till
July unless something very unlookcd for

occurs. The leading houses are now
quite busy some having all they

know how to do and orders have to remain
over in some instances for several days. The
goods most in demand are light summer wear.
There continues, however, a demand for rubber
goods .-md heavy men's wear.

Every branch ofhardware is just now "rush-
ing" and order- are pouring in fro in every
quarter of the old ground and new termor) is

being dallyadded. Hardware men are on the
whole rather conservative in their methods of
extending trade and unlike the dry good- houses

\u25a0 their "touters" or runners haunting every
hotel and searching every register for names of
fresh arrivals, with the object of inducing them
to "catch on." The hardware men sc k the re-
tailers only on their own ground, and conse-
Mi utly there are not so many personal buyers
in thi- trade. Demand forbuilder's materials has
been espei ially active and for shelf '.'nods gener-
ally. There have been no changes in quotations,
bui nails are held firmly and doubt-
less there will be ere long a rise—proba-
bly a material one, as manufacturers have formi d
associations, and these associations are forming
pools. The Horse Nail Manufacturers' associa-
tion has formed a pool, assigning to each manu-
facturer figures at which he is to sell, and first
hand prices have been raised. The Western
Nail association arc also " pooling their Issues,"
and higher prices may be looked for. One out-
come of litis jointstook-like business will be thai
the manufacturers will be able to control the
market completely and make juices what they
please, and by regulating the supply tb an in-
verse ratio of the demand, will be able to destroy
a healthy, free competition. In conse-
quence of tnis policy the manufacturers'
dealers here are already talking of higher prices.
The screw manufacturers have not yet succee led
in arranging a similar combination, but there is
little doubt but the ultimate result of the present
w.rfare between the largest producers will be an
association having tin- same ends in view. These
combinations for regulating the market are nol
so great an evil, however, as the gambling rings

or boards of exchange, which by manipulations
disrupt and prevent tbe natural cur-
rent between supply and demand—to
regulate a 1 urrent is one tiiinur. but to dam it is
another, often resulting as if that little verb had
an additional letter attached. There has been
considerable business in manufactured iron and
Steel goods, but principally for store trade and
smith] goods. Structural iron is dull. Bar iron
is slightly more active, and but for the competi-
tion prices at the mills would rule higher. St.
Paul does not contain any large foundries and for-
ges, and any one unfamiliar with the manufactur-
ing interests of the city would be surprised at the
quantity of pig iron received during the past
week, no less than 2,880,000 pounds of this new
metal were shipped here. The price of Ameri-
can pig at the furnace ranges from about Sis to
820.50 per ton. This i~ for good gray-forge and
No. lx foundry. Some shops, however, have
been disappointed in their castings by buying
cheaper pig, which has been "cindered."

There has been a good demand for all kinds of
leather, and prices are firm: sole
leather is a little easier, but grain leather
arc higher. There has been a better supply of
hides, and liL'ht hide.- bave been more abundant,
which has eased the market somewhat and pre-
sented more than a fractional advance. The
dnit: market coutinus steady, and there si ems to
In- no let up to the general busim - at tivityhere.
There area few immaterial changes in quota-
tions; vitriol, shellac and lard oils are lower,
the market otherwise steady and un-
changed. Window glass is in better
demand, but the Pittsburg manufacturers have
decide..! to maintain present prices—so and 10
per cent, on single strengths. These rates will
be held till the blow out of the present fee which
will he at the end of June. In consequence of
this uecision it is not expected that there will be
any change in prices here till that time. There
has been considerable improvement in the de
mand for paint; indeed during the past week
sales have been both large and numerous: prices
of all paints with lead us a basis arc quiet
and unchanged. Linseed oils
are firm but unchanged. The lumber business
has during the past week exceeded even the un-
usually heavy business Of the previous week.
The railroad returns -how an increase of ten card

only, but the dirtel shipments from the various
companies mills exceed the previous week by
several hundred cars. Not only to Missouri
points but widely through northern Dakota and
Montana here shipments extended. Country
dealers are doing well and are not onlyfilling up
stocks but increasing them. Prices are un-
changed.

There has been a continuation of activity
among the grocer] houses, with a market gener-
ally steady. Sugars and syrups are firmer, and
advancing, and those who bought largely at the
late low prices did well, as it is thought the op-
portunity will not offer again for some time.
Coffees are at present steady, but how \ows the
speculators will let them remain so it is difficult
to tell. The late scorching they got, however,
may deter from any rash attempt to "corner "the berry. The same remarks apply equally to
teas. Cheese is easier, and the supply more
liberal. Bacons and hams, mess pork
and all products are very unsteady, and
fluctuating. Domestic fruits and canned goods
are unchanged. There has been an advance in
foreign raisins. All other staples are steady
and unchanged. In conclusion, it may be stat-

ed that comparing the past week with its pre-
decessor and with the same week of last year,
and then reflecting upon the unsatisfactory con-
dition of the grain and produce market, the
commercial element of the northwest, of which
this city is the center, has just cause to con-
gratulate itself. The following tables have been
carefully revised and corrected:
