The Big Purchase of the Northwestern.
[Sioux City Journal, April 15]

The Journal of the 8tk inst. republished an
article from the financial columns of the New
York Herald, giving the news that the Chicago
and Northweltern was negotiating for the pur-
chase of the Blair roads. The Journal is this
morning enabled to state on the authority of a
letter from an official of the road now at Cedar
Rapids, that the sale has been concluded, and
that possession is to be given July 1. The part
of the letter relating to the sale says:

The Northwestern has bought the Towa Falls
end Sioux City, the Sioux City and Pacific, the
Maple Valley, the Fremont, Elkhorn and Mis-
souri Valley, and in fact all the Blair properties,
possession to be givendJuly 1. The sale does not
include lots and lands,

THE DEAL.

By the terms of the purchase the Northwestern
fssucs a little over 814,000,000 of stock in ex-
change for the stock of the companies which are
bought out, and assumes the bonded debt of
these companies.  The stock of the companies
that now consolidate with the Northwestern has
not been in market. It is mostly held by John
I. Blair, of Blairstown, N. J., Oliver Ames, of
Bo=ton, Horace Williams, of Clinton, D, P. Kim-
bell, of Boston, and a few other eastern’ capital-
i, Mr. Bluir was the largest single - holder,
but did not own a majority of the stock.

THE LEASED LINES,

The Blair roads, operated by the Northwestern
and now bought by that compauy, are the Cedar
Rapids and Missouri river, the line from Cedar
Rupids to Council Blufls, and the Maple Valley,

. the line from Maple Valley Junction on the
main line to Mapleton, with a branch from Wall
Lake on this line to Kingsley. The total length
of Blair road bed leased by the Northwestern is
390 miles. On this system the Northwestern
paid last year rentals amounting to $1,570,-
015.27. It is estimated that the intercst on the
bonds which the company will assume by the
puarchase will be at least $150,000 less per year.

THE SIOUX CITY AND PACIFIC SYSTEM,
which is included in the purchake, comprises the
main line between Sioux City and Misgouri Valley
seventy-five miles. The Freemont, Elkhorn af
Missouri Valley, was the name under which th.c
Sioux City and Pacific operated its Nebraska di-
vision. The main line of this divisidn is 306
miles from Missouri Valiey to Valentine, and
the branch between Norfolk and Creighton,
forty-two miles, a total of 423 miles. It includes
the magnificient new bridge at Blair, though
this bridze is owned by anothet compafy, the
Dlair and Missouri Valley. The bridge will be
crossable for cars before the road is turned over
to its new owners,
HOW IT ATFECTS THE CENTRAL.

The Towa Falls & Sioux City, mentioned in the
Jetter as one of the properties sold to the North-
wegtern, is, as the name implies, the line be-
tween Towa Falls and Sioux City. In 1867 it was
leased by Mr. Blair and hiz friends to the Illinois
Central company for twenty years. So the lease
does not expire for three years more. There
wag a provision in the lease that the Central
could retain the road longer at the same rental if
desired. It does not appear that the change in
ownership of the road bed will hasten the going
or protract the stay of the Illinois Central. That
company has claimed for some years that the
rental, understood to be 35 per cent of the gross
receipts, wes more than the busine&s would bear.
Whether this was more than the talk of a tenant
wanting better terms from his landlord will be
known about the time the lease expires. Sionx
City would be sorry to see =0 uceful a road draw
out, and with the growth of Towa and the west,
the Jowa division should be made profitable. In
any event, it will be profit or loss in operating
the leased road bed, and not because the road bed
has been gold by M. Blair to Mr. Vanderbilt, and
will induce the Illinois Central to stay or go.

BUILDING PROBABILITIES.

The puarchase by the Northwestern of the
leased roads, and of the Sioux City & Paciiic,
makes necessary some building to weld the sys-
tem together. The line that rests at Kingsley
will need to be continued to Sioux City. To give
the Northwestern's Dakota system a southern
inlet over the Sioux City & Pacific track will be
needed fiom seme point on the Iroquois line be-
tween Ireton and Centerville to Sioux City. There
are excellent reasons, too, for believing that the
Northwestern will extend west from Valentine
to a connection with the Central Pacifie. Here-
tofore Sioux City trade has been able to go west
as far as the Sioux City & Pacific track went and
| there is no reason why it should not zo west with
the end of the track beyond Valentine. The rates
on freight to points between Blair and Valentine
re the same from Sioux City and Omaha. It
does not appear that the change in ownership
will change this equitable arrangement.

