KNOX AND THE BANK OF THE REPUBLIC.

The New York Herald of to-day says: Mr.
E. H. Pullen, cashier of the National Bank
of the Republic, stated authoritatively yester-
day afternoon that on May 1 Mr. John Jay
Knox, who yesterday resigned as controller
of the curreney, will assume the presidency
of that bank. He will bring with him to act
as vice president of the bank Mr. Orson
Adams, who has been United States bank
examiner for the states of Virginia, Mary-
land, North Carolina and South Carolina.

TO IMPROVE THE MISSOURL.

Messrs. Dockerey, Buckner, Bland, Burns,
Grace, Cosgrove, O'Nelll and  Alexander, of
the Missouri delegation in congress, made
arcuments before the river and harbor com-
mittee to-day in favor of an appropriation of
$1,000,000 for the improvemeut of the Mis-
souri river. Congressmen from Missouri,
Kansas, Nebraska and Western Towa are to
hold a meeting at an early date to secure
united action on the passage of a bill ecreat-
ing a Missouri river commission. The Mis-
souri delegation urged the importance of
a systematic improvement of the Missouri
from its mouth to Fort Benton upon the
plan now in operation respecting the Missis-
sippi river. They complain that the region
watered by the Missouri river has been neg-
lected, notwithstanding its excess of the Mis-
sissippi river region in the value of its pro-
ducts of agriculture and manufacture. Part
of the $1,000,000 asked for is needed for im-
mediate use at Kansas City and Leaven-
worth,

HOMESTEADS AND PRE-EMPTIONS.

At a meeting of the house committee on
public lands to-day Messrs. Henley, Oates
and Strait were appointed a sub-committee to
prepare a bill.to repeal the pre-emption and
timber culture acts and so amend the home-
stead luws as to prevent fraudulent entries.

DEATH TO POLYGAMY.

The house committee on territories agreed
to report a bill providing for a commission to
be appointed by the president to govern
Utah. it is provided by the bill that mar-
riage shall be solemnized by a minister,
judge or justice of the peace, and a record
filed, It makes marriage, when either party
has a husband or wife living, a misdemeanor,
punishable by imprisonment in jail not less
thar six months and not more than twelve.

BILLS REPORTED ADVERSELY.

At a meeting to-day of the house commit-
tee on reform of the civil service, Represen-
tative Hoblitzell was dirccted to report ad-
versely bills for the repeal of the civil service
laws. An unfavorable report was also or-
dered on Representative Warner’s bill, to
reduce the salaries of the president, cabinet
officials, judges of the supreme court and
congressmen.

AN ELUCIDATION.

In response to an inquiry from Philadel-
phia, as to whether the appropriations com-
wittee refuse to make an  appropriation for
the civil serviee commission, Randall to-day
wrote a letter saying his com mittee would
not attempt to nullify any existing law by
refusing to make an appropriation.

SCIENTIFIC COMMISSION.

A sub-committee or commerce scientific
commission to-day, decided to report favor-
ably, to the full committee. Representative
Mutehler’s  bill, providing for the appoint-

ment of a scientific commission
to attend the International Electrical
| Exhibition, to be held at

Philadelphia next fall, under the auspices of
| the Franklin institute, Pennsylvania, for the
| promotion of the mechanical arts. The bill

provides that the commission may invite
scientific men, native and foreign, to par-
ticipate in the conference. The commission
may aiso conduct such special investigations,
both at and subsequent to the international
electrical exhibition, as may conduce to the
progress of electrical science in this country.
The bill appropriates $25.000, and requires
that the work of the commission shall be
completed within three yecars after the pass-
age of the act.

SPRING FLOODS.

In Teuisiana, Arkansas, Maine and
Massachnsetis.

St. Lourz, April 19.—Gen. Beckwith, who
isin charge of the distribution of government
plies to the flood sufferers on the lower
opi river, received dispatches from
St. Joseph, Wacerproof, Delta, Hard Times,
Wolf Island, andother points, that there is
great suffering among the people at those

| places, and food is needed at once. Gen,
| Beckwith has ordered supplies
puchased, and will also send
additional rations from here. Gen. Mag-

num, of Helena, Ark., also telegraphs, that
| there is great suffering in the Sauk canal re
| gion of the St. Francis river, and he has
been dirceted to purchase food, and charter
a steam boat to distribute it. The govern-
ment stecamer Humphreys, has also been or-
dered to that section to  distribute supplies.

