Fergus Falls, April 23.—Fergus Falls,
the city of magnificent water power, was alive
to-day with people, the occasion being the
holding of the fifth congressional district and
the Otter Tail county conventions. Many of
the delegates to the conventions arrived yes-
terday aud last night. The corridors of the
Grand hotel were crowded and the hotel ac-
commodations throughout the city, though
ample, were put to a severe test.

The county convention came first, being
called to order at the court-house at 11 a. in.

by J. W. Mason, chairman of the central
committee. The sixty-five townships gave to
the convention 109 delegates, and
the work was to elect thirteen delegates to
the Moorhead convention, thirteen to the
congressional convention and seven to the
state convention. The convention was the
regular fixed thing. A caucus held the night
before had decided everything and all that
was necessary was to go through the motions.
E. E. Corliss, a roaring politician of the
grasshopper period, nominated Jacob Austin,
the Jonah of Otter Tail county politics, for
chairman. Mr. Austin took his seat after a
few allusions to himself. G. W. Boyiugton
was elected secretary.

The chair then pulled a piece of
paper from his pocket, from
which he read the names of the committees
on credentials and organization. After the

reports were made a delegate pulled a piece
ofpaper from his pocket and read a motion
to the effect that a committee of five should
name the delegates to the three conventions.
The body of delegates obediently voted aye
to all this, and the following were the dele-
gates duly elected:

State convention —Jacob Austin, O. Dahl,
Jas. Compton, C. D. Baker, E. A. Everts, C.
T. Sawbridge, A. Crogier.

Moorhead conventions —n. G. Page, E. E.

The congressional convention was called
to order in the same room at 2p. m. by C.

Following the committee's report came a
discussion as to whether or not the district
committee should be appointed then, which
was settled by a vote that the chairman
should appoint the committee and announce
it at the Moorhead convention.

This concluded the proceedings, and the
conveution adjourned, most ofthe delegates
taking the 5 o'clock train for Moorhead.

As to what will take place to-morrow it is
almost impossible to predict. There seems
to be a very general desire among the dele-
gates that harmony should prevail.

It is said Gilman desires to run in Gov.
Barto as a delegate to Chicago with Kindred,
and he has aroused the ire of tbe Otter Tail
delegates, who think Steams county has al-
ready had its share of political favors, and
are determined that an Otter Tail man shall
go to the Chicago convention if possible. To
this end they are probably willing to make
almost any combination to accomplish their
purpose. The various factious, Gilman,
Kindred, Nelson and anti-factions, are each
trying to accomplish their particular ends,
and any prediction as to the outcome
amounts to little more than jesting.

The complexion of the Otter Tail county
delegation to the state conveotion Is decid-
edly Blame, and the same can be said of the
other delegations, with Edmunds as a second
choice.

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THE DAKOTACONVENTION.

The Territorial Delegation Gath-

A Great Deal of Wrangling, Some
Fraying 1 and a Little Work.

The Committee on Credentials Favoring the

Huron, D. T., April 23.—At 2 o'clock p.
m. the Dakota Republican convention as-
sembled at the place designated in the call,
with 220 of the 229 delegates in their seats.
Maj. Edwards ascended the platform, and at
the same time E. W. Caldwell took the stage,
and the former nominated J. O. B. Scoby as
temporary chairman, while the latter named
John H. King for the same office. Both
were elected by acclamation equally loud,
and each took the platform and for a quarter
of an hour pandemonium reigned supreme
and was only quieted by the announcement
that prayer would be offered by the pastor of
the church where the convention was being
held. At the end the excitement had sub-
sided, and after eliminating the contesting
counties the result of the roll was 115 votes
for John H. King, who was nominated by
the southern members, while the northern
faction, represented by J. 0. B. Scoby, had
but 95 votes. Mr. Scoby retired and a com-
mittee of fifteen on credentials and one of
five on rules were appointed. The conten-
tion then took a recess for thirty minutes.

The most enthusiastic delegation comes
from Brokings with a silver cornet band aud
a banner on which is printed "Dakota Greets
the Plumed knight," which after the parade
was set up in the hall.

3:30 p. m.—The half hour being up, the
convention reassembled and a committee of
seven on organization was appointed, as the
committee on credentials had' finished its
labors. The convention adjourned till 7
o'clock p. m.

Huron-, D. T., April 23.—This city has
been the scene to-day of one of the hottest
political contests ever known in the terri-
tory of Dakota. The meeting ofthe conven-
tion was set for 2 o'clock, but the delegates
took early breakfasts, and by 9 o'clock the
lobbies of the hotels at which the different
headquarters had been located, were crowded
with excited delegates and hangers on of the
convention. At 10 o'clock the delegates
representing north Dakota, to the number of
eighty-one met in caucus in an empty store
building. Resolutions were adopted binding
the caucus to vote as a unit. Itwas then an-
nounced that a caucus of Blaiue delegates
from the southern part of the territory was
in session in another part of tbe city
and that its members were anxious to form
a combination with the delegates from north-
ern Dakota to elect pronounced Blame advo-
cates to Chicago. A committee was ap-
pointed to Invite the Blame caucus to enter
the caucus ol north Dakotians. Tbe
invitation was accepted, and a few moments
later a joint caucus was organized. On a
roll call of counties showed north Dakota to
be represented by eighty-two votes, and
south Dakota by sixty-five, giving a total of
147, or a majority of eighty-two. The result
was hailed with applause. Mr. Steele moved
that the caucus cast its united vote in the
convention for Hou. N. E. Nelson, of
pembina, and Col, Jolly, of Lincoln, as
regular delegates and for Byron E. Pay, of
Brookings, and Robert Walsh, Grand Fork.--,
as alternates. The motion received unani-
mous support.

