Chicago, May s.—The bulls were jubilant

tin- morning and evidently were banking on
a sharp advance in the near future. Many
of them announced their belief that the end
of the present reek would see cash wheat SI
a bushel. Their expectations fjrew greater
a> the .lay advanced, but they received some-
w bat of a damper by the break toward the
close. The chief trudins was done by scalp-

ers, mid though there was legitimate reasons
for an advance it wws rather sharper than.
vas warranted, the excess being due to the
manipulations of a local clique.

The grain markets were active, very ner-
vous, and prices higher, but the advance was
not fully sustained up to the close of the reg-
ular session, the appreciation being altogether
too laree not to call out free selling by many
who had good profits in holdings bought at
much lower prices, hence some decline was
really to be expected to follow the sharp up-
ward movement that has been secured since
Saturday morning.

Provisions were rather strong, although
there was no apparent cause to justify higher
prices. There was very little trading for any
article on tho list outside of speculative, the
demand being very Bmall. The fear of

strong bonds, which are generally under-
stood to be under ail hog products, makes
sDiali traders extremely cautious about hav-
ing anything to do with them. This seems
especially true of the situation to-day, thus
leaving very little to be said about it. The
opening price of July pork was 817.60 and
the close Ids- higher, while the highest price
of the day was sI7.SU.

Wheat was active and prices averaged ma-
terially higher, but the feeling was nervous.
Public cables quoted the market firm at
Liverpool for spot, but 6d per quarter lower
for floating cargoes. This, coupled with
foreign weather and good . crop reports, were
the leading bear arguments, but the New
York markets early developed considerable
strength, and a marked improvement in
values was reported at St. Louis and other
winter wheat marts, where stocks of desirable
millingqualiiies are very low. Jt was gen-
erally understood at the opening thut a
strong local syndicate had been formed to
whip in the Wall street bears, who are known
to be largely short here.

A large share of the scalping done to-day
is accountable to the crowd, at the head of
which are Ream, Jones, Cndahy and Singer.
They are, according to pretty good authorit}-,
making large capital out of William Young

<&Co's big deal for Daniel Wills, of Milwau-
kee. Young's deal for Milwaukee parties is
estimated at from 2,000,000 to 3,000,000
bushels, which is considered quite safe to use
as a scaling basis. As the visible supply de~
creases with growing rapidity, the hopes of
t!ifbulls iucrease. There are now about 25,-
--250,000 bushels of wheat in sight. At the
present rate of its disappearance, next week
will see the supply cut down to less than 20,-
--000,000. When that figure is reached the
bulls are quite confident their triumph will
begin.

June opened firm at 94J^@94j5ffc, broke
tinder a strong pressure on the bears to se-
cure a decline, and sold at 94%c, but imme-
diately reacted under strong buying by
shorts. Advices of an advancing market
Bent to customers soon brought a good many
long orders, and the demand soon became
urgent and towards noon was materially aug
mented by buying for an advance, caused
by reports of strong and excited French
markets, and prices moved rapidly up to
96;!.f c, at which there was free realizing by
the bulls, and as all the bears that could be
whipped in had covered the biddingwas not
equal to the offerings, and quotations reced-
ed as rapidly as they had gone up, and closed
on 'change at 05}jc. July was lc over June
and August l^c under. On call wheat was
stronger and advanced }£@%c, the strength
continuing on the curb, where June closed
Et 90c and July at 97c.

Moderate activitywas manifested in corn
In a speculative way. and a fair inquiry was
reported for low grades on track from ship-
pers. The advance in wheat caused fair
covering by shorts, and scalpers also went
in for an upward turn, based largely on the
supposition that the low inspection, only 14
cars out of 236, coupled with the excitement
in wheat, would induce large buying by
heavy bull operators. It soon became ap-
parent, however, that the market derived its
chief support from wheat, and when the
latter started on the down grade corn fol-
lowed. July opened at 5~%c, or %c over
Saturday's close, advanced to 58%c, and
when the axious buyers had filled up, closed
at s~p<c. June was l%@2c under July
and cash, and May sold at 53%@54c. Corn
was a trifle stronger on call and steady on
the curb.

Oats followed the other grains closely,
opening iirm. advancing lc and closing
weak.

