The City’s Health.

The board of health met at 7:30 last even-
ing at city hall and were called to order by
Health Officer Warner. There were present
Inspectors H. R. Chrisiensen, Geo. P. Carp
and J. H. Long. Special notice having
been sentthem eight of the hotel Keepers of
the city were present.

Officer Warner, after the minutes of the
last meeting were read and approv-
ed, addressed the board, and
especially the hotel  keepers, upon

the necessity of perfect sanitary regulations
about their hotels. He read sections of the
city ordinancd® relating to this topic and de-
sired them in particular to co-operate with
the board in their efforts to purify the city
before the warm weather came on, he recom
mended dry dirt to be used in sinks and
cesspools as the best absorbant and disinfect-
ant.

The impossibility of maintaining a perfect
sanitary condition so long as the city w:
without an adequate sewerage system was
admitted and discussed. The board ordered
a thorough inspection of the city to at once
be made by Inspector Carp, and that notice
be served upon every citizen to obey the re-
quirements of the board. The board deci-
ded to adopt the most vigorous sanitary
measuares, and call upon all good citizens to
aid them in establishing such a state of
cleanliness as shall prevent an epidemic.

DANA IN MEXICO.

The Editor of the N. Y. Sun Sends Home Lis
Impressions of the Country.

In its constitution and forms the Mexican
Republicis copied after the United States.
The government is federal. The congress,
state legislatures, governors of states, and
the president of the Republic are all elected.
The President is chosen by electors, and he
holds oflice for four years. But here the an-
alogy ceases. Mexico is a military despotism
tempered by pronunciamentos. The Presi-
dent is a general in command of the gov-
ernment. There is nothing short of a rev-
olution to limit his authority.  Politically
ihere are no people, and, in truth, if notin
form, there are no clections. A new Presi-
dent is to be chosen in June next, and the
electors who perform the office of choosing
him are appointed by means of universal
suffrage several weeks wvrevious. Rut no
strarger visiting Mexico would suspect that
an event of such importance was at hand.
No public meelings are held, there are no
discussions of doctrines or policies, nothing,
in short, to indicate the presence of a living
people interested in the conduct of their gov-
ernment. In fact. thereare no parties in
Mexico. There is no polities; there is mno
public opinion ; there is no free press; there
is noself-government. Itisa military des-
potism, without anything of that sentiment
of personal rights which forms the essence
of self-government, and without which re-
publican institutions are a delusion.

The natural relations between the people
and] the Goyernment may be understood
from the story ofa scene which we saw one
pleasant afternoon in the city of Zacatecas.
A squadron of cavalry rode up the street with
carbines unslung and ready for use, sur-
rounding a body of 110 or 130 men, followed
by a throng of women,children, and old peo-
ple, wailing and lamenting. These men
were conducted to a railroad train and
packed in a car, where they were watched by
an armed guard on their way to the capital.
Inquiring, we were told that they were mens
of bad character, who had been seized in va-
rious” localities by the Jefz Politico, the chief
magistrate or mayor of the fundamental dis-
trict or township of the country. Thev had
not been convicied of any offense; they had
not had any trial, but were simply arrested
by the Jefe, committed to prison, and finally
turned over to the federal authorities to be
enrolled as soldiers and sent to the distant
and unbealthy coast of Yueatan. They were
men of bad character, it was said, and were
sent off as such; but the Jefe Pottico is the
only judge in the case. He can take whom-
soever he thinks proper, and no judicial
tribunal is ever called upon to revise his
condemnation or interfere with his act. The
men were good-looking fellows enough,
and many of them bore their fate with cheer-
fulness; but the lamentations of the wives
and mothers were heartrending. What sort
of a republic can it be where such things are
practiced? And what sort of a people can
it be who patiently submif to such things?

