Interesting Extracts From the State
Commissioner’s Report.

Fire Losses in Minnesota Averaging Over
Two Millions Yearly.

No Profit on the Aggregate of Insurance
in the State.

Mr. A. R. MeGill, insurance commissioner
of the state of Minuesota, has just published
Lis thirtcenth annn=l report of the insurance
business done in the state during the year.

He says that during the year ending
March 1st. 1884, the following five companies
were allowed to do business in Minnesota:

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LOSSES OF

INSURANCE COMPANIES.

The business of Minnesota during the last
8iX years, taking in the ageregate, has been
done at aloss to the companies.  The pre-
miums have amounted to 39,239,499 during

iod and the losses to  $6,915,677, or
per cent. of the premiums.
a loss to the companies of at
per cent. of premiurhs—that is to

say, of one dollar and seven cents for every
dollar  received. This 1is on an
estimate of thirty-to per cent.
of the premiums for expenses,

which will not quite cover the actual ex-
penses incurred, but which nevertheless is a
fairly liberal estimate, On the entire busi-
ness throughout the country of the companies
reporting here the expenses amounted to 33
per cent. of the premiums. Taking the
twelve years together there is a small balance
in favor of the insurance companies. The
last six, however, made a bad record, and
the last one, 1883, gives no promise of a
betterment of the deplorable condition into
which the state has fallen respecting its fire
losses.  Allowing 32 per cent. of premiums
forexpenses, including taxes, the losses and
expenses incurred in Minnesota in 1883
amount to 110 per cent. of the total income
from premiums. And this notwithstanding
ihe fact that the average premium rate was
higher in 1883 than for several years past.
The inerease in the amount of risks writ-
ten in 1853 over the previous year was $39,-
923,483, and in premiums received, $504,-

the total premiums have been inereased by
the large sum of $861,472.24. This increase

is due to the rapid development and produc-
tion of insurable property in the state. The

SOME OF THE CAUSES OF THE NEAVY
LOSS.
Mr. McGill has the following in regard to
the causes of such large losses:

“It is well known that the two principal
causes of fires are incendiarism and careless-
nes Under the latter head fires oceur in a
thousand different forms.  There can be no
doubt that seventy-five per cent. of the fires
which occur are from preventable causes., It
is not, however, {o the large number of pro-
miscuous fires that heavy losses are attribut-
s to the more select ones, oe-
© commercial centers where
are sare involved. A single fire in
St. Paul in 1880, although confined by the
fire department %o the building in whigh it
originated, entailed upon the insurance
companics a loss in amount five-sixths as
great as their aggregate losses in the entire
state the previous year. The simplest con-
siderations of prudence would therefore
seem to demand that in the construction of
buildings in citiecs—especially  business
houses—ecare should be taken to reduce the
fire probabilities to the minimum. In whole-
sale distriets, and in retail as well where
trade has centerd, too much conservatism
canunot well be execised in this direction.
The enactment and, what is far more im.
portant, the rigid enforcement, of good
building laws in towns and cities would re
duce fire losses—well, who shall say how
much?—probably from twenty-five to fifty
percent.  But it is idle to enact laws on this
subject unless they are to be strictly en-
forced. The great trouble in this whole mat-
ter of fire losses is a lax or apathetic public
sentiment. It is not possible to effectually
enforce a law without the assent of the peo-
ple.  And mere assent is not sufficient—co-
operation is required. When the people
come to understand how much individual
and public prosperity are refarded by this
wholesale destruction of property by fire, such
laws will be enacted and enforced as will
most materially mitigate the evil. Until that
public sentiment is created and aroused the
performance will go on pretty much asit has
in the past. Large and expensive business
blocks are being constructed in St. Paul at
this time—fine, palatial appearing  buildings
—which from a standpoint even of reason-
able safety from fire are a disgrace to the
city, as well as a peril to its cafety.  Solong
as such buildings arc allowed tobe con
structed in acity of the pretensions of St.
Paul, without protest even from any one in
authority, people need not be surprised that
the losses in the state exceed three and in
the United States $100,000,000 per annum.

Mr. McGill condemns the construction of
large huildings without fire walls, where large
arcas on each floor are exposed to the fiames
and says that fires in  such buildings are sel-
dom extinguished, but burns the structure to
the ground.

They Dragged Him Under.

