A $300,000 Failure.

BripGePOoRT, Conn., May 12.—The city
was greatly excited to-day when it became
known that the property of John Hurd had
been attached tothe amountof $300,000,
and an accounting demanded in the interest

_Stock company. The company was organ-

ized in 1881 by John Hurd and Fred. H.
Miles, of this city, and Wm. I. Barnum,
Lime Rock, with a capital stock of §500,000,
divided as follows: John' Hurd, 3,980
shares; Fred. H. Miles, 20 shares, and
W.. H. Barnum 1,000 shares. It was
provided that the said parties might at their
discretion increase the number of cars and
issue stock for the same for their individual

benefit. It is alleged that Hurd and Miles
have increased the stock to $1,000,000.

Plaintiffs complain that Hurd and Miles have
frequently refused to disclose what has been
done with the funds. Stock-in the Housa-
tonie Rolling Stock company and other simi-
Jar orcanizations has been sold in large
quantities through Hurd, Miles and others,

THE KITCHIE GAMMIS.

Duluth’s High-toned Club on a Lit-
tle Storm Over the Question
of License,
To the Editor of the Globe:

There are no dudes in Duluth.
A breeze from the lake generally
wafts them to a warmer clime as soon as
they appear, or stiffens them into men if they
have the proper stamina ta stand. But it
doesn’t follow that the men of the Zenith
have no hankering for the good and sweet

things of this life, because their legs are
thick and not shadowy. On the contrary,
quite the reverse, ete. For your

true bon vivant and jovial good fellow com-
mend us to a Duluth man of the upper
orade when he where the
of the vulgar can’t see him. There once
was a time when it wasn’t safe to hint at a
possible rivalry between St. Paul and Du-
luth, but that time is past, and itis not
treason to assert that Duluth has a high

toned social club which lays over anything
your y can furnish, and which
the wicked, (but now reformed ?) town
by St. Anthony Falls will never equal. It i3
hightoned and elevated in everything, high
up in the third story of the Opera house ; high
in its admission fee; high in its monthly
dues, and decidedly elevating (so
say),in the quality of its liguors. The club was
formed and incorporated last year, and con

sists of most of the " business men of the
place. It has handsome rooms in the Opera
house block, which were furnished at a cost,
it is said,of $5,000. There are card and bill-
iard tables, a stewart’s de-
partment,”’ which rivals anything of its kind
outside of Chicago. The object is exclusive-
ly social, and neither business nor art ever
interferes with the interchange of good
spirits. Politics are never discussed, and
this must be hard on the old timers, for a na-
tive Duluthian takes to politics as naturally
as a Minneapolis man to pine lands or
padded directories.

Admission to the c¢lub is not
only members or friends of members 3
lowed to gaze at the beauties within. The
name is the Indian for Lake Superior. and I
have been told by ome of its founders,
was chosen on account of its double
appropriateness, Duluth being at the head of
the la nd the lake consisting, like all
other iakes of water. This symbolic of
the temy teness of the members, for al
though they held on to the ‘stewart’s de-
partment’’ against all opposition, they were
never known to hold on to lamp posts in the
early hours of the morning.

But the reform spirit hath seized upon the
munieipality of Duluth, and it is whispered
that the Kitchie Gammis will have to pay the
3200 license exacted from every place where
liquor is sold Dby the pony or the
schooner. And the Kitchie Gammis
will kick, They claim they do not come un-
der the law, inasmuch as no liquor is sold
except to members. They are a private as-
sociation, not public retailers of fire water
and Jersey lightning, and believe they have
as much right to keep the liquor for their
own purposes in a club room, as they would
have to keep it in their own homes. They
have paid the government license and think
t is enough. The steward’s department
is as necessary to a male social club as a
kettle of tea to an old maid’s sewing society,
and the Kitchie gammis no more abuse the
one than the old maids the other. They
resent being considered {the keepers of a sa-
loon, and beli they have precedents to
sustain them in refusing to pay the village
license. They will probably come out ahead,
but not without some hard work, as many of
the saloon keepers are determined to make
trouble unless the club is forced under the
same law as govern saloons.

And the saloons just now are having a
hard road to travel. Mayor Ensign has in-
structed the chief of police to enforce the
ordinances, and a burglar couldn’t penetrate
a Duluth saloon after eleven o’clock
at night, or at any time
on Sunday. Some few men succeeded in
uniocking the back doors last Sunday, but
the keepers were pulled and forced to pay
$25 fine. There is naturally considerable
dissatisfaction among a certain class, and
they are demanding that no place of husi-
ness be allowed to keep open.  The billard
and pool rooms are all closed and there is no
place for a man not a member of the Kitehie
Gammis to get a drink or have a quiet game
on the Sabbath. And thus Duluth stands
now, muttering at “reform’ and welcoming
the boats from below. R.J. M.

GLADSTONE’S DEFENSE

Of the Acts of the Government With
Regard to Gen. Gordon.

Loxpox, May 12.—In the commons, to-
day, George Anderson, advanced Liberal,
gave notice he should shortly make a motion
to condemn the existence of the house of
lords. The announcement was received
with great hilarity.

Sir Michael Hicks Beach, Conservative,
moved again his motion of May 2, that the
house regrets that the course of the govern-
ment has not tended to promote the success
of Gen. Gordon’s mission, and that steps to
secure his personal safety have been delayed.

Gladstone, rising to speak in defense of
the government’s cause, was greeted with
hearty and long continued applause. He
congratulated Sir Michael Hicks Beach on
his forcible speech, but strenuously denied
that the government had deserted General
Gordon. “The demand of the honorable
gentleman,’ he insisted, ‘“‘amountéd to a
war of conquest against the people strug-
gling to be freed. [Cheers from the liber-
als.] ““The war which El Mahdi is raging is
a war forfreedom. It is that which the hon-
orable gentleman wishes England to put
down.” [Renewed cheers.] Continuing,
the prime minister denied that the goyern-
meut failed to do one single act that was
not for the safety and success
of General Gordon. “The echarges
which the honorable gentleman had just
preferred against the government are ab-
surd. They can only be accounted for by
his lack of knowledge of the true facts. The
real object of the motion, whatever may be
its ostensible aim, is to displace the govern-
ment.  [Loud cheers from the Liberals.]
Gladstone thereupon referred to official dis-
patches to prove Gen. Gordon’s security and
justify the action the government had taken.
He contended the charges failed to note the
fact that Gen. Gordon had orders to resort to
the military if peaceful measures shounld
not prove successful. “I have a duty,”
Gladstone said, “to Gen. Gordon, and a
duty to the country. Both will be performed
despite the scoff of the honorable gentleman
at climatic danger and difficulty. It may be
the duty of the government to plant a British
force in that terrible country, but the govern-
ment declines to be driven on without con
sidering the blood, honor and treasure of
England, and the government also declines
to enter upon a vast scheme of conquest to
please the captious opposition.’”” [Cheers.]

Failed for $1,000,000.

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THE MINNESOTA MUFFERS.

They all Play Into Their Positions
Again with Apparent Ease.

News From the Diamond Field in Other
Places About the Country.

The Minnesota clubs again surrendered to
their opponents yesterday in good shape.
