Prices dropped !4@2 per cent.,
the latter for Central Pacific, which fell to 42Y.
The other weak stocks were Chicago & North-
western, Chicago, Milwankee & St. Paul, Dela-
ware, Lackawanna & Western and Union Pacific.
Before the first call i officially announced
from the Union P: office that rates to Chicago
and Denver were be ictly maintained. At
this time a sharp borrowing demand for stocks
get in and New Jersey Central commanded 7.1
per cent. per diem for use, Missouri Pacific at 25
@ 3%, Delaware, Lackawanna & Western 1-64@ %,
elphia & Reading 1 Lake Shore and
Western Union Telegraph 1-64, New York Cen-
tral and Northern Pacific preferred flat to 1-64:
other shares generally flat. The denial by the
Union Pacific officials and the scarcity of stock
for borrowing purposes lead to heavy purchases
to cover short contracts and prices rose %@2
per cent.
