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SEVENTH ST, ASSESSMENT.

Discussion Before the Board of Publie
Works Last Evening.

Messrs. Humphrey aud Willius Argune Against
the Pending Assessment.

The board of public works held an ad-
journed meeting last evening to hear Messrs.
J. K. Humphrey and Ferdinand Willius in
regard to the assessment for the Seventh
street improvement, which is laid on the
property owners of the street from Jackson
street over Dayton bluff to the easterly limits
of the city.

MR. HUMPHREY

said that the laying of 12 per cent. on valua-
tion of property on a single street to the
amount of between two and three hundred
housand dollars was a very unusual proceed-
ing. This was the second time the Seventh
street property owners had been called upon
to bridge Phalen creek, and to make the
Seventh street fill. The first time it was a
local improvement and its cost was borne by
the property benefited, but when completed
it became a great artery for the St. Croix
valley travel and commerce to reach the city
and practically commerce absorbed it. Now
commerce, not the property owners, demand
this improvement, but that the property
owners shall pay the bill, which, as the im-
provement was a general one, like the Wa-
ww street bridge, he claimed should be
d for with city bonds instead of from the
s of that street alone.

He could
not see from this how the board
hased their rule for assessment.
He further proceeded to show

n explaining the higher benefit accruing on
the property by the improvement on the
side of the viaduct over that of the east
side, that if the work should be discontin-
ued now that the Sibley corner property
would be lessened in value $8,000, while the
Maple corner would depreciate but $500.

The gist of the figures and comparisons he
stated was to show that the business part of
the property on the street was that greatly
benefitted by the improvement and not the
Dayton bluff portion, and that the board
had made the mistake of assessing the

former too low and the latter too hich. Be-
sides he claim »d that the improvement of
Scventh strect was almost as  equally

aldvantageous to property owners on Jack-
son, Sibley, Wacouta, and other business
streets running southerly as far as Fourth
street, and even to Third, and, as to the
property owners on Seventh, as this improve-
ment brought up values thereon to $500 a
front foot, the ssessment  should be
lightened on the Bluff and placed on proper-
ty according to its benefit, not only west of
the viaduct to Jackson street, and on side
streets, but up to the Seven corners.

He then proceeded to read a big  bundle of
Jetters gathered from business men on
Seventh street, between the viaduct and
Jackson, and on the business
streets in the vicinity,  showing
a heavy falling off in business since the
bridge was torn down, to prove that this was
the portion of the city to be most benefitted
by the work in question by its easy access
from the territory eastward. He did not
appear before the board with any intention
of retarding this great and needed work so
vital to the trade and prosperity of the whole
city, but thinking the board had made a
wrong bas sments, and had labored
under misapprehension as to benefits, to
sce if they found they had made an error
to have them correct it as far as possible,
which he had every reliance that they would
do.

He did not appear to kick against his own
assessments, for he was willing to pay them
as they stood, although benefits would be
twice levied upon the same property for the

ame thing, whlch, as far as Davton bluff
was concerned, according to the u;lvnntm:es
derived, would be a great wrong. But Day-
ton bluff people did not want the work delay-
ed, but only asked the relief of equal assess-
ments for benefits derived, and would under
this v its just tax and be happy in so
doing.

In conclusion Mr. Willius thanked the
board for the cousideraiion paid him at the
hearing, and the board in return thank-
ed bim for the facts and points he had
given them. and stated that as far as
possible they should profit by them. They
had never given the care, time and consid-

ation to any imvrovement that they bhad

owing not only toits magnitude but
to the multitude of interests involved, and
knew that with all their caution that they

were human and therefore liable to err in
eome particulars.  They-invited the gentle-
men and all others interested to be present
at the me s of the board relative to this

work and assured them that they should be
respectfully heard and their suggestions
taken under careful consideration.

The time  alloted to Contractor O'Brien to
complete the Seventh street viaduet masonry
expiring on Thursday the board concluded
to let the matter of the unfinished contract
go over to Thursday evening for consideru-
tion and adjudication. It is safe to say how-
ever that the importance of opouiuc;' this
thoroughfare at the first possible moment to
greatly impeded  travel is of so much im-
portanee that if the contractor does not spry
up the city will take the contract into its own
hands to execute at hi Adjourned
0 o’clock.

Yesterday’s Court Cases.

