The meeting of the board of directors of
the chamber of commerce was well attended
yesterday morning.

SPRINKLING OP THE STREETS.

The matter of sprinkling the streets of St.
Paul was brought up by Mr. McCluucr and
quite a number of the members expressed
theirviews. The high price of the water and
the difficulty of getting it at all formed the
principal causes for complaint. All agreed

that the dust this season is more disagreeable

than it has ever been before and that the
price of water for street sprinkling purposes
is too high. The opinion prevailed that the
price of water should be just
as low as possible, and especially
lor street sprinkling purposes, sprinkling
the streets being in the nature of a public
necessity. The subject was finallydisposed
uf on a motion made by Mr. Murray, that the
committee on streets be instructed to con-
fer with the water commissioners in regard
to the subject.

THE NEW ORLEANS EXPOSITION.

The followingreport made by the executive
committee was adopted:

To theßoard ofDirectors, St. Paul Chamber
of Commerce—Gentlemen: Your committee
to whom was referred the communication of
Prof. Boucher, respecting the New Orleans
World's Exposition and Cotton Centennial,
beg to report that Gov. llubbard has organiz-

pose of securing a proper representation of
the products and resources of Minnesota at
the exposition. Gov. Hubbard is president

CATLLE RUNNING AT LARGE.

This subject was before the board at its
nuttinglast week and was referred to a com-
mittee, who reported as follows to the meet-
ing yesterday morning:

To the Chamber of Commerce, St. Paul. —
The special committee to whom was referred
a report and resolutions on the subject of
cattle being allowed to run at large in the
city of St. Paul, report: That they have con-
sidered the subject and unanimously agree
that to allow cattle to run at laree within the
city i= a great source of annoyance to the
citizens generally, causing much damage to
private property; in many cases destroying
shrubbery that cannot be replaced except at
great expense and years of time. Your com-
mittee is of the opinion that the only remedy
for the evil is entire prohibition of cattle from
running at large and the enforcing of penal-
ties upon all owners of cattle who permit
them to do so.

Your committee have no means of com-
puting the damage annually caused by cattle
trespassing on others' property, but we are
persuaded that itgreatly exceeds the profits
of keeping cows as public commoners within
the city—and even if it is profitable to keep
cows and pasture upon the public, it is no
hardship to owners of cows, and violates
none of their rights to restrain such running
at large.

Itis behind the times for a ereat city like
St. Paul to tolerate such a nuisance. We
present resolutions for adoption by the
chamber.

Segdhed, By the chamber of commerce of
St. Paul, That the common council is earn-
estly requested to take measures to restrain
cattle, horses and domestic animals from
running at large within the city, by vigorous-
lyenforcing existing ordinances and adopt-
ing and enforcing new ones, if the existing
laws are not sullicient to remedy the evil.

The following were considered and placed
on file: Protest against the opening and ex-
tension of Oakland street; reduction of the
assessment of M. P. Moriarty for opening
Eaton street.

The attorney's opinion that D. L. Crego
was not entitled, to any balance for the in-
crease of cost over the figures of his contract
for grading Third street from Kittson street
to Broadway was accepted as final and the
petition for the increase placed on file.

The matter of the complaint of McArthur
Bros., having the contract for the Seventh
street filland bridging, that they! have been
notified by owners on the south side of
Seventh, between Maeria and Hoffman ave-
nues, not to take earth from their lots there-
by delaying the work, was considered and
placed on file as also the engineer's com-
munication in reference to the planting of
trees on Como avenue, the contractors being
held to furnish the trees specified in his con-
tract and not being up to it.

The attorney was authorized to draw up
the contracts for Arthur Mullen to build a
sewer on Rondo street, and forWm. Stockton
and John Linguist for building a sewer on
Exchange street.

The matter of paving Fifth street from
Broadway to St. Peter with Cedaf blocks was
referred to the Engineer for plans and speci-
fications.

A favorable report was sent to the council
in the matter of the construction of a sewer
on Tenth street, between Cedar and Minne-
sota streets.

