Of Committee on Fire Department—Miscel-

laneous —
To the Common Council:

Gentlemen: The Committee on Fire
Department to whom have been referred the
matters hereinafter mentioned beg leave to
report:

In matter ofbills to the amount of §3,875
incurred by the Board of Fire commissioners
in purchasing horses for theFire Department
you- committee have concluded to recom-
mend that the requisite authorty be given to
the Board to pay the same, and" herewith re-
port hack for adoption the two resolutions
offered to that end at a previous meeting
of the Council.

In thus recommending the adoption of
these resolutions your committee would not
be understood as approving the action of the
Board of Fire Commissioners, either iv the
condemnation and sale of old horses or in
the purchase of new ones in their stead.

No property in the Fire Department can be
legally condemned and sold by the Board
without first obtaining consent of the Coun-
ciland in selling the five horses referred to
iv their report the Board clearly exceeded their
authority. We are also satisfied that the sale
was. to put it mild, very injudiciously con-
ducted and that a much larger price "would
have been secured had the horses been sold
singly or in pairs and upon full and ample
notice of the time and place of sale. In this
case no public notice was
given of the time and place
of sale, and so far as we can learn only three
horse dealers were apprised of it beforehand,
and they privately by messenger. It may
be that the special committee, or sub-com-
mittee, having the matter in charge intend-
ed to show no partiality, but the"fact that
only two bidders were pres-
ent though many dealers had
expressed an interest iv the matter, and
that the price realized was much less than
had been privately offered for the same prop-
erty, all indicates bad management in con-
ducting the sale resulting in considerable
loss to the city.

The Committee are also of opinion that
the law should be observed by the Board in
first obtaining consent of the
Council before purchasing horses
or other property, unless the same are neces-
sary supplies, and strictly within the expend-
itures anthorized without such consent.

Your committee have spent several even-
ings in receiving testimony upon both of
these matters above referred to, and without
expressing any opinion as to whether or not
there have been any irregularities in the
matter of these purchases and sales, we
are satisfied the investigation and its devel-

opments will not be without some profit to
those having these matters in charge, and
that hereafter they will be so conducted, and
in the hands of such persons as to be entire-
ly above suspicion.

2. Your committee recommend that 800
copies of tin- report of the Board ofFire Com-
missioners, includingthe reports of the Chief
Engineer and superintendent of Fire Alarm
Telegraph, be printed iv pamphlet form for
the use of the department and the city of-
ficials.

8. Referring to the report of the Board of
Fire Commissioners of April28, 1884, rela-
tive to the construction of cisterns in the
Sixth ward, and recommending that six be
so constructed. Your committee are of
opinion that the number should be limited
to three for the present, as no provision has
been made for the same in the tax levy. We
advise that the Board be authorized to con-
struct three cisterns of 1,000 barrels capacity,
not upon the flats, but upon the elevated
parts of the ward at such places as they shall
deem most suitable.

An ordinance authorizing the St. Paul Dis-

trict Telegragh company toerect and main-
tain telegraph poles and wires within the
City of St. Paul.

The Common Council of the City of St. Paul
do ordain as follows:
Section 1. That authority is hereby grant-

ed to the St. Paul District Telegraph company
to erect and maintain telegraph poles, and
to string telegraph and tele-
phone wires thereon, through the City of St.
Paul, upon such streets and alleys as shall
be. designated for that purpose by the City
Engineer and the Chief of the Fire Depart-
ment of said city.

Sec. 2. All poles erected under this or-
dinance shall be planed and painted, and
be of such size, and shall be placed at such
points on the margin of the sidewalks as
shall be designated by the City Engineer and
the Chief of the Fire Department and shall
be erected, and said wire strung thereon,
under the supervision and subject to the in-
pection and control of said officers.
t .3. Whenever any street on which

any telegraph pole shall have been set un-
der this ordinance shall be graded or paved,
the said company shall, whenever required
by the City Engineer, at its own cost, reset
said poles, so as to conform to the street as
reconstructed.

Sec. 4. All the proceedings of said St.
Paul District Telegraph company under this
ordinance shall be subject to any ordinance
regulating the laying of telegraph and tele-
phone wires in the city ofSt. Paul, which now
exist or may hereafter be passed by the Com-
mon Council of said city, so far as the same
shall be applicable to the lines of said com-
pany.

Sec. 5. This ordinance shall be in force
from and after its passage.
