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IRVING'S BOOK,

Mr. Hatton’s Report of Irving’s Im-
pressions of America,

The Great Actor’'s Boswell Dispenses Sweet-
Voiced Flattery and Plenty of It.

Our Reporters, Trotting-Horses
Table-Talkers aud Rev, M.,
Beecher All Get Their
Share.

Reviewed by the New York World.

The books and writings of recent years
have not wholly tended to strengthen the
kindly social fecling between England and
America, There have been erimination and
recrimination.  One regrets to say it, too,
but it must be confessed that this is more
especially true with regard to books and let-
ters written the other side of the Atlantic.
When, therefore, an English book about
America does not speak of us ina way to
cement that kindly fecling it is 2 volume to
be welcomed. Such a work is emphatically
Mr. IHatton’s “Irving’s Impressions of
America.” In good Yankee argot its re-
sources in the line of ‘“‘taffy” are inexhaust-

o

ible. Of course it is easy to look cross-eyed
on this Kindliness. Nothing Is easier than
to say: “Mr. Irving is coming back to

America; therefore he naturally says pleas-
ant things of us.”

But we prefer not to take this courteous,
generous work in that way. We prefer to
take it just as itis, without any ill-natured
suspicions.

The book is an account of Mr. Irving and
Miss Terry’s tour of America from New
York, westward and backward again. Mr.
Irving writes in the preface:

*“This book is the outcome of a desire to chronicle
in a lasting form some of the ent 8 of a tour which
your kindnes: 8 e a delight to Ellen Terry and
myself. Before leaving London I ven!
prophecy that in journeying to Am
ing amongst frie The prophecy has been full-
filled. = * * Jcs ut frust that I have not erred
in expressing for publication > passing thoughts
about a country which has excited my profound ad-
miratfon and which has the highest claims upon
my gratitude.”

Me. Hatton is Dr. Busch to the Bismarck of
the occasion. The book cannot better be
deseribed than that. There are whole para-
graphs that sound as though they had caught
their very tone from “*Our Chancellor.” It
is odd, this accidental resemblance. One
thing is assured however,—the reader wiil
gather from these pages a higher gentler es-
timate of Irving and Miss Terry as human
beings than he had before. As artists they
need nothing more.  We know them already.
Of their kindliness, their checrfulness in
trying situations, of their thoughtful care
of members of their troupe, however, we
catch constant glimpses ever and anon

throughout this book.

Of the autbor’s inimitable way of saying
flattering things‘ may be given as illustra-
tion a clipping from the account of the Lot-
tos Club dinner to Mr. Irving.

What could be more adroitly flattering
than th

As it was generaliy admitted that the speaking of
this night had never been exceeded in wit and hu-

mor, and for its cordiality towards a famous Eng-
lishman at any of the Lotos dinners, I make no apol-
ogy for printing portions of the addresscs.

Then again, afterwards, Mr. Busch asks
the actor where now, really, has he enjoyed
the most agreeable, social hospitality in the
United States, He answers:

It is diflicult to select, is it not? Itis
bewildering to try to select the incident.
The Lotos dinner—that was glorious, eh!
How well Whitelaw Reid spoke! and Mr.
Depew, Dr. Macdonald, Gen. Porter, Mr.
Oakey Hall, everybody, in fact. A great
gift, to be able to express your thoughts well
standing up in the presence of others! Then
the Lambs Club. If{elt their reception as a
very pleasant thing, because there were so
many actors present. I think I got well out
of the speech-mauking there by adopting Flo-
rence’s written oration. That amused me
greatly, and I think Florence enjoyed it as
much as the others. Well, those are two of
the New York events. Iam endeavoring to
think of them in their order, categorically.
The breakfast which Mr. Joseph Harper
gave me at the University Club, what a rare
lot of men! Mr. George William Curtis struck
me as one who might be very eloquent as a
speaker.””

She said she didn’t object to the climate if
we would only let it alone. But when there
was a cold snap, that she enjoyed and went
out in an open carriage, “New York ladies
would be muffed up in close broughams.”
And when she went back to the hotel again:

*‘An English hot house, where they grow
pineapples, that is the onl: comparison I
can think of, And their _rivate . houses!
How the dear people can stand the over-
whelming heat of them I don’tknow.”

If this sweet, sparkling woman were to
pass a few winters here she would undoubt-
edly find out. That stinging cold which
pierces to the marrow-bones is different
from British cold. But the company grum-
bled throughout in a goodnatured way at the
heated rooms and railway cars, which on
one occasion drew from an American ata
railway station the remark that if an Eng-
lishman were to go to the North Pole he
he would complain of the heat.

