Dr. Millard called for the credentials for his
committee and Mr Sabin called for his and each
committee rushed to the back part of the room to
look over their respective lists. This allowed a
little lull again, while the ridiculons farce of in-
specting credentials was being gone through
with.

The Scheffer men did their credential work
the quickest, and at precisly 2 p. m., the time
when the convention ought to have been called
to order, Geo. F. Sabin rushed to the front and
commenced reading the list of delegates entitled
to seats, He had nearly concluded reading when
Dr. Millard added to the joy of the occasion by
appearing with the names of the Fietcher crowd
and he proceeded to read them in such stentori-
an tones as he conld command.

Sabin got in his work rapidly at this time. THe
moved the adoption of his report, which was car-
ried instanter, and followed it with a motion for
a committee of five to select delegates to the dis-
trict convention.

This motion passed with a rush and Sam Judd,
who was made chairman of the committee, res
ported seven names in a twinkling. A vote was
taken and declared carried. Mr. Sabin ' moved
to adjourn, and at precisely four minutes after 2
P- m. that motion prevailed, and with cheers and
laughter the Scheffer men concluded their pro-
ceedings and left the room. The whole proceed-
ings from the time the committee on credentials
began to report occupied four minutes, making
about the quickest convention on record.

Dr. Millard concluded his report at the same
moment the Scheffer men adjourned, and there
being no further occasion for pandemonium to
reign matters quieted down and the Fletcher
crowd continued their proceedings in & compara-
tively orderly manner,

This running sketch of pandemonium has been
given to show how the *‘grand old party,” does
business when it gets on a jamboree and has the
penitentiary for an assistant. We give below, as
a matter of record, the naked proceedings of
each convention from beginning to finish, omit-
ting the descriptive, which the reader already
has when he has reached this point.

COMMITTEE ON GRIEVANCES.

Fayette Marsh moved that a committee of
five be appointed to ‘*‘draft a report of our grie-
vances to present to the convention at St. Paul
on the 29th inst.”

Soine one suggested to Mr. Marsh that it was
the Democratic state convention which met St.
Paul on the 29th,and he changed his motion to the
Minneapolis convention on the 28th,” and it was
adopted in that form. The chair announced the
followinmg commitee.

Fayétte Marsh, J. N. Searles, R. F. Hessey, D.
P. Lyman, all of Stiliwater, and E. Mundrum, of
Baytown,

Mr. Marsh said that he hoped the convention
would remain a short time to receive this report.
Mr. Scheffer had had the support of the papers
in Stillwater and St. Paul and they had been un-
able to get their case before the public. The
papers had grossly misrepresented them and
they wanted to present their side.

A LONG HARANGUE.

Mr. Marsh then mounted a chair, and made a
long harangue, chiefly devoted to personalabuse
of Mr. Scheffer. He had a stenographer take
down his remarks, with the understanding that
they would be furnished the papers.

THE GRIEVANCES. ’

The committee on grievances reported as fol-

lows, tne report being adopted u ly:

Third, We charge Albert Scheffer with having
personally paid money to men to support him in
the political campaign, and having through
his agents offered to one Republican in the c1
of Stillwater the sum of $100 to remain nwg
from the caucus, and of having through his
agents and paid employes openly and shamlessly,
in the presence of all the persons assembled at
the caucus iu the First ward of the city of Still-
water,paid money to voters to support his ticket,
and in particnlar in the presence of all the people
assembled at the said causus of having paid one
man the sum of §5 to vote for the delegates
favorable to him. d

Fourth, We charge the sald Albert Scheff,
with having personally encouraged, approved
and carried out a frandulent adjournment of a
caucus, at South Stillwater in the town of Bay-
town, and of having, after such adjourned caucus
from the evening to the afternoon, with full
knowledge that*such an hour would prevent
the laboring people of that election precinet,
chiefly Scandinavians, who constituted a large
majority of the Republican voters of the town,
attending the same, and afterwards, having him-
sclf admitted the same was wrongful and fraud-
ulent, proceeded with the cancus in the afternoon
himself, and his friends and adherents, and paid
accessories participating in and conducting such
fraudulent caucus, and availing himself of the
delegation there elected.

Fifth, We charge the said Albert Scheffer
Wwith having personally visited the saloons in the
city of Stillwater, and individually with having
bribed or attempted to bribe them to support
him by paying large snms of money to such sa-
loon keepers without receiving an equivalent
therefor.

