This convention was to send dele-
gates to Chicago to nominate the next president
of the United States and the standard bearer of
the party was to be the Hon. Samuel J. Tilden.

THEPLATFORM.
non. O. M. Hall, of Red Wing, chairman of

the platform committee, submitted the following
report.

The Democrats of Minnesota in convention as-
sembled, declare that the existing depression of
the business and industrial interests of the
country demand:

First—That public affairs should be adminis-
tered with the most rigid economy—that useless
offices should be abolished, superfluous officials
discharged, extravagant salaries reduced, and no
appropriations made except those called forby
the necessities of the people and for the legiti-
mate expenses of government.

Second—That a large surplus in the treasury
is an ever existing incentive to wasteful extrava-
gance and official corruption. That it should be
reduced not by reckless appropriations but by a
reduction of the taxes which create it. That
this reduction of taxation should be made upon
the necessaries of life and not upon its luxnries.

Third—That the present tariff is a master-
piece of injustice, inequality and faise pretense.
It has impoverished many industries to subsidize
a few. It prohibits imports that might purchase
the products of American labor. It has degraded
American commerce from the finest to an inferi-
or rank on the high seas. It has cut down the
sales of American manufactures at home and
abroad and depleted the returns of American ag-
riculture—an industry followed by half our peo-
pie. It costs the people five times more than it
produces to the treasury, obstructs the process of
production, and wastes the fruits of labor. It
promotes fraud, fosters smuggling, enriches dis-
honest officials, and bankrupts honest merchants.
We demand that all custom house taxation shall
be only for revenue.

Sesolved, That the defenders of the govern-
ment in the late war for the union are entitled to
receive liberal pensions as a tribute to theirpatriotism, devotion and courage in the hour of
the nation's trial.

J. J. Thornton of Watonwan moved the adop-
tion of the report.

Judge Henry of Scott was tired of that word
"only"and he wanted it stricken out in the last
resolution where it reads "onlyfor revenue."

Judge Maynard of Todd was sorry to disagree
with him, but he admired the resolution just as
it stood.

Upon a re-reading of the resolution, Judge
Henry withdrew his motion and the platform was
unanimously adopted.

ORDER OF BUSINESS.
Wm. Barrett of St. Paul offered the following:
Resolved, That this convention do now pro-

ceed to the election of four delegates at large to
represent the Democratic party of Minnesota in
the national Democratic convention to be held in
Chicago on the Bth day of July 1884 for the pur-
pose of placing in nominntion candidates for
president and vice president of the United States
end that immediately after the result cf the elec-
tion of delegates at large is announced by the
chair that this convention resolve itself into the
several district conventions representing their
respective congressional districts and that such
district convention elect two delegates each to
represent them in said national convention and
two alternates and report their action to this
convention.

W. W. McNair, of Minneapolis, moved to
amend by having the entire convention select
all of the delegates taking four from any points
in the etate they wished and two from each of
the districts. He wanted this reform adopted
and have the entire convention do the work in-
stead of dividing up into districts.. Mr.Barrett spoke of the good old Democratic
style of coming down to the hearts of the people

and thought each district should make its own
selection.

After further debate, in which W. P. Murray
and W.M. Campbell favored the resolution, itwas
adopted.

JUDGE MAYNARD.
The chair invited the vice presidents to seats

upon the platform, and when the venerable Judge
Maynard accepted the invitation there were loud
calls for a speech. The Judge responded, re-
turning thanks in a brief but kumorous man-
ner. ,

DELEGATES AT LARGE.
The decks being cleared for action, Hon. C.

D. O'Brien, of St. Paul, nominated P. 11. Kelly
for delegate at large, and moved that he be elect-
ed by acclamation. The motion was seconded by
several delegates and the chair ; putting cthe
motion, it was adopted unanimously.

C. H. Heffron, of Olmsted, nominated Hon. R.
A. Jones, of Rochester, as the second delegate
at large, and the motion was carried unanimously
by acclamation.

Joseph Capser, of Steams, moved the name of
C. F. McDonald, of St. Cloud, as the third dele-
gate, and he too was unanimously elected by ac-
clamation.

J. J. Thornton, of Watonwan, nominated for
the fourth and last elector, Hon. Michael Doran,
of Le Sueur. \u25a0

• Mr. Glenn, ef nennepin, thought the conven-
tion was gettfng along most too fast. They had
selected all but one of the delegates at large and
ho thought some parts of the state were not get-
ting represented. The Democrats of Hennepin
county wanted achance to present one of the

As the result was about to be announced, Mr.

