Stocks Share speculation opened generally
lower this morning. New York Central and New
Jersey Central were the weak spots ; the former
declined l?i per cent, to 104 }£ and the latter
2*£ to 56. New York Central was' depressed on
a revival of the story of the reduction of its divi-
dend to 154 per cent, quarterly. Western Union
Telegraph, Missouri, Kansas & Texas, Delaware
& Hudson, Chicago & Northwestern, Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul, Louisville & Nashville,
Northern Pacific preferred and Oregon Transcon-
tinental were strong. Before the first call the
temper of speculation turned better and the
markjt continued strong until the close. The
buying of Pacific Mail, Missouri Pacific, Western
Union Telegraph, Union Pacific, Delaware, Lack,
awanna & Western and Chicago &Northwestern
was of an excellent character. Pacific Mail was
higher on the favorable showing made by the
company in its statement issued yesterday and
on advices from Washington that the conference
committee appointed by Speaker Carlisle on the
shipping billwere in favor of a clause granting
additional mail facilities to American steamers
plying to foreign ports. Pacific Mail rose 4H per
cent, to 42Vg, Missouri Pacific 454 to 7654, Chi-
cago &Northwestern 3 to 99, Delaware, Lacka-
wanna & Western 354 to 101 Chicago, Milwau-
kee &St. Paul 2% to 7254, New York Central 2
to 108%, New Jersey Central 2 to 5954, Northern
Pacific preferred 1% to 47M. Philadelphia
Reading 2% to 29, Union Pacific B<K to 402 iand
Western Union Telegraph 254 to 58%. At the
close there was a reaction of }£©,% per cent, in
the general list and l}$, in New Jersey Central,
but the market left off strong. The rise in Mis-
eouri Pacific to 76 54 at the close had a better
effect generally. The placing of Wabash, St.
Louis &Pacific in the hands of receivers effect-
ually disposes of the bear talk that the Missouri
Pacific would be saddled with the Wabash, St.
Louis &Pacific and this had a good effect on
stocks. There was some heavy inside buying on
the continued increase in rulings and the bears
made an effort to cover, which assisted in the
upward movement. Wabash, St. Louis & Pacific
securities were not affected by the appointment
of receivers for their property, and, in fact,
closed higher on the stock, the belief being that
the course decided upon was for the purpose of
protecting both the stock and bondholders and
preventing any outside speculations which might
have proved detrimental to the interests of a
majority of the holders of these securities.
Compared with last night the closing prices are
%®.4 per cent, higher except for New York Cen-
tral, which is 54 per cent, lower.
