The Mayor's Aunual Address—Full
Review of City Affairs.

Order.

The City Financially Strong and Every
Way Prosperous.

The last meeting of the old and the first
meeting of the new council were held last
evening, and everything passed off without
friction and in a very harmonious manner.

There has been laid by this department during
the current year over six miles of water pipe, the
entire amount of pipe laid by the city up to the
1st of June, 1884, being something over 31 miles.
The progress of the work in this department has
been most satisfactory, the high service branch
Bcing now under contract, and it is expected and

information in relation to municipal affairs as
comes within the observation of this department.

The flscal year ending on December 31st
causes most of the official reports to be flled at
the first meeting of the Council in January, and
in the absence of some statement or general re-
port from the different departments, your body
would be without accurate information as to their
status until the 1st of January next, and I shall
therefore take occasion in this message to lay be-
fore you such information as I have been able to
obtalit from the several departments relative to
the copdition and general conduct of public af-
fairs,

And I have again to call your attention to my
former recommendation to your honorable body
that the necessary ordinances should be passed
requiring all the departments to make to you a
quarterly report.

The reasons given for this recommendation in
my former message need not be recapitulated but
the necessity for such reports must be very ap-
parent to yourselves and particularly to the new
mémbers of the Council who have
probably found great dificulty in obtaining
such 3

information as they might desire to
secure to fit them for their approaching
duties. It seems to me that such

reports would not entail upon the Departments
any very great additional labor, and the informa-
tion which they would furnish as to the exact
condition of public affairs would be of the great-
est benefit, not only to the Departments and to
your Honorable Body, but to the public gener-
ally:

I have the honor therefore to request that you
will consider this s tion and act upon it ac-
cording to yourbest judgment.

The conduct of the several Municipal Depart-
ments during the past year has been so faras
this office is informed, exceedingly satisfac-
tory.

1 take great pleasure in informing you that in
each of them the officers in charge, as well as
the employes, have broughtto the discharge of
their daties asingular fidelity and capacity which
hasresulted in giving to the community an ex-
ceptionally good and eflicient public service.
That the amount of work which has been done
is enormous, and that the duties have been per-
formed satisfactorily and economically will ap-
pear from the condensed statements which are
appended to this communication relative to the
work of the several Departments. The particular
system which has been adopted by our charter
of entrusting to separate commissions and
Boards the supervision of most of the public en-
terprises has operated in a most satisfactory man-
ner; and when it is considered that all of these
Com sions and Boards perform their several
duties with little, and in most instances without
any compensation to the members of the same,
the public spirit, fidelity and capacity of the citi-
zens composing them i3 most satisfactorily ex-
hibited.

The Police Department which is most inti-
mately connected with this oflice hasbeen during
the past year under the supervision of the Chief
and Captain of Police conducted in a most satis-
factory and eflicient manner. For the particular
d of their operations I refer yon to the de-
tailed report of the Chief of Police which will be
laid before you. Idesire to observe that this
Department is, to my mind, one of the most ef-
ficient, as well as the most overworked of the
city government. And I very earnestly concur
in the recommendation and request of the Chief
of Police that the force be increased in the man-
ner and to the extent which he requests, that

ice may continue to be adequate to the
ing duties which are imposed upon them.
to the active and intelligent services of this
department that the extraordinary absence of
serions offenses during the past year, and the
prompt punishment of such crimes as were com-
mitted, are due.

The result shownin the report of the Chief of
Polite that during the past year the total amount
of prepe olen, reported to that department,
0.00, of which amonat $2,200.00
was vecovered through the department, leaving
an aggregate of only $1,000.00 worth of property
stolen and not recovered during the past year in
a city of this size and character, is, I believe, un-
paralleled minal statistics. And when the
additional fact is considered that this department
alone is self-sustaining, it seems to me proper
that all nece 'y steps should be taken to pro-
mote and continue its efliciency.

The amount of licenses and fines collected during
the past year through the police amount, in round
numbers, to $76,000.00, and the pay-roll of the
department amounts to $64,000.00, showing a
credit to this department from these two sources
of $12,000.00. A closer examination of the de-
tailed figures will make this credit even larger,
inasmuch as the licenses (except dog licenses)
there reported as collected have been those paid
during the first six months of this year, lea
the license fees collected during the ne
months to be added to the credit above stated.

The rapid and continued growth of the city in
all directions has largely extended the tqrritory
requiring police surveillance and patrol, and the
present force is inadequate to the protection of
this increasing territory. Constant demands are
being made at this office for additional police pro-
tection, which cannot be complied with while the
force is held at its present number. Our neigh-
boring city finds it necessary to sustain a force
of ninety-seven patrolmen, and a comparison of
the official reports of the two cities will show a
far more eflicient police service upon our part,
even with the limited force at our command,
while the execntive duties of the force are cast
entirely upon the chief, captain, two sergeants
and three roundsmen. The resultis that those
ofticers huve to be on duty nearly all the time,
both night and day.

