| Stevens divorce case, Fargo, which
promises to be a big case. The petition of
Mary Stevens alleges that her naughty and
absent lord Alfred was worth $40,000 and
that after committing sundry acts of naughti-
ness with Fargo women whose names are
given and divers and sundry other matters
which to her were infelicities so that life with
him is no longer tolerable, he tried to beat
her out of money she advanced him, to-wit,
$3,000 by fraudlent transfers of property of
great value. Her counsel Mr. Wallin, of
Wilson, Ball and Walliu, moved that they be
allowed §750 attorneys' fees, $250 court
money and $75 per month board and crino-
line for complainant. The . affidavits of a
half dozen attorneys, of whom Green the

I opposing counsel, said neither ever received
a $100 retainer in his life, gallantly came to

libellaut's rescue and swore the bill was
reasonable.

The James Hirer Valley Roads.
The Yorktown Press gathers these impres-

sions in regard to the railroads in which
Dickey county and the James section are in-
terested: "Rumors in relation to the James
River Valley Railway are somewhat conflict-
ing, but the latest is to the effect that the
company, backed by the Chicago, Rock Is-
land &Pacific' will push to an early com-
pletion the grade between Jamestown and
Ordway. It appears that the Rock Island
company has determined to tap the "North-
ern Pacific territory" so-called by construct-
ing a road to Bismarck, and securing the
James River Valley line as a feeder which
cannot fail to prove a very valuable one.
This valley ranks with the best of Dakota's
domain, and its imports of coal and lumber
coupled with its exports of wheat and -other

| products will make money for the corpora-
tion that makes a bold push for and secures
its traffic. Itis said that the route to be
traversed by the James River Valley line
south of La Moore will be fixed upon within
a very short time, \u25a0 probably next week.
Work has been commenced on the Dakota
Midland, and itis reported that the company
has decided to build west from Hudson to
Fort Yates."

•Just What Commission are Created For.
There are a great nany who share the feel-

ing indicated by the Yankton. Press and Da-
kotian. in this: "Dakota's grain commission
has completed its tour by this time and re-
tired to the shades of private life, there to re-
flect upon its experiences and prepare a re-
port. This commission was created for the
purpose of discovering evils to which farmers
and shippers are subjected by railroad cor-
porations, and then suggesting a remedy
and procuring it through corrective legisla-
tion. The commission traveled upon special
trains of palace cars and dining cars furnish-
ed by railroad corporations whose naughty
ways they were commissioned to correct.
They were attended by polite and accommo-
dating railroad officials and elevator men.
They had a good time all around. Now it
it will be interesting to see what kind of a
reformatory legislation they will recom-
mend."

E. V. Smalley, the biographer of the North-
ern Pacific, lately visited the La Moure re-
gion and bought a half section of land which
is regarded as a first-class endorsement of
the country. The Northern Pacific still has
75.000 acres to sell in that region.

The Bismarck Tribune reports that Presi-
dent Hill of the Manitoba and the Marquis de
Mores have gone to inspect the proposed
railroad route to Fort Benton, with a view of
constructing the road if found satisfactory.

Special enthusiasm is felt at Bismarck
over the organization of a $30,000 brewery.
The muddy river water requires a great deal
of beer to make it tolerable. There are few
places of its size that can get away with
more than Bismarck on the Missouri.

Medora Cow Boy: A coal mine has been
located and opened in the bluff east of town.

A party of three men passed Bismarck a
few days since on a raft bound for St. Louis.
They started a hundred and fifty miles north
of Bismarck and have an eye out for good
landings and townsites. They think it will
be a pleasant trip, although a little slow.

Livingston Tribune: A project is on foot
by the Rocky Mountain Bell Telephone com-
pany for the erection of a telephone line be-
tween Fort Caster, Montana, aud Fort Mc-
Kinuey, Wyoming. The distance between
these two points is about one hundred aud
twenty miles.

Mr. Ives. vice president of the R. I. B. &
N. W. railroad is to be in Aberdeen this
week to confer with the people of that section
In regard to the extension of that road from
Watertown to Bismarck. The road will pass
through Brown county, but it is not settled
whether it willgo.by the way of Aberdeen or
Columbia.

Last week the county board ot Larimore
decided to offer a bounty of five cents a head
for gophers, and the game day all the boys
and guns at Grand Rapids were out
banging away at the little pests. This is
time, since they are all over the country, and
a surprising number of the varmits are being
accumulated.

It is understood at LaMoure that the con-
tract has been let for sixty miles of the Du-
luth, Fargo«A; Black Hills route. The por-
tion to be graded first is between Fargo and
LaMoure, itbeing settled, apparently, that
the new line is to come to LaMoure. The
curious, however, are puzzled to know where
the money is to come from to build it.

Vankton Press: Sanford McUinnis, a
young man indicted for fraudulent entry of
land, and who escaped from the officers last
fall and went to Washington territory, was
captured by Marshal Allen and brought back.
He was arraigned yesterday, plead guiltyand
fined $500, which he paid and was released.
He has gone back to Washington territory.

Lisbon Star: Preparations for testing the
Griswold gold mines are nearly completed,
and the machinery will probably be started
this week. A regular stamp mill, with all
the requisite machinery, has been construct-
ed. Mr. (iris wold is thoroughly satisfied with
all the tests and assays that have been made,
and is confident the practical test, which will
be made soon, will show gold in paying
quantities.

Among the measures being adopted to
push Devil's Lake to the front as a summer
resort,are a system of hot and cold baths and
a park on Rock island convenient to steam-
boats. There is increasing excitement among
young men over the approaching arrival of
Col. Donan's caravan and galaxy of beauties.
