Tur House committee on elections has
agreed to allow in the seven contested elec-
tion cases now before that body, the sum of
/$28,000 to the contestants, for expenses, be-
ing $4,000 to each contestant. Thus in a dis-
triet where there is a contest, the district is
represcuted by two members, as far as draw-

ing salaries is concerned, while the contest
lasts, and these contests are often protracted
for months, and sometimes for nearlya
whole term.

The following is its note of
alarm:

The Democrats in congress should make haste
to accept any tolerably fair bill that can be passed
to obviate the dangers and difficulties now sur-
rounding the counting of the electoral votes.
Blaine will seize the presidency if he comes
within half a million of a majority, unless Mr.
Arthur should develop virtues of a more antigue
Roman type than he is generally credited with.

THE Massachusetts legislature passed a
bill adding $150 fo the salary of each mem-
ber aggregating $43,000 for its large mem-
bership.

The charge is very provoking, congidering that
the motive that inspires it, and very exasperating
when I see it connived at, if not in fact, origin-
ated, by men who sat with me in a Presbyterian
Bible class, The charge is part and parcel of
the tactics of the Cameron gang to rob me of the
Pennsylvania delegates, when, in fact, four-fifths
of the Republicans of the state desire my nom-
ination. 5

The Philadelphia Times vigorously says:
Philadelphia needs a great many things—sew-

ers, water works, bridges, pavements and so

forth—for which dt is hard to see where the
money is to come from. But the useless and
costly tower of the City hall, which nobody
wants, goes on and cannot be stopped. We
must have the tallest tower in the world, even
though we live in dirt and die of typhoid fever.

Philadelphia is mnot the only city
in the land deficient in sewers, water
works, bridges, pavements and so forth
where people live in dirt, and suffer and die
bp causes superinduced bo lack of whole-
some sanitary provision.

QuEEN VicTorIA has freed the Grand Duke
of Hesse from his morganatic wife, the terms
being that the lady is created a countess, is
paid twenty-five thousand pounds cash, and
guaranteed an annual income of ten
thousand pounds a year, and she is not to
reside in Germany or England. The new
countess ought not to consider this a hard
bargain, inasmuch as she is released from a
whelpish ereature who is unfit for the respect
of man or woman. She has rank and
fortune, is stillhandsome and comparatively
young. Poor Princess Beatrice is to be com-
miserated that now she is to become the wife
of the wretched husband selected for her by
her royal mother.

4 PATRIO cIC LETTER.

The letter of the Hon. S8amuel J. Tilden,
which the Grose prints this morning, will
every where be received with mingled emo-
tions of regret and pleasure. Regret that he
should positively decline to permit his name
to be used for a re election; pleasure at the
utterance of sentiments so nobly patriotic as
to strike a responsive chord in the breast of
every lover of his country. ,

The history of the Republic has never fur-
nished so overwhelming an endorsement of
a man as that which has been accorded to
Mr. Tilden. Recognizing his great worths
and ability, it is nevertheless a burning
sense of the shame and disgrace connected
with the crime of 1876, which pervades the
breast of the great majority of the
American people, which has led to the unan-
imous demand for an opportunity to again
elect him to the position from which he was
defrauded. Time has strengthened rather
than weakened this desire, and though 1880
should not have been permitted to pass with-
out the rebuke of the crime, the popular feel-
ing has grown with the lapse of four years
more, until what was then a tidal wave has
assumed cyclonie proportions, which even
80 emphatic a letter as Mr. Tilden’s present
document can scarcely stay.

It is with the most profound regret that
both the Democratic party and all {independ-
ent citizens will receive this announcement
of Mr. Tllden’s declination, for the feeling
will everywhere prevail thatthe most damna-
ble outrage ever perpetrated upon the rights
of a free people, can now never be properly

rebuked. :
This decision of Mr. Tilden will bring to

the front a multitude of aspirants for the
Democratic nomination in July, and it be-
hooves the Democrats to move with the ut-
most caution in their selection. ~With Mr.
Tilden, success was absolutely certain, and
the campaign would have practically ended
with the adjournment of the convention
which placed him in the field. Because Mr.
Blaine is the most vulnerable man in the
Republican party, because he is the weakest
man in the doubtful states, it does not
follow that he can be defeated by any hap-
hazard candidate who may be selected in
July. He represents a party which could de-
clare a Republican electoral ticket chosen in
Louisiana and a Demoeratic state ticket se-

lectéd at the same time, when the
vote against the Republican electoral
ticket  was greater than  against

the Republican state ticket. He represents
a party which bought Indiana for cash in
1880, and stole the money from the govern-

ment to pay the bills. He represents
a party which will stop at
nothing to secure success and  the

Democrats must selecta candidate so wisely
and formulate a platform so just, that both
will appeal to the honest masses of the
American people for an endorsement at the
polls.

