BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS.

Seventh Street Assessment Confirmed
—Bids lor Grading Awarded.

Important Decision in Regard to Street
Railway Tracks, Etc.

At the regular meeting last evening the
following business was transacted, all the
members being present and Mr. Farrington
presiding.

The assessment for the so-called Seventh
street improvement was, after due consider-
ation, confirmed. Yeas 6, nays 0.

The report of the engineer on tho St. An-
thony Hill sewer system, in the matter of
the application of Doherty & Doherty, con
tractors for the same, asking for a remission
of fines and penalties, was adverse,' giving
his reasons therefor, which report was
adopted and the prayer of thu petitioners de-
nied.

In the matter of the proposed laying of
street car tracks on Pleasant avenue, the city
engineer made the following report:

Gentlemen—l hereby submit applications
from the St. Paul street railway company,
asking for permission to use
Pleasant avenue from Third street
to Forbes street, and Forbes street from
Pleasant avenue to Seventh street, for the
purpooe of laying street car tracks.

Both of these streets have recently graded
and tiuished with a surface of broken stone,
which having been well rolled down witli the
steam road road roller is smooth and solid,
and will, 1 think, if undisturbed, last a long
time.

Tha tearing up necessary to laying the
track will practically destroy" the roadway, as
the sur/uce can never be roiled back against
the tracks or between them in as good con-
dition as it is now, aud where occupied by
double track, as it is contemplated ou
Pleasant avenue will be forced along the
sides of the streets along the slope of the
crown, making it unpleasant and tending to
wear the surfacing very rapidly.

In all cases of this kind where itbecomes
necessary to lay street car tracks on iinished
streets, Ishould recommend that the streets
be paved, as it is impossible to maintain a
roadway of either macadam or earth In a
suitable condition for travel, both on account
of the travel being confined to single lines
on either side of the street, causing it to
wear very rapidly, and from the
fact that the sides of the street
must have so much slope for the
proper drainage of the surface, that it is not
suitable for a railway.

The report was accepted, and the engineer
directed not to grant the permit asked for,
and it was ordered further that the whole
matter be referred to the common council.
