Chicago sent out her catalogues or pro-

grammes and entries or stakes for the sum-
mer innning meeting, at the driving park in

that city, June 20, 21, 23, 24. 25, 26, 27
and 2S. Next Friday these running races
commence an^d will continue through next
week closing on Saturday the 2Sth.

For the first day "the Chicago stakes" for
three years old colts in the second race, one
one mile and a quarter. In this race Com-
modore Kittson has the following entries:
b. c, Ruchiel, by Alarm or Reform, dam Sa-
biua; Theodorr.s chc, by Scottish Chief,
dam Algebra; Perilous, by Alarm, dam De-
light.

Inthe fourth race on the same, day, "The
Illinois Oaks," he has the following entries:

In the second race of the fifth day, "The
Illinois Derby," the Commodore has entered

chief, dam Algebra.

HORACE PEATT'S COLT.

Mr. Horace Pratt ofFaribault has a colt of
great promise, the breeding of which is as
follows:

His age is 4 years, stands 15% hands, sired
by Swigert, etc., dam Fannie Silvernail, she
by North America (generally known as Gib-
bin's Black Hawk) he by the North horse, and
he by Sherman Morgan and he by Justan
Morgan, g. d. by Hoyt's old Hickory and she
by Magnum Bonum. This colt is being
driven and handled by Mr. Silvernail, of
Montevideo. He has been trained but little,
having worked on a seeder and harrow this
past spring, and commenced drawing him
since crops were put in. This colt is as
speedy as anybody's 4-year-old in the north
west. Mr. Pratt having been fully satisfied
with the movement of the colt, will probably
let him mature before he enters the horse for
a season's racing.

RACING AT MANKATO.

On more than one occasion we have had
occasion to refer to the people of Mankato,
and the region around that thriving city.
The city is located in a grand part of the
state of Minnesota, and the population in
that locality consists of a thrifty, energetic
class of people who are never satisfied to. re-
main behind, but who desire to crowd right
to the front in everything.

FAXNIE WITHEHSPOON.

This grand old mare, by Almont, is this
year showing herself to be one of the best
racing mares in the world. Commodore
Kittson has a prize in her as well as in Min-
nie R and Johnson. Last year this mare
went through the circuit struggling with the
great Edwin Thorn who did not seem to have
any other competitors that could come near
him, especially after the great Ciingstone
gave out. Witherspoon alone hung onto
the great horse and really out-lasted him, for
she comes again this spring notwithstanding
she is a trifle too heavy. In every race
she is beating Edwin Thorn very
handily. In Chicago a few days ago she
trotted a race against him for a thousand
dollar purse which required five heats to de-
termine who should win. Thorn took the
two first and Fannie the last three. The
time was as follows: 2:2o}£, 2:22%, 2:17^,
2:20&, 2:19&. AtKalainazoo, Mich., these
two animals met again, when Fannie again
downed her competitor. Five heats were
trotted. Time 2:23*4, 2:15%, 2:17%,
2:19^, 2:22^. This indicates that Wither-
spoon is showing up in good form this sea-
Eon and with just as much substance as ever.
It must not be forgotten, however,
that Edwin Thorn is a great horse,
and that he is coming. .^ all
the time. Fannie has probably more speed
than she had last year, and is abetter horse
to-day than she has ever. before been. She
willundoubtedly train on to something still
better before the season is over. As Thorn
will probably do the same we may look to see
some very game contests before the season
closes, especially when these two speedy

. ones strike some of those fast tracks in the
east.

She is accompanied
by her trusty groom, Grant, and Mr. A. Bon-
nell, who used to travel around with her in
ISSI, and was frequently mistaken for a de-
tective, as he silently sat near her car or
stable door.

'Reducing the Record.

|Wikes" Spirit of the Times.]

