Ben. Butler’s Letter Thanking th#
Greenbacker for His Nomi-
. nation.

He is With Them, but Neglects to Accept
Their Nomil on.

New York, June 17.—In response to a
formal announcement of his nomination by
the Greenback national convention, Gen.
Butler says:

LowELL, Mass., June 12.—Gentlemen of
the committee: I received at your hands the
official announcement of the action of the
convention at Indiamapolis with deep sensi-
bility. In the ordinary course of political
events the choice of a convention of repre-
sentative men, and a considerable portion of
my fellow citizens, according to me this,the
highest honor they can confer, would call
for grateful acknowledgment, even though
it might bea selection to represént the
thought of such convention uyon the ques-
tioms which commonly divide” political par-
ties, the yiews upon such questions may have
been inherited on an outgrowth of measures
merely of administration. The great ques-
tions you present are higher and grander
than any mere political mcasure. Nearly a
quarter of a century ago when the very ex-
istence of a republic and the establishment
of a Democratic representative government
hung trembling upon the issue of the great-

est civil war the world ever has known or
may ever know, by wisdom born of imperi-
ous necessity a financial system sprung from
patriotic impulse to save the nation’s
life and rescue the hope of free
institutions for all men from

going down forever in darkness and death.
It was devised by the great and good men of
that day, to whose care the Republican gov-
ernment, to be administered by the people
and for the people, had been conflded. That
system of finance for a free people in its in-
fancy saved the life of the nation from per-
without it, and broke the chains which
enslaved four miilion men. It gave this
country a prosperity it never had known. It
enabled the people to assess upon themselves
and pay taxes of an extent before unknown
in any country. It made it possible for the
government to pay threefold all loans it re-
ceived from any creditor, or gave to him se-
curity more profitable and staple than was
issued

ever by any power in
the world, and made the finan-
cial system of our government

at once the envy and admiration of all men.
This was done by a legal tender currency.
While questions as to its stability were raised
by the very form of legislation which it en-
acted, and while still graver doubts prevailed
in the minds of many wise and patriotic men
whether legal tender currency is inexpensive,
in fact resting not on the intrinsic value of
the material on which 1t was coined—was
within the constitutional competency and
power of the legislative branches of the gov-
ernment. But that question having been
three times submitted to the supreme court
of the United States, the very highest tribun -
al of constitutional construction, and was at
last decided in the affirmative with such
unanimity that there has since been no possi_
ble reasons of doubt. One purpose
of your organization and of those
who thought and acted with you, although
aat of it, was to support and sustain this
money as acurrency of the people. This
people’s currency, you will say, was designa-
ted by its friends by the pet name of ‘‘green-
back.” Two years ago I did myself howor
to say that the currency so commented by
the merits of its great deeds wrought for the
people’s safety and prosperity enacted by the
highest legislative power, adjudicated by
such a court and the decision about to be re-
aflirmed, was an accomplished fact never
again to be disturbed or doubted. To thatits
friends might well say, ‘“‘so the end of our
labors in this regard has come, so let us re-
joice.”  Let those who aided in this great
work press on and deal with equally impor-
tant unsettled and necessary measures for
the welfare of the whole people. The legal
tender having become the very foundation

of, as well as a megasure of
value, intervened with all  the

business of the people. The engine of pros-
perity of the nation, it seems to me almost
an act of cruelty again to disturb, causeless-
1y, a financial question which has been so
set at rest with the assent of all good men,
as much so as was the question of the right
of man to hold his brother man. in slavery.
Therefore, I said, I am glad that that ques-
tion is no longer a part in political consider-
ation. And statesmen may now turn from

it, as the country has turned from the ques-

tion of slavery and war. But alas,the power

of the darkness of errors, the resurrection-
ists of a false idea of the past dug up the
mouldering remains of contention from a
peaceful grave, where they slept, and threat

en by a rehash of exploded resolutions form-
ulated into a platform by a party convention
to reverify and agitate controversies which
will unsettle commercial values, hinder and
delay the business energies of our people
with an apparent but single
object to extend a system of
purely paper currency issued by corporations
established by the government. Indeed,

