Blaine listened to Gen. Henderson's ad-
dress standing under an elm tree with his arms
folded on his and his eyes usually cast
down, but at times wandering about scanning the
faces of the audience. When Mr. Henderson had
conciuded speaking, Walker, the candidate’s son,
stepped forward and havded his father the man-
uscript of an address in reply to that of the com-
mitice. Mr, Blaine then read as follows:
BLAINE'S REPLY.

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen of the National
Comuittee—I receive not without deep sensibili
ty your offiaial notice of the action of the national
conveution already brought to my krowledge
through the public press. I appreciate more
profoundly than I can express,the honor which is
implied in the nemination for the presidency by
the Repubiican party of the nation. Speaking
through the anthoritive of the duly aceredited
delegates, to be selected as a candidate “by such
an assemblage from a list of eminent statesmen
whose names were presented, fills me with em-
barrassment, and I can only express my gratitude
for so signal an honor and my desire to prove
worthy of the great trust reposed in me. In ac-
cepting the nomination as I now do, I am im-
pressed—I am also oppressed—with 2 a sense of
the labor aud responsibility which attaches to my
position. The burden is lightened, however,
by the host of earnest men who
support my candidacy, many of whom add, as
does your honorable committee, the cheer of
personal friendship to the pledge of politlcal
fealty. A more formal acceptance will naturally
be expected and will in due scazon be communi-
cated. 1t may not, however, be inappropriate to
this time to say that I have already made a care-
ful study of the principles announced by the na-
tional convention, and that in the whole and in
detail they bave my heartiest lympntlp‘y, and
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meet my heartiest approval. Apart from your

official errand, gentlemen, I am ex-
tremely happy to  welcome you all to
my house. With many of you I have already

shared the duties of pnblic sorvice, and have en-
joyed o most cordial friendship. J trust your
Journey from all parts of the great republic has
been agreeable and that during your stay In
Maine you will feel that you are not among
strangers, but amoang friends. Invoking the
blessings of God upon the great canse which we
Jjointly represent, let us turn to the future with-
out fear and with maunly heart.

At the conclusion of Mr. Blaine's reply to the
members of the committee they were introduced
to him individually, and an hour was spent in
social and informal converse. The members of
the committee then repaired to the residence of
Col. Osgood where they were entertained ot
lunch. At 1 o'clock they left for Portland where
they have a reception this evening.

The Feeling at Baltimore—Only One
Small Failure Over the
Scare,

Barrivore, June 21.—The Sun says: The
announcement that Garrison had made an as-
signment caused a good deal of stir among the
conse cd gas company people. It was well
known that Garrison had been the principal capi-
talist behind the Equitable Gas company of this
city, and admitted that there is no money 1 sup-
plying zas at $100 to customers, which is the
prevailing rate. One of the prominent consoli-
dated directors said the outcome from assign-
ment may or may not be to the advantage of the
consolidated company, but he inclined to be-
lieve thatgif the Xquitable went into other
hands it wonld be found more advantageous to
deal with the half doger, who might get the con-
trol, than with one man, as has been the case
under the Garrison regime.

A leading Baltimore banker said that Garrison
made money out of his several gas coventures,
mainly by consolidation with older companies.
The Baltimore company had not reached the con-
solidation stage yet, and doubtless he had not
pocketed any profit from it, He said the com;
modore was regarded as very rich, and declined
to believe the statements about the large assets
above liabilities correct. Perhaps his securities
could not be realized upon, and he made the as-
signment te relieve himself until his business
could be settled, when he will retire.
ecneral manager of the Baltimore
company, said he received from
Attrill, of New York, the details of the
concern of his company. He
said that Av , who is also identified with the
Equitable, assured him there would be no change
in the status of thit concern growing out of the
assignment, and its aifzirs will move on the same
as herctofore.

THE RAILROADS.

Superintendent Underwood, of The Milwau-
kee, Fractures a Limb.

