There was a full attendance last evening of the
members of the G. A. R. committee on their
national encampment.

Capt. Babb, the chairman, reported he had re-
ceived a letter from Commander-in-Chief Beath
saying that he had been informed that there is a
desire that this parade should be held on Wednes-
day instead of Tuesday.  He had mo personal
feeling in the matter, but that it should be defi-
nitely settled.  On motion, it was decided that
the grand parade shall take place Wednesday,
July 23.

On motion it was decided that style of badge
“K' be selected for the committees, the commit-
tees to be distinguished by the following colors:
Entertainment, pink; finance, old gold; quar-
ters, purple: reeeption, white; invitation, red;
transportation, light blue; parade, lavender;
camp, cherry. Jt was decided that the coat of
arms of Minnesota shall be painted upon the
badges ; also that the same style of badge “K,*
adopted by the committees, be furnished ihe del-
egates.

Comrade Snyder, of the camp committee, re-
ported that he had corresponded with Mr. King,
of the electric light, as to a forty-light power
dynamo machine.

THE UNION PLANING MILL BURNED.

Conlkey & Co.’s Loss Estimated at $12,000—
Insurance $7,000.

At about 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon a fire
broke out in Conkey & Co.’s Union planing mill
located on the East side near the Manitoba rail-
way tracks below the junctiom.

Although it responded promptly the depart-
ment was unable to stay the flames, which had
gained great headway, the building as well as
contents being of the most combustable material,
and in less than an hour the mill was a total loss,
together with machinery and considerable lum-
ber. The Isolated nature 6f the building, together
with the efforts of the firemen, confined the fire
to ‘the planing mill and prevented further
damage. Conkey & Co. estimate their loss at
$12,000, and hold an insurance in $7,000 upon

he building.

Damaged by the Falal of Derrick.

NEw York, June 24.—The derrick on the
towerof Grace church, used in hoisting stone
and building material for the new steepie,
fell to-day, carrying with it the timbers and
rigging. Joseph McKee, derrick rigger, and
Robert Simpson, a mason, were caught in the
ropes. McKee was rescued and sent to the
hospital, where his wounds were pronounced
probabiy fatal. Simpson was caught in the
rigging some distance below the edge of the
tower and remained there for a long time
suspended 165 feet over the street. Simpson
was finally rescued and was lowered to the
ground, and sent to the hospital. His re-
covery is doubtful. | Several large stones
crashed through the roof of the church and
did damage amounting to $50,000. The ac-
cident was caused by the foot of the . derrick
tipping as it was being raised.

MEXICAN PENSIONS.

The Senate Passes the Re-
-publican Bill, Excluding
Southern Men.

Senator Williams Denounces Re-
publican Leaders for their
Meanness.

The Dakota Court Bill Passed Both
Hoyses and Goes to the
President.

The House Passes tﬁe Bill Repealing Pre-
Emption and Timber Culture
Laws.

A Little More of False Evidence Regard-
ing the Star Route Rascalities.

WasHiNgrox, D. C., June 24.—It was
agreed that the senate meet at 11 o’clock the
remainder of the session.

A consideration of the Mexican pension
bill was resumed.

Senator Maxey said the intention of the ma-
jority was to kill the bill by putting in
amendments that would render it impossible
for the friends of the bill to vote for it.

Senator Williams could not support the
bill, for as it now stood it was an insult to
the old Mexican veterans. The bill was now
asdead as a door nail. ‘Senator Williams had
supposed if a brave and honest man had
ever existed on the face of the earth, a man
who was not afraid of man or the devil, it
was the senator from Illinois, (Logan) the
nominee of the Republican party for the vice
presidency,but even that senator had shrunk
back and had been driven from his sense of
daty. Oh, said Williams, shades of Sumner,
Morton, Stevens and other great leaders of
the Republican party, in the palmy days of
its glory and power. The Mexican soldiers,
he said, must wait for their pensions till the
government should come into the hands of
the Democrats. The action on this bill was a
disgrace to the nation.

Senator Wilson defended the amendments
to the bill. The bill as amended, he said,
gave us a complete system that provided for
Union soldiers as well as Mexican soldiers,
and that was what we meant to have.

Scenator Morgan said the present object, ox
eourse, was a political one to press Demo-
crats to the wall, to attempt to, prove they
were opposed to pensioning Union soldiers,
while the fact was they were not satisfied. It
was the deliberate judgment of the northern
people that such pensions should not be paid.

In the course of his remarks Morgan said:
““Take your candidate for presidency he was
a valiant talker in the war, but he never
went to war. He remained at home and ac-
cumulated his millian dollars, and his sub-
stitute went to war.”?

Senator Williams—*‘No he didn’t, he got a
furlough and remained at home.”’

