GIL HAS A TRUST.

Barker Gave It to Him, and He
Can’t Let Go Unless Barker
Consents.

He Finds All But Three Counties Har-
monious and Ready to Rally
: for Gil.

A Committee Meeting that Was to Upset
Things Gets Upset Itself.

The die is cast. Gilfillan will not down at
the bidding of Fletcher and the Fletcherites.
Major Camp, the chairman of the recent Re-
publican convention in this distriet which
placed J. B. @Gilfillan in the field as a candi-
ydate for Congress, having refused to appoint
a district committee upon the presumption
that the action of the convention was irreg-
ular and illegal, the old committee held a
meeting  in the parlors of the Nicollet
house yesterday. The session was ab-
solutely  without  happy  results to
the ‘‘kicking faction of the party, Which
has for its ring leaders Fietcher, Langdon,
Washburn, Benton, Pettit, e al. As it was
predicted, the primary object of the meeting
was to induee * Gilfillan to “fly’* the track in
favor of Fletcher, as well as to ascertain
whether or not it was within the province of
the old committec to take action, since their
appointment had become outdated. In the
latter alone they succeeded.

Mr. Gilfillan had been invited to be pres-
ent, and to make any statement. he feit in-
clined to submit for the cousideration of the
committee.

IN SESSION.

At 2:45 C. &Pcun called the mecting to
order and cxpMilned that as Major Camp had
refused to appoint a new committee, he had
decided to call the old committee together to
talk over the situation.

Gen. McLaren stated that it had been
maintained by some that the proper thing
would be for the state committee to. appoint
a new distriet committee, but he disspproved
of the plan. The district committee would
have no right to clect 2 county committee,
and the state had no right to appoint a dis-
trict committee.

Judge Rea held that no one questioned the
legality of the appointment of the old com-
mittee, and he believed the old committee
should properly remain in power until the
new one had been appointed.

Mr. McGill inquired 'if Major Cawp had
given notice that he would nst appoint a
uew commitfee.

Mr. Pettit—*‘He told me so Limself.”’

Mr. MeGill—**As arecord I think it should
be in writing. Thex it would be a justifica-
tion for going zhsad. If the chairman of
the eonventiox  declines to appoint a com-
mittee, and thinks the old one is still in ex-
istence & scems to me, that that settlesit.”’

Mr, Bardeu was of the opinion that the
chairmen should have addressed a note to
the committee. He didn’t care to go into a
discussion of the convention, and believed
it unnecessary.

Mr. Warner, of Wright eounty, did not
question the existence of the old committee.
He favored going ahead and taking action.

Ma. Barden to Gen. McLaren, “On what
grounds does the state committee propose to
interfere?”

Gen. McLaren—*‘T can’t tell.””

Mr. Butts —‘“They propose to do
right in the matter.”

Mr. Barden—*‘“They seem combatative. It
looks as though they were bound to fight,and
want some one ® knock a chip off their
shouldet.” .

F. L. Smith, who was present as Charley
Johnson’s proxy, did not question the life
and rights of the convention. The chair-
man of the committee had been officially
notified that the chairman of the eonvention
would not make an appointment.

A rambling discussion without particular
point followed in which Mr.Pettit stated that
be had left a note of invitation at Mr. Gil-
fillan’s office and that he was expected to be
present and to present his side of the con-
troversy which had arisen over the nomina-
tion. Judge Rea. however, was sent in
quest of bim, but Mr. McGill was very deli-
cate in the matter and thought Judge Rea
should not tell Mr. Gilfillan that the com-
mittee had sent for him.  He said **Tell him
the committee is in session  and will listen
to him if he has anything to say,”

In a short time Judge Rea appeared and
announced that Gilfillan would appear.

* Upon that gentleman stepping into the
room, Mr. Pettit explained to him that the
convention had come together to talk over
the matters of the campaign.
GILFILLAN'S TALK.

Mr. Gilfillan began by saying he was very
glad to meet the gentlemen of the conven-
tion, ‘‘but I don’t know as I have anything
special to say, for I was not counselled about
the calling of the meeting and don’t know
the purposes for which you were called to-
gether, and I cannot therefore speak to any
snbject matter that can be under counsidera-
tion.”

