The Senate,
WasHINGTON, July 5. —Shortly after the
senate was called to order Senator Logan rose

and said:

Mr. President, I deem it due my friends
that I call attention to a certain statement I
find copied in the public press, as well as in
the congressional record of the 27th of June.

First, I am set down in the list of what is
termed landgrabbers, as having in some
mysterious way, accumulated the vast
amount of eighty thousand zcres of land.
This statement is utterly without foundation
Iin fact. The New York Herald, of the 20th,
adds thirty thousand head of cattle. I wish
this were true, but there is no foundation for
the statement. I would take no notice . of
this, however, were it not for the charge that
follows:

by two army officere and one citizen on pub-
lic land, open to such entry, with which lo-
cation, however, I bad nothing to do.

In to prove the statement he
had made Benator Logan read a number of
letters. The first was a leter from the com-
missioner general of the land office, showing
the land in question was subject to location
and entry as public land at the time and if
not the location would have been subject to
cancellation.

The next letter was from Major Tucker to
Becretary Teller, giving the facts in connec-
tion with the location of the lands mentioned
by him and his associates and protesting
against any change by a resurvey of the
Zuni reservation. He says the charges
against Senator Logan connection with
these la nds are untrue.

The next letter was from Capt. Lawton to
to General Logan. He refutes at great
length the charges against the latter, and
says: ‘‘There is mnot, nor has there been,
any company or organization for the pur-
pose of buying or owning land for
raising stock or starting a ranch on the
Neutria, in which you or any other person is
or was interested. My entry of land on the
Neutria was made in good faith for myself,
and no other person has any interest in my
location. Any and all statements that there
is or has been a combination, ut her to secure
Jand or start a ranch for your benefit, or for
the benefit of any person other than those
appearing on the record of the land office, is
untrue.’?

James Stevenson, of the United States
geological survey, bears the following testi-
mony in a letter to Senator Logan: “Having
had my attention called to the statements in
the congressional record of a recent date in
directly charging you with fraudulently at-
tempting to deprive the Zuni Indians of New
Mexico of their lands, I beg leave to say I
am familfar with the facts apd circumstan-
ces from a thorough investigation of the sub-
ject made at the request of the homorable
secretary of the interior,and I take pleasure in
stating the allegations thus made are grossly
unjust to you as well as Maj. Tucker and his
associates, and wholly without foundation.’”

The last letter 1n the series is from Secre-
wry Teller to General Logan. In it he says:
“There is not the slightest evidence that any

order

in

wrong was intended or done by the parties
to the entries, or any law violated. The
land was public land at the time these en-

tries were made, and as such was open to
entry by the public. The gentlemen who
made the entries were qualified to enter such
lands and had a perfect right to do eo, and

they neither violated the law nor the rights
of any parties whatever in so doing.' Tasked

It gives me pleasure to make this
statement in view of allegations to the con-
trary which have been made.”?

When Major Tucker and his associates
were attacked through the mnewspapers, said
General Logan, and charged with interfering

with rights of Indians and dolne
wrong, I defended them in a letter through
the public prese and otherwise as. having
violated no law and having committed
no fraud on Indians or any one else. In
that defence I asked the question, “‘If a sol-
dieMike Captain Lawton could not locat
homestead or pre-emption or whatever loe
tion was within distanee he hadto the Indian

Senator Miller’s motion was agreed to and
the bill goes over accordingly.

Senator Logan submitted a report of the
conference committeu on the fortification
bill, to which the senate agreed.

The senate proceeded to the consideration
of the house bill to prohibit the importation
of foreigners under contract or agreement to
perform labor in the United States. During
the reading of the report on the biil, the sen-
ate went into executive session. \‘. hile still
in executive session, a recess was taken un-
til evening.

EXECUTIVE SESSION.

In the executive session of the senate this
eyenlng a resolution was offered from the com-
mittee on foreign relations advising the presi-
dent to enter into negotiations for an extension
of the Hawailan reciprocity treaty for seven
years. This was in compliance with a request
of the president for the advice of the senate in
regard to the matter. The resolution met with
some oppoeition, and it premised to give rise to
an extended debate. Further consideration of
the subject was postponed until next December.
By the terms of the existing treaty, it was pro-
vided it should remain in force seven years from
date at which it came into operation, viz: Sept.
9, 1876, and further, until the expiration of
twelve months after either contracting parties
shall have given notice to the other of its wish to
terminate the same. Each of the contracting
parties being at liberty to give such notice to the
| other at the end of said term of seven years, or
at any time thereafter. It is understood that
the proposition to extend the treaty another
seven years contemplates also a probable pro-
curement of certain additional advantages of a
recipiocal natuare.

EVENING SESSION.

The senate insisted on its amendments to the
calendar and diplomatic appropriation bill, and
ordered a new conference.

Senator Hoar announced the conferees on the
electorial countbill had had several meetings
and he saw no possible hope of agreement.

Senator Allison submitted a conference report
| on the legislature, executive and judicial appro-
| pr.'nl«m bill. The report announced the con-

ferecs had come to an agreement on all the
| amendments except that relating to the contin-
| gent fund of the senate—the provision covering
I compensation for senators’ clerks.

The senate further insisted on the amendmeut
and ordered a new conference.
The further consideration of the bill to pro-

| tract was postponed till December 11, next.

The Mexican pension bill was the pivot on
which the motions turned.

To those Who like free hitting and close fleld-
ing, the game of ball between Saginaw:and St.
Puaul yesterday afternoon must have been en-
tirely satisfactory. Although the weather was
chilly the playing of both sides was remarkably
good, and it was anybody’s game up to the eighth
inning. Clarkson was again the twirler for the
Saginaws, and it is entirely unnecessary to say
St. Paul took no hand in the heavy nitting. W.
Nettieton, 8 new man, was put in the box for
St. Paul, and he was pounded by every one of
the twenty-four men who wielded the willow.
Providence, however, seemed to be on the side
of the home team, and the numerous balls
mauled to the fleld were usually taken in beau-
tiful style, so that what might have proved a score
of from fifteen to eighteen base hits appears in
the record as but seven. We never saw a game
in which the hitting was so heavy and the score
so small. Foster and Hunter were mnot feeling
well yesterday, so their places were filled by
other men. It, however, probably made very
little difference with the result, as it is becoming
we!l understood that very few batters can hit
Clarkson, however successful they may have been
with other pitchers. Rittenhouse played right
field for the visitors, Quinn being somewhat in-
disposed, and Lockwood took Dude Smith’s place
behind the bat. Some fault was found with
Barnes for not taking the ball from Forester's
bat in the eighih inning, but it was difficult to
judge and it went two feet above his head, let-
ting two men to the home plate.
