The Government Troops Worsted on
Every Hand -Knights of Pythias

Presentation.
New Okleans, July 16.

—
Private advices from

Jamaica, from the headquarters of the Cuban in-
surgents, state that the Insurgents under the im-
mediate command of Aguora undertook an ex-
pedition against the plantation of certain persons
known to favor thu gos-eminent. Although op-
posed by a strong detachment of regular troops
the insurgents, after skirmishing for two hours
drove back the forces and burned all the build,
ings and machinery on the Santa Maria and
Lamorcltlea plantations. The same time abaud
of insurgents inthe sugar digtrlct were attacked
by a strong force of government troops, known
as the San Domingo division. Tlie insurgents
being intrenched in an almost impregnable-
position, repulsed tho troops with a loss,
of three killed and several wounded. Casualties
of the insurgents, one slightly wounded. The
captain-general of Cuba called a meeting of offi-
cers to concoct a plan for successfully encoun-
tering the enemy in the lield. Large numbers of
troops are lost or demoralized by the guerilla
warfare of the insurgents, who are familiar with
every foot of ground on the island. They divide
into small bands, and demoralize the regulars by
false alarms and forced marches through un-
healthy swamps, to find no enemy.

The formal presentation of the flag sent the
Ascaloii division, Knights of Pythias, hy Fort
Dearborn division, of Chicago, was celebrated by
a fulldress parade aad a ball in the Spanish
fort. »

Abuse of the Franking: Privilegfc.-
Washington, D.C, July 15.

—
Some time ago

the Republican congressional committee issued
a circular which was sent to the chairmen of
state and local committees all over the country,
inwhich it was stated that committees would be
supplied with campaign matter such as speeches
and documents enveloped and franked when
fraukable, all ready fordistribution. This circu-
lar has liten commented upon rather severely by
both Republican and Democratic papers and the
committee have therefore decided to withdraw it
and issue another which will otherwise provide
for the free distribution of campaign matter.
It isnotexpected, however, that the congres-
sional committee of the "grand old party" will
have scruples about using the franking privi-
lege for the purpose indicated to the utmost ex-
tent.

The Royal Gommision in Session.
Toronto, July 16.

—
The royal commission took

additional testimony to-day in the matter of
alleged bribery to secure a change in the timber
policy of the government. H. P. Dwight gen-
eral manager of the Great Northwestern Tele-
graph company, testified that he had destroyed
the papers he was asked to produce before tho
police magistrate. It was the custom of
the company to destroy such pa-
pers after keeping them six
months, but in this case he made an exception
and destroyed them himself about three weeks
ago. They treated every telegram as private,
but to the best of his knowledge those in ques-
tion were not marked private. R. Monk, mem-
ber of parliament, testified, was the conserva-
tive whip last season. Three caucuses were held
und no special committees appointed. He never
heard Kirkland or Wilkinson'? name brought
up at caucus.

Failure of Hiram Campbell & Sons.
Cincinnati, 0., July 16.

A dispatch from

Ironton announces the failure of Hiram Camp-
bell &Sons, iron manufacturers, and places the
liabilities at §300,000. No statement of assets.
Business men here say the failure has been ex-
pected, that the Campbells owned the Mt. Ver-
non and Surnh furnaces and have been running
them during the recent depression iniron.
