Didn’t Pan Out,

St. Lours, July 17.—Advices from the little
town of Redding, Ringgold county, Ta., say that
great excitement prevailed there yesterday, over
finding the dead body of 2 man in the office of
Dr. Eli Quigley. Fire was discovered in the doc-
tor’s office yesterday morning and partially
burned the body. The dead body was found on
a cot which was ablaze. At first it was supposed
to be Dr. Quigley, but examination proved it to
be the headless trunk of the partly decomposed
body of 2 man named Lynch, who died and was
buried early in June. Further investigation re-
vealed the fact that Dr. Quigley had disappeared
and that he had a life insurance policy of $10,-
000 in the Northwestern Mutual of Milwankee,
and $6,000 in the Bankers associatiou. Both
were taken out within a year; and the conclusion
is reached by the people that Lynch’s grave was
robbed, his body plsced in Dr. Quigley's office,
and the premises fired in furtherance of the
scheme to swindle the insurance companies.
