R.Robinson, she waived her
examination and was held to await the action of
the district court in $800 bonds. S. N. Bell, the
groceryman at the corner of Twentieth street
and Fourth avenue, south, became her surety.

Mrs. Burner's family physician was waited upon
by areporter. He had little to say regarding the
case, but had never seen anything particularly
wrong inher conduct, although things had oc-

McLaughlin, Furgo,
inone of which he had referred toLottie Burner,

the daughter who is now living with Judge

Hauscrashis pet. Inthe otherhad been endorsed
a check or draft for £50 topay the girl's tuition
inArchibald's business college. .One night he
was called upon by an elderly man from St. Paul
whose conduct was peculiar and strange. He
stated that he was to marry the girl,Lottie, and
wanted him to come to the house at once, ex-
plainingthat the mother had poisoned the girl.
He went and found the girl in a stupor or sort of
somnia, which ljisted three days. She is now re-
covering. He had often found the mother in the
same condition. He could discover no traces of
poison, and was always at a loss how to account

forher condition.
The mother had often threatened to poison

herself and the childbecause of some property
trouble, in which Jas. 11. Carr. engineer at the

West hotel, who swore outa warrant for her ar-
rest, was tryingto get possession of the heritage
of the girlby establishing for the mother au im-
moral character.

Inan interview with Mrs. Burner, she said the
other girlin the case, Florence Mation, was the
illigitimatechild of a woman who now lives in
Ottumwa, lowa. Mrs. Burner acknowledges that
her character and conduct previous to 1882 was
questionable, but since then she stoutly protests
that she has been rigidlycircumpect aud upright
inher every relation.

S. K.Bell, the groceryman above referred to,

states that Mrs. Burner has traded with him for
over a year and tbat she has been prompt in all
her obligations. He never said anything which
would lead him to believe the allegations made
against her were correct, or well grounded. He
denied most emphatically that the mother had
placed unreasonable restrictions upon the child.
Lottie had frequently been at his store to get
goods, and appeared to enjoy every freedom
granted any giH of her age. At one time she
came tohim and borrowed money forher mother,

which wa6 paid at the time stipulated. Some
time since a stranger called upon him and said
he had a friend inDakota named Bell, whom, he
said had been injured by Mrs. Burner. This
stranger went on to state that Bell, his friend,

had been arrested and Mrs. Burner gave very
damaging testimony. He was desirous of retali-
ating and was in search of evidence tobring
against her. He got none at that store. In con-
clusion Mr.Bell remarked that from all indica-
tions he had been led tobelieve that the whole
production was nothing more thau.a blackmail
scheme, concocted by Carr.

The Aher-Graves Ancient Artillery

Yesterday was one of the finest days of the

season for outdoor sports, "and more than 2,000
people went out to the West Seventh street base
bal!park to see the second game of the series on
the home grounds between Grand Rapids and
St. Paul. The fact that St. Paul won the game
on Thursday probably made the crowd consider-
ably larger than it otherwise would hove beon.
The supposition was that Brown would be the
pitcher for the home club, and because hp had
never occupied the box since arriving here, there
was considerable speculation as to the probable
outcome. For sume reason, however, the ex-
pected programme was not carried out, and the
management trotted out its ancient artillery,
Aber and Graves, for a farewell performance.
To say the crowd was disgusted and tired out
before the opening of the contest would but
feebly exp- ess the situation. Several persons
were mad, and those of them who were notChris-
tiaTls, or had money at stake on the result,
swore right out in meeting. Aber had so often
proved himself amiserable failure that no one
dared to hope for victory, and the wonder is that
he was not punished more severely than he was.
Thirteen base hits with a total of nineteen is
quite bad enough, but we think the Grand
Rapids sluggers could have increased the total to
thirtyhad they gone about their work with a
little more determination. The fact is that Aber's
delivery isnot at all deceptive after the batter
once catches on to his one little quirk,and the
management made a great mistake inputting
him inthe box at all. With even a passably good
pitcher the home team would have won yester-
day's game with the same ease that it did the one
the day before. Graves did the. worst catching
he has done since he returned to St. Paul, hav-
ing six passed balls. Foley aud Brown each got
a couple oferror?, but the field in their positions
is so bad that it would be impossible almost to
play a perfect game. Hunter's muff at
center wus costly but excusable, as
he had a long run for the
ball. O'Brien got an error, but he evened up
hi*score by retiring thirteen men and making
two base hits, one of them a double-bagger.
Hunter showed hiiusual strength with the wil-
low.

Chicaoo, July 18.—Harmon Spruance & Co.,
one of the largest grain commission houses on
the board of trade, suspended this afternoon,
and the first intimation operators on the board
had of the fact was when Secretary Stone rapped
for attention and read the followingnotice, which
was signed by the firm and posted on the bulle-
tinboard in the exchange hall:

lam at present unable to meet the marginal
demands made on me. My outstanding contracts
on the board of trade are closed, and the differ-
ences willbe adjusted as soon as my bde can be
referred."

AGlobe correspondent called at the office of
the firm at 12G Washington street, and found it
filled with settling clerks and members of firms,
all clamoring fornames on the trades they Jiad
with the firm. Mr. Spruance could not be &n,
but Mr.Wlnslow, his chief clerk, was met at the
door, and when asked for a statement
as to the cause of the sus-
pension, replied that the announcement posted
on 'change was all they had to say and all that
they would say. He then turned around and to
the numerous settling clerks remarked : "Come
arouud inanhour and Iwillgive you names for
your trade."

The house of Harmon Spruance ACo. has al-
ways been regarded as one of the strongest and
most conservative in the traae and at times oper-
ated heavily. Lately Mr. Spruance is said to
have been largely short on wheat and corn and
the sudden advance this week has been to much
for him aud he was forced to
close up his trades this morning and
was eyen at the close on 'change
at 1 o'clack. The announcement created
considerable comment on the floor, but had little
effect on the markets, as September wheat ad-
vanced from 86 to«U=sc.

Ut.Spruance has been in the trade here for
many years and was associated wdth Mr.J. W.
Preston under the firm name of Spruance &
Preston, who were the heaviest traders on the
board, but about eight years ago the firm was
dissolved and Mr. Spruance has been inbusiness
uloue ever since.
