OLD WORLD NEWS.

The Labor Demonstration in London
to Fayor the Franchise Bill.

Green Room Club Dinner—Brigands at Work
—Cholera News—Miscellaneous.

LABOR DEMONSTRATION.

Loxpox, July 21.—At noon the organized
trades union assembled at Sloan square, Pad-
dington Green, Easton square, Islington Green,
Clerkenwell Green, Insbury Circus, the Obelisk,
Black Friar's and Grosvener gardens and pro-
ceeded to the embankment. The political dele-
gates wore colors. The streets and bridges
across the Thames were packed and traffic great-
ly impeded. Much chaff was indulged in by
the spectators along the line of march, especially
when those in the procession were more than
usually adorned. Several thousand agricultural
laborers from Kent and Sussex marshalled at
Black Friars bridge. The procession moved in
the following order: Mounted farriers, agricul-
tural laborers, provincial deputations, London
trades council, representatives from printing,
bookbinding, paper, iron, metal, clothing, lea-
ther, shipping, building, cabinet making, fancy
goods and general trades, political clubs, liberal
ciations, temperance bodies and friendly so-
cieties. Each section, on arriving at the park,
marched to the platfora assigned and the band
played till the chairman arrived.

As the proceseion was starting from the em-
bankment several loud explosions were heard
near the government offices. The crowd: was
greatly frightened, and thousands made a rush
toward Whitehall, believing the explosives due
due to dynamite. The scare ended when it was
found the explosions were nothing more than a
salute which the horse guards were firing in
honor of the birth of the Duchess of Albany’s son.
The route lay along Parliament street, Whitehall,
Charing Cross, Pall Mall, St. James street and
Picadilly. Before the procession started the em-
bankment became a gurging mass of humanity.
Viewed from Hungerford bridge it presented an
unbroken array of human heads relicved by blue
banners and trees along the embankment. The
trade societies carried emblems of their craft,
noticeable among these was the banner by tail-
ors, representing Adam and Eve after the fall.
The agricultural laborers were loudly cheered.
The resolutions prepared for submission to the
meeting protests against a rejection of the fran-
chise bill by the irresponsible and unrepresenta-
tive house of lords. It expresses approval of
.Gladstone’s action, and declares *‘continued ex-
istence of unchecked power of impeding popu-
lar will, which the lords exercise, is not condusive
Lo the welfare of the people and peace and pros-
perity of the country.”’

A tombstone was carried in the procession in-
scribed ““To the memory of the house of lords,
1884."

Densge masses of spectators along the route in-
terfered with the progression of the procession.
It took a full hour to clear the embankment, and
the end of the procession had not left Parliament
street when the head had entered the park. The
president of the board of trade and other minis-
ters viewed the procession, and they were loudly
cheered. Some of the bands in the procession
played the **Dead March in Saul.”” When the
procession had arrived at the park, specches
were made, and a resolution previously prepared
was submitted and adopted.

New Custom Officer for Corpus Christi
—Another of Mahone’s Kicks.

United States Marshal Longstreet Asked by
the President to Resign.

WasuiNeToxN, July.21.—The president has ap-
pointed James W. Clark collector of customs at
Corpus Christi, Texas, vice Plato Nelson, dis-
missed. Clark is the present special deputy col-
lector.

Surgeon General Hamilton, of the Marine hos-
pital service, made a report to the secretary of
treasury in regard to the alleged injurious effect
the fumes of petroleum have upon persons em-
ployed in handling that article. The question
arose on the safety of employes at Malta on ac-
count of their employment as detrimental to their
health.
