Dead Heart,

The Lewis Morrison dramatic company
preseuted the historical drama, a “Dead
Heart,” for the first time in this city at the
Grand Opera house last night, to a fair-sized
and appreciative audience. The iatter man-
ifested its delight and sympathy by frequent
rounds of applause, and the interest in the
psrformance was sustained throughout the
evening. Tke title of the drama is a misno-
mer in the sense that there is an absence of
weak sentimentality or gush about it which
the name wonld seem to suggest.
On the contrary it is a virile production, re-
plete with stunning incident and strong
forcible action, the - situations in the main
being highly dramatic. The scene is laid in
France, during the revolutionary period of
Louis XV., and there i> much in the action
to suggest the bloody fratricidal strife that
atained the record of France in the latter half
of the 18th century. The leading role, that
of Robert Landry, the hero, is taken by Mr.
Morrison. The character represents that of
4 man wedded to the principles that over-
threw the the monarchy and inaugurated
the terrific strife that preceded
the establishment of the Republic. In the
first act he is made the victim to a conspiracy
which tears him from his sweetheart and
places him in the bastile. After seventeen
vears imprisonment, the new regime comes
to his relief and the storming of the bastile
results in his release. In due course of time
Abbe Latour, a patrician, and the leading
conspirator against Laudry, is imprisoned
and condemned to the guilotine. Laudry,
now an officer of the new regeme, secks a
manly revenge and summons Abbe before
him. The latter is given the opportenity to
fight a2 duel and furnished the passport
to freedom in case he suceeeds.
A duel follows in the dark and Abbe is
killed. The piot is admirably worked out and
is replete with interesting episodes. Then
there is a count, Mr. Magnus, avein of com-
edy furnished in the character of Jacques by
Mr. Kahn, the role of Catherine Duval, taken
by Miss Stanhope. The latter enacted her
role finely and manifested eapacity for a high
order of emotional acting. Mr. Morrison
was at his best and imbued the part of Lau-
dry with dramatie force and fervor. The role
of the Abbe was well enncted by Mr. Wheat-
croft and the cast generally wus good. The
dual scene was especially effective, and the
tableau attending the storming of the bastile
was very realistic. The same play will be
given to-night.

The Bishop Grace Anniversary.

The Bishop Grace celebration culminates
to-day in great honor toa prelate who is
highly esteemed by priest and people. The
cventwas prepared for as long ago as August
of last year, when, at the annual retreat, the
clergymen resolved to mark the silver jubi-
lec of Bishop Grace, and a committee was
appointed to give shape and permanence to
the whole affair. A richly iluminated ad-
dress of obedience and greeting and affection
.will be presented tothe Rt. Rev. Bishop,
which is drawn up in classic Latin,
from the scholarly pen of the Rev. Theodore
Venn, of Blue Earth City. A subscription
made up of amounts ranging from 250 to
$200 is in hand, and a crozier and mitre will
be prescnted to the bishop, and the extra-
ordinarily pleasant affair will be marked by a
banquet at the Metropolitan hotel, and ad-
dresses by the citizens of S8t. Paul. The
committee who exerted themselves in this
pleasant affair are the. Rev. Fathers Goiffon,
Venn and McGolrick. The Rt. Rev. Bishop
has been uncommonly kind, and fatherly in
fact, to his priests, and he is now receiving
a golden reward of affection on tue occasion
of his silver jubiice.

The ¢l men of the diocese generally,
and mauny clergymen from the diocese of
Bishop Seidenbush are in the city, housed,
many of them at the hotels, and at the
the houses of “the priests of St Paul. Rt.
Rev. w0p Spaulding of Peoria, will preach
at the grand high mass.

The banquet as the Metropolitan hotel
takes piace at 2 p. m.

The procession to be formed at 7 p. m.
will be participated in by the societies named
in Tuesday’s GLOBE.

The little fellow who is so certain that his
companion fell into the barge jumped in to
save him, and was rescued by a workman
wear by. Asa man was dragging the barge
under water yesterday morniog, a string
broke which was stretched from end to end
of the vessel to guide him, and he narrowly
escaped drowning.

A Roller Coaster.

Lewis A. Roth and a man named Crawferd
have had constructed for them on the old
ice skating rink grounds, cornmer of Thir-
teenth and Cedar streets, what is kn as a
“roller coaster’” or a gravity railway which is
provided with four setiee cars, on esch of
which a dozen people can be seated and ride
down a circnitous incline railing from point

feet in the air down to the earth and up
again to the point of beginning. The novel
amusement structure cost $2,100 and its
elevated railway, platform approaches and
ticket office are generously printed in cream,
red and black its spacious waiting platforms
furnished with numerous sparkling red
colored chairs, and the whole is lighted up
with powerful electriic Jights of evenings.
The place was jammed on Tuesday, the
opening mnight, notwitbstanding the rain,
and the crowd of riders at two trips for five
cents. and curious spectators last evening
required the presence of a policeman to keep
gider.