QUARTERLY REPORT OF SECRETART.

Ladies and Gentlemen of the Board of
the Board of Managers:—The applications
for the quarter just closing have been 517,
while those for the entire year preceding this
quarter were only 590. Of this number 93
have been Catholics and 421 Protestants. Of
the Catholics two were refused as unworthy,
eight were referred to Catholic societies for
aid, and eighty-three received aid from this
society. The rule has been, where the appli-
cants were regular attendants upon any of
the Catholic churches of this city, to refer
them to the person officially charged with the
relief work in the parish to which the appli-
cant belonged, the names of such persons
having been kindly furnished me by
Dr. J. C. Markoe. But when Cath-
olic applicants have been non-resident
or non-attendants upon Catholie’ churches,
here, and therefore not likely to receive aid
from the parish committees, they have been
aided, if deemed worthy, the same as others.
The relief afforded has been as follows:

The estimated amount of material aid af-
forded in clothing, railroad permits, medical
aftendance procured, gifts of food, ete,, ete.,
which do not appear on the treasurer’s book,
is $810.15.

Twenty-three applications have heen re-
fused, because deemed unworthy, or else not
sufficiently needy.

One hundred and ninety-five of the appli-
cations have been from single, unmarried
men, having in most cases no one but
themselves to provide for, a large majority
of them being also young men. The causes
of application generally given in these cases
have heen want of employment, sickness,
and not unfrequently loss of money by acei-
dent or fraud. That the true causes have
always been given, and that no unworthy
cases have been aided, is not to be supposed.
But with such vigilance as we have been able
to exerecise, it is believed that the instances
where unworthy applicants have obtained aid
have been comparatively very few. Itis a
satisfaction to be able to believe that in most
cases the need has been genuine, and the
applicant worthy; that the relief afforded
has been of real value, gratefully appreciatod,
and has not therefore tended to any debase-
ment of life and character in the recipient.

The Ladies Auxiliary has met regularly

every Monday forenoon in the Relief society
parlor during the winter, and generally with
full attendance, to prosecute its work of cut-
ting and making garments for the poor, and
planning for the wise distribution of their
gifts. The secretary would thankfully ac-
Enowledge valuable aid received from them
in visiting cases at his request, which the
pressure of office work often forbade him to
investigate in person. I am informed by
the superintendent, Mrs. G. L. Farwell, that
the work of visiting and becoming acquaint-
ed with the poor in their homes, has been
more extensively done the past quarter than
ever before, and with the increasing satis-
faction on the part of the ladies in its benefi-
cent results in ministering sympathy and en-
couragement to the worthy poor, as well as
in detecting cases of simulated need.
« The industrial school, Mrs. J. W. White
superintendent, has continued to meet regu-
larly every Saturday forenon since September
in the hall above, with an average of 70 to
75 girls under the care of 13 lady teachers,
who take great interest in this truly benevo-
lent work of training the children inthe
skillful use of the needle, and who succeed
in inspiring a like deep interest in the pu-
pils. The material for the children to work
upon has all been kindly donated by friends
of the enterprise, and the garments when
made are sold to the children at a merely
nominal price, andthe proceeds devoted to
the interests of the school. The school will
close for the season at the end of April.

During tlie whole of every Saturday after-
noon, also till nearly dark, the hall” is° kept
im a lively state of occupaney by the Kitchen
Garden company with its  two classes, the
pay class and the: free class, of working,
dancing, singing pupils, who manifestly
have a good time, and who it is believed are
thus receiving a discipline that is to tell be-
neficiently on their future womanhood.

Every Tuesday evening during the quar-
ter our'pleasant hall has been occupied by
the Good Templars as* the place for their
weekly rally, and they have engaged it for
the same purpose during the summer.

On two Thursday evenings lately the
Knights of Honor also have gathered in the
same place.

And last but not least the Young Women’s
Christian Temperanee Union have occupied
the hall two nights in entertaining the news-
hoys and boot-blacks, with promise of con-
tinuance if the boys continue to carry them-
selves as orderly as they did on the first
night.

The Woman's Tndustrial soclety has also
constant occupancy for the present of a por-
tion of the building for its beneficent work.
Thus the wisdom of the board of managers
in erecting this building is being most hap-
pily vindicated in'the fact of its having al-
ready become a center for such a variety of
beneficent work.