LirtLe Rock, Ark., April 19.—Heavy rains
in the state the past two days have done
much damage to railroad and other property.
Nearly all the small streams are again very
high and overflowing the low lands. Owing
to washouts no trains on the Iron Mountain
railroad go farther south than Arkadelphia,
and the bridee over Brier creek, fourteen
miles south of Pine Bluff, on the Texas nar-
row gauge railroad is washed away. Many
portions of the prairie country north of Du-
vall’s Biuff, on the Memphis road, present
the appearance of lakes, vast sheets of water
covering the surface for miles.

NEw Yorgk, April 19.—Reports from New
England state the floods are about stationary
although rain is still falling at intervals in
some portions. Much anxiety is felt at Ains-
worth, Me. A dam gave way, letting 20,000
feet of lumber through, which lodged against
bridges below, and great anxiety is felt for
their safety, The Connecticut river, at Hart-
ford, is nineteen feet above low water mark.

Borgner was seriously cut.

Popper, the fuzitive broker, has arrived in
New York from Chicago. He lost bonds of
Dr. Morris’ valued at over £60,000.

At Brownsville, Texas, Private Mooney,
injured by the boiler explosion in the garri-
son a few days ago, died last night.

The queen of Tahiti arrived in Chicago
yesterday morning via the Grand Trunk and
left quietly for San Franeisco at noon.

Stewart’s will had to be recorded in
Springfield, Mass., yesterday, owing to there
being real estate there, which is claimed by
others.

Frank Ritchie, a harmless lunatic, herding
cows on Ward’s island, was shot dead yester-
day by New York thieves who landed to steal
some junk.

At Metropolis, Ills., Meyer & Co., dry
goods, assigned yesterday. Liabilities, $40,-
000. They claim they have assets that will
pay up in full,

It is reported from Darmstadt that Queen
Victoria is suffering from lumbago, and con-
fined to the palace. She receives daily visits
from her physician.

At Macon, Miss., yesterday, there was the
most severe rain storm ever experienced in
that section. Stock were drowned, and also
killed by lightning.

The French police are disposed to recom-
mend to the authorities the expulsion of dy-
namiters from France, if their actions be-
come too suspicious. A man recently en-
gaged in the dynamite trafic in Paris has
suddenly disappeared.

Belfield’s Boom.

BeLFIELD, Dak., April 19.—The Northern
Pacific Forwarding company, of Black Hills
freighters, who control the bulk of the freight
going over the new northern route, to-day
finally decided upon Belfield as their termi-
nal point. For several weeks surveying par-
ties have weighed the advantages of the vari-
ous towns, resulling in pronouncing the
Belfield route by far the best and shortest.
Eastern parties invested immediately $25,000
in real estate, and contracts for a large ware-
house and several stores, improvements ag-
gregating $20,000, have been let. A fast
freight express will be put on to make the
distance from Belficld to Deadwood in seven
days. Four hundred tons of freight are now
on the way to Belfield, und shipments will
commence in ten days, The demand for
property has suddenly become very brisk,
with improvements going up everywhere.

No Cattle Disease in the Countiy.

Forr Keogm, Montana, April 19.—The
secretary of the American National Agri-
cultural association having addressed a letter
to General James 8. Brisbine requesting his
views in regard to the holding of a great
national cattle show, the general has replied
urging that the show be held and suggesting
that at the same time a National Convention
of Cattle Breeders and Stock growers be held,
at which all the stock associations throughout
the country shall be represented. He thinks
this is especially important, in view of the
pending congressional legislation on cattle
diseases and the bad results that are likely te
follow it. He takes strong ground against
congressional interference with the cattie
trade, and says there are no cattle diseases
in the country worthy of notice, much less
national legislation.

Reyengetul Incendiarism.