Pettigrew's forces were demoralized, but
under admirable leadership they went to

work earnestly by means of contests to break
the force of the combination, and with some
degree of success. Another plan of Petti-
grew was to seize the organization after the
manner of Nelson at Detroit in the Fifth dis-
trict.

In the absence of Wells, chairman of the
Republican territorial committee, it devolved
upon Major Edwards, as secretary, to call
the convention to order. The new Methodist
church, where the convention is held, was
packed with delegates and spectators, and
precisely at three o'clock, as Mr. Edwards
was mounting the platform, Mr. Carlisle, of

Sioux Falls, jumped upon the platform,
called for order, and commenced to read the
call. Meantime, Edwards had also mounted
the platform, and dispensing with the read-
ing of the call, asked for the nomination of a
temporary chairman. Carlisle followed suit,
and amid a pandemonium of noises, double
temporary organization of chairmen and
secretaries was effected.

At this point in the proceedings, Chairman
Scoville, who represented the Blame combi-
nation, took advantage of the lull to invite
the pastor ofthe church, who was present, to
make a prayer. The scene was a remarkabe
one. Tbe reverend gentleman evidently
believed the convention needed praying for,
as his words were earnest and stilled the mob
of excited men. At the close of the prayer
Scoville secured attention and made a state-

ment ofhis case, claiming to be tbe rightful
secretary. Edwards followed, producing a
telegram announcing that the chairman
could not be present and asking him, (Ed-
munds) to call the convention to order. The
two temporary chairmen then made speeches
of a conciliatory character, and it was finally
decided, whether in answer to
prayer or from returning reason, the
reader is left to infer, to leave
to a vote ofthe convention the choice be-
tween chairmen. The result showed that ef-
fective work had been done by Pettigrew's
force, as John King, of Chamberlain, Petti-
grew candidate, was declared elected by a
majority of fifteen votes. The convention
then proceeded to business, a committee of
fifteen being appointed on credentials and
seven on permanent organization. After
some time spent in desultory work, tbe com-
mittee not being ready to report, a recess
was taken until 7 o'clock.

The hour of seven having arrived the con-
vention was called to order, but the commit-

tee on credentials not being ready to report
a recess was taken.

The sessions of the committee were held
on an open platform, as there were no ante-
rooms, and the proceedings were watched
with much interest. The first contest taken
in hand was that of Grand Forks, and what
is known as the Wlnship delegation was final-
ly admitted. The Winship delegates were
elected in the interest of Raymond, but there
is no question but that the price paid for the
settlement of the contest in their favor was a
pledge to act with Pettigrew. The other con-
tests so far have all been
decided in favor of the Pettigrew
combination, and the assertion is openly
made that the same disposition will be made
in every case, regardless of right of decen-
cy.

At 10 o'clock, the committee on creden-
tials were not yet ready to report, and pres-
ent indications are that little or nothing will
be done to-night.

The committe on permanent organization
is awaiting an opportunity to make a double
report, the majority in favor of making the
temporary the permanent organization, and
the minority in favor of making Col. W. C.
Pluminer, of the Fargo Republican, chair-
man.

Indications at this hour are that the Petti-
grew combination will win on every point,
though it is barely possible that some combi-
nation may yel be made to defeat them.

The course of some of the delegates from
North Dakota who have heretofore been iden-
tified with Raymond's interests, is a surprise,
and as the matter now stands the latter is a

badly used up statesman. Pettigrew is lead-
ing the fight in person, and his followers are

in high feather.

A Prize Fight.
Loso Islaxd C:tt, April 23.—This morn-

ing a prize fight took place here, witnessed
by about four hundred sporting men. The
fight was between Jimmy Kerwln, ofthiscity,
and "Con." Walsh, of Green Point, for $100
a side, London prize ring rules. Kerwin is
22 years of age, and weighed 141 pounds,
and Walsh Is 20 years, 145 pounds. Kerwin
was the favorite in betting. There was an
old grudge between the men, and the fight is
said to have been one ofthe most desperate
that ever took place on Long Island. Six
rounds were fought, during which Walsh was
terribly punished.

PRINCE LEOPOLDS AFFLICTION.

Prince Leopold shared with all tbe Guelphs
one or two remarkable characteristics. He
was an excellent linguist, speaking both
French and German like a native; he had
an astonishingly retentive memory fornames
and never forgot a face once seen. In
this connection I may mention that the
Prince of Wales has a very slight foreign ac-
cent; although his English is perfect, every
few sentences you can detect the faintest
shadow a foreign accent in a singular man-
ner, which is far from being unpleasing, giv-
ing as it does an individuality to his speech,
and yet he never mispronounces a word.
None of his brothers have this peculiar tim-
bre of voice, which doubtless comes from his
having passed more of the time on the con-
tinent.