Provisions did not exhibit much anima-
tion, but tbe feeling was firmer and prices
higher. Speculators were not inclined to do
much tradling either on local or outside ac-
count, and shippers were favored with few
orders. Foreign articles showed no change,
and the eastern markets indicated a slightly
improved feeling. The speculative offerings
were not large, owing to the firmness in the
hog market, and bmers were slow to meet
the views of sellers. The appreciation in
prices was well supported, aud prices closed
steady.

The trading was only moderately active in
pork, though the feeling was firm. Offerings
were not large, and the demand only fair,
speculative trading centering in contracts
for July delivery. Prices ruled stronger,and
were advanced 20@25c on the whole range,
but receded 10@15c, and closed steadily.
The shipping demand was moderate.

Lard was in fair demand, and a firmer
feeling prevailed, trading being chiefly in
contracts for July deliver}'. Prices were
firmer, and about s@7>.<c higher, closing
comparatively steady. The shipping de-
mand was moderate.

Short ribs were traded in only fairly
though a stronger feeling was manifested.
Offerings were not very large, and the de-
mand limited. Prices ruled firmer, and
were advanced s(&7>^c per 100 pounds, clos-

ma: steady. Ou the call provisions were
quiet and easier, and on the curb un-
changed.

The gattle trade was rather slow until late
in the forenoon, when buyers began to take
hold more freely. There was little or no
change in prices as compared with Friday
last, which was the last real market day, as

there was not sullicieut business on Saturday
to make a market.

Hogs were active at prices a shade higher
on good to choice packing and shipping
grades. Assorted light and skips were neg-
lected. Buyers seemed to prefer them as
nearly straight as possible. They were
about all sold at an early hour.

There was a sharp demand for all the
good lots of sheep, but poor lots were almost
unsalable.

A. M. Wright & Co. say: "While advis
ing caution on the part of customers, we are
free to say that the outlook for the near fu-
ture is strong, but would only encourage
buying on weak spots. Provisions were
strong, although there was nothing apparent
to justifyhigher prices, the speculative de-
mand being small, receipts of hogs were lib-
eral, including 14,500 head, with predic-
tions of 100,000 for the week."

W. 11. Minor & Co. say: uWe have had
quite a good advance, but see nothing in the
situation which leads us to expect much de-
cline, but we rather look for higher prices,
aud think a purchase desirable on breaks.
We expect to see prices fluctuate consider-
ably on corn, but thiukthe tendency towards
higher prices. We believe June and July

oats to be good property and safe to purchase

on weak spots."
Milmine, Bodman & Co. says: "There is

certainly nothing, in the legitimate situation
that warrants present prices, but in. times
like the present,when speculation is so active
and general, legitimate causes here but little
effect. Speculation has evidently set more
strongly on the bull side, and is growingrap-
idlyand must run its course, and we think
prices willbe forced considerably higher, the
talk on the floor now being SI for June wheat
this week,and we think it quite probable. At
any rate we repeat what we have been saying
all along that short sales on a market manip-
ulated in the bull interests at such low prices

are very hazardous, and our advice is to buy
it on breaks and avoid selling it short alto-
gether until manipulation subsides. The
shortage in the corn market is very large j-et,
and if the bull movement in wheat holds, we
think corn will sell much higher."

McCormick, Kennett 6c Day say: "We
think June and July wheat a purchase on
breaks for the present. Receipts continue
very light, and the conviction is growing
that our wheat will all be wanted at home
before harvest. Advices from the country
say the receipts of corn will continue light,
but these are fair prices, and we would not
buy except on good breaks, while it may be
safe to sell on bulges."

Nnw York, May, 5.—The market had a

very ragsred appearance, with special weak-
ness in Union Pacific and Western Union.
Later in the day stocks generally picked up a
little and the tone improved. There was con-
siderable activity in Mahattan Elevated rail-
road and a rise in it from 53 to 57 and Ore-
gon railway was also strong. West Shore
bonds sold up to 56 and Northern Pacific pre-
ferred advanced Cover 2 per cent. The bal-
ance of the list changed but little. There
are many who believe that Mr. Gould has
been a free seller of his southwestern s
and a purchaser of the Northern Pacific
stocks and bonds. The indebtedness of the
line to the Missouri Pacific is supposed to be
very large, 'Mr. Vanderbilt's Michigan
Central system was the weakest feature to-
day. The stocks seemed left to take care of
themselves. Denver appeared dilapidated.
Stocks picked up sharply in the closing hour
and closed rather firm all around. Northern
Pacific earnings for the fourth week in April
increased §263,000. Union Pacific,Northern
Pacific preferred. New York Central and
Lake Shore were scarce for delivery to-day,
looming at a small premium.