Of course a goverm: nt like this must be
corrupt. No proofs are necessary to estab-
lish this principle. Despotism and publie
plunder go hand in hand; and if we are to
believe the assertions of men of every des-
cription in the capital—professional men,
merchants, bankers, foreigners and natives
—one must be convinced that the present
administration of the National Government
is corrupt beyoud example. The fortune of
the outgoing President, all acquired since
he came into office, is variously estimated at
from 3,000,000 to £10,000,000, while other
officers of less dignity are believed to have
profited by their opportunities in the same
manner. This sort of scandal is universal.
Each officer, civil or military, who is import-
ant enough to exact it, has his share in the
general plunder. Every contract and every
concession pays its dividends; the military
commanders oun the frontier are charged with
conniving in smuggling, and of the courts
it is believed that they sell justice to those
who pay. Of course a foreigner visiting the
country cannot know whether these things
are true or untrue, but only that they are
alleged by responsible and respectable per-
sons.

In such a condition the press is naturally
subsidized by the government.  In the city
of Mexico we are told that there are only two
journals which do not receive such a subsidy.
These are the Monilor Republicano, a daily
paper in the S8panish language, conducted by
Mr. Garcia Torres, and the Mezxican Financier
a weekly publication in Spanish and English,
couducted by Mr. Simeon Levy and Mr. Syl-
vester Baxter.

The most powerful individual in Mexico
af present is Gen. Porfirio Diaz. He was
President for four years previous to the ad-
vent of Gen. Gonzales, who is now in power
and he will undoubtedly be chosen to the
same office at the election of June next.
Gen. Diaz is the most popular citizen of Mex-
ico, and no other man is spoken of for the
office of President. Against him no charge
of corruption is alleged. He appears tobe a
statesman -of solid and progressive ideas,
and if the government and the people of
Mexico are 10 be led into the paths of genu-
ine and substantial progress, he is the only
living leader who has the ability to conduct
them. No public man in any country, of
our day’ has had such an opportuniiy as now
lies betore Gen. Diaz. He may regenerate
his people and ereate a genuine republic
where one exists in name only. The task
is gigantic, but that statesman who achieves
such a reform will remain illustrious as long
as the history of his country is preserved.

PUBLIC CHARITIES.

Quarterly Report of the Secretary of
the State Board of Charities
and Corrections.

An Interesting Document Relative to County
Institutions Throughout the State,

Wastefulness and Bad Policy in Poor Re-
lief, Illustrated by Goodhue County,

At the quarterly meeting of the state board
of corrections and charities, yesterday, Messrs.
Berry, Campbell, Doud, Wells and Bell and
the secretary were present.

Dr. Doud reported that it was deemed best
to postpone the matter of a conference which
had been previously discus:-##. The com-

mittee on asylums and veformatories
were instructed to examine the in-
stitute for the deaf« and dumb

at St. Peter as to the praciicability of separa
ting the wings from the main building by
iron doors for better protection against fire.
Expense accounts for the quarter of $191.85
for traveling, stationery, postage etc. were
audited and allowed.

The exhaustive and detailed report of the
secretary, including valuable statistical tables
on the pauperism of the state and the cost of
its support in several of the most prominent
counties was -read, accepted and placed on
file.

Secretary Hart's Report,

Seerctary Hart submitted his third quar-
terly report. He proceeds to give the dates
of the amounts paid by the committee to the
different charitable institutions of the state.
The reform school has been improved in ap-
pearance and convenience by some much
neededed repairs. The necessity of seperat-
ing the deaf and dumb asylum into three
compartments by the use of iron doors and
barings and the extension of the brick walls
above the roof is recommended as a protection
against fire, as a fire in any portion of it
would necessarily destroy the whole struc-
ture.

The addition to the building for the school
for idiots and imbeciles is under contract
and the work begun. Provision should be
made for 200 more pupils with a separate
custodial building.

The institute for the blind at St. Peter has
for the first time adequate facilities in its
new building, the new building for chronic
patients filled up at a cost of $250 being
worthy of the study of county commissioners
intending to build poor houses. It remains
now to make the buildings more attractive in
outward appearance.

The Rochester insane asylum has only one
patient in close confinement, and the older
portion of it is very imperfectly ventilated.
The female conviets at Hastings are as weil
caved for as facilities there will admit, but it
is very unfortunate they are under male at-
tendance alone.

The secretary during the quarter visited
fiftcen county jails and city lockups.

The Hennepin jail has been renovated by
paint and whitewash, but the county com-
missioners refuse to furnish prison suits to
rid the premises of vermin.