Tsaac H. Abrabamson, of 45 East Seventh
etreet, began business in St. Paul some-
thing over ten years ago as a  dealer in sec-
ond hand goods, and has been a successful
merchant, having amassed a considerable
fortune. Three months ago he was urged to
become a partner of the firm of Ralph Abra-
hamson & Co., of Chicago, and the new
field appeared so inviting that he accepted
the offer of partnership and placed his means
et the disposal of the above named firm.
Matters seemed to be moving along in prop-

. er shape, and Mr. Abrahamson had no rea-
son to doubt the integrity and stability of
the Chicago house. Day before yesterday he
gent $1,300 to his partners, and five minutes
afterwards he was shocked bya telegram
stating that Ralph Abrahamson & Co, had
failed, and yesterday an attachment was

filed against Isaac’s stogk in 8t. Paul. This
Was afterwards dissolved by stipulation of at-
torneys, Mr. Abrahamson making an assign-
ment to Ely Frank, of Chicago. Nothing
definite is known here regarding the assets
of the united firms, the St. Paul partner being
unable to state the condition of things fur-
ther than that the liabilities will reach some-
thing like $85,000. His store is at present
closed, and will remain so until an invento-
ry can be taken. Mr. Abrahamson is very
much depressed at the outcome of what he
terms his greenness, and is thoroughly at
sea as to his immediate future,

PALO ALTO. |

First Battle of the Mexican War,
Fought May 8, 1846.

Back over the sweep of seasons and the
stretch of years the memories of some men
will wander to-day, and they will hear in the
distant past the rattling of musketry the
{ booming of cannon, the groaning of the
wounded and dying, and above, and beyond
all these, the triumphant shouts of victory
which rose from the plains of Palo Alto,
thirty-eight years ago.

Thirty-cight years linked together form a
large part of any man’s existence, and yet
the flight of time is only discernable in its
cffects upon animate nature.

Thirty-cight winters have passed fol-
lowed by as many springs, summers and
autumns, and thirty-cight times the earth has
been earpeted with the beautiful and variega-
ted hues of tender opening flowers, distilling
apon the the fields and the lawns nature’s
rarest and sweetest perfumes. The seasons
of cach year have been like the proceding
one without any apparent difference. The
same blue skies heve spanned the heavens
The same pure stars have blossomed at twi-
light’s gentle hour, and again disappeared in
in the brigit effulgence of the early morn-
ing. The same sun has risen every twenty-
four hours, flooding the world with its
gentle rays, and making nature re-
joice  and smile. The same ma-
jestie Father of waters has
rolled onward to the sea, held in place by the
same eternal and everlasting hills. Nature’s
changes have been imperceptible, but those
wrought by time on the human family are
ever marked and become more and more ap-
parent as we grope our way down the western
slope of life, guided by the uncertain flicker-
ing light of our setting sun.

What a pity that our veterans must grow
old and lose their youth, their energy and
their activity, and finally pass away and leave
the record of their brilliant achievements be-
hind them! But such is the law of nature,
and while they observe no change in her
laws, yet they are painfully conscious of the
cankering, corroding effect of time wupon
their physical and mental manhood.

Those who reeall the first battle of the Mex-
ican war to-day, on account of personal par-
ticipation therein, are now old and bent with
the weight of years. Then they were full of
the new wine of youth; now the eye has lost
its lustre, the manly frame has lost its erect-
ness, the gait is tottering and uncertain, the
beautiful flowers which nature spreads annu-
ally before them have lost their attractions.
The surviving veterans have had their
share of bustling business, and now in
their old age with their children’s
children around them and supplied with the
comforts of life with which their industry
has surrounded them, a grateful people cher-
ishes fond memories of their gallantry and
devotion in the service of their country. Of
those who led the conquering armies of
Mexico none survive. Scott, Taylor, Twiggs,
Kearny, Percifer F, Smith, Wool, Worth,
Paterson, Quitman, Pillow, Harner, Shields
and Doniphon have long since been entered
upon the roll of the distinguished dead, but
some of the young men who participated in
that war still live and are among our most
respected citizens.

Tothis list may be added General B. F.
Scribuer, of Indiana, now on a visit to our
city. General Scribner was also a conspicu-
ous officer in the late war, and was distin-
guished for his bravery and ability on more
than a score of bloody fields.

Of the grand army that captured the City
of Mexico, probably not over one thousand
are now living, the others having answered
their last roll call and passed through and
beyond the dark valley of death.