The trial, by jury, of the suit of Ex-Gov.
C. K. Davis against C. P. Chateau and one
Moffat, of St. Louis, consumed the greater
part of the day yesterday, before Judge Brill,
and was most especially interesting to the
legal profession it being a suit for $3,000
legal fees. The suit in which Gov. Davis
was employgd was bronght by one of the
heirs of a former partner in the Northwest-
ern Fur Company, against C. P. Chateau &
Co., the successors of that company for
$150,000. This case Gov. Davis attended
to for Chateau & Co. through the United
States circuit court, and it being appealed
to the United States supreme court, prepar-
ed the brief and wasto argue it when he
was abruptly informed by letter by Chateau
that his services would not be needed and Ros-
coe Conkling was substituted. Gordon E. Cole
and Mr. Squires, of Bigelow, Flandran &
Squllll,lpeﬁ"ed as counsel yesterday for Davis
gnd Jobn M. Gilman for Chatean.  Among

the legal expert witnesses as to the worth of
the labor done by the plaintiff were Messrs.

The British Censure Debate.

Loxpox, May 13.—2The debate upon the mo-
tion of censure was ‘resumed in the commons
this afternoon.

He believed all England would say aye
to the question whether Gen. Gordon should
be rescued. Gladstone would either have to sub-
mit to this demand or resign. Mr. Forster,
lately chief secretary for Ireland, made a vehe-
ment speech, attacking the policy of the govern-

ment. He was frequently interrupted by voci-
ferous cheers on the part of the con-
servatives. In  this instance he gaid,

T cannot support the government. Hartington,
secretary of state for war, made a strong
speech in def of the gov t He said
the governmeént fully recogunize their responsi-
bility for General Gordon's safety, and they had
1no desire to avoid this responeibility. He de-
fended the government’s course in sending troops
to Snakim and not to Berber, and pointed out the
risk and suffering to be ineurred in dispatching
forces to the latter place. He denied the govern-
ment were neglecting to take steps to secure the
safety of General Gordon, but said an expedition
to crush Mahdi was beyond the responsibility of
the government. The house was crowded, For-

ster’s speech created a sensation.

What Our Neighbor Thinks of Us.

That the eyes of the world are upon us,
and that we get pretty well talked about and
talked about in a most flattering manner is
shown by the report of the commissioner of
railways of the provinece of Quebec, just is-
sued under the authority of the legislature,
by the ‘‘queen’s printer.”” This blue book
of some 130 pages is largely taken up by a
strong and able endeavor to show that the
shortest and most advantageous route from
St. Paul to Liverpool is through
Quebec, and to demonstrate the importance
of securing the carrying trade of our city and
the immense field of which it is the center.
The report quotes many passages from the
report of our chamber of commerce lately
issued, and in speaking of the great north-
west and its center, St Paul,the report says:
‘“When we consider that the regions destined
to benefit by this shortening of distances,
Nebraska, Minnesota, northern Wisconsin
and Michigan—produce sufficient cereals to
export 60,000,000 bushels, the shortening
assumes a serious importance and the future
of our railways becomes most brilliant.
If we could succeed in attracting to our
ports even one half of this enor-
mous traffic, what  an impetus
would be given to the trade of our magnificent
ports of Montreal and Quebec. Unless we
can suppose the farmers of the west to be
entirely blind to their dearest interests, it is
hardly possible to doubt that these probabili-
ties will become accomplished fact, for to
the agricultural populaiion of the west it
implies profits which may be calculated by
millions. The traffic cannot bet be consider-
ably increased by the development of agri-
culture in Minnesota and Nebraska where
the population increases rapidly and where
more than 60 per cent. of the arable
lands have yet to be settled. Some idea of the
progress of these regions may be formed
by considering that of 8t. Paul, the commer-
cial centre. This “‘town’ 1is perceptibly
growing and its commerce is increasing to a
surprising degree as shown by the following
facts published in the report of the board of
trade for the year ending on the 31st of De-
cember, 1882.

On
being searched the sum of $775 was found
upon his person. When arrested he was
badly rattled and for some time he refused to
talk. He is a portly built man, about fifty
years of age, quite solid in appearance, and
possessing more than the average intelli-
gence. The sheriff of Kidder county is ex-
pected to arrive to-day. i

The prineipal place
of transaction of business is the city of
Duluth.