The following assessments were confirmed:
Grading and bridging Forest street from Sev-
enth street to Case street, at a cost of $7,-
--973.25; widening, opening and extension of
Eaton street, from Herman street to south
city limits, at cost of $2,886.77.

Specifications were approved for grading
Hudson avenue from Hoffman avenue to
Earl street.

The complaint of Patrick Nash that in his
contract for constructing the Pleasant avenue
and Remsey street sewers, $552.15 was re-
tained from him, was referred to the en-
gineer for a report of facts.

The engineer was instructed to build cross
walks on the south side of Tucson street
across all streets from Concord to Cam-
bridge streets; cross walk on Clinton avenue
across Isabel street in front of M. E. church,
and to put Goffe street between Tyler and
Page streets in a passable condition for
teams.

Plans and specifications for grading Fifth
street from St. Peter street to Broadway, (ex-
cept between Jackson and Sibley streets),
were approved and the clerk authorized to
advertise for bids.

The following were confirmed: The as-
sessment for opening, widening and exten-
sion of Temperance street between ' Tenth
and Morris street, and the assessment for
change of grade on Farqmer street from
Seventh to Earl street.

The matter of a change of grade on Isabel
street between Dakota avenue and Ohio
street, was referred to the whole board to
view the premises.

The matter of grading Bidwell street from
Delos to Curtice street was referred to the en-
gineer forplan and estimate of cost.

The matter of constructing an Oakland
blue stone sidewalk in front of lot 10, block
6, ofRice & Irvine's addition on north side of
Seventh street was referred to the Third
ward member. The owner is to proceed at
once to construct the necessary area wall and
relay walk, otherwise this order will be car-
ried out..

Tne matter of oppeningand extending Mo-
hawk avenue, between the south line of city
and Cherokee avenue at a cost of $5,500. was
referred,to the Sixth ward member.

The application of J. T. Holman and bond
for plumbers license were approved and li-
cense granted, as also to A. S. Kin slow.

SUBURBAN FIRE.

A Destructive Fire Started by Children
and Matches.

Six Buildings Burned on Bates and Hudson
Avenues—Loss Over $10,000.

A match is a bad thing to put into the
hands of a child. About noon yesterday a
number of children were amusing them-
selves with matches in a barn situated on
Bates avenue near the old Hudson road. The
matcßes went off. and the barn went up in
smoke and so did about from $10,000 to
$13,000 worth of other property.

When the fire first started an alarm was
turned in from box No. 02; this was at 11:56
a. m. The department made the best time
possible, but the fire was a dandy and itbeat
the record, spreading itself pro-
miscously. The worst of it was
that there was no water supply;
a cistern a mile away might as well have
been in tophet for all the good it done. The
fire laddies unreeled their hose, however, and
laid nearly 3,000 feet of rubber before they
got a stream on the blaze. The chemical
was on deck but of course it could not do
much in the face of such great odds. The
fire burned itself out and the result was that
half a dozen buildings were destroyed.

707
Hudson avenue and grocery store, owned by
Wm. Schenstine, who carried a fair stock of
goods. He might have gotten his goods out,
but refused to do so, and with the result they
were all consumed. Tlie building was val-
ued at $5,000 and the stock at from $5,000t0
§7,000, all insured.

One story frame dwelling, NO. 705 Hud-
son avenue, occupied by L. Leturmann as a
harness shop. Loss on building8100; con-
tents removed.

One story stable, rear No. 705 Hundson
avenue, owned by Wm. Sharensteine. Loss
about $75.

Two story frame dwelling, occupied by
John Casey and Otto Rohi, and owned by'
the former. Loss §1,800, contents removed.

During the blaze one ofthe firemen,named
A. Miller, pipeman of chemical No. 2, was
badly singed in the face. He went into one
of the burning buildings and the door of the
room was inadvertently locked on him; when
found he was lying face downward on the
floor to prevent suffocation.

Freer, one of the blithe damsels of Alexandria.
They willreside at Devifs Lake City. This is
regarded as a commendable way to equalize the
population of the two sections and promote
unity of interests.