Here is a bit of dignified, innocent Eng-
lish which is too good to be omitted:

The habit of letting out walls and buildings, roofs
of barns and sides of houses for the black and white
advertisements of quack medicine venders and oth-
ers is a disfigurement of the land which every Eng-
lish visitors notices with regret, and lovers of the
picturesque, Americans and English, grow positive-*

ly angry over the distigurement of the Hudson by
these money-making Goths and Vandals-

It’s odd, but that very thought has occur
ed to persons this side of the Atlantic.

An amusing part of the book is the actors?
experience with newspaper interviewers.
They are everywhere and anywhere at
once—‘‘Monsicur Tonson’ himseif. John
T. Raymond, that veracious representative
of his country abroad, had painted to Mr.
Irving the Yankee reporters as a wild beast
going abroad with bowie-knife, six-shooter
and war paint and dinning off the bodies of
his victims when he had otherwlse ended
with them. *‘And the bowie-knife of a Tex-
an critic never weighs less than fourteen
pounds.””

““And I don’t think he believes -a word T
have said,” concluded Mr. Raymond, plain-
tively.

This saying of the eloquent Col. Sellers
forms the opening sentence of the book.
Then follows conversations in London, and
arguments pro and con abeut the contem-
plated trip to the United States. Incid-
entally, in this opening chapter, Mr. Irving’s
English home is described, with the ways
and familiar belongings cf its master. His
Busch faithfully and affectionately recounts
the actor’s conversations, art methods and
criticisms, aud gives numerous pleasant an-
ecdotes. The reader gets the keynote of the
whole work from this fiast chaptér. Itis
par excellence a pleasant book. Many of
Mr. Irving’s criticisms and opinions, even
the simple stories he tells, at times throw
valuable light upon his srt. Of his personal
appearance at home the auther says:

It is a frank smile that greets us as the
actor enters and extend# his long thin hand.
I know noone whose hand is so suggestive
of nervous energy and artistic capacity as
Irving’s. Tt is in perfect harmony with the
long, expressive face, the notably wmsthetic
figure !

Again he says: “‘Genius is rarely withon
asense of humor. Mr. Irving has a broad
appreciation of fun, though his own humor is
subtle ana deep down.*’

There is an admirable deseription of Mr. Tr-
ving's suppers in the rare old Beefsteak Club
room in London. Upon the dining-room
wall is still this precious inscription:

edly Mr. Trving’s speech to my Lord Chief
Justice and my lords and gentlemen at the
banquet given him before he left London.
The constantly interjected ‘‘(Jaughter),”
“‘(cheers),” *“(long and continued cheers,”
have a suspiciously Parliamentary smack.
Busch is not spuring of his patron and
friend’s after-dinner speeches at any time.
They appear in luxurious abundance throug-
out the volume.

It is occupied by a number of
mysterious forms, lying about in every con-
ceivable posture, some on the floor, some on
the sofas, their faces partially disguised un-
der slouch hats, their figures enveloped in
cloaks and coats. They are asleep. The
cabin is dimly lighted and there is an odor of
tobacco in the oily atmosphere. ““Who are
they#? asks my friend in a whisper. “‘Inter-
viewers.” T reply, as we slip back to the stove
in the saloon. ‘‘What a picture Dore would
have made of the ladies’ cabin!” says the
English artlst.

But after they get waked up, Mr. Hatton is
really astonished to find there is no rowdy-
ism among the newspaper men. The inno-
cent! If he only knew it, there are no more
refined and courteous, generous men alive
than newspaper men of the best class.
Though we say it that shouldn’t say it, they
are the salt of the earth. And as to being in-
teresting, witty company, bless you, there
isn’t the like of them anywhere for that.
Such is the fact, and one feels bound to
state it. 2

Mr IHatton evidently found the press
fiend not so black as he had been painted.
He evidently bestows on  reporters the high-
est praise within his capabilities when he
says they look as “‘harmless and sociakle as
any company of English journalists.” e
says:

These gentlemen of the press who are going out to
meet Irving are reporters.  Socially they occupy the
lowest station of journalism, though their work is of
primary {n portance, Intellectually they are capa-
bie men, and the best of them write graphically and
with an artistic sense of the picturesque. They
should, and no doubt do, develop into accomplished
and powerful journal ists, for theirs is the best of ed-
ucation. They study mankind; they come in con-
tact with the most prominent of American states-
men; they talk with all great foreigners who visit
the United States; they are admitted into close in-
tercourse with the leading spirits of the age; they
are travellers, and, of necessity, observers.

The reporters meet Irving and Miss Terry
on shipboard. Then one young man, meta-
phorically speaking, puts his foot in it. He
wishes to think of something nice to say to
Miss Terry, Thisis what he hits on:

““If you had a message to send home to
your friends, Miss Terry, what would it be?"?
asks Reporter No. 1—a more than usually
bashful young man.