Sixth. We charge the said Albert Scheffer
with having sought throughout the entire cam-
paign the aid and assistance of the Demotrats in
the city of Stillwater, of having personally asked
of them to take part in the caucus and in partic-
ular with having procured and requested Joseph
Wolf, a long-time Democrat and a leader among
them, to attend the carcus in the First ward in
the city of Stillwater and take with him some
seventy-five of his Democratic associates and ad-
herents; we charge the said Albert Scheffer with
having procured the said Joseph Wolf to so at-
tend said cauncus, and with him one James
O'Brien, a person who for years has been an ac-
tlve worker in the Democratic party, and there to
take an active part in endeavoring to assist the
sald Democrats =o0 assembled there to vote at the
said caucus and to control said caucus by Demo-
cratic votes,

And in conclusion we say that with the excep-
tion of one person the said Albert Scheiffer has
no adherents among the old and tried Republi-
cans of the city of Stillwater, who for years have
fought its battles and conducted its campaigns,
and with one exception the said Albert Schefier
has no adherents among the Republicans of the
city of Stillwater who have ever taken part in the
active labors or campaigns of said party.

We charge Albert Scheffer with having attempt-
ed to overturn the expressed will of a majority
of the Republicans of Washington county by
concocting bastard caucuses in the three wards
of the city of Stillwater, for the sole purpose of
preventing the regular and undoubted delegates
from the three wards from participating in the
deliberations of the county convention, forcing a
double convention on the Republicans of this
county to further the ambition of his St. Paul
adherents.

And we forther say that during the fifteen years
last past, although the Republican party in
Washington county has frequently been divided
upon the question as to who should be its candi-
dateg, both upon state,district and county tickets,
yet there never has been a charge of frand
or corraption by one faction against the other,
and it has always been admitted and maintained
by all parties upon both sides of the question of
contention, whatever the same might be, that the
victories were fairly earned or the defeats hon-
orably suffered; that in the history of the Re-
publican party of this county it is left for Albert
Scheffer, =o recently imported from the Demo-
cratic party, and his friend strikers and adherents
from the city of St. Paul, to teach us the disrep-
utable methods that bring about so sharp a dis-
agreement among us, and the Republicans of
this county express a sincere desire upon their
part that Mr. Scheffer shall again ally himself
with the Democratic party, where his system of
political management  will meet  with
greater favor than among the Republicans of
Washington county, and that the district conven-
tion will establish a precedent which shall deter
like efforts in the future by admitting to its de-
liberations the delegates this day elected by this
convention,

Resolved, That the delegates to the Fourth
District convention, to be held in Minneapolis,
May 28, 1884, be instructed to present to the
said convention a copy of our proceedings and
a full statement of all the facts connected with
the organization of this convention.

Afterthe Battle,

Mr. Scheffer was seen affer the convention had
adjourned and expressed himself as well satisfied
with the result as could be expected in fighting
such a ring. They had acted fairly and orderly
and had submitted o the insult of Deputy War-
den Hall rather than have a disturbance. They
had acted fairly and regularly and had the only
legitimate delegation from Washington county
and he had no doubt of its admission to the dis-
trict convention.

Sen. D. M. Sabin was called upon by a represen-
tative of the GLOBE after the convention. He was
found busily engaged at his desk in a room over
the Car Company manager’s office, and in re-
sponse to the query relative to the double header,
said:

*Ido not know that T am sufliciently informed
to express an_opinion. I have been too busy
with other matters to watch these proceedings.
I told my friends to see that the caucuses were
fairly conducted, and I think the caucuses in
Stillwater were perfectly fair.”’

THE LOST SENORINE.

Disgraceful Conduct of the Officers
And Crew by Leaving the Pas-
sengers.

St. Jonns, N. F., May 24.—The French brig
Senorine, which went ashore at Grand Bands on
Friday was a total wreck in fifteen minutes, and
fifty-three of the passengers and nine of the
crew were lost. The Senorine was caught in a
fog, and the captain lost his bearings, he mak-
ing for this port. She was going slow when she
struck. The wildest disorder prevailed, the
officers and crew making forthe boats, leaving
the passengers to care for themselves. One
boat containing twenty passengers and some of
the crew was swamped after she got away from
the brig by the lurching of the vessel. The
screams of the women were heartrending,
and most of them sank immediately, The men
struggled, but only a few succeeded by catching
floating spars. The captain was unable to main-
tain discipline, and among the passengers few
were able to save themselves. Many clung to
the rigging after the first shock, thinking the
vessel might stand ths strain, and they might be
picked up when the fog cleared, but when the
vessel went to pieces they were all lost. Only
about twenty were saved,

A CEREAL CRASH.