Wilson said it might seem superfluous, but he
would move to make Mr. Doran's election unan-
imous and it was so decided.

Calls were then made for Mr.Doran, and he
oaid: Gentlemen of the convention: Words fail
to convey my thanks. If there had been no fight
made Iwould not have known how many friends
Ihad. The opposition has been honorable and
friendly, and Iwill endeavor to deserve the honor
you have bestowed upon me.

P. H. Kelly was loudly called for. He ex-
pressed his thanks in a short speech. He said
words were inadequate to express his feelings ;
he was prond of the opportunity to vindicate
himself from some statements which had been
made, but as he sometimes said too had things he
would not refer to them. He was in favor of
righting the wrongs of the past; he was in favor
of nominating Tilden by a large majority. [Ap-
plause.] His nomination had been most flatter-
ing to him and he wished to endeavor to carry
out the trust, and hoped that the Democrats of
Minnesota would not have occasion to regret the
confidence placed in him.

Loud calls were made for R. A. Jones. He re-
sponded by saying that itought to gowithout the
saying that there was not a Democrat in the
county who was not infavor of the renomination
and re-election of Samuel J. Tilden. [Cheers.]
Ifthere was anything the people detested it was
a great public wrong, and he believed that Tilden
would be elected by one million majority. ' The
Democratic party wanted to present a solid front
against taxation for anything else than the nec-
essaries of the country. The speech, was re-
ceived with great applause.

Mr. McDonald was brought to the front by
calls. He said we were on the eve of a great
battle, and npon the wisdom of the action taken
at Chicago willdepend who willbe the next pres-
ident. It was a great \u25a0 honor to be selected for
such a position as delegate to snch a convention,
and it was not expected by him twenty^four
hours ago. He was in harmony with the delega-
tion, and in favor of Tilden.

After-Convention Talks.
After the convention adjourned most of the

delegates gathered in the Merchants hotel, and
resolved themselves into small groups when the
talk was free and the satisfaction general. Itis
safe to say that few conventions left less bitter-
ness after them than that which was here to-day.
Not even among the Hennepin county delegates
was there any trace of dissatisfaction, and most
of them engaged in good humored raillery at
Ramsey county's luck, and their
own ill-fortune. They all willinglyblamed their
own differences that Hennepin did not secure a
district delegate, and were not disposed to find
fault with any one else.

Among the Fifth district men, there were a
few who were not jubilant,but none who were
not satisfied with the general result. R. L.
Frazee took his double defeat, as delegate at
large and district delegate, with his accustomed
philosophy. He said to the Globe reporter that he
was so used to defeats that he would
feel lonesome had he succeeded to-day, and he
laughed the matter over. Frazee met the dele-
gates from the northwestern tier of connties,
Carleton to Cook, for the first time to-day, and
must have felt flattered at their demands that
he should be the congressional standard-bearer
against Nelson. He said he wanted none of that
in his'n, but then he was willing to help the
fighters.

C. F. McDonald,, of St. Cloud, thought the
convention a remarkably representative one, and
said the platform v*s everythiug that could be
desired. It was clear and unmistakable.

On this point a country delegate got off a good
one in the Opera house last night, when J. T.
Raymond read his platform. Raymond said that
one of his resolutions would not do because it
contained an idea, and it was therefore omitted.
The point made a hit, and the house applauded;
but the country delegate quickly said that on
that ground the whole platform of the Minnesota
Democracy would have to be dropped as itbristled
with ideas.

Gruff, of Duluth, who was a candidate for del-
egate toJChicago, thought the platform a good
one. but was of the opinion that the western end
of the district should have received one of the
two delegates from the Fifth. He promised that
the vote for Tilden next November would show
the etren.zth of the Si. Louis county Democrats,
and hoped that forever afterwards it would be
found necessary to consider the wishes of that
corner of the state.

Campbell, of Meeker, was not pleased with
the result and especially with the paragraph on
the tariff. He doesn't believe that war taxes in
times of peace are consonant with Democratic
principles.

Robert Miller, of Fergus Falls, hadn't much to
say. He was satisfied with the platform, but
wanted Frazee for one of the delegates to Chi-
cago, and thinks he should have been sent.

Notwithstanding the little rub between
some of the men from the upper dis-
tricts, and "Ramsey county," as they put it,
the general feeling of the delegates was one of
entire satisfaction with the work of the conven-
tion. What slight feeling of discontent there was
will soon wear off, and all seem determined to
work their hardest to give the Democratic nomi-
nee arousing vote. As one of them said, the
Republican state committee will have to be up
early in the morning, ifthey want to get tha 1

50,000 majority they are promising themselves.