The Wire Department has been condncted most
ctarily under the supervision of the Board
of Fire Coanmissioners, and the efiicient services
of the Chief of the Department. The amount
appropriated for Fire Department purposes from
June 5, 1883, to June 5 of the present year ag-
gregates $130,000.00, of which there has been ex-
pended $115.511.00. The force has beenincreased
during the year from G2 men to 93, and the fire
alarm boxes have been increased from 37 to 51,
and the horses from 21 to 40, the steam fire en-
wines from 5 to ¥ the hook ladder trucks
remain the same—2. There have been added to
the Department two chemical engines, the hose
earringzes have been increased from 5 to 7 and
tirere have been added to the apparatus two sets
of Pompier ladders and life-saving apparatus
which are attached to trucks 1and 2.

The aggregaic loss by fire during the past year
s reported by this Department at $597,337.00. I
Lheye been unable to ascertain the amount of in-
sutance on this property although every effort
las been made to obtain it.

With the eficient Fire Department which we
have it would seem as if such losses by fire ought
not to have occurred, but in my view such losses
are to he attributed more to the combustible
character of a large portion of the building des-
troyed than to any inefliciency in the Department,
and it would seem neceseary to the further pro-
tection of property that the fire limit ordinances,
and building inspection ordinances should be
rigidly and strictly enforced. ;

THE OPERATIONS OF THE WORK HOUSE.

The operating and maintenance of the Work-
house for the fourteen months ending May 1,
1884, have caused an expenditure of $57,835.00.
This department claims ite nght to be credited
with the value of the buildings on hand, and
other property purchased by it, which together
with its claim against the county for boarding
prisoners and the value of the convict labor
during that time, (amounting to $9,000.00),
reaches  the  aggregate of  $54,928.17,
leaving the actual net CORL as
claimed by this department for such period of 14
months, including expenditures for all sources,
the sum of $2,900.

This is & most satisfactory showing on the part
of the Commissioners of the Workhouse, and
Jeads to the belief that at no distant day this
Institution will become almost self sapporting.

Phere have been disposed of during the cur-
rent year six actions against the city for damages
to real estate \\}\ete in the aggregate amount of

difficulty in presiding his brother aldermen
had always come to his aid, and their assist-
ance had been received with the kindest

He had
not made a dollar by being an alderman and
he believed every member of the council
could say the same. At the con-
clusion of his remarks he declared the old
council adjourned.
'THE NEW COUNCIL.
The clerk called the new council to order

lieved that an adequate supply of water will be
in use upon St. Anthony hill by the 20th of Oc-
tober next.

The extension of this service, while very ex-
pensive will finally prove exceedingly remuner-
ative, and it is oxpucted%n the near future that
the revenue of this department will not only pay
its expenses and the interest upon the bonds,but
that it can also be managed so as to create a sink-
ing fund for the payment of the principal of those
bonds when they become due.

The improvements in the city which may be
grouped under the classification of the records of
the Board of Public Works, City kngineer's of-
fice, Plat Commission and Building Inspector's
office show a most gratifying and progressive in-
crease in our material prosperity during the past
year: that is, the year ending May 381, 1884.

There have been platted 44 new additions to
this 52 subdivisions and rearrangements, contain-
ing in all 1153 acres, within which are included
5874 lots, all of which by such platting become
taxable to a far more satisfactory extent than be-
fore dedication.

It is suggested by the Plat Commission that
some legislation be had touching the platting of
encumbered property, or property upon which
thetaxes remain unpaid, as some instances
have occurred where after the acceptance of the
plat by the commission, that part of the property
having been previously mortgaged was sold under
the mortgage, thus depriving the public of a por-
tion of the property which had been apparently
appropriated to its use.

During the same period there has been built
an additional 9 miles of sewers, atacost of $245,-
000, making the grand present total of sewers ex-
isting in the city 26 miles, the totalcost of which
has been $656,000.

During the same period there were 14 miles of
streets graded and paved at a cost of $326.000,
and 261% miles of sidewalk built ata cost of
$47,500. There are now under contractto be fin-
ished during the present season 12 additional miles
of streets,which,when graded and paved,will have
cost sbout $31,000; and it is expected that about
the same number of miles of new sidewalk will
be laid during the coming season.

There are also a number of other streets that
are being advertised, and others ordered, not yet
advertised, =o that, in the opinion of the City
Engineer, the public work of that character in
progress and projected is certain in the coming
year to far exceed the figures of the year just
past, which I have given you.

In this connection it is proper to advise you
that the working of the new building ordinance
is reported to me to have been most satisfactory.
Since the passage of that ordinance in Aungust
last there have been issued from the office of the
Building Inspector 1,089 permits, of which 992
were for new buildings, seventy-five for addi-
tions, forty for alterations and fifty-three for re-
pairs, classed as follows: Brick buildings 176,
stone seven, frame 962, stone foundations fifteen.
Total number of buildings, new, additions, alter-
ed and repaired, 1,160; the total cost of which,
at a minimum figure, is $2,912,562.52.