Victory is within the grasp of the Demo-
cratic party, but it requires patriotic wisdom
to'secure it.

TRADE WITH JAPAN.

A new element of commercial exchange
has recently been developed between this
country and Japan, in the,importation of
oil from Japan, and the exportation of ker-
osene oil to that country. The Japanese ob-
tain oil from a small fish, called in their lin-
go ‘‘iwashi,”” enormous shoals of which
abound on their coast. The oil is produe-
ed by boiling and pressing the fish. This
oil is of inferior quality, is a defective illum-
ator and produces smoke and very offensive
stench when burning. The Japanese are
delighted with kerosene as an illuminator
and the exportation is rapidly increasing,
and is displacing the Japan oil for lighting
purposes. The Japan oil which is imported
into the United States being of a crude and
inferior quality is used for making soap,
and with quick witted yankee ingenuity and
characteristic honesty, its also used for the
adulteration of more valuable and expensive
oils. There is probably no doubt that this
filthy and inferior cheap Japan oil is used in
the manufacture of es of oleomargarine
butter. The value ofhe shipments of the
Japan oil in 1882 was omly $1,615. But
during 1883, the the value increased to $40,-
211. The value of the kerosene exports in
1882 was only $3,000, but in 1888 it had
risen to $150,000.

WHY LOGAN WAS NOMINATED.

The Commercial Advertiser of New York, in
commenting on the acceptance of the nom-
ination for the Vice Presidency position, states
that Logan was induced to take the nomina-
tion ‘‘on account of the poor health of
Blaine, and the fear that in case Blaine
should die the placeof the President might
be occupied by an inferior man.” Thisis a
patriotic view of the situation and the coun-
try should not hesitate to feel that it is un-
der great obligations to the swarthy Egyptian.

‘When Logan was being put in nomination
by Mr. Plumb of Kansas, that gentleman
had something to say in regard to the same
phase of this Presidential matter. He observed
that experience has shown us the importance
of the vice-President, that he is being much
called on tofill the first place, and hence, it
is desirable to select a good man for the po-
sition. In this respect, there was a some-
thing suggestive of Guiteauism in the man-
agement of the affairs ofthecountry,something
which led one to think that it is necessary to
be prepared always for the worst in selecting
the head of the national ticket. It left an
unpleasant impression on the mind of the
hearer, somewhat like a suggestion toa
bridegroom that he should arrange matters
with reference to the possible early widow-
hood of his bride,and be eareful in the ge-
lection of the person who was to take his
place.

It is eminently proper that there should be
good men put at the head of the national
tickets, but this should be done because the
nation demands that the best man should
always be selected for the public places,
and not especially for the reason that the
head of the ticket is liable to meet with sud-
den death. Tt isbad tolet such an impress-
ion get abroad. The mere hinting at such
an occurrence is liable, in an indirect way,
to make the contemplation of such a result
familiar to the public mind. Familiarity
with any idea, especially if it be of a repel-
lant character, is very apt to make it less
offensive. When political speakers get in the
habit of mentioning that they wish a certain
man for the second place because the one
holding the first place may die, the public
will fall into the habit of associating the
nomination of a vice-President with the
death of the President.

In time a man who is solicited to run for
President will be oppressed with the funereal
and sombre idea that whatever is done will
be in reference to his possible, not to say
probable, demise. - The White House
will begin to assume the aspect of a way sta-
tion on the route to the cemetery. On the
other hand, nothing of the kind will spring
up to alarm the candidate for vice President.
Noone in nominating him refers to the
gloomy possibility of his taking off. He is
evidently looked upon as immortal. There

i8 mo suggestion, as in the case of the candi-
date for the first place, that on his - ticket
must be inseribed the legend, ‘‘Prepare to
meet thy God.” :