The racing season of the present year is
now fairly underway, . and every variety of
trotting and pacing sport will be witnessed.
A man with a reflective turn of mind will
naturally turn to the best records and con-
sider the prospects of their production, so we
have prepared a table, published' elsewhere,
of the fastest time of the trotters and pacers,
young and old, at the regulation distance of
one mile. Having thus given the names and
particulars of the different champions, we
will briefly view the outlook. Commodore
Kittson is in no great apprehension as to
Richball or Buffalo Girl beating Johnston's'
record. After the grand circuit is over, and
the free-for-all pacing races reveal which is
the best of the quartette, the Commodore says
Johnston will be prepared to meet the victor.
We, therefore, look forward to a few brilliant
matches between Johnston and the Circuit
winner. The darling object iof Mr. J. I.
Case's ambition is to beat Maud S.s 2:10)^
witti'Jay Eye .See, and Smugglers's 2:1534
witWPhallas. He says, "I am not making
any engagements for either Jay Eye See or
Phallas that will overtax their powers early in
the season, and so jeopardise the prospect of
lowering the best harness and stallion
records. Both my horses are in fine shape
for fast work, but have had very little of it as
yet." But Mr. W. H. Vanderbilt has no
idea of quietly surrendering , the pre
cious prize, even if Jay -Eye
See trots in 2:10^, for he believes
that Maud S. is capable of a still faster mile,
and her education has not been neglected
this year. Touching the stallion record, the
owners of Maxy Cobb and Duquesne, as well
as Phallas, are about to lay siege toit. Mr.l.
Cohnfeld, the owner of Cobb, is ''terribly
in earnest,", as shown by the extremely fast
mile his horse accomplished last —2:19.
He traversed the first quarter in 32}£ sec-
onds, and the half in 1:06. The. guage of
battle has been accepted on his behalf against
all comers, for he has been entered in the
free-for-all stallion race at the great summer
meeting in Chicago. This stallion record
has been a long coveted prize, and it stands
the longest unbeaten at the measure
fixed in our table. The next is Great East-
ern's saddle record of 2:15%, made nearly
seven years ago, but as the feat has not been
essayed since then, it has not been the ob-
ject of any great desire. Notwithstanding
encouragement has been given to strip
Ranis of the fastest mile •' on a half-mile
track, we 2nd that his 2:16 remains unbeat-
en since IS7B. In that year Hopeful trotted
to wagon in 2:16}-._', and he is still the fastest
representative so rigged. \u25a0 We see amidst the
many keen contests in colt races that the
Californians hold the supremacy from
one to four years old, but Jay
Eye See has set a very difficultgoal for them
to reach as five-year olds. We think the day
is not far distant when Edward and Swiv-
eller's 2:10% will be beaten by both Maude S.
and Aldine, and Mr. William Rockfeller's
Independence and Cleora. The influence of
all this rivalry is conspicuous in the present
racing activity, and all who have coming
trotters dream of successfully realizing their
ambition by winning some of the kingly
honors on the battle ground^of the turf.

Green Mountain 3fnid.

The bay mare Storm, foaled in 1867, and

by Middletown, out of Green Mountain Maid,
obtained at Cleveland, on Saturday last, a
record of 2:26%. She is owned by Mr.
Jacob Perkins.who purchased her for a brood
marc, and she is the mother of several colts,
one of which, by Confederate Chief, can trot
close to 2:20. Green Mountain Maid now
has four in the 2:30 list. Prospero, 2:20;

Hinda Rose, one-year-old record, 2:36}{,
three-year-old, 2:l9J^; Wildflower, two-year,
old record, 2:21, and Bonita, four-year-old
record, 2:15%. .Elite, another daughter of
Green Mountain Maid, will be on the turf
this summer, and, if nothing happens to her,
she,will obtain a record of 2:25. The brother
of Prospero, now four-years-old, is very
promising, and he will soon enter the 2:30
circle. Judged by the speed standard,
Green Mountain Maid, still alive at Stony
Ford, is one of the Vgreatest brood mares

We shall be sorry to see the "spots"
of Mr. Keene vanish from our race courses.

The ten mile race, horse against bicycle,
between H. G. Craven's black gelding Scot-
land, record 2:22, by imp. Bonnie Scotland,
dam Waterwitch (dam of Mambrino Gift),
by Pilot, Jr., and John S, Prince, the pro-
fessional bicyclist, which took place at the
Gentlemen's Driving course, Philadelphia,
on June 9, resulted in an easy victory for the

horse. . The track was In poor condition for
both, but the latter had the worst of it. The
bicycle was allowed four feet next the pole,
the horse being compelled to keep away that
far regardless of position. Scotland looked
well, and on getting the word he went off
at an easy gait, with Prince keeping at his
wheel. It was evident that the tactics of
both was to make a waiting race of it. The
first mile was made in 3:34, the. second in
3:41 and the third in 3:42. Prince kept his
wheel abreast of Scotland's sulky most of
the time, but on entering the fourth mile
Scotland's driver got orders to jog a little
faster. From that point the horse gradually
drew ahead, and Prince stopped after com-
pleting half of the tenth mile,Scotland being
more, than a quarter of a mile ahead and go-
ingeasy. The time by miles was as follows:
3:34, 3:41, 3:42, 3:25%, 3:33, 3:34%,
3:32)^, 3:28, 3:20, 4:33. Total time, 30
mm. 33 sec.

But the 'quiet
calm was about to be brokan and the rest of
the good citizens who reside on that thor-
oughfare, and who were taking their rolls
and coffee preparatory to visiting the sanc-
tuary, was about to be unduly
ruffled, for the Street Car company had
spotted the street as its own and there was
about to be a ruction.