bat for the private emolumemnts and gain to
the corporators, which currency itself is to be
valuable only because it is made redeemable
in every greenback which this ghoul like agi-
tation seeks to repudiate, overthrow and de-
stroy. Such a currency, Andrew Jackson

with the prescience and wisdom of a states-
man, by the iron hand of the soldier sus-
tained by Democrats of more than a genera-
tion ago had wholly crushed out and in hope
of wise and good had buried forever as one
of the grievious errors of an administration
which had insiduously crept into the govern-

ment for the aggrandizement of a few to the
destruction of the people. As a Democrat,

taught in the Jackson school in early youth,

with my judgment matured by many years
of converse in public affairs, aided by earnest
and deep study, intensity of purpose with a
topic of such magnitude affecting every in

terest of the people, nay it may be the very
existence of free institutions demands, I
am constrained were it the last act of my
life, in view of this attempt to undo what
Jackson had so well done,coming from what-
soever question it may, to say to you, gentle-

scribes from five to ten years imprisonment
for embezzling funds from a national bank,
or abétting the same. The arrest was made
at the instance of the bank officers.

NICOLLET COUNTY POOR FA RM.

< Statement by the Secretary of Charities
and Corrections.
To the Editor of the Globe:

Sir: Some misapprehension having aris-
en from the brief abstract of my report on
the poor house of Nicollet county, published
in the DALy GrLose of May 6, will you kind-
¥ publish the report in full so far as it relates
to that institution? This request is made in
accordance with the desire of the chairman
of the committee on poor house of the com-
missioners of Nicollet county.

The report is as follows:

“‘The Nicollet county poor house is eight-
een miles from 8t. Peter. It is strictiy a
Scandinavian institution; the overseer and
all the inmates but one or two being Swedes
or Norwegians. Economy is the rule of the
house. - The furniture is old and scauty; the
house is old and rickety; the inmates are
crowded together in little rooms, In a room
12x15 were two beds, occupied by three men.
In another room 9x20 were a stove, two
double beds and a single bed. There being
no closets or store rooms, the inmates had
their clothing in the room. The single bed
was occupied by a bed ridden man some sev-
enty ! years old. One double bed was used
by the old man’s wife and daughter; the oth-
er by two women who are mnot related to the
family. No one in the house secmed to re-
gard this arrangement as at all objectionable.
The beds abounded in bugs. The overseer
had = last year, a salary of $400,
with board for himself and wife and two
children. He takes excellent care of the
farm, furnishes a good team of horses and
wagon, and does his own repairing, except
shoeing. The overseer stated that he did
not use sugar except on Sundays, lest the
paupers, sitting at the same table, should de-
sire it too. An old fashioned spinning
wheel is kept on which the inmates spin
much of their own yarn. Last year the farm
maintained some twelve inmates, fed the
overseer, and the net cash outlay of the
county was $430, 1ncluding the overseer’s
salary. The inmates are well satisfied, and
s0 is the county board. As for the overseer,
he has had his salary raised to $450. The
county has a beautiful farm. The present
house is not fit to repair. It should be sold
for what it will bring, moved off, and a suit-
able building erected.”

It should be added, in justice to the county
authorities, that I am informed that Overseer
Torson promptly removed the unrelated per-
sons from the room occupied by the old
couple and their daughter after my visit, and
that syrup furnishes sweets except for tea and
coffee; also that the county commissioners at
the beginning of the present year discon-
tinued the system of appointing the lowest
bidder as overseer, and raised Mr. Torson’s
salary to $450, although others desired to
take the place at even less than $400. The
commissioners have submitted to the board
of corrections and charities, for criticism and
advice, plans for a separate building for
males, which will relieve the over crowded
building and provide for separation of the

A MILITARY IGNORAMUS,

Shown to bea Babbling, Meddling Fault
Finder,
To the Editor of the Globe.