Superintendent W. J. Underwood, of the Mil-
waukee, had the misfortune to break a leg vyes-
terday afternoon while driving in from the races.
Mr. Underwood had been out looking after the
work on the railroad bluff west of town, and on
his way back to the city drove around by the
fair grounds. When leaving the grounds a boy
got in the buggzy with the superintendent to ride
to the city. When near the foundry Mr. Under-
wood pulled out to puss a vehicle. The wheel
of his buggy slipped on the street car rail and
threw the thill sharp against the side of the
spirited mare he was driving, frightening her.
The mare began kicking, got one
leg over the cross-tree, and turning
short tipped the buggy. Mr. Underwood had
been hampered by his efforts to get the boy out
of the buggy, and so was nnable to save himself
when the buggy tipped. He was caught by the
iron work and dragzed as the mare swung
around, still Kicking. Whether the bone was
Lroken by a'kick, or in the fall, could mnot be
ascertained, but it was broken square off about
midway between the left kiee and the ankle,
and one end of the bone forced out through the
flesh.

Wm. McNamara, who was coming in from the
fair ground. was a block behind Mr. Underwood
when the accident occurred. 1e and a friend
picked the injured man up. The drivers of two
express wagons on their way to the fair grounds
for passeugers refused to tuin back to carry Mr.
Underwood to the city. Ed Provost, the driver
of the third wagon hailed, turned at once, and
the injurcd man was taken to his rooms over the
div n headguarters at the foot of Pearl street.
Mr. vamara, having seen his charge off for
the city, drove for Dr. G. W. Beges. That sur-
geon, with his assistant, Dr. Conniff, and Dr.
Reynolds, of Geneva Lake, Wis., who hap-
pened to be in the city, reduced the
fracture. The ands of the bone had gone past
each other, and a strong pull of four men was
needed to bring them back into place. The
broken ends. being square, they will remain in
place by the pressure of one end on another. Mr.
Underwood went through this most painfnl
operation without chloroform or a murmer. Au-
burn haired men are all mostly that way. Later
in the evening the sufferer was resting as essily
as could be expected, and was giving directions
about various matters on the division just the
same as if he were in the oflice below.

The boy who was with Mr. Underwood was
completely stunned atiirst, and when he recover-
edfwas fourd to be somewhat braised,thoush not
setiously. fle wus taken with the superintend-
ent to his rooms, and was there at the last ‘' ac-
counts. The lad, who was about thirteen years
old, is understood to belong to Cherokee. The
mare was caught by men who were passing, and,
with the badly broken buggy, was taken to
attaer’s stable.

AMONG THE TRADERS.

Eastern and Foreign Ruotations |

Have a Depressing Influ-
ence on Wheat.

The Rumor of the Failure of C. P.
Huntington Causes a
Sharp Decline,

The Provision Market Active, Irregular and
Unsettled—Cattle Higher and Hogs
Dull and Lower.

Missouri Pacific Bonds up to 100 and Back
to 97 1-2—Heavy Selling and a
Panicky Closing.

CiricaGo, June 21.—The grain market was
fairly active in the way of speculative trading on
the regnlar board to-day, and a better feeling
prevailed in response to more assuring advices
regarding the business situation in New York.
As stated yesterday.the scare which almost pro-
duced a panic in Wall street was unwarranted by
the legitimate surroundings. The reaction
caused a better feeling in the regular session,
but in the afternoon the reported failure of C,
P.Huntington caused arenewed weakness, and
prices, which had closed better on the board,
settled to about yesterday’s prices.

During the past week wheat has been quiet,
especially for future delivery, and prices have
weakened, closing this evening at 214c¢ decline
on the week. There has been no improvement
in the situation as regards any outside specula-
tive trading, the local talent still having the
market almost entirely to themseives, but cash
wheat has been freely bid for, a good business
being reported both for home consumption
and  export, the stocks in store here
being reduced some 800,000 bushels. Although
the freight market has been against the shipper
all the weck, some round lots have been placed
on forcign orders, and . further bids are here for
the same account. The outward movement s
increased and the visible supply has decreased
750,000 bushels for the week. The week's im-
ports of wheat and flour into Great Britain are
fair, but the amount on passage is the same as
before, Russian and Indjan shipments remaining
small to the United Kingdom, though they have
slightly increased to the continent, which is still
still buying largely both of arrived cargoes and
for forward shipment, paying the full prices of
the previous week. This continued lively demand
for the continent in the face of the near approach
of the harvest shows how large and imperative
their needs must kave been, and advices from
there »till state they expect a
further large quantity will be needed
before their®wn new crops are available. Prices
abroad have remained very firm, but for spot
wheat dnd cargoes to arrive and stocks it is con-
fidently stated will show an important reduction
on the 1st of July next. The crops of wheat
abroad continue to make very satisfactory pro-
gress, but later reports respecting the out turn
of the new Indian crop state the yield is mnot
coming up to the early estimates formed of it.
The following table shows a rather remarkable
statement of affairs as to the visible supply this
sceason and last:

Speculators wonld do well to panse and con-
sider the above table, es it carries
with it a valuable lesson. On the
1st of January our stocks of grain were
over 5%000,000 bushels, against 36,000,000
the previous year. To-day there are only

28,000,000 bushels, against 42,000,000 bushels
this time last year. Then we had 35,000,000
bushels of wheat, now we have only 15,000,000
bushels, showing we have reduced our wheat in
store 20,000,000 bushels since the 1st of January,
besides consuming all available receipts, whereas
last year our receipts were fully ample for all re-
quirements and our stock in store was exactly
the same m June as in December. In corn and
oats we had 15,000,000 bushels on the 1st of
January, against 11,000,000 bushels the same day
last year. Now we have 11,000,000 bushels,
against 19,000,000 bushels this day last year.
In other words, five months ago our stocks of
grain were 21,000,000 bushels in excess ; now they
are 14,000,000 bushels short of the corresponding
date last year, and if this means anything it
simply means (our receipts and exports being no
longer than last year) that our home consumption
has largely inereased, and that for the five months
rom January to June wé have consumed the
enormous quantity of - 35,000,000 bushels more
than for the first five months of last year.

Quite an active business was transacted in
provisions, but the feeling was greatly unsettled
and prices closed irregular. The hog market
was weak and lower, which encouraged a further
reduction in prices of product at the opening.
The sharp decline in prices yesterday, however,
had a tendency to cncourage local and outside
parties to purchase more freely and the compe-
tition on the offering resulted in a substantial
advance, and outside figures were well main-
tained. Speculative trading was mainly in lard
and short nbe sides. Lard is now as low as it
was during the McGeoch difficulty, and it is an-
ticipated that it will soon afford opportunities
for active operations. The amount which
changed hands to-day was not large, but was suf-
ficient to givelits holders some encouragement for
the fature. i :

Wheat was more active to-day, though little
encouragement was offered to buyers by eastern
and foreign quotations, but there were many
favoring influcnces, including limited receipts
fair withdrawals, and a sharp advance early in New
York. July opened at 851;@85%c, and under
free coverings by shorts and liberal takings by
strong operators on the bull side, who bought
almost continuously from the opening to the
close of the session, prices advanced to 863;¢, re-
ceded to 86c and advanced, touching 86%c, and
closing on ’change at 86%;¢. On the curb, how-
ever, the rumor of the failure of C. P. Hunting-
ton caused a break, and July wheat went down
to 853c.

Corn was in fair demand, but the feeling was
feverish and values unsettled. July opened at
551 @354 ¢, advanced at the buying by shorts,
frightened by the upward movement in wheat,
and =old at 56¢, but weakened on the selling of
those who had bought early and were taking the
profits, and closed at 553 @553 c.

Oats were quiet, dull and without material
change as to price of futures.

Pork was moderately active in the way of set-
tling contracts, but prices were irregular. July
and August opened at $19.20,and sold at $19.1214
@19.50. Lard was moderately active, but unset-
tled, opening weak at $7.45 for August, but be-
came stronger on buying by shorts and scalpers,
and advanced 30¢, sclling at $7.75.

Short ribs were active and very unsettled,open-
ing lower at $7.40 for August, sold at $7.95 on
buying by shortsand free takings for an advance
and closed at $7.92%@7.95.

For the few lots of good corn fed and grassers
on the market there wasa good demand, at a
shade stronger prices for cattle than on yester-
day. The market for the week closed steady
and 15@20c¢ per 100 1bs higher than on Wednes-
day, which was the low priced day of the week.
The advance is mainly on light part-corn and
part:grass cattle, There was nothing doing in
stockers and feeders. and butchers’ stock ruled
quiet, on account of the light supply.

The hog market was again dull and prices gen-
erally lower 'than the close yesterday, making

“the decline since Wednesday (the high-price day

of the week) 30@40c, packers expected to get
good even sorts at $5.00@5.15; “‘but,” said a
well-known buyer, ‘“we didn't get there, yet
come very near the mark.” There were a good
many good lots carried, for the reason that buy-
ing orders were at such low fizures sellers pre-
ferred to take their chances on Monday.