After alluding to the bravery of soldiers on
both sides in the late war, Morgan said:
““When you come to speak of that heroic
man from Illinois, Logan, who will stand
second on your ticket in the coming elec-
tion, who was a heroie man both in Mexico
and in the late war. When you speak about
his plume, not the white plume of Favarre,
but the red pompon of the soldier, dipped in
blood, the of his adversary, when you
come to speak of that in order that his
heroism  will stand in its true colors,
you must draw in the back ground the pic-
ture of the confederate soldier fighting val-
iently for his cause, for if that soldier had
been unpatriotic, half hearted and an un-
true man, a2 man who had run from his flag
John A. Logan’s glory would have been
confined to his triumphs on the battie fields
of Mexico. We are all Americans, Mr.
President. I am proud of the men that
stood up against us in the war, and whatever
other men that did not go to war may think
of us, those men are proud of us too. There
was no difficulty in our fellowship, no diffi-
culty in our meeting face to face to debate
matters for interests of this country.

Ad 3 o’clock the debate closed. The voting
upon the amendment then began. The
amendment was agreed fo providing that no
person shall be entitled to more than one
pension at one time under the laws of the
United States unless that fact be specially
stated in law. The bill was then passed;
yeas 37, nays 27, as folldtvs:

House of Representatives.

‘WASHINGTON, June 24,—Mr. Teran sub-com-
mitted a conference report on the bill establish-
ing a burcau of labor statistics, and it was
agreed to. >

The senate bill was passed granting letter
carriers fifteen days leave of absence each year.

Mr. Oury, from the committee on Indian af-
fairs, reported a resolution calling on the secre-
tary of the interior for information relating to
the claims of certain persons toa portion of the
land of the Zuni Indians in New Mexico and
Arizona. Adopted.

The house then resumed the consideration of
unfinished business,  viz: a bill repealing the
pre-emption, timber cuiture and desert land
laws, and amended the homestead law.

Mr. Colman offered an amendment providing
that hereafter no public lands adapted to aggzri-
culture shall be sold, except mineral lands and
town sites, but that they shall be reserved for
actual and bona fide settlers under the hemestead
law. Agreed to.

On motion of Mr. Henley, an amendment was
adopted providing that nothing contained in the
bill shall be construed to repeal the act for the
sale of timber lands in California, Oregon, Neva-
da and Washington territory. The bill than
passed, Yeas, 147; nays, 41.

The electral count was then taken up. Pre-
vious question having been ordered on the en-
grossment and third reading of the bill,

Mr. Herbert offered an amendment to that sec-
tion of the senate bill, which provides that each
state may determine ali controversies concerning
the appointmentof electors by providing that
such determination may be overruled by the con-
current action of the senate and house. Adopted
as a substitute for the senate bill, yeas 127,
nays 32.

The senate bill as amended by the substitute
was read 2 third time and passed.

The house then took a recess until 8 o’clock.
The evening session is for the consideration of
business reported from the military committee,

At the evening session the house passed the
following bills:

Practically a Solid Delegation for
; Governor Cleveland.

Great Cheers for Tilden and Others, and En-
thusiasm for Cleveland.

Sr. Louis, June 24.—The State Demo-
cratic convention for the electioh of dele-
gates at large to the national convention at
Chicago and for naming district’ delegates,
met at the Standard theater between 11 and
12 o’clock. The attendance is very large, all
the counties in the state being represented.
Johu O’Day, chairman of the statc central
committee, called the convention to order
and named Cougressman M. L. Clardy for
temporary chairman, and W. L. Fitzgerald,
of St. Louis, for temporary secretary,” with
two assistants, and a full list of minor
officers.

On taking the chair Mr. Clardy made a
brief address. He arraigned the republican
platform and named the demoératic candi-
dates before the party. Tilden’s name was
greeted with loud applause. Thurman, Bay-
ard and McDonald’s rames were also ap-
plauded, but the greatest .demonstration was
made at the mention of Governor Cleve-
land.

Mayor Ewing was then introduced and
made a speech welcoming the delegates to
the city.

The usual business committees were then
named and recess was taken.

It was nearly 3 o’clock when the eonven-
tion reassembled. The report of the com-
mittee.on credentials and permanent organ-
ization was received and Charles E. Peers, of
Warrenton, was made permanent chairman.
Secrctary Nicholas Bell, of St. Louis, with
several assistants and one vice president
from each congressional district.

John O’Day, of Springfield, and Dr. Mor-
rison Munford, of Kansas City, were then
nominated for delegates at large. Shortly
after 4 o'clock the conventfon adjourned
until 9 to-morrow.

Interviews with district delegates disclosed
the fact that if Tilden cannot be had the
delegation will be practically solid for Cleve-
land, not more than three of them being for
Bayard. Their action, will, however, depend
largely upon the position and preference of
the delegation from New York and other
castern doubtful states.

After the adjournment, the convention
was taken out to the fair grounds by the en-
crtainment committee of leading citizens,
where they were given a banquet at which a
number of speeches were made and a good
time enjoyed.