Mr. Pettit.—In view of the dissatisfaction
which bas grewn out of the late congres-
sional convention and its procecdings and
the nomination which was made, I deemed
it my duty to call the committee together for
the purposes of consultation to sce if any-
thing can be done to remove the dizsatisfac-
tion that seems to exists.

Mr, Giltillan —Well, gentlemen, 1 must
premise by saying that whatever I may have
to say must be solely upon my individual
responsibility and not in my representative
character as a candidate, for as a candidate I
hold the nomination as a trust
and have no opportunities to consult those
who have placed that trust in which many
others are interested in my keeping. 1 do
not claim any credit for any of the proceed-
ing in the convention, and disclaim all re-
sponsibility in its proceedings, prior to the
call upon me by the committée appointed
by it to inform me of my nomination, and I
do not care to diseuss, much less to criticise
those proceedings. I do not think we can
with-propriety €0 so. I went to the
convention in response to the invilation of
the committee, and found the convention in

astate of confusion and dissension and some |
I sought an interview |

hot blood prevailed.
with the delegates representing a minority in
the convention, with a view if possible of
procuring a reconcillation of the differences
existing. I sought to couusel and advise
with them but without success, but did re-
ceive intimations from some of them of a
confidential character, which operated
largely in leading me to a conclusion.

have heard of two orthree expressions from
gentlemen whom I highly respeet, but whose
judgment would not seem to be somewhat
bissed by participation in the dissensionsex-
isting there.

THE MILLING INDUSTRY.

Review of the Flowur Production at the Falls
Jor the Past Week.

The Northucestern Miller for to morrow will
publish the following, which is from an ad-
vance proof sheet: !

The flour production of last week was some-
what of a surprise, in that it slightly exceeded
the outbut of the previous week. But this
wis undoubtedly due . to a desire on the part
of several mills to get ready for the break
which the Fourth causes with them ‘in- the
current week.

That is America-- What it Was in 1860 —
And What it is Now.

The Boston Zraveler complies statistics
showing the growth of the country since
the year 1860.

Twenty-three years ago we were 30,000,000
of people; now we are over 50,000,000.

Then we had 141 cities and towns of over
8,000 inhabitants; now we have 286 of such
cities and towns, Then- the total population
of our cities was 5,000,000, now it is about
12,000,000. A

Our cogl mines then produced 14,000,000
tons a year; now 85,000,000 tons a year;
or six times as much.

The iron product amounted to 900,000 tons
of ore; to-day it foots up over 8,000,000 tons
a year; almost a'ninefold increase.

In 1860, our metal industries employed
about 58,000 hands, consumed about $100,-
000,000 worth of material, and turned out
about $180,000,000 of annusl products.

To-day, these -same industries employ
300,000 hands, consume $380,000,000 of
material, and their annual product amounts
to 600,000,000 a year.

In 1860 the wood industries employed
130,000 persons; to-day they employ about
340,000, while the value of their annual pro-
duct has trebled.

The woolen industry employed 60,000 per-
sons then, and now employs 160,000, while
our home mills, which produced goods of
the value of #80,000,000 in 1860, now turn
out an annual product worth $270,000,000.

Finally, there is cotton. In 1860 we im-
ported 227,000,000 yards of cotton goods; in
1881 weonly imported 23,000,000 yards.

In the meantime the number of hands
cmployed in American cotton mills has in-
creased to 200,000, and we export over 150,-
000,000 vards of cotton goods a year, instead
of importing 227,000,000 yards as we used
to do.

The silk industry employ=d 5,000 pefsons;
now it employs about 35,000, seven times
as many.

We import no more silk goods now than
we did in 1880, but our own mills which pro-
duced goods of the value of $6,000,000 then,
now turn out a product of over §40,000,000

early.

In 1860, 12,000 persons were employed in
American pottery and stoneware works; to-
day about ‘86,000 are employed in this in-
dustry. ¥

The chemical industry, which employed
6,000 persons then, now employs 30,000.

In the meantime we have nearly five times
as many miles of raiiway, and double the
number of farms, and yielding more than
double the number of busbels of cereals.

In the produetion of sheep we only had
22,000,000, of them in 1860; to-day we have
over 40,000,000 of them; and whereas we
then produced in this country 60,000,000
pounds of wool, now we produce 240,000,000
pouunds. y

Finally, the total of our exports has doub-

led.
In 1560 it stood at £400,000,000 and now
it stands at about $900,000,000.