PiTTSBURG, April 19.—At Reynoldsville,
Jefferson county, Pennsylvania, the resi-
dence of James Powers, superintendent for
the Powers, Brown county, coal mines, was
burned this morning. The inmates barely
escaped with their lives. Loss, $11,000, on
which is an insurance of $3,000. Amnony-
mous letters bad been received by Mr. Pow-
ers forsome weeks, warning him to leave
and that his property and life were in dan-
ger. The company employs about 300 min-
ers, a number of whom were black listed,
after the strike last fall. The fire was the

work of an incendiary without doubt.

DISCUSSING CANDIDATES.

Robert B. Roosevelt, the Anti-Tam-
many Leader, Expresses
His Views.

The Fitness of Cleveland, Cooper, Hewitt,
Flower and Blaine for Presidential
Candidates.

[Special Telegram to the Globe.]

NEw YOrg, April 19.—Robert B. Roose-
velt, in an interview with Gath, said, as to
Cleveland’s availability as a presidential can-
didate: “He isone of the most available
men in the country. If the Democratic
party would keep up its old-fashioned regu-
larity, and make suca defections as Tam-
many Hall has been guilty of, an example
it would command the respect of its own vot-
ers and neutrals. But when it is seen that a
good governor like Clevelend is spit upon
and assailed in the legislature and every-
where else by Tammany Hall American
Democrats make up their minds that the
party talks one thing and does another. They
bardly have a meeting but some poor Celt is
disciplined for expressing his private opinion,
vet they are always in revolt against the party
they belong to, and the state conventions
have not character enough to discipline them,
consequently we lose everything we have
gained.”

Said I: “Don’t you think that Cleveland,
in a presidential vear might get a large por-
tion of the vote that originally elected him?”

‘“Yes, Cleveland has kept absolute faith
with the great majority he reccived. He has
supported and signed all legislation respect-
able for the good government of New York
city, just ashe first attracted attention by re-
buking political villiany in his own party at
Buffalo. Heis a conspicuous Democratic
leader, in that he is doing nothing to get the
presidency. He is simply and solely governor
of New Yorlk,and iz a bright contrast to many
ancther man who seems to be a Democrat
merely for the sake of getting our nomina-
tion for president. If we had the courage
as a party to nominate a man like that the
floatinz and uncertain vote would come to
uj_‘d

“Do you sce any candidate in the state of
New York that you think would run well but
Cieveland?”?

Mr. Roosevelt thought a moment and said:
“I think Edward Cooper would run very
well for president. He was mayor of New
York and was constant under difficulties and
patient and finally successful in getting out
Kelly and his following. It is true that
his term was done by the time he
succceded, because Kelly traded with the Re-
publicans to keep himself and his gang in;
vet respectable persons, wiling to do justice,
will see that Edward Cooper, while not a bru-
tal man, adhered to principles. In the city
of New York he has a very large following
on account ot the philanthrophy of his father
to poor young men, for whom he built a
great institute and has edueated so many.
The son is well educated, has a clear charac-
ter, is a pure man and would make a good
magistrate. In the white bouse he would be
above the kind of low annoyances which
visit a gentleman in the mayor’s office.”?

““Do you think Mr. Hewitt can make the
presidential nomination ?”?

**No, Hewitt has not ballast enough to keep
Lkim from flopping over.”

*What do you think of Mr. Flower?’’

“Flower,”? said Mr. Roosevelt, ‘‘has bot-
tomed himself on Jimmy O’Brien. O’Brien
took him to the st ateconvention for govern
or when Cleveland beat him. It may be that
Flower has seen through O’Brien by this time,
but he has been pretty late about it.

““What do you think of Mr. Blaine as the
probable Republican candidate?”