A. M. Day says: "The market opened
nervous and heavy, the air being full of ru-
mors affecting the standing of well known
operators. None of them were confirmed,
which induced a better feeling and a rally,
which was maintained to the close, the ad-
vance being led by the Northern Pacific,
Grangers, Union Pacific, Missouri Pacific and
West Shore bonds. The Gould party is talk-
ing very bullish, and the strength of stocks
this afternoon is attributed to purchases for
Gould's account and heavy covering by
prominent bears. West Shore bonds ad-
vanced on the report that the company has
agreed on a satisfactory financial poliev, and
the general outlook favors higher prices at

MORRISON TO WIN.
A Careful Analysis Shows

Him to Have Six to
Ten Majority,

Which Some Sanguine Friends
Believe WillReach Twenty

or More.

Fraudulent Land Entries by Foreign
Syndicates to be Checked by

Legislation.

[Special Telegram to the Globe. \
Washington, May 5.—The discussion of

the probabilities of the Morrison tariff bill to-
morrow dwarfs all other subjects, and a great
deal of work is being done on both sides.
Party lines are closely drawn, and the Re-
publican managers are reading the riot act to
their brethren likelyto vote against striking
out the enacting clause. A careful analysis
shows that the motion to strike out will fail
by from 6 tolO majority, and the seating of
Ferrall to-day gives Morrison one
more vote. The friends of the
measure express confidence in being
independent of Republican assistance, and
claim the bill willpass in the present shape
without amendment. This is not certain
because several Democrats who will vote to
keep the bill in the house for the purpose of
proposing amendments, oppose horizontal
tariff reduction and are anxious to offer
amendments desired by their constituencies.
Ifamendments are not voted down as fast
as offered the billwill be materially changed
in many features. The prediction is made
that if amendments are let in. Morrison will
not recognize his bill as his offspring by the
time this is through. Should the Morrison
men preserve their line intact, the passage
of the bill is problematical, and the Vote will
be close either way.

THE CALIFORNIA DELEGATION.

Alluding to the alleged charge in the Cali-
fornia delegation heretofore voting with
Randall, the Evening Star says: "The con-
version of the California delegation is looked
upon as most remarkable, particularly in the
case of Henley. But conversion is looked
upon as contagious, and it is expected Mor-
rison will come out to-morrow with a respect-
able majority. Friends of the bill now claim
to be independent of the Republican vote>
but it is thought many Republicans will vote
with Mr. Morrison to save him to-morrow, if
not with him throughout."

SOME NEW CONVERTS.

The Maryland delegation, without regard to
politics, it is said, willvote to keep the bill
in the house for amendments. Should the
California delegation go over squarely its six
votes willswell Morrison's forces. Lamb, of
Indiana, is also a new convert, together with
Barbour, of Virginia, and Hill, of Ohio,

SOME FRICTION.

Considerable feeling is displayed at the ef-
forts of Morrison to drive Randall to the wall
and, if possible, out of the Democratic party.
Randall preserves a calm demeanor and
scorns to know what is going on around him.
The theory of some of Morrison's friends is
that Randall is not in a condition to be avail-
able to the Democratic party; that Pennsyl-
vania is hopelessly Republican and that there
is no use to make a contest in that state;
that Randall's constituency are protectionists
aud therefore sympathizers with the Repub-
lican platform, and that the only way to deal
with Randall and his following is to crush
them out of existence and emasculate them
of their politicalvitality.

A BOOM FOR THE
To-morrow will tell the tale and settle the

mastery of the house. Morrison's victory
will make him a formidable candidate for
presidential nomination, in case of Tilden's
declination, unless he has arranged to sup-
port McDonald.

DOWN TO REAL WORK.
Should the motion to strike out the enact-

ing clause of the tariff bill prevail, the house
will get down to real work. The appropria-
tion bills will be pushed and adjournment in
June is probable. Should the motion to
strike out fail, the tariff bill will
be open to five minutes debate
and amendment, and may run until June
before itis out of the way. The Republicans
if the bill is open to amendment will force a
record vote with reierence to almost every
industry in the land. It is impossible to
guess the result of the motion to strike out.
Itwill either fail or be carried by a very close
vote.
AGAINST ALIENS AXD FOREIGN COMPANIES.