Stevens county has a new jail,but it is dark,
and compels the association of prisoners.
There is a women and boys’ cell in the sec-
ond story, and the sheriff’s rooms are com-
fortable.

Clay county has a good new jail, but the
cells are dark and there is unhindered com-
munication between prisoners, a lawyer, a
negro and a sixteen year old boy being the
prisoners herded together. The prison is
kept very clean except the Police Gazette is
admitted for reading matter. The adminis-
tration of Sheriff Hozzy is beyond eriticism,
however, and Andrew Ellingson is a good
j:lil’cr. .

. Told county has a good new jail, similar
toStevens county,butstill more poorly lighted,
and is well kept.

Otter Jail has a new Pauly Bros’. cage in
the basement of the court house, but it is not
in use, the prisoners being keptin another
part of the basement which is insecure and
unsuitable, the windows being accessible to
accomplices from without. The prisoners
are in danger of their lives in case of fire and
are locked in with no person on the premises
Laving a key to let them out in case of a fire.
This jail will always bea @iscredit to the
county. .

The Steele county jail has a Pauly Bros’.
cage bought five years ago which has been
broken twice by prisoners. It is not secure
as the zheriff has pried off some of the slats
to let in light, and communication is easy
with the outside. The ventilation is poor
and the closet arrangement out of repair.

Pope county jail is in the basement of the
new court heuse, and is of the worst type,
being damp, filthy and insecure. Fortu-
nately there has been but three prisoners in
it in eight years.

The Douglass county jail is equally abom-
inable and more mischievous as it is in con-
stant use. It is in the cellar of the
sherifi’s residence. It has two insecure
wooden cells and two dungeons built in
under the ground, and in none of them can
one see toread. The water vaults cause an
intolerable stench on the premises. The
sherifl resigned a few days after the visit,
and it is unnecessary to remark upon his
administration.

The Polk county jail is a primitive wooden
structure of spiked plank, and has two rows
of wooden cells. It is insecare and unfit for
use, and the county proposes to build a new
one.

There is no better jail in the state than

that of Stearn’s county, but though
secure, it is very inconvenient,
unevertheless it is kept cheerful,

clean and wholesome. Its walls were cov-
cred with pictures, plants were everywhere
and there was plenty of good reading and
no Police Gazetles. The bedding was clean,
the corriders were lighted. Sheriff Mickley
has held kis office for thirty years and never
lost a prisoner. He is very vigilant and
watchful and has a link of a fetter he caught
a prisoner severing with a saw made from a
common steel pen. If Sheriff Mickley could
open a department in the normal school for
training jailers it would be a great blessing
to the state.

The lockups of Fergus Falls, Moorhead,
Sauk Centre and Waterville were visited, and
except the first one are all made of two inch
plank and unfit for human occupancy. The
Fergus Falls lockup consists of two boiler
iron cells in a room 12x35, the only furni-
ture being straw mattrasses on the floors.

The new Wabashaw poor house turns out
to be very illy constructed and inconvenient,
and its inmates are badly mixed up therein,
while the warping of boards give it all the
ventilation necessary. Steele county poor
house on its poor farm is also very unsuita-
ble, there being no accommodation for the
separation of the sexes. The overseer and
avife are efficient and do their best.

The Otter Tail poorhouse is overcrowded
and unfit to be enlarged, and it will be the
best economy to abandon it. The present
situation is such that it s hard to observe
common decency on the part of its inmates.
Overseer James Sheldon does the best he can,
keeping the house in good repair, the paupers
clean and comfortable and their beds in good
shape.

The Nicollet county poor house is eighteen
miles from St. Pecer, und is a strictly Scan-
dinavian institution, all the inmates but one
or two being Swedes or Norwegians, Econ-
omy is the rule of the house. The furniture
is old and scanty, and the house old and
ricketty. The inmates are terribly huddled
together in sleeping rooms in which rela-
tionship or sex is not minded, and the beds
abound with bugs. The overseer has only
8400 & year to support himself and
family, takes good care of the farm ‘and

does all his own repairs. Sugar is only put

-

on the table on Sunday and the inmates
spin most of their own yarn on an old-fagh-
ioned wheel. Lastyear the farm maintained
twelve inmates and fed the overseer and
family and the net outlay of the county in-
cluding the overseer’s salary was but $430.
The inmates and county board are well satis-
fied and the overseer has had $50 added to
his salary. The connty has a beautiful farm,
but the house is unfit to repair and should be
moved off and a new one built,

Lyon county bought a poor farm last year
which is not needed and a house is now be-
ing erected on it which will cost $650. It
has no fitness for a poor house. The over-
seer runs the farm on shares and boards the
paupers at $2.50 a week.