What grand progress we have made since
the battle of Palo Alto! The truth is that the
great improvements in fire-arms and all the
necessary machinery of war, have been
equaled if not surpassed in all departments
of the mechanical arts and sciences, and to
write fully upon this progress would simply
be to write a history of our country. Soldiers
were armed with the old flint-lock muskets,

whose accuracy could not be relied on
beyond seventy-five vards. Then
there were no railroads, nor

telegraphs, by which supplies could be
brought forward, or orders sent, but without
these Scott and Taylorachieved great victories
over the Mexicans, and captured their capital
city. To-day commemorates the anniversary
of the first battle of that war, by which we
extended the borders of Texas and brought
New Mexico and California under the
shadowy sheen of our glorious banner. In a
military point of view our acquisitions on the
Pacific coast are worth to us in case of foreign
war, more than a thousand times what the
Mexican war cost the nation, and now as the
stars and stripes wave over our land from the
Atlantic to the Pacific ocean, let us thank
God to-day for the courage and devotion of
the veterans who so bravely bore that banner
upon the bloody fields of Mexico.

RAILWAY AFFAIRS.

Assistant General Passenger Agent
Fee Injured in Illinois.

The Union Pacific and Ames and Dillon—
The July Dividend.

The Transcript says of the statement that
Fred. L. Ames and President Dillon had
sold their Union Pacific stock: “We can
say positively that Fred. L. Ames has not
sold a share of Union Pacific for himself or
family for three years past, and that the
Boston transfer books show a net loss in the
stock discharged to New York last week of
less than 300 shares. These were sent to
New York last week 975 shares, and 740
shares were eceived therefrog, fa net loss of
235 shares. Dillon has been the largest

holder of Union Pacific, and has been in-
creasing his  holdings until lately, when he
was obliged to trim his ship. He now, ac-
cording to the best advices, holds 25,000
shares and will continue to hold them.’?

Regarding the reported passing of the July
dividend by the Union Pacific company, the
same paper says: ‘‘The question of the
July dividend has not been considered by
either the executive committee or the direc-
tors, nor will it be for some weeks. The
Union Pacific can divide its surplus earnings
amounting now to 13 per cent. on its share
capital, without contravention of any stat-
ute, and before July arrives, from the pres-
ent outlook,the company will have made earn
ingsapplicable to dividends.

Reorganization of the Toledo, Cinecinnati &
St. Lowis.

Tk~ bondholders of the St. Louis division
of the Toledo, Cincinnati & St. Louis railway
on Tuesday discussed informally Austin Cor-
bin’s proposed plan of reorganization, al-
ready published, and adopted the following
resolution: ‘“That a committee be appointed
to represent the bondholders of the St. Louis
division of the Toledo, Cincinnati & St.
Louis railroad company in arranging the new
plan of reorganization, with full powers to
act in preparing the papers for the signatures
of the bondholders, and that this committee
shall confer with the present committee who
represent the main line bondholders and the
St. Louis division and Austin Corbin, for the
purpose of harmonizing the interests of all
and for the full protection of the security of
the holders of the St. Louis division, and that
the committee shall be George N. Smalley,
Jonathan Dwight, Weston Lewis, Samuel
Atherton and I. A. Evans.

Reduction on Ore.

The Northern Pacific road for the purpose
of helping out the mining interests along its
line of road, has determined on a reduction
on the rates of ore and matte from Helena
and Butte to eastern terminals. The present
rate is $16.00 per ton for ore. Heretofore it
has been $20. For matte it is $17; former-
ly it was $20. There is no change in bullion
rates. The information from the Ceur d’-
Alene mines is of the most remarkably rich
findings ever seen, A gentleman was show-
ing in the office of the road yesterday several
large specimens of gold that he had brought
from the mines. Some of them were chunks
as large as one’s thumb.

Injuryto My, Fee,

Yesterday morning the general offices at
8t. Paul of the Northern Pacific road received
a dispatch stating that Mr. Chas. S. Fee,
general passenger agent of that road, was
very seriously injured on the Wabash road.
Of course this information caused a good
deal of interest, and everybody was anxious
to know how much he was hurt and all about
the particulars. For sometime they got
nothing more satisfactory. Finally a dis-
patch was got through stating that Mr. Fee
was injured, but not seriously. The accident
was caused by a broken rail on the Wabash
road in Illinois, and Mr. Fee was removed
to the city of St. Louis, where he now is.
His wife, in response to a dispateh, left St.
Paul yesterday morning for St. Louis.