Robert Tuttle, of the Mandan Pioneer, com-
pleted his matrimonial feat at Chester, Ohio, the
past week. Miss Helen M. Jones, daughter of
the able and eloquent Rev. Addison Jones, was
the victim. She has learned from her fathers
sermon chest, resignation at the dispensations
of providence, but has the sympathy of the Da-
kota press. Some insist, however, that there are
greater misfortunes possible to an Ohio type of
beauty than to marry a Dakota editor.

Contracts willbe let in a few days for the erec-
tion of the depot buildings for the Fargo
Southern on Second avenue and Lincoln street,
Fargo. The freight depot, which will be the
same size as that of the Northern Pacific, will
be one block further west. The passeng* house
will be of brick, 100x35 feet, two stories and
very complete in all its appointments. The
company have ample rolling stock on the road
and on tlie way and willsoon opeu up for busi-
ness to Wahpeton.

There are so many applicants to go on the Ty-
ner excursion to the Chicago convention that two
cars willprobably be required, and the later ap-
plicants even then crowded out. The main ob-
ject is to boom north Dakota and have a good
time at wholesale rates. There should be some
discrimination inthe composition of the pilgri-
mage, as it is designed to have a panorama or
cartoon of the company prepared by one of the
old painters to send to the World's exposition at
New Orleans as types of Dakota statesmen.

Agood deal of localpride is felt in the way the
merit of some of the most active citizens of
Fargo has been recognized of li.te. At Huron
Plummer and Edwards and one or two others are
credited with signal displays of managerial abili-
ty, and their modesty is put to the blush at the
compliments dispensed them. At Pierre O'Neil
and Egbert were given posts of high honor.
At the recent convocation of Odd Fellows, Ma-
sons, Knights Templar and G. A. R.,M. A,
Brewer, E. Porriet, A Cantiney, R. S. Fleming,
X. N. Tyner and others were given high posts
of honor, and H. A. Newell and E. H. Dickson
represent the place inthe assembly at Saratoga.

There were celebrations Saturday in Fargo
Traill, Sargent and other counties where there is
a large Norwegian population. There were in
most of the places all the phases of a Fourth of
July demonstration, with bands, burning of
powder, dancing, etc. At Fargo, speeches in
Norwegian were made by John C. Miller, S. E.
Urgra and Col. Plummer, all'newspaper men as
well as Norwegians. Col. Plummer was particu-
larly happy in his description of the straggles for
liberty regulated by law in the old land, and his
vivid picturing of the situation generally. There
are few languages of which he has nota smatter-
ing, and his long disuse of Norwegian made that
so difficult that he mixed in United States so
much that many supposed he was talking Amer-
ican. A dramatic performance and ball followed
at night.

Citizen M. G. McGuire has jnst returned from
Chicago, and reports that a new and well man
aged hotel, the Albemarle, 138 Washington boule
yard, west side, has assigned two floors for the
accommodation of the north Dakota delegation to
the June convention—2oo are expected to go.
The Northern Pacific has tendered them the best

accommodations for $26.60 for the round trip,
with a baggage car and extra caboose forkegs and
other commissary stores. The cost in Chicago
willbe only §1.00 each a day. Applications
should be made to Jndge Stach or M. G. Mc-
Guire several days before rhe 30th. The com-
pany willbe first-class in all respects and com-
prise none who are prone to getting legs tangled
among the commissary stores. Mayor Harrison
is expected to welcome the crowd and guarantee
freedom from annoyance by the blue coats and
starry fellows. Admission to the convention has
been secured.

Buried Mounds Xear Sioux Falls.
Some mention was made last week of discov-

eries in Indian mounds in the Mandan region.
The Sioux Falls Press has an account of the
opening of some of the monnds in that section.
It says: They went down inthe first one about
three feet and unearthed five skeletons (one of
which they brought to the city with them) and a
number of trinkets. Three of the skeletons were
men of gigantic size, another was a squaw, and
the fiftha child. The skull of one of the men
was broken in, showing that he came to his death
by violent means. They were all place,d in the
mound in a sitting posture, with their heads to
the north.