The question is a trifle unfortunate.

“‘Tell them I never loved home so well as
now,” she answers, in her frank, impulsive
way.

She turns her head away to hide her tears.

Presently the lady gets over i, however,
and to questions whether she would like to
gostarring on her own account, replies:

““There isno chance of my ever desiring
to change. Tam devoted tothe Lyceum,
and to Mr. Irving. No one admires him
more than I do; no one knows better, I
think, how much he has done for our art; no
one dreams of how much more he will yet do
if he is spared. T used to think, when I was
with Charles Kean—I served my appren-
ticeship, you know, with Mr. and Mrs.
Charles Kean—that his performances and
mountings of plays were perfectin their
way. Butlook at Mr. Irving’s work; look
at what he has done and what he does, I
am sure you will be delighted with him.

The varicty of form in which honeyed
flattery is here administered is ingenious.
Our hotels duly get their share of sweetness.
It is very possible, indeed, one remembers to
have heard a hint somewhere that the com-
pany’s experiences at American inns were
not all sweetness and light,but if so, nothing
of it appears in these pages—not a line.
There are only good words for the houses of
entertainment of ‘‘the most hotel-keeping
nation in the world.”” The Brevoort House
gets its sugar-plum. Then:

“It is not like my original idea of it, so
sfar,”” said Irving, the next morning, ‘this
city of New York. The hotel, the Fifth ave-
nue, the people—everything is a little diffe-
ent to one’s anticipations, and yet it seems
to me that I have seen it all before. It is
London and Paris combined. I have been
’round to call on Miss Terry. She is at what
she calls ‘The Hotel ahem! the Hotel
Dam, in Union Square. Dam is the proprie-
tor. It is a handsome house, a fine square.
The buildings are very tall. The cars run-
ning along the streets, their many bells, the
curious wire-drawn look of the wheels of pri-
vate carriages all a little odd. TFifth avenue
is splendid. And what a glorious sky!”

“‘Several interviewers in there,” he said,
pointing to the folding-doors that shut us out
from the other apartment.

He calls our carriages “‘wire-drawn.” No
wonder, after those lumbering ox-wagons of
London!

Mr. Irving’s universal disposition to praise
us is a new Kind of philosopher’s stone that
turns everything to gold. He hears New
York is a strict Sunday-keeping city, and he
is glad of it, because Sunday is the actor’s
only day of rest. He finds the ‘‘great actors’
of America speak English very much as he
does; our trotting-horses he cannot sufficient-
ly admire. For charming simplicity and
sweetness this bit is delicious:

‘Have you no trotting-horses in Eng-
land?#”

“‘Nothing like yours, and no light vehicles
such as yours. I could only think of the old
chariot races as I watched the teams of
magnificent trotters that rushed by me like
the wind. I hear you have a fine race-course
at Chicago. Our friend Hatton told me long
ago about seeing the famous Maud S. make
her great time there.”

““What renders this is all the more touch-
ing is that Mr. Irving is talking toa ¢ ‘Chica-
go journalist”” when he says it. Mr. Hatton
is sure, moreover, a little later on, when he
goes West, that

““In the journalistic literature of modern
criticism there is nothing better than some
of the essays on Irving and his art that ap-
peared in the papers of Chicago and the West.
In this connection itis worth while pointing
out that the absence of an international copy
right between England and American forces
ﬂ]ﬂﬁve writers, who otherwise would be writ-

g, into the press.

But the most absolutely inimitable scene in
the book is the visit of Irving and Mr. Terry
to Rev. Mr. Henry Ward and Mrs. Beecher.
They went to hear the Plymouth pastor
preach, then they took Sunday dinner with
lim. Here are some notes of that dinner:

After
the service Mr. Beecher came to us and of-
fered his arm to Miss Terry, She took one
arm, his wife the other.

Mrs. Beecher
is seventy-one years of age—a perfect gen-
tlewoman, Quaker-like in her dress and
manners, gentle of speech, but with a sug-
gestion of firmness of purpose. Beecher
struck me as a strong-robust, genial, human
man—a broad, big fellow. We had dinner—
the early. dinner that wasin vogue when I
was a boy. It was I should say, a regular
solid New Engiand meal—rich soup, plenty
of flsh, a join! of beef, and some generous
port was on the table. The host was most
pleasant and simple; the hostess most un-
sophisticated and kindly. She took greatly
to Miss Terry, who also took greatly to her.”

Mr. Beecher fairly beamed and gushed.
He gave Miss Terry an aqua marina ring.
Miss Terry asked Mme. B. if she might ac-

cept it. Mme. B. said: ‘Yes, my dear,
take it.”’