Demoralization Precipitated
By the Closing of. Wm.
Young & Co.’s Deal. -

Wheat Sees Not a Ray of Light in
Chicago, New York or
London.

The Bulls Get an Eye Opener in Oats--
Corn Without Material Support
From Any Quarter.

Another Bank Failure Sets Stocks to Top-
pling Over Like a Row of Tumbling
Brieks.

CHicaGo, May 24.—The closing out of the big
long deal of Wm. Young & Co. caused a decided
break in wheat to-day and thoroughly demoral-
ized the bulls, who now fihd it difficult to tell
Jjust where they stand. This firm’s actions have
been closely watched by the smaller bulls all
along, and they have based their operations to a
greatextent on theories deducted from the ap-
parent policy of such big bulls. This tower of
strength is now lost to them, and the scalpers too
will have to look elsewherz for big
deals to gamble on. It is believed that
Wm. Young & Co. sold out their entire
stock of wheat to-day, and the amount of their
sales is variously estimated at from 2,000,000 to
3,000,000 bushels. These sales having been made
through a dozen ormore brokers, it would be
very difficult to get at the exact figures, but most
of the operators interested believe that this long
standing deal is now covered up. As the aver-
age price received for the wheat is about 91c¢, and
the average purchase price about 90c, the change
was worth making. The other grain markets
were sluggish and weak. Provisions were strong-
er, as they have been during the week,but from
the same cause, manipulation by the bulls, who
cought the bearsshort, The legitimate factors,
however, were not such as to encourage an ad-
vauce, the receipts of hogs for the week being
up to the largest estimates and the quality good,
indicating that farmers are not selling their hogs
very close and that continued good receipts may
be looked for, hence there is nothing in the out-
look on which to base purchaszs of provisions
for an advance.

Wheat was moderately active, but, owing to
the causes mentioned above, met with a severe
decline, the only sustaining influence being the
small receipts—23 cars, a total of but 315 for the
week. In addition to the heavy selling of the
Young brokers, who have heretofore acted with
the bulls, the depressing factors were the small
outward movement, the withdrawals for the
week being but 441,330 bushels, against 1,068,-
000 last week, lower New York gquotations, and
an apathetic English market, to say nothing of
an almost panicy feeling in the New York stock
market. This combination of causes naturally
ncreased  the  anxiety of timid holders to
realize and encouraged the bears to putout heavy
lines of shorts, their argument being that if the
support heretofore given by the bull syndicate
were withdrawn lower prices must follow, and
although there was a buying demand from out-
side orders and egpecially from the interior, in-
cluding St. Louis and other Missouri large
points, the market throughout the session was
weak and almost steadily declined. July opened
at 91@9124¢, but immediately weakened, and af-
ter slight fluctuations upward settled to and closed
at 803% @89%c. A feature of the trade was the
advance of August, which has heretofore been at
a material discount, to par with July. On the
curb trading was light gnd prices underwent no
material change.

Corn was inactive and without material sup-
port from any quarter, the receipts being large
and crop reports favorable. Roche was said to
be a purchaser and Nat. Jones was pounding the
market. The demand was mainly from shorts,
however, and the Yeeling weak, although the de-
cline was less pronounced than in wheat. There
was no change on the curb.

The bulls inoats were rather dazed by to-day’s
receipts, which were 341 cars, 158 of them being
No. 2 white and 103 No. 2. The general inquiry
was, where did theyall come from? The talk for
weeks past has been to the effect that there were
no oats at country points. To-day’s receipts
were the largest since the 19th, when 289 cars
were received, nor has there been a day since
the 15th, when less than1C0 cars came in. The
market was weak and heavy in consequence,
July opened at 31% @32)%c, and fell to a close of
315 @313%c¢.

Only & falr business was reported in the mar-
ket for hog products and mainly on speculative
account. Offerings were not large and the de-
mand somewhat limited. Foreign and eastern
markets showed no material change. Prices
ruled lower on all leading articles and closed
steady at about medinm prices.