As to the working of this ordinance and the
important benefits resulting from it, I respect-
fully refer you to the report of the Building In-
spector, Hon. Gates A. Johnson, which, owing to
its importance, I herewith append in full.

The public library, now the property of the
city, is reported to be In a most satisfactory con-
dition. The cost of maintaining the library for
the twelve months ending on the 31st of May has
been $5,175.55, which has been expended as fol-
lows: Rent $1,200, salaries $2,075, gas $494.67,
fuel $254.25, insurance $90, stationery and
printing  $42.25, books $709.44, peri-
odicals 237.17, binding  $638.85, mis-
cellaneous $143.73. The number of books
added was 688; The number of persons availing
themselves of the priviieges of the library was
3,915, 1,991 males and 1,924 females,

Liquor licenses. There have been issued and
are now in force retail liquor licenses to the num-
ber of 493, of which 53 are held by establishments
engaged in retail grocery business and saloon;
25 are held by wholesale lignor dealers; 88 are
held by hotels; and 19 by restaurants, leaving
318 places which are conducted as saloons alone.

It is with great pleasure that I lay before yon
the financisl statement of the very efficient City
controlier, which I append in full to this mes-
sage. The showing there made connot fail to be
satisfactory, and it is a source of gratification to
find that in the statement of that officer the
tax levy for the coming year will be $92,000 less
than the levy now in course of collection for the
year 1883. When it is considered that public im-
provements of all descriptions are being steadily
carried on involving large outlays . and expendi-
tores, the fact gathered from the controller’s re-
port, that the financial affairs of the city have
been so conducted as to reduce the coming
tax levy instead of increasing it as wonld natural-
ly be expected demonstrates a condition of pros-
perity and conduct of public affairs by the sever-
al officers, which makes ¢hem exceedingly de-
serving of the confidence of their fellow citizens.

‘I commend to your careful attention and per-
usal the subjoined report of the Controller, Mr.
Roche, as a document of the greate¢st interest to
yourselves and the entire community.

Ivery respecifully call your attention to the
condition of the records in this office. I have
found it absolutely necessary for the proper dis-
charge of the business of this office to procure
and cause to be kept a careful and suflicient re-
cord of the proceedings had and the official busi-
ness transacted through the same.

Besides the strictly executive duties of the
oftice the mayor is ex-oflicio chairman of the
board of county commissioners, chairman of the
special court house commission, chairman of the
city and county board of abatement, chairman of
the board of commissioners of interest and sink-
ing fund, member of the board of water commis-
sioners, and the responsible head of the police
department. The keeping of such records to-
gether with an accurate and ,proper record of
police matters involves a great deal of clerical
work, much of which will accupy a large portion
of time which shonld be devoted to other execu-
tive duties.

In my judgment the services of a competent
and eflicient secretary to take charge of this of-
fice as well as of the police records, is absolutely
necessary.

I have been exceedingly fortunate in this re-
gard in being able to avail myself of the assis-
tance of Mr. Armstrong, who has for the past
year discharged the numerous duties indicated
with marked efficiency, as well as gratuitonsly.
I very respectfully request an examination by your
honorable body of the character and quantity of
the labor performed by him in this matter, to the
necessity for continuing the records in the same
manner, and  as to  whether some
provision should not be made for creat-
ing the office of mayor's secretary, and
providing for the compensation of the person
performing the duties entailed by that office.

The construction of the new city hall and
court house now about to be d, as well

sents all that the city is liable to pay. Saint Paul
has constantly kept her entire debt before the
public, ing nothing, g in perma-
nently establishing the true conservatism neces
sary to prosperity. Municipal assets, such as
cash on hand, sinking funds, etc., are subject to
absorption, through subseq legislati par-
ticularly in the western states, as the cities are
apt to become too ambitious.  Saint Paul has
adopted the only true and safe course by levying
no taxes for such sinking funds, but by a direct
levy each year to pay the bonds as they mature,
the consequence of which, in connection with
the basis of ratio which the bonded debt bears to
the cash valuation of property, and npon the
prompt payment of all debts, accounts for the
high credit of the city thronghout the country.

The new assessed valuation of property,for the
year 1884, will probably be not less than eighty
millions ($80,000,000), (being about two-thirds of
the actual cash value, reasonably estimated), but
it will not be positively known until August next.
As the assessed valuation upon property
has never been made upon &
cash basis, it becomes proper to show the
relative proportion the debt bears to the assessed
and cash valuation, also the so called ‘net
debt,” viz:

Three and eight-tenths per cent. on each dol-
lar of the assessed valuation will pay the the en-
tire bond debt.

Two and six-tenths per cent. will pay it upon
the actual cash valuation.

Fifty-six-one-hundredths of one per cent.
will pay the so called *net debt” (liabilities over
assetls) upon the assessed valuation.

Thirty-seven one-hundredths of one per
cent. will pay the so called net debt upon the
cash valuation of property.

The growth and grandeur of St. Panl and the
prosperity of her citizens.are principally due to
her good name, which must be maintained invio-
late, as you in your administration have saccess-
fully carried out.