This growing impression that the Presi-
dent is fragile, and liable at any moment to
be shivered by a blow will have a most disas-
trous effect ou the political Guiteaus. Per-
vaded the popular idea that a President as
such, is mortai, and that he i{s doomed to
die they will not hesitate to take into their
hands the enforcement of the decrees of fate.
They will reason that as the President must
be removed in any case, there will be no
wrong in their becoming the agent to secure
the result. In this way these boding appre-
hensions in regard to the death of the Pres-
ident will  become  wrought [in-

a fixed sentiment, and
what was mere apprehension will become a
determination. Poor Blaine must shudder
as he sees that already the nation is specula-
ting on his ill-health and the fitness of Logan
to take his place when he has gone the way
of Republican Presidents. IHe will wish that
Logan had the front of the column, and
himself the rear, in which case he would be
able to speculate as to how long Logan would
last, and when he should be able to take the
first place. Tf this sort of thing shall con-
tinue, the struggle henceforth among aspir-
ants will be for the second place on the
Presidential ticket.

The strong man will be selected for vice-
President, and the weak man, the onc whom
all hate, will be given the leading place so
that he may soon be sent to the bone-yard.
This will be inevitable. If we continue to
predicate the necessity of nmominating a cer-
tain man for vice-President on the ground
that the President may die, we will soon be-
gin to believe that he will die, and if he shall
not, on his own account, or in the natural
course of events then he must be made to
die. In brief, we are engaged in stimulating
ihe growth of a class of Guiteaus.

CURRENT COMMENT.

SENATOR SHERMAN has had the feeling rankling
in his breast for four years that he was absolutely
and wholly cheated out of the nomination at
Chicago by Ohio men in 1880. Now he is being
ably consoled by the statement that his second
defeat ig due solely and wholly to Ohio men.
The Springfield, Ohio, Republic, with great
tact and delicacy informs the crushed Senator
“‘that the work which Ohio did for Blaine at the
outset and in the face of the fact that her most
illustrious citizen, Senator Sherman, was a can-
didate, was very influential and powerful for
Blaine. Had she shown a solid front for Sher-
man, at the first, ze could have been nominated,;
but as she gave nearly half of her vote, on the
first ballot, for Blaine, she may be truthfully
credited with the Blaine victory.”” And to drive
the iron cissing hot into the aggrivated soal of
the “illustrious citizen,’”” the same paper con-
cludes its condoling screed with the eminently
happy prediction : ¢“Now as the Ohio State
election occurs in October, she will have the
privilege of virtually electing Blaine.”” This is
harrowing, indeed.

APpProros of the excess of women in England
is the following romantic story for which Hon.
J. B. Otway, a member of the Dominion parlia-
ment is authority: “The ‘Girls’ Friendly
Society,’ a London institution, sent some seventy
young women to Canada to find homes. Their
most sanguine expectation was to find employ-
ment in domestic service. One of them was a
particularly bright and handsome girl, who, on
her way over, became acquainted with a yonng
Manitoba farmer, who was & passenger on the
steamer. A mnnual understanding was accom-
plished, they were married as soon as they land-
ed at Quebec, and she accompanied him to the
West, She didn’t forget those who had crossed
the sea with her. Once fixed in her new home,
she set up & sort of matrimonial agency in their
behalf, and two weeds ago thirty of them started
to meet the husbands she had d for them
in the western country.”

Lorp SHAFTESBURY has just declared that the
greatest benefit that could be conferred on Eng-
land would be the emigratton of two or three
hundred thousand women. His Lordship was
partly moved to make this statement owing to
the progress made by women in gaining employ-
ment in places heretofore filled by men. Be-
tween four and five thousand are employed in the
Government offices, and the largest insurance
office in London, the Prudential company, em-
ploys only female clerks. Even if Shaftesbury’s
schemes of banishment could prevail, the effect
would not be to turn back the hands of progress.
The advance made in the condition of women is
permanent, and not to be destroyed.

BrLAINE’s campaign plans are being rapidly
formulated. S. B. Elkins, the New Mexico ex-
pert, is to be the Dorsey of the ‘‘practical’’ cam-
paign H.J. R dell, the corre-
spondent whom Blaine obliged Garfleld to make
Register of Wilis of the District of Columbia,
chiefly because the correspondent had abused
Garfield, is to write his ¢life.’” Mr. Walker
Blaine is to be his father’s confidential campaign
secretary, and Senator Frye has agreed to enter
the great man’s service again, and little Boutelle
is to have a roving commission to bore the news-
papers with the Il ure’’ Blaine d
printed.