The ruction came about 7 o'clock when
several pious citizens on Pleasant avenue
near Third street were attracted by the rude
sound of the pick-axe and spade. On looking
out the windows imagine their surprise on

seeing a half hundred or more homey hand-
ed sons of toil tearing up the street and
working like nailers. Then the pious citi-
zens aforesaid smelled a "mouse and they

being a corporation had no soul to save and
could therefore work on' the Sabbath.

Account of the Event.

This usually quiet little city was thrown

to quite an excitement Wednesday forenoon
by the sudden death of Herman Berkholtz, a
miller, who went to work :in the morning
well as usual,"came home at 9:30 very jjsick.
Dr. G. C. Wallace was at once called in, but
in spite of his efforts his patient died at 11:20
the same forenoon.

The coronor summoned a jury to-day and
held a post mortem examination on the de-
ceased.

From a protty thorough examination of
all the known facts in the case, your cor-
responent finds that the , deceased came to
the town some twelve years ago, built a flour-
ing millon the little creek that flows past
the town. He is a well-to-do German about
45 years old and was married to rather a
good looking woman some ten or twelve
years yonger than he. It has been hinted
around for a year or two that she
had not been true to him. It appears that
he loved his wife very much and condoned
her offenses against his marriage rights sev-
eral times. Last Monday a traveling circus
exhibited in this town, and in the afternon
and evening the deceased's wife and one of
the showmen were seen much together on
the streets and in improper places. This
caused some trouble at nightwhen Mr. Berk-
holtz came home from the mill. His wife
said the showman was an old schoolmate of
hers, and report says she was engaged to the
showman before she was to Mr. Berkholtz.'
Her intimacy with other men seems to have
been the only trouble that ever disturbed
their otherwise happy life. .

Mr. Berkholtz's sudden death threw a sus-
picion of poisoning upon his wife at once.
The attending physician, when first called in.
stated at once that Mr. Berkholtz was poison-
ed, and so testified to-day before the coro-
ner's jury.
• The deceased was buried this afternoon,
but amongst all the friends and mourners
there was not one who had a kind word or a
word of sympathy for the erring and suspect-
ed widow. She was richly dressed in black
velvet, with a modest white colar. Drs.
Wallace (the physician who tended the de-
ceased), McNab, Vail, Morris, and Smith
conducted the post mortem, and itis now*the .
opinion of most of these gentlemen that the,
deceased's death was caused by embolism, or
a clot of blood found in the rig^t auricle o/
the heart. From the evidence given before
the coroner's jury by the medical experts
who took part in the post mortem, itappears
that the deceased's lungs presented the ap-
pearance of a person who had been drowned,
or as if too much chloroform had been ad-
ministered. Chloroform had been adminis-
tered by the physician in attendance. ; The
theory was that the deceased had been pois-
oned with strychnine by his wife. The re-
sult of the post mortem seems to disprove
that theory, as all the evidence of poisoning
from strychnine or arsenic seem to be want-
ing. The stomach and some whisky, sup-
posed to have been poisoned, have been
taken by the sheriff to lowa City for chemi-
cal analysis.

Commencement of the General
Stir in Political Circles.

Trouble Over a Y. M. C. A. Saloon—An
Educational Banquet.

Two Brilliant Weddings in First Circles-
Other Notes of Interest.

Milwaukee, June 14.—Party managers

inthis city are at present busily generating
campaign caloric sufficient to start the politi-
cal machines toward the november goal. It
is admitted on all sides that the fight is to be

a hot one, full of pyrotechnics and other
Fourth of July concomitants. This style of
politics is bo characteristic of Blame that it
willbe studiously infused into the Republi-
can ranks. To offset the exhilerating influ-
ence of the vapor of burning powder and the
flare oT many-hued lights^ the Demorcats will
be forced to adopt similar tactics. Enthusi-
asm has more influence on the vote than the
weighty duties of citizenship or
the most urgent demands for reform,
and the psrty that can . raise
the biggest bowls of confident exultation and
burn the most kerosine, is generally nearer
success than the party that rests its claims
upon plain reasoning without artificial illu-
mination. Elaine's political history is a
study of polemics. He has cut wide and
deep, to right and to left, in working to the
front, and as a consequence he has many
admirers and plenty of enemies. There are
few Republicans on the middle ground of
undecision as to Biaine. There is no luke-
warmness apparent. They eitherblow hot or
blow cold, and it is the blow-hotters or the
hot-blowers that will be counted on for all
they are worth for campaign thunder. The
Republicans held a preliminary meeting in
Dickinson's hall, on Wisconsin street, Wed-
nesday night, and appointed a committee to
arrange