Had the article in Sunday’s issue of the

Minneapolis Tribune on the competition drill
at Minnetonka beach been characterized by
any degree of fairness and impartiality T
would spare the space alloted me for more
valuable matter, as the spirit of disappoint-
ment which pervaded the whole article de-
stroys its value as a criticism.
Lacerated feelings, especially those arising
from St. Paul’s success, are beyond the in-
fluence even of the magicians wand, how
much more beyond mine, I would therefore
not reply were it not for the gross injustice
done both thg judges and Co. D.  The Tri-
bune’s description of the Rifles was evidently
intended to awaken the admiration of such
as were not present as every one knows that
Co. D.’s uniform gives them a more soldierly
appearance than did that of the National
Rifies.

The seventeen movements omitted by
Company D could have been performed by
that company with equal, if not greater, pre-
cision, had not the judges consumed more
than half of the entire time alloted them for
inspection. Aside from this the statement is
untrue, for Company D did fix and unfix
bayonets—arms port—right shoulder to sup-
port—backward march—form column of twos
from column of fours, and column of fours
from column of twos. Oh, yes, we recollect!
The Tribune reporter was seen sauntering
toward the beer pavilion about this time, and
he did notreturn in ; time either to see Com-
pany D perform some difficult movements,
which the Nationals did not attempt to per-
form, such as platoons right forward, fours
night and reform company by the command
“form company left oblique” form column
of files from column of fours, and column of
fours from column of files marching with
the guid e reversed and the left in front.

We are sorry that the 7'ribune has yet to
learn that to be able to stand a rigid inspec-
tion is almost the first necessity of the sol-
dier; it reveals the soldier; it is a soldier’s
duty to take care of his piece. Company D’s
guns have been in service three years, and
in one year from now they will be, if any-
thing, in better shape for inspection than to-
day.
We come now to a point where the Z'ri-
buue shows the least regard for truth.

THE DECISION

of the judges was not contrary to every one who
witnessed the drill, and was not based alone
on inspection, nor on the point lost by the
Nationals by passing in review at a right
shoulder, this error not counting against
them as the movement was performed after
the entire time alloted them had expired;
but was based upon company D’s superior
marching and their strict conformity in all
movements to Upton’s tactics. The Na-
tionals, in cadence of time, are too fast in
the manual, and too slow in foot move-
ments. The length of the direct step is
twenty-eight inches, 110 steps to the minute.
Theirs was an eighteen or twenty inch step.
In marching in platoons the guide was never
given, and was on the wrong flank of his
platoon. Again, when platoons wheel into
line the guides stand fast till the pivot men
of both platoons have dressed up against the
arms of the guides, who resume their proper
positions only after the commands *‘Front’
and “‘Guides Posts” have been given. These
points were all omitted by the Nationals in
the movements specified, as well as others
in other movements.

*  While I have many other points to enum-
erate, want of space compels me to bring this
article to a close, and I trust that every one
who reads this will see the absurdity of a mili-
tary ignoramus heaping criticisms npon the
three officers who are notonly fine tacticians,
but also gentlemen who would scorn to ren-
der a decision against their better judgment.

CITY OF THE MOUNTAINS.

A Talk With One of the Pioneers of
Montana Territory.

Helena as She Was in Days of the Vigilantes
—Signs of Former Times Returning, Etc.

HELENA, June 14.—While loitering on the
front steps yesterday afternoon, the sound of
sirange bells attracted my attention, and
upon looking up, I beheld what was to me a
very novel sight—an overland freight outfit.
As T looked at the curiosity I foolishly wished
that T had come to this place in its days of
stage coaches, freight wagons, Indians,
miners, ete. (only a remnant of each now re-
mains) so enthusiastic was I over the three
huge wagons, which were joined together
and drawn by four spans of mules. The
driver rode the left wheel mule, and guided
the other seven with a line fastened to the
left lead mule, which also wore the bells.
mounted on a standard just above the hames
of the harness. The poor beasts looked worn
and jaded—their only inspiration being a
long black-snake whip, administered by their
rough and burly master.

This little reminder of early days in a
minning country caused me to inquire for
some ‘‘old timer” who would willingly give
me a few items of interest concerning the
times of fifteen and twenty years ago, I was
referred to Uncle Johnny, a kind little old
old gentleman well known to everyone in
Helena. Iimmediately repaired to his cabin
on West Main street; but expecting to find
him in his garden at work, I entered from
behind the cabin on Clare street. Finding
no one in the garden, I ventured cautiously
to the open back door of the cabin. The
first little room I entered was fiiled with gar-
den tools and boxes of different sorts.