J. W.Rumsey & Co. says: “*There isa brisk
inguiry for freight room, and could vessels be
had there would probably be consideroble of an in
crease on the outward movement, thereforec we
consider wheat safe to invest in at current val-
ues,”

F. J. Kennett says: “The sentiment is still
bearish and the feeling very weak this afternoon
on a rumor that Mr. C. P. Huntington has failed
and the generaly demoralized condition of the
stock market. I think wheat cheap, but unless

NEW YORK.

NEW York, June 21.—The market opened
with a special weakness in Erie bonds and Mich-
igan Central, and prices throughout were lower
than on last evening. This was immediately
followed by a sharp upward turn in Missouri
Pacific and Delaware & Lackawanna. The shorts
were most unmercifully punished in both. The
former rose to 100and dropped to94%ina t
The manipulators of - Delaware & Lackawanna
carried the stock from 100 to 105 in a flash, and
they bid it up in the loan crowd so that it cauged
ascramble for cash stock. By midday the market
quieted down and prices yielded. Later came
another advance, which carried stocks almost
to the best figures of the morning.
‘There was much excitement at times and the
shorts appeared nervous, the bank statement
was exceedingly favorable, showing a decrease
in loans of $2,800,000 and in reserve an increase
of $300,000. Rumors of important failures caused
an excited and weak market during the last hour,
Stocks were sold right and left and the feeling
was somewhat panicky, Prices as a general
thing were way below last evening’s figures when
business ceased.

A. M. Day say: “The market has amply
justified our remarks in last night's letter, that
it might easily get oversold. The opening prices
were all peak, but the White-Morgan pool im-
mediately commenced to mark up Lackawanna.
This was the signal. for the attack on the bear
party, which speedily drove them into a regular
bear panic. Lackawanna soon loaned at 1 per
cent. and then 135 per cent. Missouri Pacific
was  marked up to 100 and every stock
that had any short interest in it was evidenced
rapidly. It was currently stated and on good
authority that Vandesbilt had united with Gould
to punish the shorts, Fluctuations up and down
were very sharp and rapid.  After the middle
hours it way frecly reported that C.
P. Huntington had failed. Mr. H. tells us
that he has paid all demands and expects to con-
tinue todo so. However, the report had a very
serious effect on Central *acific and the market.
The Vanderbilt stocks and all the Grangers
slumped. A prominent Vanderbilt house soid
Western Union freely, and rumors of other fail-
ures were afloat. There was a slight rally at the
close.

Committee Bill Reported for $100,000
Building at Winona.

Army Bill Passed---Two Reports in the Eng-
lish Case---Mexican Pensions.

The Senate.

WasmiNegToN, June 21.—In the senate to-day
the chair laid before the senate a bill amend-
ing the Thurman act relative to the Pacific rail-
rond.

Van Wyek desired this bill referred to
the committee on public lands, rather than to the
committee on judiciary. It was with some sur-
prise that he had for the first time learned from
the public press that the judiciary committee had
resolved to acton any bill of this kind this ses-
sion. He supposed we should express our
acknowledgments to the press for having given
the scnate this information. It would naturally
be supposed the committee of the senate would
have made its report first to the senate itself,
as to whether it would or would not act, and
particularly when this conclusion had been
reached after conference with the railroad com-
pany.

Senator Horr said the senator from Nebraska
(Van Wyck) was wholly mistaken, of courge un-
intentionally, as to the action of the judiciary
committee.

Senator Van Wyck insisted that for some
twenty ycars the railroads had controlled the
government, as shown. in his opinion, by the
operation of the land department, and the opin-
ion of the attorney gencrals and some decisions
of the supreme court. The Union Pacific com-
pany had finally dispensed with their old presi-
dent, a very respectable gentleman of Massachu-
setts. That action may satisfy the committee
on judiciary of the senate, and may in theiropin-
ijon justify the committee in postponing the ac-
tion on these Pacific railroads, but it would not
satisfy the people, as it understood the matter.
The judiciary committee had resolved not to con-
sider until De ber next the g ions involved
in the relation of the railroad and the govern-
ment. This was his judgment of the matter,
which the committee wasnot warranted in mak-
ing, and Van Wyck did not, therefore, want this
bill referred to the committee on judiciary.

Senator Garlandsaid the special matter referred
to by the press was a different matter to that
covered by the bill from the hojse. The commit-
tee was in no way luded from the idera
tion of that bill. He conld not go into the de-
tails of the matter specificelly alluded to by the
genator from Nebraska.