“I have nothing to complain of about
Blaine personally.  When I was in congress
he gave me a hearing on at least one occa-
sion against his own sympathies and inter-
ests. That was when I was attacking Boss
Shepherd and the district government. I
tried for a long time to get the floor, but
such was the machinery there that I
only got it at last by Fernando
Wood saying to me one day, ‘I have got
an hour on one of my uppropriation bills,but
I shall give way to you if you are ingenious
eénough to make your speech against the dis-
trict ring. I got the floor, and in two min-
utes was in the midst of the district matter,
and all the friends of the district ring were
sitting around, each afraid to stop me but
all wanting me stopped. Finally Dan Voor-
hees came in and went to the front and
shouted that the gentleman was not speak-
ing germane to the question. Blaine
was smart enough to trip him
right up and said, ‘“When the gentleman
took the fioor he had it understood that he
meant to speak on the affairs of the District
of Columbia, and as he was not objected to I
will not now entertain the objection, and he
shall finish his remarks. Now, I owe Biaine
no grudge, but I would rather see the repre-
sentatives select for their president a man
free from pecuniary blemish, While I do not
expect a saint at the head of the goxernment,
I think character ought to be considered.

Deecrease in Produce Exports..
[Special Telegram to the Globe. |

WasHINGTON, April 19.—It is fully clear
that the exportations of our chief products
are not to reach this year so high a figure as
last. This is especially true of wheat and
pork. Statements just issued by the bureau
of statistics show that in the past nine
months the exportations of wheat have only
amounted to $57,000,000 in value, against
$106,000,000 in the corresponding time of
the preceding year, the number of bushels
in the past nine months  being
$53,000,000, against  $94,000,000 in
the former nine months. The exportations
of wheat flour in the past nine months were
$67,000,000, against $43,000,000 in the cor-
responding time a year earlier. In hog pro-
ducts the falling off is equally great.  The
exportations for the past five months amount
to only $30,000,000, against $38,000,000 in
the correspounding time of the preceding
year. In the exportation of beef and beef
cattle there has been a marked increase, the
value of these exports in the past five months
amounting to $15,000,000, against about
$11,000,000 in the same period last year.

Can’t Identify Frank James.
CHATTANO0GA, April 19.—At Huntsville,

Ala., in the James trial, Alfred Hill stated a
day or two before the robbery he entertained
a man at his house at Green Hill, but did not
identify Frank James.

+ Hugh Riley, who at the time of the robbery
was a saloon keeper at Muscle Shoals, testi-
fied that three men came to his saloon, but
did not identify James.

S. H. Field, a detective for the defense,
testified that he knew James in Nashville,

Tenn., and he was known by the
nume of B. J. Woodson. He saw
James in Nashville on the 11th and 12th

March, 1881. Several times on both those
days. He knew the man named J. A, How-
ard in Nashville who turned out to be Jesse
James. but never saw Howard and Woodson
together.

Jonas Taylor, blacksmith, of Nashville,
testified that he saw Frank James at Nashville
on March 11th, and put shoes on his horse
on March 12th, 1881. The witness identified
the date by an entry in his ledger.

Will Susp end Whisky Produetion.

Peoria, Ill., April 19.—The decline in
whisky in the Cincinnati market created a
flutter among the Peoria distillers.. No seri-
ous alarm was felt, however, and at a meet-
ing held last night it wasresolved to maintain
prices. This was done on ’change to-day,
the board of trade circular quoting the mar-
ket firm at $1.17, the price which has pre-
vailed here for some time. Shipments 729
barrels. The news of a further reduction
to-day, however, had a much more depress-
ing effect, and left no doubt in
the minds of  local cistillers of
general demoralization.  Another meeting

was held to-night to consider the situation’

but the distillers are reticent concerning the
proceedings, and it is impossible to learn
what was done, except it was decided to sus-
pend operations in all distilleries bere on
Monday. Several thousand head of

which are being fed here, will be shipped
away as rapidly as possible. Eight cars were
shipped to-day. The distillers decline to
give any information or express any opinion
as to the future.

ALL AROUND THE GLOBE.

Governor Hoadly, of Ohio, will deliver the
commencement oration before the Yale law
school.

The salmon run in the Sacramento river is
unusually light this year, and prospects are
not flattering.

Schedules in the assignment of Wm, H.
Gyion, of New York, show liabilities at
$329,000, actual assets $47,000.

The existence of yellow fever at Vera Cruz
is reported by those who arrived from that
port yesterday, at New Orleans.