The bill introduced by Senator Plumb to
prevent the acquisition of real estate by aliens
and likewise Van Wrack's bill to restrict
aliens, foreign companies and corporations
in the ownership of public land and of any
land in territories, are results of recent dis-
closures respecting fraudulent land entries
in the west and northwest by syndicates of
foreign capitalists. Just how the acquisition
of estate or lands on the part
of aliens can be prevented is a mystery.
Agents of state governments and railroads
are stationed in Europe seeking immigration,
and there are large colonies of Americans in
England, France, Belgium, Holland, Ger-
many and elsewhere, negotiating sales of
agricultural mining and grazing lands to
foreign capitalists. Itis notorious that sev
eral European monarchs have hitherto in-
vested and perhaps now invest in American
real estate through confidential agents hold-
ing title in trust and noblemen of various
countries commonly do likewise.
Neither national nor 6tate laws
can prevent investment of alien
capital in American lands, but where fraud-
ulent homestead entries have been no-
toriously successful for the benefit of
foreign corporation companies or individuals,
they should be set aside and the conspir-
ators punished. Some two years since large
tracts of Colorado land were obtained by
fraudulent entry, and the title at once passed
to an unknown agent or trustee. The facts
were brought to the attention of secretary
Fuller by attorney Brewster upon complaint
of the district Attorney of Colorado, but no
action was taken by the interior department
until too late. Secretary Fuller declined to
furnish copies of the documents requested
by the district attorney, but finally sent out
agents to investigate, who reported the
entries fraudulent. That ended the matter.
No prosecutions were instituted, and it is
charged that the affair was traced too near
high officials to be comfortable.

IMPRESSED WITH OUR IMPORTANCE.
The visit of the Siamese embassy is quite

a diplomatic event in view of the fact that
English influences have heretofore predom-
inated to the exclusion of Americans in that
country. The new king has become much
impressed with the power and importance of

the United States, and desired to cultivate
our friendship and trade, but '• intrigue pre
vented until Gen. Holdmen, of Kansas, was
appointed consul general at Bangkok, and
took steps to assert American influence,
in which he was singularly successful
over the opposition of native noblemen in
foreign pay. Itwas agreed that if the United
States would elevate the consul general to a
minister the king of Siam would accredit a
minister to this country and iupon recom-
mendation of Secretary Frelinghuysen this
was accomplished at the last congress. Gen.
Holdeman was promoted to the ministershlp,
and upon his return to Bangkok, a Siames
embassy was at once acredited to the United
States. '

DELIVERED HIM UP.

Minister Langston performed a painful
duty In surrendering his son to the authori-
ties on an indictment for murder. This un-
fortunate occurrence brought him home from
Hayti, and he was placed in communication
with his son, a fugitive from justice, hiding
in Memphis, Term. Upon the arrival of the
train from the west to-day, he met his
son and in company ,£ with Officer
Rhodes delivered him into the custody of
Marshal McMichael, who placed him in jail.
The scene on meeting and parting was very
affecting. Langston proposes to abide by the
law and have his son tried accordingly. 'He
believes he can make out a' clear case of
self-defense. Young La; rston is only nine-
teen years old, and at tin time of the shoot-
ing was employed as an apprentice at the
government printing office. He is good
looking and would easily pass for a full-
blooded Caucassian, although he is one-eighth

AN OUTRAGE.

An American Captain Imprisoned in a
Mexican Port, and His Vessel

Confiscated.
Galveston, May s.—Capt. Dajay, of the

American schooner Rebecca, of *" Galveston,
in a communication •to the JVeies, relates a
story of outrage and imprisonment at the
hands of the Mexican authorities at Port
Tampico, on the 17th of February last. The
schooner was in distress, leaking, and put* in
to Tampieo, carrying regular clearance pa-
pers from Brashear, La., for Tampico, but
had thirty packages of merchandise for de-
livery at Brazos, Texas, which
port she was compelled to pass on
account of rough weather and a dangerous
bar. The collector at Tampico forcibly took
the thirty packages consigned to Brazos, and
ordered an immediate discharge of the entire
cargo. Capt. Dajay was arrested on a charge
of attempted smuggling, and confined under
guard,but released next day at the solicitation
of the American minister and consul. • The
judge tiefore whom Dajay was tried insult-
inglyrefused to allow the American consul
to be present to consult prisoner during the
trial. After a litigation of over forty days
the judge decided that the goods must
pay treble duty. Dajay protested that he had
no money. On the 14th of April, the Mex-
ican authorities boarded the schooner, haul-
ed down the American flag and embargoed
the vessel. Dajay appealed to the American
consul, who placed the crew in a hotel.
Dajay, after a short stay, returned to the
United States, leaving the crew with the con-
sul, and the vessel in the lianas of the Mex-
icans. He thinks, that but for the efforts of
Minister Morgan and Consul Cassard, he
would still be confined in a Mexican prison.