The most important work done by the see-
retary was in the counties of Marshall, Todd
and Stevens. In Marshall county he pre-
vailed on the commissioners to forego their
plan of building a poor house, and in
Todd county the commissioners were
prevailed upon to defer rebuilding their poor
house which had been burned until they were
able to build a sultable structure, The county
commissioners of Stevens county were also
disuaded fgom purchasing a poor farm as in-
tended by them. In all of these cases the
secretary thinks the welfare of the counties
and the panpers was promoted by the action
taken in each of these counties.

The sending of an insane United States
soldier from 8t. Peter to the general hospital
at Washington through correspondence with
the secretary of war,was detailed to the relief
of the state treasury to the amount of $75 or
$15 per annum.

The secretary states that at the last quar-
terly meeting he submitted tables showing
expenditures on account of pauperism for
five years ending September 30, 1882, but
was unable to account for the - wide aiver-
gence between counties of equal population
and like circumstances, -nd concluding his
report says:

During the past quarter reports in detail
have been received from seventy-five of the
seyventy-six arganized counties of the state,
The several ~ounty auditors and the town
clerks in ~ounties having the town system
have given 11l the assistance in their power,
and T am now able to lay before yon a de-
tailed statement, which will shed some light
upon the question. For the sake of compari
son Ihave arranged twenty-four counties,
reporting 15,000 or more inhabltants, in the
order of their population, and have reduced
the expenditure to a per capita basis. I
cautioned auditors to give a ‘‘safe moderate
estimate’ of population, Jan. 1, 1883, so
that most of the estimates are probably too
low rather than too high, making the ap-
parent expenditure larger than it really is.
Of these twenty-four counties, Goodhue,
Otter Tail, Wabashaw and Washington show
the highest per capita expense, being seven-
ty-one, forty-three, forty and one-half and
thirty-eight cents respectively. Goodhue
county exceeds her next rival, Otter Tail,
by more than 50 per cent., and spends nearly
three times as much as the average. She
spends more in the aggregate than Ramsey
county. Her medical expenses are more
than those of Ramsey, Fillmore and Winona
counties combined. Paupers in Goodhue
county are allowed to send for any physician
they choose and the county foots the bills.
If the physician is young and business dull
the pauper is sure of faithful care. It costs as
much to run the poorhouse of Goodhue
county as those of Fillmore,
Winona, Rice, Olmsted, Mower and
Houston countles, with a population of 144,-
000. Only Wabashaw county spends as
much proportionately, and it has just put up
a new building. Turning to the item of out-
door relief, we discover that Goodhue coun-
ty spends in the aggregate as much as Ram-
sey and Winona counties together, but in
proportion to her population she spends just
as much as Hennepin, Ramsey, Fillmore
and Winona counties. Goodhue has a list
of sixty-six pensioners, who receive a fixed
sum each month, summer and winter, aver-
aging $63 each. The city of Minneapolis,
with thrice the population, has fifty-six, who
receive an average of only $50 each. Super-
intendent Williams carefully revises the list
every month, and the aid is increased or di-
minished according to necessity. Only Wa-
seca county dare compete with Goodhue
county, having twenty-five pensioners, who
receive an average of $85 each. Besides the
sixty-six pensioners Goodhue county has
seventy-four others, who receive an average
of $24 each, making a total of 144, who re-
ceive en average of $41 each.