Mexican Railroad Party Safe,

ToPEKA, Ks., Mdy 7.—A telegram was re-
ceived here saying, a dispatch hus been sent
to Boston announcing the safe arrival of the
special train bearing the general officers and
others at the City of Mexico. At a bridge
on the Mexican Central road, a hundred
miles below Chihuahua, obstructions were
placed on the track with the evident inten-
tion of robbing the passengers. Amnother
train, a construction train, preceded, howev-
er, and was wrecked, six men being killed,
eight or ten wounded and fourteen cars
ruined. The rumor that anything has hap-
pened to the special train is discredited at
the general offices.

Freight Classification Associatidh,

St. Lours, May 7.—The joint classification
committee met this forenoon, W. L. Mellon,
of the Chicago & Northwestern railroad, pre-
siding. Consideration of the plans of the
sub-committee was entered on, and progress
made in changing the classification of glass-
ware, bottles, etec. A communication from
nearly two hundred jobbing merchants of the
Missouri and the Northern Mississippi valley
was received, protesting against the abolition
of car load rates, as suggested by the Chicago
& 8t. Louis freight bureau.

Rail Notes.

The annual meeting of the Michigan Cen-
tral road is to be held at Detroit to-day.

Mr. C. H. Davis, assistant passenger agent
of the Northern Pacific road, has returned.

Mrs. Col. Rucker and son, of Fort Snell-
ing,left yesterday over the Albert Lea Route.

The Northern Pacific road has given no-
tice that the agency at Allen, Montana, has
been closed.

The Ilinois Central has not taken any
steps to fill the place of General Traflic Man-
ager Tucker, who recently resigned. Mr.
Tucker will remain till the 15th.

Roswell Miller, assistant manager of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road, and D.
W. Keyes, first assistant general freight
agent of the same road, are in St. Paul.

It is claimed that Colorado passenger rates
are in as demoralized condition as Colorado
freight rates, and that tickets are being sold
by scalpers from Chicago to Denver at a re-
duction of $10 to $15 from the regular rates.

Thomas L. Pierce resigned his position as
travelling freight agent of the Grand Rapids
& Indiana Raiiroad company. George 8.
Fowler has been appointed travelling freight
agent, with headquarters at Grand Rapids,
Mich.

Information was received at the railroad

Paul yesterday re-
ceived a circular to the effect that A. C.
Dawes has been appointed general passen-
ger and ticket agent of the Hannibal
and 8t. Joseph railroad, with headquarters at
St. Joseph, in place of 8. K, Hooper, re-
signed

Com missioner Vining gives notice that the
following rates will be applied from Council
Bluffs upon shipments of pig lead in car
loads of not less than 20,000 pounds until
further notice: To Chicago and common
points, 15 cents; to Mississippi river points,
12; to Toledo and Detroit, 2114 cents.

The Vincennes & Ohio River Railway com
pany held its annual election in Vincennes,
Ind., yesterday, when arrangements were
made to begin work. The road is designed
to run from Vincennes to Jasper, a distance
of sixty miles over a continuous deposit of
coal. Louisville capitalists, if this is sue-
cessful, will begin at the other end and meet
the Vincennes road at Jasper, a part of the
road having been graded a few years ago for
a now defunct corporation.

This
would seem ro indicate that the great north-
west has still great influence in drawing
emigration.

Cbris is a bulldozer who
lives under the lea of Dayton’s Bluff and he
makes it Lot for the little community by his
threats. He was up yesterday on complaint
of his neighbors, and he gave $500 bonds to
keep the peace.

The case of Frank Poplar, charged with
attempted rape, was dismissed on motion of
tbe county attorney, it transpiring that the
charge had been trumped up.

THE STATE OF FLORIDA.

Sunk in Mid-Ocean by Collision with
a Sailing Bark,

One Hundred and Twenty-three Lost from
the Steamer, and Twelve from the
Bark.

NeEw Yorg, May 7.— The distance from
Farther Point to Quebee, where the steamer
Titania, with the crew of the wrecked State
of Florida, is expected, being nearly 300
miles, makes it doubtful whether the partic--
ulars of the disaster will be learned till a late
hour to-night. Austin, Baldwin & Co., gen-
eral agentsof the State Steamship company,
received a dispateh, and a duplicate was re-
ceived by the associated press. It reads:

Farrtuer Poixt, Que., May 7.—The steam-
ship Titunia, inward bound, has on board
twenty-four of the crew of the steamship
State of Florida. The latter collided with a
bark in mid ocean, and went right down.
Out of 167 souls, only forty-four were
saved—of the other twenty have also been
picked up. The bark also went down with
twelve souls. The survivors will be landed
at Quebec to-night”’

These dispatches are not inconsistent with
the report made by the City of Rome, that a
ship, which signalled her in mid ocean, had
on board a part of the crew of the State of
Florida, but on the other hand, corrobates
that story, and leads to the conclusion that
the twenty not picked up by the Titania,were
picked up by another vessel. The agents
cannot account for the collision, as the offi-
cers of the State of Florida were well trained.