Frm the other mound portions of two human
skeletons and bones of herbivorous annimala
were exhumed. It is the opinion of our explor-
ers that the mounds are solidlypacked with
dead aborigines from the point where they en-
countered the first layer to the natural surface of
the soil.

That section seems to have been the burial
grounds for the Indians who roamed these broad
plains during the mound builders possession of
the country, or during the era when the Indians
laid their dead away inthe ground. Howlong ago
that was we have no information at hand on tlie
subject, but it is known that for over a hundred
years, or long befor Lewis and Clarke's expedi-
tion up the Missouri river, that the defunct Da-
kota Indians were all lnid away on elevated scaf-
folds or inthe forks of trees.

The idea advanced by some of our citizens
that the mounds opened by the parties named
were constructed "thousands of years ago," is
exploded by the fact that some of the trinkets
found with the remains are of modern invention,
particularly the small brass sleigh bells, which
are now on exhibition at Stites &Kimball's
store, but the clubs and stone implements of
warfare taken out are of primitive make. The
bones of the skeletons are quite porous: the
teeth, however, are as sound as ever.

Memorial Dityin Dakota.
There are ovar sixty posts of the G. A. R. in

Dakota, many of them recently established, and
most of them willobserve the 30th of Mayin ac-
cordance with this order of Maj. Thos. S. Free,
commander of the department of Dakota, as fol-
lows :

"The annual retnrn of Memorial day, which
has been renewed for the past sixteen years, will
be observed by all posts and comrades on May
30, next. Each post in its own way will arrange
for tne proper observance of the day. An invita
tion should be extended to comrades, the child-
ren of our schools and the people generally to be
present and participate inthe ceremonies. It is
earnestly desired that arrangements willbe made
for Memorial day services in the different church-
es on Sunday, May 25, and that all comrades will
attend in a body. All nags on Memorial day
should be half-mast. Comrades, let us with
grateful hearts and feelings of tenderness on that
day, cover the graves of our departed heroes with
flowers, the emblems of our love and devotion,
recalling to memory the unknown graves of those
who fell on the field of battle, died of wounds,
died of diseases, who languished in prisons, and
who have died since the war. Thus may be
cherished the memory of their lives and deeds,
revive a deeper love for our country and the flag
whose principles it represents."

Free Masonrn %n Dakota.
Atthe recent organization of a grand com-

mandery ofKnight Templars at Sioux Falls, Mr.
Parvin, the installing officer, made these state-
ments which show that Dakota is at the front in
masonry as well as in other lines:

"The grand commaudery of Dakota is the
thirty-fourthin the United States—the first ever
organized in any t3rritory; and although it is the
yaungest itis not by any mean the smallest—in
fact, it may be said to have been constituted un-
der circumstances more favorable than has been
the case in a majority of the sis-
ter jurisdictions of the states. Four years ago
the first subordinate commandery in Dakota was
chartered atDeadivobd, and now there are five in
operation. As matters of reminiscence. Mr.Pajvin referred to a number of interesting facts.
Nine years ago he assisted in the organization of
tin.' M.isonic grand lodge of Dakota, and to-day
there- tare fifty-foursimilar organizations inthe
United States. A quarter of a century ago, he
and L. D. Farmer, who was installed here as
grand treasurer, participated in the constituting
of the grand commaudery of lowa—the first
north of Missouri and west of the Mississippi
river—and the current twelve-month he has
traveled both slopes of the Rocky mountains and
found in every region the baldric and the plume
of the Knight Templars."