The demand for pork was moderate and trad-
ing chiefly for July and August delivery. Prices
ruled 10@20 lower on the whole range and closed
steady at $18.55@18.57% for July.

Trading in lard was very moderate and prices
ruled 2'2@5c¢ lower, closing comparatively stea-
dy at $8.324@8.35 for July.

Short ribs were in only moderate demand and
offerings were not large. Prices ruled somewhat
irregular and declined 5@10c, closing at $8.3214
@8.35 for July delivery. All classes of provis-
ions were steady on the curb.

There was an early rush for all grades of fat
cattle, the fresh receipts selling as quick as they
could be fed, watered and driven over the
scales. Prices ruled very uneven, as is always
the case when there is a rush for the stock, but
onan average were 10@12%4c higher than yes-
terday, making an advance of 25@40c for the
week. Heavy receipts are looked for next
week, a8 telegrams have been rushed into all
parts of the country advising holders to send in
their fat stock. Whether this advice is good in
the main, remains tobe seen. The main cause
of the advance is the falling off of the receipts at
the minor markets of Kansas City, and St.
Loujs. Should the supply increase at these
points, and also in Chicago, there will be a big
tumble in prices.

Hogs were active and prices again 5@10c¢ high-
er on all grades, the market closing strong.
From Monday to Thursday prices dropped 40@
50c per 100. Since then and up to the close to-
night there has been an advance of 15@20c; yet
orders are 25@30c lower on heavy and about the
same on light that they were a week ago, show-
ing that light grades are just now commanding a
good premium.

There was literally no market for sheep, the
fresh receipts were so meager. There was little
use in buyers looking about, and no one seemed
to want the poor and stale scalawags left over.
Seven lots have been sent back to the country,
for the reason that they wer® worth more there
than in Chicago.

A. M. Wright & Co. say: Although the pres-
eut situation seems weak and we feel reserved

- in giving opinions, we think it unsafe to sell

after a 4c break since yesterday’s highest point,
and the course of the market during the past
few weeks has shown that those who bought on
heavy declines secured profits and any material
depreciation from present prices may be attended
with similar results.’”

Milmine, Bodman & Co., say: ‘A good many
conservative dealers will in times like these take
on lives to hold for a profit, and as many per-
heps will go short of the market, hence we re-
gard the deal now as ina much more healthy
condition than hereto fore and safer to handle.”’

W. H. Minor & Co., say: ‘Now that fears of
manipulation are at an end, there seems a general
feeling of relief and that trade will again assume
its natural channel, and while it may not be wise
to sell short on this break it seems to us that
the fairly good stocks, lightexport demand,close
money market, large premiums prevailing and
fine prospects of the growing crops all favor
a lower range of prices. We consider corn a
sale and also oats, the latter particularly on long
futures.”

McCormick, Kennett'& Day say: *‘The market
seems to be pretty well' evened up. Our banks
are disinclined to loan money on grain, which
causes the large stock to be a heavy weight on
the market. The sentiment is more bearish
owing to the unf: ble fi ial look, but
any improvement in Wall street will cause a sharp

v 0
carried in July wheat. The senior member of
the firm, ““Governor'’ Bill Young, informed the
GLOBE correspondent at noon that the deal

was at an end and that every
bushel had been closed out on an
average of 9lc. He said the firm

had not lost money on the deal, and that it was
closed out because the financial situation was un-
certain, and because it had been charged that the
deal was seriously blocking the wheat movement.

The statements of the members of the firm
that the deal was closed with a small profit are
doubted by some. It is believed that a large
slice of the alleged “‘corner’” was closed out way
below 91¢, the average figure given by the senioxr
member,

THE NAVAL DUDES.

Robinson of New York Rebuked for
Calling Them Dudes, g

The House of Representatives.

‘WASHINGTON, May 24.— Mr. Hatch, Missouri,
presented a conference report on the biil to es
tablish a bureau for animal industry. The house
conferes recommend a concurrence in all the
senate amendmeénts. The amount of appropria-
tion is $150,000, and the jurisdiction of the com-
missioner of agriculture is limited to such inves-
tigation and such disinfection and quarantine
measures 88 may be mnecessary to prevent the
spreak of contagious and infectious diseases
from one state orterritory into another, and to
prohibit from applying any money toward paying
for animals it may be found necessary to slaugh-
ter in order toprevent the spread of disease. The
report was agreed to.