THE INITIAL RALLY.
Emory A. Storrs, of Chicago, has been

chosen as the speaker for the occasion. The
Republicans are also casting about for a
place to make their headquarters. Post-
master Payne, acting on the assumption
that he was to be as usual the head-center of
things Republican, made arrangements
for a large room on the" ground floor
of the Evening Wisconsin bißlding; but the
anti-Payne faction had an eye on the old
club house on the corner of Wisconsin and
Jefferson streets, and squelched the Payne
programme. This snub of the head of the
postoffice ring at tho very outset of the cam-
paign is an indication that the Biaine enthu-
siasts will not put up with any more ring
domination; that the ringsters may eat crow
and work and vote, if they choose, but they
must not crow it over the true blue winners
of the Chicago prize. As a result of this
erasure of the payne arrangements the Re-
publicans are still undecided as to the loca-
tion of their headquarters. The Democrats
have quietly arranged for the occupancy of
a portion of the Sherman building, a few
doors north of the Newhall house site, on

Bruadway, and are going to work without
noise, awaiting the striking of the key-note
of the campaign cry by the coming conven-
tion at Chicago. Tilden's declination has
brought diasappointment to a good many
Democrats, but there is confidence in the
timber still on hand and the result of the
convention's work is eagerly awaited. They
recognize the fact that hard work willbe
necessary to overcome the tactics of the
Biaine Doomersandthepresttgeof the "ins."
Anyother view of the situation would be a
false one, and he who would cajole Demo-
crats into the belief that they are to have
victory with ease, is an enemy of Democ-
racy.

POSITION OF THE PRESS.
The newspapers of Milwaukee are showing

their hands,with the exception of Der Herald.
which is, as usual "on the fence" with one
foot touching Republican ground. Editor
Coleman always needs coaxing, and the pres-
ent attitude of the paper is not a surprising
one. Coleman wants to see the letter of ac-
ceptance, or something else. The Sentind
has eaten its share of crow, and willwork
for the ticket. It was an Arthur organ, in
sympathy with the postoffice ring, of which
it is the mouthpiece, but is willingto do any-
thing to keep the "ins" in. Editor Rublee
has gone to the Pacific coast via the North-
ern Pacific railroad, to seek a quiet place on
the shores of Puget Sound, where he can eat
crow undisturbed by the howls of the Biaine
boomers. He will cpme back a Biaine man
slick and round from gormandizing on the
"Black Jack" of the corn field. The Evening
Wisconsin is Biaine tothe core. It claims the
honor of having nominated the ticket two
weeks in advance of the convention. The
Daily Journal may be counted a Demo-
cratic sheet, as it is closely con-
nected with Deuster and his See-
Bote, both Democratic to the very spine*
Germania has come out in favor of Biaine,
while the Frie Press bitterly opposes the Re-
publican nominees. It is hinted in connec-
tion with the course of the last named paper
that if the editor does not let up on Biaine
and wheel into the Republican ranks, certain
heavy mortgages against the concern held by
Republicans willbe forclosnd, and the paper
gagged in that manner. The Republicans
who hold the mortgages furnished the money
tc the Frie Press for the purpose of controll-
ingits politics, and it is hardly probable that
they will stand idlyby and hear the Republi-
can candidate, criticised. But the Democrats
will have a chance at the sale if foreclosure
tactics are inaugurated against the "kick-
er."

T. M. C. A.
Ordinarily the initials composing the sub-

heading above would apply to the Young
Men's Christian Association, which is quart-
ered in Bon Accord Block, on Grand avenue,
between Second and Third streets; but re-
cent events have given them another mean-
ing. A vacant space just west of the Young
Men's Christian Association rooms has been
filled by« new, one-story brick building
whose owner has seen fit to lease it for sa-
loon purposes to partiies irreverent or blas-
phemous enough to chose the name of "Y.
M. C. A. Soloon" for their "gUded hall of
vice." Naturally this is not accepted in a
meek and lowlyspirit by the.Christians; like
"all flesh" they kick vigorously. The may-
or, who was petitioned to refuse a license to
the new saloon, shouldered the responsibil-
ityonto the license committee, which, after
due deliberation, resolved to grant a license.
Report to that effect was made
to the board of aldermen Monday
afternoon, but after a warm discussion the
matter was re-referred to the committee.
There is a division of opinion as to the pol-
icy of the Christian association in thus show-
ing dread of the propinquity of" vice. The
association is nothing ifit is not militant in
principle, and warriors are supposed to
yearn for battle. The friends of the saloon
argue that as there are other saloons in the
same block the opening of another should
not arouse objection; that if the other sa-
loons are not obnoxious the new one should
not be so considered. But the animus of
the fight is against the proposed name more
than against the saloon itself. It is accepted
as a slur upon the association. The saloon
men admit that there is an amusing simi-
larity between the names of the places so
widely apart indesign, but claim that their
initials cover the assurance to thirsty mor-
tals, "You May Come Again." The license
committee willprobably come at the board
of aldermen again. Until that time the mat-
ter will rest.