My timid rap not being answered,and feel-
ing sure that the old gentleman was 1nside,
I ventured into the next room whieh I recog-
nized as his dinning room. With no floor,
no carpet, no fire nor window, this little
room did not look very inviting, I could as-
sure one. »On the left of the passage way sat
a little table, upon which were a few pieces
of very old styled dishes. A very old stove
sat on one side of the table, and a
small cupboard on the other side. What
else the room contained one could not de-
termine at a glance, as everything was in-
geniously tucked way and heapedeup, that it
had the appearance of a dungeon filled with
the debris of a cyclone. In a moment after
I knocked at the entrance to this room, a
little face and a plug hat appeared at a pane
of glass inserted in the top of the door oppo-
gite, leading into the mext apartment,
The apparition opened the door and politely
invited me into what appeared to be a sleep-
ing apartment, as it contained asmall bench
covered with brown blankets, and the for-
mer amount of the indescribable. There
was no floor in this room, but a carpet of
two sheepskins and a piece of a buffalo robe
covered the ground. This room extended
to the street, and was well lighted by large
windows in front. The ground floor of the
front part was covered with strips of straw
matting—and here in this part I discovered
the old man’s chief o ccupation.

He raises canary birds to sell, and insisted
on showing them to me before beginning an
interview as I had told him the obiect of my
call. Ideeply sympathized with the little
captives. Their surroundingsw as enough
to make them insane. Not a green thing in
sight, not a flower, not even a
child to be seen; not a sweet voice to be
heard; cold, damp air, diluted with a little
sunshine through a very dirty window, sur-
rounded them. Oue bird lately purchased of
a Denver school master showed disgust and
rebellion in his eye, while most of the others
looked the perfect picture of despair; and
yet the old man feels that he takes very ten-
der care of his little charges.

After looking at the birds the old gentle-
man laid his hat carefully on an old chest,
and motioned toward his couch as he ap-
pologetically remarked that he did not have
a chair in the cabin but I could sit on the
bed. ‘““What would you really like to know,”’
asked Uncle Johnny. ‘‘Anything romantic
concerning yourself, or the early settlement
of Helena,” I replied. “Well,”’ he began,
“I came here twenty years ago. There
were but few cabins here then. The
first ome was built by Mr.
Cutter, on the corner of West Main and the
street bearing his name. It stands there
now, but is changed in appearance by
weather-boarding. I ran a job wagon when
Ifirst came to Helena, and made quite a
little fortune which was nearly all consumed
by fire, but I kept on at work and saved
about six thousand, when a second fire took
everything but the clothes I had on. Though
by economizing and managing pretty well
what real estate I had left, I was enabled to
make another start. I now have this cabin
and some other property, and as healthy as I
ever was in my life and happy. I expect to
die here, and if I do, I am going back to
New York to be buried—not long till 1'11 go,
for 'm seventy-seven now. Anxious for
something a little more sensational I interro-
gated him further; “Do you remember
much about the vigilantes?’?

‘“Were there many men hung here in
those days?”’

“Oh yes!” he said enthusiastically; I
will tell you. As I said before, I ran a job
wagon, and itwas my business to bury’ those
who were hung. I got twenty-five dollars a
man. There was a large tree outin Dry
guleh which was the gallows in those days,
but which has since been cut down. We put
the poor fellows in pine boxes ‘and dropped
them in prospecting holes on the side of the
bluff in Dry gulch, just outside the city. I
think I buried nine in all. Howevever, some
of the authorities say there were twelve. The
last one that was hung I got fifty dollars for
burying. They called him ‘Frenchy.” He
was a slick gambler and shot a man

in cold blood. The vigilants  let
“Frenchy” haug for two days. They
were bound to make a severe

example of him. This unfortunate fellow
came from the east, and had a friend here
who could not believe the true character of
Frenchy, for he had known him in the states
to be a very different man from what his
disgraceful death would indicate.”