After some further discussion Van Wyck with-
drew his motion to refer the bill to the commit-
tee on punblic lands, and it was referred to the
committee on judiciary.

Senator Allison from the committee on appro-
priations, reported the legislrtive executive and
judicial appropriation bill, and gave notice that
he would call it up for consideration Monday or
Tuesday next. 4

On the suggestion of Senator Pnlmb, sup-
ported by & Sherman, Senator Cullom con-
sented to allow the Mexican pension bill to go
over till Monday, in order to take up the army
appropriation bill, the consideration of which was
at once proceeded with. The bill was passed
without giving rise to a debate, and substantially
as recommiended by the committee on appropria-
ﬁ?!l‘]:é committee of conference on the shipping
bill, submitted its report, which was agreed to.

On motion of Senator Coke, the house bill
granting the right of way through the Indian
Territory to the Gulf, Colorado & Sante Fe Rail-
road company, was passed. P

POLITICALLY AGITATED.

That is the Condition Our National
Law Makers Are Reported
to Be In.

The Attitude of the “Sun,” Which Shines for
All, 2 Remarkable Conundrum to
Many Democrats.

However, a Man With Half an Eye Can
Discover the Direction in Which
the Wind is Blowing,

WAsSHINGTON, June 21.—Conflicting ad-
vices from New York continue to m;'stlty
Washington politicans concer ning élevc-
land’s candidacy, and his barometer rises
and falls with every change of the wind.
Letters are received breathing the great-
est enthusiam for Cleveland, while others
flatly assert his inability to control the ma-
jority of the New York delegation, and hint
at mysterious plans undergoing. the pro-
cess of incubation, by which he is
to be quietly but thorougly knifed af
Chicago and an acceptable candidate selccted
outside of New York, awarding the vice
presidency to Slocum or some other soldier.
It seems tobe conceded that a soldier must be
on the ticket. The trouble is to understand
the sentiment of the

NEW YORK DEMOCRATIC PRESS,

which, in view of the political situation in
that state are of paramount importance to
the Democrats at the capital. The World
continues to ‘be pronouned in favor of
Cleveland, while the Sun avoided all
mention of the Saratoga converntion in
connection with Cleveland’s candidacy until
to-day, when its leading editorial asserts
that as the case now stands uncertainty still
prevails, and if Cleveland is finally nomi-
nated it will not be because New York Dem-
ocrats want him, but because on the whole,
they think they cannot do better. Editor
Dana closes by saying that ‘‘while Cleveland
possesses valuable and elevated qualities as
a public man, his plan of governing without
reference fo the party which puts him in
office is quite inconsistent with the theory of
free institutions. The Democracy of the
state would be justified should they emphati-
cally repudiate any officer who practices upon
such “theory.”” This is regarded as a most
remarkable declaration and finds no other
interpretation from public men but an ex-
pression of well-grounded fear on Dana’s
part, atleast, that if nominated and elected,
Cleveland would ‘‘go back on his
friends.” In bis gubernatorial experiences
he has been steering by his own compass.
In other words, his presidential reform might
not be acceptable to the Democratic party
and result in its defeat in 1888, that he
would take the bit in his own mouth and
probably run away with the Democratic
wagon.

His
paper undoubtedly wields more general
influence than any other in  the
country and having that power behind him
he looks with yearning eyes upon the presi-
dency. Itisalaudable ambition, but Dana
should beware of the fate of his old associate
Horace Greeley. Dana did more to put
Greeley in the field than anybody, which
finally put him in his grave.”

STILL A FEELING FOR TILDEN.

There is a wide-spread feeling that in view
of the present embarrassments Mr. Tilden
should be nominated and be induced to
accept. The impression prevails that he
would accept should the convention refuse
to recognize his declination and nominate
him with universal acclamation. Bets were
freely offered to-day that should Mr. Tilden
still decline the nomince of the convention
would not be a New York man.

RAILROADS WANT AN ADJOURNMENT.

It was charged to-day that an early ad-
journment was being pressed by representa-
tives of railroad corporations, in order to
defeat legislation forfeiting land grants at
the present session. 8o faronly the Texas
Pacific land grant forfeiture has passed both
branches, and railroad inflnences have been
politically employed to defer and defeat other
forfeitures.