The water in Union river, Maine, is ris-
ing, and fears are entertained for the booms
and dams on it. Trains are stopped.

Hamond.who was hanged at White Plains,
N. Y., yesterday for the murder of a Jew
peddler, protested his innocence to the last.

The cattle disease at Neosha Falls, Kas., is
pronounced to be the veritable foot and
mouth disease, but there is no danger of its
spreading.

At Dallas, Texas, a wind storm yesterday
blew down an old church, used as a colored
school, injuring a large number of the pupils,
some fatally.

At Louisville, Ky., Dr. Philip Schlicher, an
old physician of the city, was run over and
killed by a switch engine at the Union depot
yesterday.

At Harrisburg, Pa., Annie Wagner was fa-
tally shot by her aunt, who was playfully
pointing a revolver at her, which she did not
know was loaded.

Arizona wants 10,000 feet space at the
world’s exposition at New Orleans, Lous-
siana wants the same amount, and Kansas
wants an increase.

At Farmersville, La., John Cherry was
brutally murdered on Wednesday by Perry
and William Milton, father and son. Cherry
leaves a wife and two children.

At Eastman, Ga., Wiliis Hodges, a negro,
was hanged yesterday for killing Lizzie
Jones. Hodges said in his speech from the
scaffold he was going to glory.

John C. Sinclair, floorwalker for Stein
Bros., New York, has been arrested for
swindling the firm out of a large amount of
money by means of *‘refunding checks.”

The cotton on the steamer Marseilles, from
New Orleans to Havre, is on fire. She put
in to Key West to havegit put out, but will
have to be unloaded to repair the damage.

At Galveston, Texas, last night, Benjamin
Hirschburg was horsewhipped by Mrs. Dr,
Schull, whose husband he had charged with
being the associate of women of loose char-
acter.

At Goshen, N. Y., last night burglars
opened the safe of Holmes & Bergman and
took $1,000, then stole a horse and buggy,
which they left whers they got on board a
train.

In the suit in Buffalo against the insurance
embezzler, Dimmick, the books were asked
for, as a detective swore that he had seen an
agent of the firm making erasures and
changes.

The lines in the late North Atlantic con-
ference have reduced steerage passages from
New York to Liverpool to $18, and a still
further reduction will be made, if necessary,
to compete with other lines.

The Civil Reform association Chicago, has
requested the members in congress from
that state to support the bill making position
in the service last during good behavior, and
not four years as at present.

The embroglio between Victoria Medical
school and Laval University at Montreal has
been brought to an end by an order from the
pope to close the medical and law schools of
the branch established in the city.

At Utica, N. Y., at 11 o’clock last night,
two fires occurred almost simultaneously,
half a mile apart. Lowery Bros. cotton ware-
house was one; loss $90,000; insured. The
other was Watson block, damaged $2,000.

Wardell, bookkeeper for Newman & Levin-
son, San Francisco, fancy goods dealers, was
found short in his accounts $400. He was
arrested yesterday morning, and in half an
hour he died in prison, believed to be by sui-
cide.

The trials at Cincinnati are progressing
rapidly. One was convicted yesterday, and
three pleaded guilty. One was acquitted,
charged with snatching a pocket book from
a woman, owing to the principal being in
Texas.

In the trials before the United States cir-
cuit court at Charleston, 8. C., for violation
of the election laws, the cases were dropped
by the district attorney, as there were no
chances for obtaining a conviction of any of
the 200 cases.

Simon Popper, a member of the New York
Stock Exchange, arrested in Chicago some
days ago, was taken to New York by officers
last night. He is charged with appropriating
£30,000, belonging to Jessie Morill, of Ore-
gon Navigation securitics. He kept the pro-
ceeds to himself.

By the neglect of the telegraph operator at
Steubenville to deliver proper train orders,
two freight trains on the Panhandle collided
near Wheeling Junetion. Both engines and
ten cars were completely destroyed. Two
brakemen and a fireman were injured.

At Atchison, Kas., a rainfall has flooded
the city, and done an immense amount of
damage. White Clay creek which runs
through the city was several feet higher than
ever known, and swepta number of houses
away.