Evening: Debate in the House.

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RAILROAD WRECKING.

A Supreme Court Decision Which
Opens an Important Case.

The Original Owners May Sue for Recovery
ofthe Missouri Pacific.

Washington, May 5.—A decision was ren-
dered by the supreme court of the United
States to-day in the important case of the
Pacific Railroad Company of Missouri, ap-
pellant,agaiust the Missouri Pacific Railroad,
G. K. Garrison, Jay Gould and others. The
appeal is from the circuit court of the United
States for the Eastern district of Missouri.
The suit arises out of the alleged fraudulent
foreclosure of mortgage in 1876 on the
property of the Pacific railroad in Missouri,
and the sale of that road, and that the decree
of foreclosure and its reorganization in the
hands of Garrison, Gould and others under j
tin' title of the Missouri Pacific Railway. The
suit, therefore,is virtuallyone brought by the
former holders of the railroad property
against the present holders, to recover the
legal title to it, on the ground that they were
deprived of itby gross fraud. It was al-
leged by the appellant in the court below,
that owing to default in the payment of inter-
est on its bonds, which was made the pre-
text for the forclosure and sale
of its road, was fraudulently
caused, and procured by meaus of
of dishonest collusion between its unfaithful
board of directors and the present appellees,
and that therefore it is entitled to have the
decree of foreclosure and sale set aside and its
property restored to it. The appellees de-
murred in the court below, upon various
grounds, which this court, in an elaborate
opinion by Justice Blatchford, declares to be
insufficient. This court holds:

First—That the charges of fraud in the bill
were sufficient to warrant the discovery and
relief based on those charges.

Second—That the case set forth in the bill
was one knowing that no real defense was
made in the foreclosure suit is in 1876, be-
cause of the unfaithful conduct of the solici-
tor and directors of the defendants in that
suit, and it was therefor a case of which
court in equity would take cognizance.

Third—That there was no laches in filing
the bill, during which the appeal to this
court was pending could not be counted
against the plaintiff.

Fourth—That as the Dili showed hostile
control of the corporate affairs
of the plaintiff by its directors during
the period covered by the foreclosure suit,
mere knowledge by, or notice to plaintiff, or
its directors, officers or stockholders of the
facts alleged in the bill during that period
was unimportant, or case of acquiescences,
assent, or ratification, not having been
shown, and the corporation having acted
promptly when freed from the control of such
directors.

Fifth—That it did not, however, follow
that the parties who became interested in
the plaintiff's corporation with knowl-
edge of the matters sf!t forth
in the bill were entitled to the same standing
as to relief with those who were interested in
the corporation when the transaction com-
plained of occurred.

Sixth—That the circuit court had jurisdic-
tion of the bill, notwithstanding the fact that
the plaintiffand some of the defendants were
citizens of Missouri.

The decree of the circuit court is therefore
reversed, and the case remanded with di-
rections to overrule the demurrers
with costs, and take further proceeding, not
inconsistent with this court's opinion.

The railroad property in controversy in
this case was bought in at a foreclosure sale
in 1876, by James Baker,for C. K. Garrison,
Russell Sage and others, and the controlling
interest in it afterward sold by the latter to
Jay Gould, and it has since that time formed
an important link in Jay Gould's system.
The present case came to this court on
a legal technicality in ISBO and was decided
against the plaintiffs or original owners of
the road. The decision rendered to-day will
enable plaintiffs to bring the case here upon
its merits and get the final decision of this
court upon the charges of unfaithfulness and
fraud which itis alleged were the means by
which the road was wrecked.

FATAL RAILWAY MISHAP.

An Engine in a Fog Splits One Car
and Telescopes Two Others.

Two Persons Fatally Injnred, and Twenty
Others Seriously Hurt.