It may be supposed that Goodhue county’s
expenses are so large because she has so
many paupers. Not so. Winona county,
with an equal population, gave outdoor re-
lief to 163 paupers, at an average cost of
$21.50 each, yet Goodhue county spent $10,-
500 in outdoor rellef and Winona county $4,-
500. The real cause of the excess is unwar-
rantable extravagance. There has grown up
through a series of years a system of alms-
giving which has bred paupers. It is not
necessary to blame any one. Each new
board of commissioners have found the sys-
tem bequeathed as a legacy. The present
chairman of the board is working faithfully
to reform the system, but it must be broken
up. The remedy must be heroic. The
pauper expenses of Goodhue county can be
cut down at once 40 per cent. without any
real hardship, and it ought to be done, mnot
only in justice to the long suffering taxpay-
ers, but still more in justice to the paupers,
whose independence and self respect are be-
ing destroyed. The commissioners should
hire a competent, humane, honest man to
investigate every case, and cut off inexorably
every one who can help himself. Others
should have their summer allowance reduced.
The pension should be éarefuily revised at
each meeting of the board. The commis-
sioners can rest assured that if they do not
do this work the voters will do it, and cer-
tainly the commissioners, with their knowl-

edge of the situation, can do it more humane-
ly and wisely.

T haye dwelt upon Goodhue county, be-
cause it is the most conspicuous example.
The report of Wabashaw county is less com-
plete, and I am unable to assign the cause of
her high rate.

The population of Otter Tail county is un-
doubtedly set too low, making the rate appear
too high, but in any case it is one of the
highest. The published statement of the au-
ditor for the past year shows a marked dif-
ference between, expenditures in different
parts of the county. In the First commis-
sioner’s district, including the city of Fergus
Falls, with the greater part of the pauperism
of the county, the total amount of temporary
relief given by the commissioner was $105.
In the Fourth district, covering a more re-
mote and sparsely settled portion, the tempo-
rary aid amounfted to $614. Often, by good
counsel and common sense, a commissioner
can do more good than by an order on the
county.

It is a much disputed question whether the
town system of poor relief is an improve-
ment upon the county system. Nine coun.
ties have that system in operation, viz: Ben-
ton, Carver, Douglas Freeborn, Hennepin,
Le Sueur, Sibley, Stearns and Wright, be-
sides Kankiyohi, which began that system
Jan. 1, 1884. T have reports from 95 out of
153 townships and villages in these nine
counties. This plan unquestionably reduces
expenses to some extent, all of these counties
except Hennepin being below the average.
In Benton and Sibley counties the expense
is merely nominal, yet the same is true in
Lincoln and Morrison counties under the
county system. Carver county spends
eleven cents per capita, Freeborn eighteen,
Heenepin twenty nine, Le Sueur fifteen and
a half, Stearns eleven and a half, and Wright
sixteen and a half. On the other hand,
among the larger counties having the coun-
ty system, McLeod county spends only six
and a half cents per capita, Houston ten,
Mower eight and and Fillmore ten and a
half. It is possible, therefore, to secure
equal economy under the county system.
The town system exposes towns to the risk
of great expense from epidemics. For ex-
ample, in Wright county last year, a small-
pox epldemic made it ry for the coun-
ty to come to the assistance of the towns.
Many towns levy from $15 to $50 a year for
the poor, and a single case of sickness ab-
sorbs it all in a few weeks. The towns are
thus placed under great temptation to ship
their poor to other places, which has been
done in a number of cases. I am not pre-
pared as yet to pronounce decidedly for or
against the town system. It brings the pau-
pers and the officers into closer relations,
which is a good thing. Respectfully sub-

The Washiugton Monuwment,

The work of laying stone upon the Wash-
ington monument at Washington has been
resumed after a winter’s rest. The monu-
ment is now 410 feet high, and it is expectod
that at the rate of progress that was made
1ast year it will be completed by the close of
1885, having then attained the dizzy height
of 555 feet. When fiuished, it will be a
unique piece of architecture, and something