Farraer Point, May 7.—The Titania re-
mained here so short a time that only brief
particulars were obtained. Twenty of the
supposed survivors were in another boat and
picked up by some other vessel. The bark’s
name is unknown by those on the Titania.
The Titania will arrive at Quebec about 8 to-
night, but only exchanged pilots there and
proceeded to Montreal. It is probable the
survivors will be sent ashore at Quetec with
the pilot boat, and put in charge of the
proper authorities.

Arrestof a Forger and Bigamist.

In cell No. 1 at city hall reposes the form
of Wm. F. Williams, who was deprived of
his liberty yesterday morning. Mr. Williams
had no idea that justice, like a poised hawk,
was about to swoop down on him, and so
when Detecfive Ahern interrupted his prom-
enade at the corner of Third and Sibley
streets, he was very much astonished. He
was also yery indignant, but he was inclined
to regard it all as a joke, and so he aecom-
panied the officer to ecity hall. The charge
against him is forgery and perhaps bigamy,
for he is a sad lothario, and the offence was
committed in JTowa, near the state line.
He was arrested on the strength of a photo-
graph and circular forwarded from Luverne,
in this state, where he was in business as a
hotel keeper for a short time. Since the
photograph was taken he let his beard grow,
but, just the same, he is the right man, and
this is why his arrest is considered a very
clever bit of work. It is understood that he
is indicted in Iowa for bigamy, and he will
be held here to await instructions from the
autborities of that state.

The dam across the Sioux river at Flan
drau went out Monday night, entailing a loss
of over a thousand dollars to Butes, Lindsay
& Co., proprietors.

More than 500 people turn out mnights at
Helemra to witness the wonderful feats of
Prof. Wilmot on the monocycle and the by-
cicle race with Armitage. A mile was made
in 3:51.

A petition has been quite numerously
signed in Kingsbury and other southern
counties, in favor of the appointment of
Secretary Teller as Governor of Dakota. He
has a good many friends and a brother at
the head of the interior department at Wash-
ington.

Hon. H. Barber, Jr. and Col. Chas.
Rudolph, both scientists and scholars of the
first water, are holding public discussion of
the authorship of Shakespeare’s plays. Their
discussion of the theme is erudite and ex-
haustive and it is thought will settle the
vexed question for all time.

The Republican convention in Montana
followed the usual course of those bodies this
season—giving Arthur the taffy and Blaine
and Edmunds the delegates. One candi-
date for delegate, who had the bad luck to
announce himself for Arthur, received but
seven votes to thirty-one for Edmunds and
twenty-nine for Blaine.

As a matter of information and disinterest-
ed benevolence to those who are not ac-
quainted with the localities, most of the
papers in the yet small towns but with vast
expectatlons, throw out casual intimations of
this sort: ‘It may not be out of place to
say now and here that Dakota is the most
promising territory in America, and
the most promising town in Dakota. This
is for the benefit of strangers only, as resi-
dents all know this now.

Morton county, of which Mandan is the
capital, selected J. H. Hager, M. A. Vinton,
W. Carpenter, Jr., and Dr. C. F. King as
delegates to Pierre, and provided for a per-
manent organization. The party is very
strong, probably a majority in that county,
and it is designed to keep up the party lines
in future. The party there is for ‘the old
ticket,” even if its members have to be car-
ried in an ambulance or hearse.

There is encouragement for the democratic
party in Dakota in-incidents like this report-
ed by the Howell Chronicle, that are happen-
ing every day: ‘‘Last Friday afternoon oup
citizens were somewhat surprised to see our
friend, E. E. Floyd, on the street whooping
and yelling like an Indian. Upon inquiring
it was learned that he was the happy father
of Democratic twin boys. Elmer thinks
there is nothing equal to Dakota sod, and
that if other crops do as well, it will be but a
short time until he will be rolling in wealth.”

‘While Richardson, the enterprising and in-
defatigable editor of the Daily Times, of Val-
ley City, was at the Huron convention his
friends served him a clever trick. They
bought the ofice of Hon!-C. F. Kindred for
$3,000 and advanced $1,000, and secured
from Mr. K. a frce lease of the rooms for
years. Mr. Kindred has large interests in
that place and has expended a good deal of
money in sustaining a daily there. The pa-
per has been ably managed and worth much
te the community and could hardly be in
more enterprising hands.