TJie Catholic Church inDakota.
Rev. G. L. Willard, a Catholic priest, givelthis

statement of the progress of his denomination in
Dakota:

"Although we have not a sufficient number of
priests, and large congregations which should
have resident priests are only attended, neverthe-
less the spiritual wants of the Dakota people are
pretty well attended to. While land is verycheap
we are securing good locations for church build-
ings all over the territory. Congregations are
forming, chnrches are building and everything is
assuming an orderly condition in all parts. We
have religions brothers assisting in teaching the
Indians. The Grey Nuns of Montreal are in the
territory at Devil's Lake. The Presentation
Nuns are at Fargo. The Ureuline Muns are at
Grand Forks. The Benedictine Sisters are at
Standing Rock, Bismarck and Yankton. The
Holy Cross Sisters are in the Black Hills and the
Sisters of Saint Agnes are at Yankton. In all
these places are good schools. Itwillnot be long
before Dakota willbe a good home for Catholics.
Agreat many people come into Dakota poor, but
the soil is rich and the opportunities of making
a good livingare many."

A Wonderful Mirage.
There are few North Dakota towns so slow and

deficient in enterprise as not to have a mirage
for the admiration of visitors. Bismarck as the
capital very properly has the most far-reaching
and elaborate, but this one at Sanborn, as seen
by the Enterprise man, is picturesque:

"Looking over the prairie east or west, a vast
sheet of water appeared to extend as far as vision
could penetrate. Its surface was slightly rip-
pled, and every ripple reflected back the sun's
rays in shimmering shafts of gold. Fringing the
north ani south boundaries were towering trees,
whose leaves and branches quivered in the float-
ingzephyrs. Occasionally a rift in the umbra-
geous forests revealed a majestic river emptying
its crystal tide into the immense sea. An archi-
pelago of wooded isles dotted the expanse, and
between them rode magnificent argosies, whose
white wings seemed to be furled and unfurled by
human hands. So real did this phenomenon ap-
pear that at first it imposed upon our unexperi-
enced eye and drew from us an exclamation of
surprise to witness so beautiful a scene oa the
epen prairies."

Xortliand South Dalcota.
There is a measnre of substance in this by the

Devil's Lake Pioneer Press: The Huron conven-
tion seems to have effected a reconciliation be-
tween two of the prominent newspaper men of
Fargo. When it comes to fighting the Yaukton
gang the average north Dakotian would unite
with the devil to down the south Dakotians."
The men of the north depreciate efforts based
exclusively on sectional grounds, especially south
of the line. They desire the unity of the north
not as the north but to defeat combinations that
have their kernel at Yankton. They are more
than willingto act with counties in the south
that enjoy a common disrelish for the Yankton
methods. In fact the disparity of voting powers
makes this indispensable to accomplish anything.
They insist that all local and personal differen-
ces shall be put in limbo and unity enforced on
higher than sectional grounds in the north. Pub-
lic weal and high principle come in here some-
where, and the reader will no doubt see where
and how.

WaitTillYou See JTitn Bill.
In regard to the proposed extension of the

Manitoba road north through Walsh county,
promised by its officers, the Grafton Herald says:
"All the western portion of our county is wtld
with excitement over the prospect of a railroad.
Townsites are spoken of on every quarter sec-

tion and hope spring 3 high in the boomer's

breast, infact there are millions in it—in their
minds. The facts are the preliminary survey

has been ran, but whether the road will be built
this fall or not is another question. The chances
are that it will. As regards townsites and all the
rest of the hoodoo it is well understood that that
day is passed never to return in North Dakota,
which is a good thing for all concerned. If the
road is builtit willbe of great benefit to the
farming community, but we don't believe Jim
Hillis going to make a present of a blooded bull
to every township and we would advise the gran-
gers to take things easy and see how Jim pulls
the wires before they get wild with excitement.
It may pay you better in the long run."

Better Than Xo. 1 Hard.
This statement of a fanner to the Sanborn En-

terprise indicates a general tendency as the coun-
trybecomes settled and this phrenzy to sow
more acres inwheat than can be properly done
subsides; "Ifthere is any virtuein preparation

of soil for the reception of seed, and I believo
there is, farmers next fall will harvest a mon-
strous yield.for mostof them are puttingtwice the
labor on their land they have heretofore done.
It is being well pulverized before sowing, and
the seed well harrowed in. Another thing, noneare in that terrible rush to sow early, as they
used to be. They have learned that the loss in
time is more than compensated for in proper
working of the soil. It is noticeable too that
farmers are accumulating stock as fast as possi-
ble. They are givingup the one crop idea andturning their attention to other and more cer-
tain and profitable sources of revenne. Some
down my wayare going extensively into small
fruit raising, some starting young orchards and
nearly all have around them largo flocks ot
chickens, turkeys and geese."