Under a special order of the house this day
was assigned to the measures called up by the
committee on naval affairs.

The first bill called np was the senate bill
granting permission to L. K. ReynoMs, T. S
N., to accept the decoration of the royzl and im-
perial order of Francis Joseph from the govern-
ment of Austria, for gallantry for saving the lives
of eleven Austrian sailors.

Mr. Robinson opposed the bill, saying the
“‘dudes’ of the navy were continually asking
permimission to receive decorations.

Mr. Cox, of New York, said, Reynolds saved
the lives at imminent peril of his own, and for
it had been insulted by this man (Robinson) here
to-day. In the course of further debate, Mr.
Brumm accused Mr. Cox of misrepresentation.

Mr. Cox replied, that the gentleman was
rather to flush in his words. He didn’t take that
from anybody and never had, and he gave it back
to him.

Mr. Kassou gaid the gentleman from New York
(Robinson) was persistent in dishonoring his
own countrymen by denying to thém the prize
accorded to them.

Mr. Robinson (excitedly)—*I want the words
taken down that I am a dishonorable man, who
violates the constitution and dishonors himself.
1 stand on the constitution. Let him withdraw
the words.™

Mr. Kasson—*I withdraw nothing. I say that
the man who stigmatizes with the word **dude’’ a
gallant naval officer does dishonor to the navy
and the officers of the navy.” [Applause.] The
bill then passed without a division, Robinson
being unable to muster a sufficient following to
call the yeas and nays.

The next bill, restoring Alfred Hopkins to the
rank of captamn in the navy, gave rise to a long
debate. Hopkins is the officer who left Pensa-
cola without leave when yellow fever prevailed
there, and was dismissed the service.

Mr. Lyman moved to strike out the enacting
clause. Lost.

The bill was then laid aside with a favorable
consideration, and when the committee rose the
bill passed.

The next bill was considered in the committee of
the whole. It provides that the part of the naval
act of 1882 which limits the number of graduates
of the naval academy to be retained in the service
each year shall nof apply to those classes which
had completed their four years course at the
academy prior to the passage of the act, and
those members of the class of 1881 who have
been honorably discharged may return to the
service and take their places on the naval regis-
ter, in the same manner as if that part of the act
had not been passed. After a debate and with-
out action the committee rose, and the house ad-
journed. 4

N. P. Land Grant Forfeiture.

‘WASHINGTON, May 24.—The senate committee
on public lands to-day decided to report bills*for-
feiting the land grants opposite the uncompleted
portions of the Northern Pacific main and branch
lines, and the Atlantic & Pacific railroads. Sen-
ator Plumb, chairman of the committee, says it
is impossible to calculate the number of acres
involved, as in both cases some of the land was
taken up before the charters were granted, and

in case of the Atlantic & Pacific road,
it was not constructed in  the di-
rect line contemplated. Nominally

the senator thinks, the forfeiture of the North-
ern Pacific will amount to about 13,000,000 acres,
and of the Atlantic and Pacific to about 36,000,-
000 acres. Senator Slater, who is the author of
the bill providing for the forfeiture of the land
grant of the Northern Pacific railroad says, the
actual number of acres forfeited along that line
will be about 7,000,000, which is about 30,000,000
acres less than proposed by the house. Senator

M. E. General Conference.

PHiLapELPHIA, May 24.—At the Methodist
general conference the fraternal address of the
Irish Methodist conference of 1883 was present-
ed.

The Rev. Caldwell, Wilmington, obtained a sus-
pension of the rules to present a resolution. In
reaching the objective portion of his paper, the
Rev. Mr. Caldwell read the preamble, as follows:

WHEREAs, the Rev. Wm. Taylor, who was
elected by more than two-thirds of the members
of the general conference, and was then solemnly
consecrated missionary bishop to Africa, has
been occupying a seat on the platform with the
other bishops. to be consecrated at the same
time and with the same ceremony, but declined.
We are, therefore, constrained to feel the pain-
ful sense of the pecaliar position he occupies in
this body. Itis a singular position, eccentric,
anomalous, and unlike anything that has occurred
in the hundred years of our history.™

At this juncture the Rev. W. H. Olin moved
that the regular order taken up, and by an over-
whelming vote the Rev. gentleman from Wil-
mington was ruled out of order. That part of
the resolution which he was not permitted to fin-
ish, had for its object the removal of the limita-
tion to the Episcopal jurisdiction of Bishop Tay-
lor, as the missionary bishop to Africa and plac-
ing that bishop on an aqual footing with the
other bishops.