‘“Men sometimes change after coming in-
to this new country do they not?’ I inter-
rupted.

‘‘Indeed they do,” said the old man
thoughtfully. “‘You would not believe what
some men will do when they get into a min-
ing country. Ifaman hasa mean streak
in his nature it is pretty like to be developed
under the circumstances of those days;
while if he should remain in civilized society
with wife or mother he would die ignorant
of the possible depths of erime into which he
might sink in a land of wild temptation and
no moral restraint.”’

This seemed to remind him of something,
as he brightened up he said: *‘Virginia City
was a terrible place when I was there in ’64.
I was quite young then and was ecalled
“‘Majur” instead of ‘‘Uncle Johnny.” A
man lived across the corner from me who
looked very much like me. This fellow gave
serious offence to a young mail carrier (he
carried letters on horseback for 25c. apiece.)
Well, this youug mail carrier got drunk for
the purpose of administering justice to his
offender—made a mistake in his man, be-
cause I l6cked so much like the other one,
and struck me in the face and felled me to
the ficor. I sprang to my feetand shot him ;
he died in ten hours afterwards.

‘“You shot a man!” said I, “how did you
get out of it alive?”?

““Well, I wasput in jail for three months,
not for punishment, but for safe keeping.
At the end of that time my trial came on.
After my first witness had been examined
the judge called the attorneys and jury to-
gether and said: ‘Here, gentlemen ; there
is no use going any further with this trial,
we all know the major and know just how it
all happened.” And they voted me clear. I
paid"my attorney $300 and that is all it cost
me.

‘Did the vigilants succeed in ridding the

country of thieves, vagabonds aud gam-~
blers?’? I questioned.

“‘Yes, they did, and they will have it-to do
again. The railroad is bringing in the worst
of characters; and it promises to be worse
this year than last, The Cour de Aline
mines turn ont a good many of them.
Thieving is done most every night, One bad
robbery was committed just a few nights
since. The vigilantes will have to assist the
officers yet. They are just waiting for a
murder to be committed, when they will turn
out and clear the whole country of any out-
laws or disturbers of the p eace.”

Not feeling at liberty to consume any
more of my informants time, I bade him
adieu,

The old gentleman’s remarks concerning
the vigiilantes, sum a little far fetched and
severe, and in. the main probably incorrect.
No doubt a strong organizaticn exists in this
city to-day, composed of resolute men who
would not hesitate long to repeat the scenes

of pioneer justice. Only few . nights
since an impromptu vigilance
committee, called upon a man on

Beaver creek for the purpose of chastising
him for harboriug horse thieves, but he fled
upon their approach, so they left word for
him him to leave the ccuntry in- thirty days.
Bozeman has alrcady given signs of the ne-
cessary resort to old customs. Only last week
the citizens awoke one morning, so the
Courier says, to find the town carefully cov-
ered with the mystic figures, ‘‘7-444.” Such
a sign indicates a vigilance committee. The
mystic figures, it is said, accompany a letter
to the suspicioned one, whg is warned to
leave the country, and the figures on every
corner remind him most constantly of his
probable fate, in case he does not comply
with the request.

person may sustain by reason of the taking of
such lands, orof the constructing, use and oper-
ating of such works. -

And that they, the said Commissioners, will
meet at the office of the Board of Water Com-
missioners of the city of St. Paul (being No. 23
East Fifth street, in the city of Saint Paul) in the
county of Ramsey, state of Minnesota, on the
twenty-sixth day of June, A. D. 1884, at nine
o’clock in forenoon of "that day, and thence pro-
ceed to examine the several pieces, parcels and
tracts of land herein above particularly described
(over and across all of which the said Board of
Water Commissioners of the city of Saint Paul
have heretofore extended its said works), and
after such an examination will make a just and
equitable estimate of such damages as the owner
of, or persons interested in the lands taken, or
any other person may sustain by rbason of the
taking of such lands or of the construction, use
and operating of such works—pursuant to the
authority upon them conferred by their said ap-
poi t, and in accord with the statute in
such case made and provided.