Chicago, May 5.—A dense fog prevailed
over the southern part of the city this morn-
ing. The Chicago and Eastern Illinois
suburban train left Auburn with passengers,
coming into this city to business. A stop
was made at South Englewood. Just as it
was pulling out, a heavy locomotive of the
Grand Trunk road, which enters the city
over the same track plunged
into the rear of the passenger train,
splittingthe last car and telescoping the other,
pinning the passengers on the broken tim-
bers and flooding the interior with steam
from the engine boiler. Two persons are
probably fatally and about twenty others seri-
ously injured. The following is a list of the
injured:

Henry Wilson, engineer of the passenger
train, cut about the breast and face, two ribs
broken.

John Carroll, Englewood, rib broken.
P. J. Murphy, Englewood, badly cut about

the head and body.
Man named Williams, leg broken.
J. Cahill, Englewood; body crushed.
W. Cockle, Englewood; both legs broken,

one eye destroyed.
A. G. Massey, Englewood; head and body

injured. .
A. J. Hewitt; head cut.
J. Somers; arm broken.
J. McCarthy; internal injuries.
F. Wilson; internal injuries.
M. McGrath; leg crushed.
There were nine others injured, but they

were removed before their names could be
learned.

Itis thought that Wilson and Cockle will
die.

Engineer Terwilliger, of the Grand Trunk
engine was arrested, and locked up in the
town of Lake police station, but subsequent-
lyreleased on bonds. He claims the acci-
dent was due to the fog, and that he did not
see the lights of the train in time to avert
the catastrophe.

The Eastern Forest Fires.
Pittsburg, May s.—Ralph Bagaley, presi-

dent of the Arthur Lumber company, in this
city, returned from the scene of the conflag-
ration in Elk county this morning, and re-
ports the devastation great. He estimates
the loss in Elk county alone over $1,000,000.
The heaviest losers are the mill owners.
Hall &Kane, Pine Run, lose $50,000, and D.
L. M. Otto, Williamsport, $60,000. The
mill of Wm. Goetz, Swiss Mount, is entirely
destroyed, with a number of buildings aud a
large stock of lumber. G.oetz has been miss-
ing since Thursday and, it is believed, has
perished.

Reading, Pa., May s.—The last of the
Blue mountain fires along the northern line
of Berks county was extinguished to-day.

Port Jervis, X. V., May s.—The village
of Gilmans Depot is desolate, and nothing re-
mains but smouldering ruins. The residents
are compelled to sleep in barns, and many
spent the night in the mills, sleeping on saw-
dust, having lost everything.

New Bedford, May s.—Fire in the woods

at Dartmouth is burning over from 100 to
200 acres.

Houtsdale, Pa., May 5.—A large number
of people visited the ruins of Brisbin yester-
day. The rain has dispelled fears of
the renewal of the fire. A strong appeal is
made for immediate aid, as hundreds are
compelled to sleep in. their clothes, having
no bed covering or bedding. . Money is
needed to provide shanties. The citizens of
Houtsdale and neighboring towns are doing
their best, but with a population suddenly
doubled by refugees, they are unable to do
all that is necessary, and are compelled to
appeal to charity.

DESTRUCTIVE CYCLONE.

Davenport and Rock Island Visited
Yesterday by a Disastrous

Cyclone.

One Person Killed and a Number Wounded—
Everything Levelled in its Course.

CYCLONE AT DAVENPORT.

Davenport, la., May —Acyclone struck
the lower end of this city at 4:40 p. m. and
levelled a number of buildings. One person
was killed and a number of others badly in-
jured. Itis not possible to get the loss at
this time.

BOCK ISLAND ALSO STRUCK.

Rock Island, May s.—lt has been raining
almost steady for three days. This afternoon
about half past four o'clock, a cyclone swept
across the southern end of the town, carry-
ing everything before it. Three houses, one
a two story brick,' were completely demol-
ished, and half a dozen others unroofed and
many barns scattered to the winds. The fair
grounds were in the track of the storm and
all the buildings and fences were levelled.
Trees were uprooted or stripped of their
branches. It Is impossible as yet to esti-
mate the damage. Fortunately nobody was
killed though four persons are more or less
seriously hurt. Boats on the river were
drawn across to the lowa side, but no serious
damage to them is reported.

2 a. m.Owing to the lateness of the hour,
and the widely separated territory over which
the wind swept, it impossible to-night to get
any statement of the loss. . The wind was
more of a jumpingthan a whirlingone. The
storm was accompanied by a heavy down-
pour ofrain, and vivid flashes of lightning.
Shortly after the blow the rain ceased, but
later in the evening it began to fall again,
and jb still raining hard.