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of a triumph of engineering skill, and yet,
after all, it will be but a “‘stun spike,’” a-use-
less, meaningless, and unbandsome obe-
lisk. The only argument in favorof its
completion was that it would be discredit-
able, having begun it, to leave it unfinished.
‘It having been begun and built to such a
height,” writes a resident of Washington,
““it should be completed to a height never
before attaiped, and on it should be placed
an electric light that would illuminate the
whole district.”” The idea is likely to be
realized. It will be eighty-seven feet higher
than the Strasburg cathedral, forty-four feet
higher than that of Cologne, one hundred
and seven feet higher than S8t. Peter’s two
hundred feet higher than the Milan cathed-
ral, and seventy-five feet higher than the
pyramid of Cheops was when jtwas new.
The elevator which is used to holist the stone
to the top is the highest in the world, and
better praise than anything else is, that not
a single life has been lost in the construction
since the government undertook the work,
when it had reached the height of 150 feet—
if indeed any life had been lost atall. On
the top will be a platform some eighteen or
twenty feet square, and at the bottom prob-
ably a group of statuary. An electric light
was displayed from the top of the monument
this spring with a fine effect. The cost of
the monument will be about $800,000.

IRVING'S FAREWELL ADDRESS.

Full of Compliments to America—The Re-
ceipts of his Season,
. N. Y. Sun, April 27,

Mr. Henry Irving and his company faced a
most brilliant audience last night at their
farewell performance in the Star Theatre. He
chose for his closing night the trial scene
from “The Merchant of Venice,’’ the fourth
act of “Louis XI.,” the third act of ‘‘Charles
1.,” and the fourth act of “Much Ado About
Nothing,” and throughout the evening he
and Miss Terry received the warmest ap-
plause. As the curtain fell on the last act the
audience fairly rose with applause, and final-
compelled Mr. Irving to speak. He said:

Ladies and Gentlemen: It is my privilege
to thank you for all your goodness toward us.
Iwish my tongue possessed an eloquence that
would adequately express my thoughts. [Ap-
plause.]

On a night that will ever be remembered
by us, six months ago, you welcomed us to
these boards, and I thank you, as the repre-
sentative audience of the Empire City of the
United States, for the welcome which we have
everywhere received from the American peo-
ple. Not one jarring note, not one ungen-
ous sentiment, has marred the happiness of
our stay among you.

Arab like we pitched our tents and traveled
to many places, and traveling in America is
unlike traveling in England. The distances
are greater and the-cities are further apart.
Some one has kindly suggested that,to oblige
us, they might, perhaps, be pushed a little
closer together; but we can certainly, after
visiting your country, sympathize with the
American gentleman who was afraid of ven-
turing forth from his hotel in London lest
he might tumble over into the sea.

But [ wherever we have been we have re-
ceived agracicus and generous hospitality,
and the last four weeks have shown us that
New York has in no way forgotten the first
kind greeting she gave us.

Of the efforts which have helped to gain
your favor it does not become me to speak
at length, but thanking you on behalf of each
and all, I cannot refrain from expressing
my pride in the triumph of one who has
made an impression on your hearts which
will never be effaced. I mean my sister ar-
tist, Ellen Terry. [Applause.] She haswon
golden opinions from all sorts of people; her
heart is full of gratitude, and by her fireside
she will often tell of the kindnessshe re-
ceived from the American people.

For myself, Thave a host of delightful
memories. [Applause.] You have shown
that upon the broad platform of a noble art
the two greatest sections of the English
speaking race arelone nation. [Applause.]
You have shown that no jealous love of your
own most admirable actors has prevented
you from recognizing the earnest purpose of
an English company, and we shall retarn to
our homes with the conviction that, new as
our methods may have been, you have set
the stamp of undisguised approval of them,
and your generosity is, I am sure, right
heartily reciprocated by the English people.

Certainly as long as I have a theatre the
doors of the Lyceum will be open towelcome
your distinguished countrymen. One isact-
ing there now. Others will be there by and
by, and that we may not be by you forgot-
‘ten we are returning to you soon.

“Dick,” said your great Abraham Lincoln
to Gov. Oglesby, ‘Dick, keep close to the
people,”’ and that the American people may
not forget us, we are coming, if all be well,
in the next autumn. [Applause and laugh-
ter.] We shall return fuﬁ of hope and an-
ticipation, and to our friends at home we
shall say that we are returning for a parting
embrace—a six months’ embrace—and I am
sure that our dear land, which has the first
place in our hearts, will not begrudge us the
affection which we bear to America, which
out of the depths of your kindness you have
conjured up,

Ladies and gentlemen, I respectfully,
gratefully, and,” if I may say it, lovingly,
wish you good-bye. [Great applause.]