In the ‘‘turning and overturning’’ in poli-
tical matters in Fargo, it is regarded as one
of the curious incidents and illustrations of
the theory that republics and city counecils
are ungrateful, that the city council of Fargo
has voted its patronage away from the Re-
publican, the oldest morning daily and news-
paper head of the revolution, so said at least,
to the small evening paper, the Swun, which
was not regarded as a serious rival. But
under the management of Ed. Hall it has
become an institution, and is elbowing
around among its big sisters quite uncom-
fortably to them.

La Moure Progress: There is some sort of
an arrangement evidently effected in the in-
terest of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
and Chicago & Northwestern railways,
whereby they will be enabled to give through
passenger rates to Bismarck. It is an-
nounced that two stage lines will be put on
immediately connecting the northern ter-
mini of these linesQwith Bismarck. This
may be a slight infraction of the pool arrange-
ment, but not enough to in itself cause a
rupture. These two lines, although appar-
ently wishing to tap this land of promise, are
afraid to do so by constructing their roads
further north.

Ald. D. M. Kelleher heads the delegation
from Stutsman county to Pierre, and it is
expected will be one of the delegates to
Chicago. Some are suggesting his name as
the Democratic candidate for delegate in
‘congress. Heis an untiring worker and
would roll up an astonishing vote in north
Dakota. As against a south Dakota man. on
the Republican ticket there is no doubt that
he could take nearly all of both parties. If
he does not want it and Col. Morton could
be persuaded to take it and canvass the ter-
ritory, he would run the Republican close
and possibly could be elected. The Republi-
cans are likely to be divided and split into
factions.

Startling, if True.

A Yankton paper has discovered a Bis-
marck scheme to saddle the cost of the cap-
itol upon the latter. It would not be advis-
able for tax-payers fo lose sleep on account
of the discovery, Thisis the way the thing |
is to be done:

““A new and startling plot is developing
itself here upon the soil of southern Dakota
—a plot conceived in the councils of the
Northern Pacific capital commission com-
bination and given birth the extreme south-
cast. The purpose of the conspirators is to
secure a majority in the next legislature and
already active operations for the accomplish-
ment of this end have been instituted.
Through this majority the design is to secure
a confirmation of the work of the -ecapital
commission and then to levy an appropria-
tion of a hundred and fifty thousand dollars
upon the tax payers of Dakota to pay for
the building erected by the people of Bis-
marck. This structure has been built en-
tirely on credit. Not one cent of money has
been placea in the territorial treasury, as is
required by the alleged act under which the
location was made. A legislature such as
the conspirators are laboring to secure would |
be pledged to an endorsement of the work of |
the capital eommission, and in giving such |
endorsement would repeal the entire capital |
commission act. This would relieve Bis-
marck from its unfulfilled obligation, and
would saddle the entire expense of extrava-
gant ouilding operations upon the taxpayers
of Dakota.”

There is no doubt that Bismarck would be
quite willing to invest in a scheme of that
sort, and the experience of the north poli-
ticians in manipulating the southern men,
has no doubt given them great confidence,
but the interesis of the north could not be
united on a project of that nature.

Wolf Killing in Montana,

As showing the number of wild animals
killed in Montana, the treasurer of the ter-
ritory reports that for the four months ending
April 30, 1884, he paid $3,351 in bounties on
56 bears, 52 mountain lions, 2,143 timber
wolves, and 688 cayotes.

Ocean Steamer Romano Sunk.

St. Jomxs, N. F., May 7.—Captain
Bremmer, of the steamer Nevada, of the
Guion line, gives the following additional
particulers of the collision with the Romano,
on Monday the 4th, noon, latitude 4250, lon-
gitude 47 25, while on the way from New
York to Liverpool, four days out, collided
with Romano, of Hull, belonging to the
Wilson line. We struck the ship on the port
side, abaft the amidships, bursting into the
engine room. The Romano sunk in less than
an hour. Her passengers and crew came on
board in their own boats. It was calm at the
time with a heavy swell, and our collision
compartment is full of water, and our bows
Dbeaten in from the fore foot to the deck,
when the cargo was shifted and
temporary repairs cffected, we  bore
up for St. Jolins. On Sunday we fell in with
the St. Lawrence, and transhipped the pas-
sengers of the Romano, two in number, her
cru\\' and our own passengers.