Mlllhank.
Alarge and enthusiastic meeting of business

men and citizens was held at this place Friday
evening for the purpose of making arrangements
to celebrate the coming 4th o£ July. By a unan
imous vote it was decided to celebrate the na-
tibnal anniversary in a fitting manncr,and a com-mittee on arrangements was appointed to take
the matter in charge.

At a recent visit of the freight and passenger
officials of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paill
railroad at Millbank, it was decided to greatly in-
crease the capacity of the already commodio ua
round house, and to erect extensive car and ma-
chine repair shops.

Said he: "Me squaw, he no good. Me give
Kelly two ponies him squaw." He closely ex-
amined the machine, and when offured'a trade
for it, said: "No; me squaw no good: no make
go," but he beset Mr. K. for a trade for both
machine and operator. He says he has twosquawa and eight papooses, but they can't run a
sewing machine, which he thinks is big medi-
cine."

Rail Routes to the Black IliU.i.
The great trunk lines all mean to get to the

Black Hills in the early future, it is believed.
The Sully Watchman gives the distances of each
road in this: "Taking a straight line as a basis
for each, the Chicago &Northwestern will have
to build about 125 miles, each, from Fairbank
or the mouth of the Okobojo, and 130 from
Pierre to the foot hillson the Belle Fourche on
the east. The Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
line from Forest City would be about 140 miles,
148 from Leßeau and about ISO from Chamber-
lain to the same objective point on the Belle
Fourche. The Northern Pacific could reach the
same point from up on the Little Missouri in
about 175 miles, and could get to the foot hills
north of Deadwood inabout 150 miles."

Toiver City's Benefactor.
In addition to the $100,000 hu gave the univer-

sity there, the Tower City Herald says: "Mr.
Charlemagne Tower has remembered Tower City
again inhis usually liberal manner. Towerlibrary
is the recipent of two volumes of the memoirs
and letters of Hon. Charles Sumner—a college
mate of Mr. Tower. It is a valuable addition \o
the library, and contains many letters to the gen-
erous donor from the dead statesman. In addi-
tion to this Mr. Tower has presented the Library

Another Black Hills Road.
The Dunbar Item,in Sargent county, has strong

faith that a line of railroad from the eastern part
of north D akota to the Black Hillsis inimmediate
prospect. It says: "The line is to run as near-
ly direct as possible from Fargo to Deadwood.
They will establish an indepandent line from
Fargo to Milnor, and from there will follow tho
line of survey which the Northern Pacific, Fer-
gus Falls &Black Hills were intending toTollow,
passing through Duunbar, Newark, Detroit, Co-
lumbia and the great Sioux reserve. There is
not the slightest doubt that the road willbe built
as far as Columbia this year, and quite a proba-
bilitythat the entire line willbe completed."

A Mischievous Visitor,
In some of the newer districts incidents like

this, reported by the Washburn Time', are still
possible: "An odd encounter occurred at
Steele a few days ago. A settler having beea
absent from his dwelling a few hours, on hi 3re-
turn found a coyote in his house, the hungry
beast having played havoc with his provisions.
On being alarmed, the wolf made a dash for the
window, by which he had entered; and as hacame through the broken pane, Mr. Laverty hit
him on the head with a new pick-handle and
smashed his skull. He measured twenty-eight
inches high, four feet five inches long, and
weighed forty-eight pounds."

Poisoned by Hemlock.
Haep.odsbcrg, Ky., May 19.—A horrible case

of wholesale poisoning by hemlock took place
near this place t-day. Eighteen boys, after play-
inga game of base ball, started in search of wild
parsnips, but got hold of the deadly hemlock in
stead.