An animated discussion followed upon the re-
port of the committee on lay representation in
the annuhl conference. Report provides for lay
representation in the annual conference on the
basis of one layman to every six pastoral charges
or presiding elders of districts, and omne for
every portion of two-thirds, to be chosen by the
district steward’s meeting, the laymen to be en-
titled to equal rights with-tne ministers, except
to vote for ministerial delegates to the general
conference, on the admission of ministers to the
annual conference or on the character of minis-
ters.

After an extended debate, a vote was taken on
the adoption of the report, and it was overwhelm-
ingly defeated.

The report from the committee on lay repre-
sentation provided for the equalization of minis-
terial and lay representation at the general con-
ference, by reducing the ministerial representa-
tion from one in every forty-five clergymen to
one in sixty, and allowing one lay delegate to
every ministerial delegate.

The Rev. J. M. Buckley moved to refer the
whole matter or lay and ministerial representa-
tion to a special commission. ~ Carried by 171 to
140.

The report of the committee on the subject of
the entertainment of delegates to the general
conference of 1888 was next presented. It pro-
vided for 2 commission to make all arrangements
for the next general conference, which, it was
suggested should be heid in a popular church in
Boston or wherever eclse the majority of the
commission should decide.

The Rev. Dr. Buckley favored the report, ex—
cepting that portion fixing upon Boston as the
next meeting place.  As the general conference
only meets every four years, he was of the opin-
ion it should convene in each large city but once
in every half century. It met tairty-two years
ago in Boston, therefore some other place should
be favored in 1888.

The Rev. J. W, Hamilton, pastor of the Peo-
ple’s church, Boston, extended, to-the confer-
ence a hearty invitation to meet there gt the next
session. The Rev. G. S. Hare, New York, moved

that the invitation be accepted. Laid on the.

table. The report was then adopted by 117 to
105. Adjourned.

BUTLER ON THE TARIFF

For Revenue Only, With Variations
Towards Large Revenue.

Derrorr, May 24.—The Evening Journal of
this city publishes this afternoon the following
letter from Genoral Butler, giving utterance of
his views on the tariff question:

Bosrox, Mass., May 19, 1884.
To €. M. Huabbard,Manging Editor of the Detroit

Evening Journat:

DeAr SiR: There is so evident good faith in
your communication to me,thatl break a custom
in answering a specifical question as to my polit-
ical views on a spécific subject. Perhaps upon
the subject of tfe tariff, I can give them in a
word, for I have never concealed them. We can-
not  have free trade = in

this  coun-
try, however desirable theoretically it
would be. Our country is

o0 large, our interests so vast and so much is to
be done by the general government, that for a
series of years we mustraise hundreds of mil-
ltons of dollars by taxation of some sort. The
only constitutional taxation that I know of, is
the direct tax in proportion to the number of in-
habitants of the state. The genius of our peo-
ple will not permit of that direct taxation, and
therefore taxation must be resorted to. From
the beginning of the government to this
time taxation by dutics on imported art-icles
has always been the resort of our
governmont, except in times of war for
limited period. Other methods of taxation
have been tried. because the duties upon imports
were insufficient. Therefore I favor the raising
of a sufficient amount of revenue for the eco
nomical administration of the government and
no more, from duties upon imports, and in laying
those duties, to tax all articles of luxury up to
the collection point, to make free all raw mate-
rials not raised or produced in this country, which

enter into its arts and manufacture,
and the actual necessaries of life as
much as poseible, and to cheap-
en them in every way pos-

sible and within those limits, to so judicious -
Jy place our duties 2s to best encourage and aid
Ameriean labor and American indnstry. If I
could T would also devote the tares upon whisky
and tobacco to a fund to pay the remaining debts
of the war, atd to pensions and the care of sol-
diers disabled by the war. 1 do not know that I
need make any further statement upon this topic.

DEATH OF ALDERMAN GAYNOR.

A Crowd of Friends After the Mur=

Crroaco, Maay 24.—Aderman Michael Gaynor,
shot on May 13 by James Dacey, a ward politi-
cian, died this morning.

The deceased has thou-
sands  of friends who are easily ex-
cited, and accustomed to act
withont deliberation. The police declare the
murderer is secreted where he cannot be found
by the mob in a year.
